Children Perish From Hunger
While Zapata’s Men Are
Looting.

BEGGARS FILL STREETS

Naked Children Die on Door-
steps While Begging for
Food.

[Canadlan Press.]

San Antonio, Texas, June 8.—The
streets of Mexico City are filled with
paupers begging for food, and the death
rate is averaging 500 a day, many of
them children, who die from hunger, it
was said in a letter received today by a
relative here from S. Jamison Swarman,
for fifteen years a merchant in the capi-
tal. The letter says:

Soldiers Robbing.

“While our residents are dying of
hunger, the soldiers of Zapata are rob-
bing, stealing, killing and destroying.
President Gonzales Garza is in charge
of the situation, but he is usable to
offer any relief. He already has con-
fiscated all foodstuffs in the stores, pri-
vate residences and restaurants for dis-
tribution among the poor and middle
classes. He was enabled to give each
family enough rations to last them
through 72 hours if they practiced econ-
omy.

Begging For Bread,

“All day the streets are filled with
paupers, begging for a bite to eat. With |

the foodstuffs shortage the number of
paupers was multiplied by thousands.
Most of the street beggars are women
with babes in arms. y

Thinks It Mockery.

Bryan believes the United States is on
record for arbitration, so as to make it
a mockery to send to Germany a docu-
ment which he considers savors of an ul-
timatum.

cabinet meeting to the University Club,
where he and his fellow members had
lunch.

A Memorandum.

It was understood that Secretary
Bryan carried to the cabinet meeting a
memorandum which he had prepared,
in which he justified his views that
the proposed note was not of a charac-
ter that the United States should send

to Germany. He took the position that
the United States, in executing arbi-
tration treaties with the great majority
of the countries of the world, has taken
a direct position against war.
Hear Any Explanation.

Secretary Bryan is understood to
have urged that the United States could
stand firmly for its rights and not close

A. J. Warneford, the young Canadian
sub-lieutenant in the royal navy, who
yesterday, in an aeroplane, attacked and
wrecked a Zeppelin dirigible over Bel-
gium, was today given the Victoria
Cross.

Warneford’s exploit is the first time &
Zeppelin has been brought to earth by a
monoplane. The Canadian aviator
sighted the German airship over Bel-
gium, and at once mounted to attack it.
By a brilliant flight he secured a posi-
tion above it and dropped incendiary
bombs. His aim was good and the Zep-
pelin crashed to the ground and burned
up.

CIST OF SCAOOL.
 ABOVE ESTIMATES

Proposed Riverview Structure
Will Be Higher Than
Expected.

COMBINE IN ONE TENDER
Brick Contractor Will Be

Asked to Undertake
All Work.

Riverview School is going to cost con-
siderably more than the board of educa-
tion expected. The members of No. 2
committee realized this last night when
they came to upen tenders for the con-
tracts. None of these was accepted
finally and the committee will not make
its decision until the architects have re-
ported on a suggestion made by Trustee
Dr. Teasdall, that the lowest tenderer
for the brickwork be asked to supervise
the whole of the work, sub-letting the
various contracts for carpenter work,
heating and plumbing, etc., to the
tendérers whose bids for these separate
contracts were the lowest.

; Higher Than Estimate.

A number of tenders were received
from contractors who submitted a bulk
price - for the complete work, but the
lowest of these was nearly $4,000 more
than the original estimate. The trustees
therefore, examined the separate tenders
for ‘the different trades represented, and
-at first came to the conclusion that by

total cost would be about $53,000, ex-
clusive of furnishings, architects’ fees
and grading, etc. The requisition put
in to the city council for this school was
for $50,000, and also exclusive of the
items mentioned.

Then, however, it was discovered that
the steel and ornamental iron work had
not been counted in, and the lowest
tendér for -this work brought the total
cost higher than that of the lowest bulk
tender. One contractor had submitted a
price for plumbing and heating which
was nearly as much lower than that of
his nearest competitor as the steel and
ornamental iron item, but gs his tender
was not accompanied by a marked
check for a percentage of his tender
price, as demanded in the advertise-
ments -calling for tenders, it had been
' ignored - up to this time. But now the
trustees felt that, although such a
course. was ratler unethical, they would
be justified in accepting. this man’s
tender if he could be persuaded to rectify
the omission of a guaranieeing check,
gince the only other alternative would
be to call for fresh tenders, although
even in the latfer case fear was ex-
_pressed that no lower prices than'those
submitted could be got. -
= Get It In Writing.

It was then tha¢ D Teasdall sug-
gested asking the lowest tenderer for
‘thie brick work to take ‘over the other|
contracts at the prices named in the
lowes¢ tender in each case, in which
event, the doctor pointed out, the con-
tractor would become responsible for
the guarantee covering the whole work.
The suggestion was seized on eageriy
and the contractor in question called on
the telephone immediately. He agreed
to the proposition but the committee
thought it safer not to give out the
amounts of the various tenders until the
architects have secured a written rati-
fication .of the verbal agreement.

At first the trustees were very seri-
ously concerned over the fact that the
cost of building the school would be so
considerably more than the estimate on
which they had based their requisition
for debentures. However, it was pointed
out that the estimate had been prepared
on the basis of a ten-roomed school, but
that later it was decided that eleven
rooms were absolutely necessary and
that the specifications on which the
tenders were based called for eleven
rooms. The grchitects pointed out, also,
that the specifications called for a num-
ber of items not usually.included in the
estimate of the cost of building a school,
but provided for subsequently as extras.

Gave Sons Her Estate,

The action was based on the
ground that the late Mrs. Mary Jane
Laughton, of Ekfrid, the testator, was
not capable of understanding the
significance of her action when she
signed her iast will. . Evidence in
support of this contention was given
by two doctors, and no witnesses
were called for the defence. It was
shown that subsequent to the signing
of the will Mrs. Laughton deeded 2
50-acre farm to one son and gave
checks to both of them, aggregating
practically the total of her cash
estate.

Must Revert to Estate,

His lordship ruled that neither the
deed nor the checks were valid, and
that the real estate and cash must
revert to the estate to be divided.
The local master is appointed 1to
make an accounting and division.

Costs were given against Joha
Laughton, who, although he was not
present at the trial, had put in a de-
fence denying all the plainti€f's al-
legations. The other brother, George,
while disclaiming any wrongful action
admitted that his mother was not of
sound mind at the time she signed
her will, and expressed his willing-
ness to make restitution of the money
he had received..

SOME OPPOSITION
T0 SALARY POOLING

Action of British Secretaries
Oriticizéd—-—-l’remier Dis.-
gusted by Discussion.

[Canadian Press.]

London, June 8.—The rather novel
project of pooling their salaries, re-
cently agreed to by the members of the
new coalition ministry, by which each
secretary draws yearly about $21,000,
fnstead of some receiving $25,000 ard
others $10,000 or less, was sharply crit-
jcized in the House of Commons today
during consideration of the salary of
the minister of munitions.

Some Objections.

Davison Dalziel, Unionist, took the
stand that if the secretaries thus dis-
tributeq their pay they were altering
the amounts fixed by Parliament with-
out the consent of Parliament. Sir Ar
thur B. Markham, Liberal, took a sim-
ilar view, saying it was a question of
“the division of spoils,”” to which he
strongly objected.

Home Secretary Simon defended the
arrangement, saying it was in every re-
spect a domestic agreement among the
men.concerned, and he thought it was
insiduous to inquire into them atter.

Premier Pained.

Premier Asquith announced that he
listened to such a discussion with sur-
prise and pain. The only question be-
fore the House was whether thye new
minister of munitions was to receive
a salary of £5,000 ($25,000). 1f the
House of Commons was to pry into how
this money should be spent, it would
mean the eng of decencies in public
life. The Premier for one denied the
right of the House to discuss the mat.
ter.

The Speaker ruled that the matter
coulu be discussed. but he questioned
the good taste of such a procedure.

9,000 naval officers and men before we
have fought the German “Trafalgar.
All reflections on the wickedness of the
Germans may be left until after the
war. If the Gesman Satan were to
ascend into a high mountain to view
the countries of the earth, the prospect
would delight his soul. Von Satan is
efficient.

The wickedness of the Germans is
naught. The efficiency of the British
is everything. The rescue of civiliza-
tion from the Huns did not appeal to
the average man ten months ago, when
the phrase “RBusiness as usual’ was the
tashion. The murder, the mutilation,
strangling and poisoning of our young
kinsmen who stand between us and
ruin now comes home to the bosom of
the people. We are not told the num-
ber of casualties in the army. It would
surely be better to tell the people the
truth. Since the Government think
otherwise, it is our duty to support the
Government.

To get efficiency, it is mecessary that
party should perish, During the last
thirty years hundreds of things, im-

portant if not essential to our national !
life, have been left undone because the

party in power refused to compromise
their prominent front bench men. In
the present storm, front bench men
count for little unless their character,
integrity and efficiency have been tested
by the touchstone of trial. Happily,
the two parties have now come to-
gether. The hackneyed remark of Dis-
raeli is meaningless in these dark days.
Great Mistakes of the War.

Wholesome changes having now been
effected, national efficiency will in-
erease a hundredfold, not becausz the
party spirit at home is stunted in the
poisoned atmosphere of the great war,
but because party spirit’in these days
is incompatible with national existence.

in order to beat the Germans it is
essential that those who formerly be-
jonged to the Unionist and Liberal
parties should both recognize . the
truth about their erstwhile opponents.
After nine and a half years of office,
Liberals had, not unnaturally, come to
regard permanent office as an appan-
age of what they were wont to call
the “progressive party.”

of Friends. Our Minister of War was
got a soldier. Our Minister of Marine
was not a seaman. For our Empire
es it was, peace was a necessity.

In the twinkling of an eye ministers
who hitherto had been carried through
public life by the loyalty and efficiency
of naval military and civil officials
were ‘compelled to act for themselves,

The light-
ning went down the chimney, and
ripped the plaster off the walls and

Word from Goderich is to the effect
that it was the heaviest rain and hail
storm that has been experienced there
fn years. No crop damage was learned
of last night.

It was about three and a half miles
north-east of St. Marys that the tor-
nado seemed to attain its maximum
of violence. Between the 13th and
14th concession of Downie township at
about 4:30 o'clock, heralded by terrible
black clouds by a terrific roar of
wind, the shock of the storm lifted
the house and barn of Joseph Cor-
bett, and the house and barn of John
Riley from their ground footings;

LITTLE PRINCIPALITY
DECLARES NEUTRALITY
AND THUS GETS WHEAT

Lichtenstein, on Swiss Borders, Is Real-
ly Austrian Dependency.

“SEVERAL MEN KILLED”
1S BERLIN’S ADMISSION

Ailrmen On Crown Prince’s Head-
quarters.

LONDON, June 7.—A dispatch re-
ceived here by wireless telegraphy from

Berlin describes an attack upon the
headquarters of the German Crown
Prince by French aviators. They
dropped bombs and steel darts and sev-
eral men were killed. Otherwise the
raid is described as having been unsuc-
cessful.

The raid referred to in the above dis-
patch is without doubt the onslaught
mentioned in the French official com-
munication given out the night of June
3. This fixed the attack of French air-
men on the headquarters of the Ger-
man Crown Prince as having occurred
that morning. Twenty-nine machines
threw a total of 178 shells, many of
which the French report said were ef-
fective.

BRITAIN AND ITALY REACH
A FINANCIAL AGREEMENT

Chancelior of Exchequer and Governor
of Bank of England Visit Nice.

LONDON, June 7.—10:40 p.m. — A
British statement concerning the fi-
pancial conference between the chan-
cellor of the exchequer, Reginald Mec-
Kenna and Signor Carcano, the Italian
minister of the treasury, is issued as
follows:

“The minister of the Italian treasury
met the chancellor of the exchequer
at Nice, June 4-5. Proposals for the
financial co-operation by the two pow-
ers were di and arrangements
were concluded on behalf of their re-
spective Governments.

The conferences disclosed a complete
agreement by the two Governments
and their resolution to co-operate in the
use of their financial resources in the
same ungrudging spirit as in the em-
ployment of the naval and military
forces.

“The chancellor of the exchequer
was accompanied by the governor of
the Bank of England and the financial
secretary of the treasury while the
minister of the Italian treasury had
the assistance of the director-general
and vice-director-general of the Bank
of Italy.”

BRITISH EXPORTS LARGEST
OF ANY MONTH SINCE WAR

tmports Show An Increase in May of
Twelve Million Pounds.

LONDON, June 7.—4:06 p.m.“— The
board of trade for the month of May
shows imports into the British Isles
of £71,604,400 ($358,,022,000) against
£59,990,000.

Exports were £39,618,000 compared
with £42,051,000 last year. The value
of exports was the greatest of any
month since the war began. The in-
crease in the value of imports was due
largely to gains in food, drink and to-
bacco, amounting to £8,116,000; cot-
ton £2.737,000; manufactured iron and
steel decreased £279,000. Other metals
and their manufactures increased £1,-
629,000,

The largest decrease in expo~s
were £2,250,000 in manufactured cot-
ton, £1,156,000 in machinery, and £842,-
000 in iron, steel and the manufactures
thereof. :

AUSTRIAN OFFENSIVE
ON ISONZO BROKEN

Forts Badly Damaged, But Struggle Is
Still Hard One,

GENEVA (via Paris), June 8.—1 a.m.
—A dispatch to the Tribune from Lai-
bach says the sound of a heavy cannon-
ade can be heard on Lake Garda, be-
tween Roverto and Riva. The Austrian
artillery and forts are reported to have
suffered considerably.

The dispatch adds thag the Austrian
offensive on the Isonzo seems to have
been broken, but that the struggle is
stfll a hard one. The Italians are de-
clared to be shelling the Austrians vig-
orously from Monte Nero and to have
destroyed, among other things, an im-
portant convoy of munitions.

MONFALCONE SHELLED AGAIN.

ROME, June 7 (viz Paris, June 8.—
2:05 a.m.)—A statement of the chief of
the Italian naval genera] staff, made
public tonight, says:

“On the seventh, in the morning, our
destroyer flotilla bombarded Monfalcone
for a third time. Three batteries in
port near the Diuinel opened up 2 weli-
sustained fire at our destroyers which,
turning their guns on the batteries, re-
duced one of them to silence and set
thie castle on fire.

In that time his
wife and his attorneys will make per-
haps one of the speediest legal battles
on record to save the condemned man
from the electric chair, aceording to
information obtained yesterday from
one associated with them. By succes-
sive and progressive steps they will
fight through five different court phases,
ending, if need be, in a strong plea for
clemency by Mrs. Becker if all other ef-
forts fail.

Mrs Becker is employing every min-
ute of her time out of her school to
efforts to save her husband from the
electric chair. She has maintained her
courage in a remarkable manner and
has been in almost continuous confer-
ences with her attorneys, Martin T.
Manton and Johr B. Johnston. While
she will make no public announcement
of her intention to carry the matter
personally to Governor Whitman, it is
xnown through intimate friends that
she will leave nothing undone to gain
her husband’s commutation. She will
sacrifice everything to save him.

The- first definite move will be made
probably Tuesday or Wednesday in the
court of appeals, when application will
be made for a reargument of the ap-
peal which was denied, this being on
the ground that some of the points of
the testimony were misapprehended by
the court. Notification will be given to
the office of District Attorney Charles
A. Perkins, and the prosecutor will file
with the application his reasons for be-
lieving the reargument should not be
granted.

AMERICA EXPORTING

TAKING MEASURES 10
GET SUPPLY OF ZING

Scarcity in Britain May Re-
sult in Commandeering
All Stocks.

[Canadian Press.]
London, June 8.—The scarcity of zinc,
which is used in large quantities in the
manufacture of war munitions, has been

causing concern to the Government for
some time, and was one of the first sub-
jects to be taken up by the new minis-
try of munitions.

The result of this was evident in the
report of Monday’s metal market, which
omitted quotations on spelter, at the
same time explaining that there were
“no quotations owing to prospective
Government action.”

The plan of the munitions committee,
it is said, is to commandeer all stocks
of spelter, except that part which is
being used for the manufacture of cart-
ridge metal and also to prohibit the use
of spelter for galvanizing sheets and
wire, unless for Government purposes.

The last quotation on American spel-
ter was nearly $500 a ton, as compared
with $110 before the war. In normal
times Britain’s supply comes chiefly
from Belgium and Germany; now it is
chiefly imported from the United States.

INDUSTRIAL SITUATION IN
FRANCE SATISFACTORY

Little Unempioyment and Labor Want.
ed in Some Large Centres,

[Canadian Press.]

Paris, June 8.—The industrial situa-
tion in France is highly satisfactory, and
shows a tendency to continued improve-
ment, according to the ministry of labor,
which arrives at this conclusion from
statistics gathered by department offi-
cials,

During April, 77 per cent of the indusy
trial establishments ‘were in operation,
employing 65 per cent of the normal
number of workers. But as a consider-
able percentage of the working people
have been mobilized, the number of un-
employed amounts to only 17 per cent.
In many of the large centres, however,
such ag Rouen, Bordeaux, Toulouse,
Lyons, Marseilles and Nantes, unem-
ployment is practically non-existent.
There the manufacturers are hampered
by the difficulty of obtaining all the
labor they require.

Industrial activity is less intense at
Paris, Diejon, Nancy and the depart-
ments of Nord and“Pas-De-Calais. Man-
ufacturers in the north and east are
making heroic efforts to . keep  their
plants in operation even where there is
constant danger of being bombarded.

RUSSIANS MAKING

Fresh Troops Hurled Against Them on
the Pruth—Statement From Vienna.

MONKS IN ITALY

Allegdd To Have Flashed Signals to
Austrians—War Map in Cell.

signalling purposes. Here also two
more monks were found, and all were
at once taken into custody.

The sea-ch of the lieutenant revealed
a large number of documents, notes
prepaid by the monks, together with
letters from colleagues in Vienna.

Y LAND and water the Italians
are closing in on Trieste, Aus-
tra’s greatest seaport, and, if cap-
tured, it will make a rich prize. As the
Adriatic outlet for the dual monarchy
for years, it has been the channel for
vast exports and imports, its com-
merce placing it mext to Vienna of Aus-
trian cities, It is situated at the north-
cast extremity of the Adriatic and is
550 miles from Vienna, Trieste, which
fel} into Austrian hands in 1382, has an
old and a new section, divided by a
corsg or broad tWoroughfare, which
cpens on many squares lined with edi-
tices which for magnificence are ot
surpassed anywhere in Europe, As Aus-
tria’'s greatest port it has an immense
sbipbuilding industry, and is a manu-
facturing centre of white lead, soap,
candles, leather, spirits and earthen-
ware. in 1913 ten thousand vessels
ertered the port. The value of the an-
zual imports ig about $76,000,000, and
of exports $66,000,000, Vast modern
docks and arsenals and splendid cathe-
drals are notable features of the city.
it has g population of close to a quar-
ter of a million, one-third of which is
italian.

‘The stpuggle for the possession of
Trieste is certain to be a bitter one. If
taken by the Italians it will form an
ideal base for the armies driving into
the heart of Austria. A short run
across the AdQ'ntic from Italy’s east
coast ports, the Italian transports and
supply ships could poupr in g steady
siream of men and munitions. On the
‘other hand, the Teutons must hold it if
they hope to launch an invading force
against the enemy. From it radiates
railroads and highways to the imterior
of Austria. If Austria, through Trieste,
could strike at Italy’s flank, while
heavily engaging them elsewhere, it
might greatly disorganize the Italian
plan of campaign, Probably the fate
of Trieste will be decided by a combat
of the fleets, and there Italy has the
advantage.

Put the skirt on, and mark with a
pin, the middle of the hip just at the
tip. Lay skirt on the floor and cut in
a straight line from hem to point
marked. Cut on either side toward
the back and front about three inches.

Fold back the goods leaving enough
for fold and seam. Have material
plaited as deep as desired, sew edges
to skirt, fasten at top and cover with
a strap finished with buttons.

A yard of material may be made do
for both panels by putting in rows of
insertion.

Fig. 2 shows a 1914 skirt cut in deep
scallops around the bottom. A cir-

cular bottom of dotted or figured
mat8rial is set under the scallops. The
odd material also may be used for a
belt or collar and cuffs on the waist.

The design in Fig. 3 shows a panel
set in the front of the skirt. One
also may be set in the back if neces-
sary. Cut straight up the middle of
the front from hem to waist. Push
material over, and shirr or plait over

and add ruffies as wide as you desire.
Sew In gores. Make fischu of madterial
like ruffles.

Fig. 5 shows a 1914 tunic dress con-
verted into a 1915 model with the use
of colored satin or silk. Lift tunie
at waist line and shirr. Add a piece
of the silk or satin at the bottom. A
little coat and a shirr of the silk or
satin at the waist line make this a
very up-to-date model. This sugges-
tion, of course, is best suited to a
white dress. Other materials may be
used if the dress is not white.

‘“Your committee.” says the report,
“finds reason for gratitude on the en-
largement of the sphere of activity of
this department of our church as im-
plied in {the change of name, as well
as for the clear distinction now made
between this department’s support of
Dominion alliance, an undenominational

sister,
Greatest Social Curse.

“As on former occasion, your com-
mittee feels bound to assert that our
greatest social curse, the fruitful
mother of countless social crimes, is
the organized liquor traffic. We there-
fore wish to empress our appreciation
of the increased restrictions placed upon
it in 'Ontario by early closing of the
Jiquor stores, a dry Labor Day, heavier
penalties, and a provincia! license com-
mission far removed from the tempta-
tions peculiar to local option boards.
“The morning light is breaking, the
iday is at hand. “Phe bars of Niagara
closed at least during the period of
ithe war. But some will say if an army
on a war footing cannot maintain order

| where liquor is sold, what about the

isolated district where there is no army,
no navy. neither - constabulary nor
police and where the magistrate is dead
to the interests of prohibition. To all
of which the answer is clear, ‘Fool,
Thou dost not inquire wisely concern-
ing this.’
Ontario and Other Provinces.

“While expressing our thankfulness
for every mark of progress in our midst,
we find no reason for self-congratula-
tions in the province of Ontario when
‘we consider the various units of the
Dominion.

" “Prince Edward Island is dry; Nova
Scotia all but one city and that all but
by one vote; New Brunswick more than
half, nine counties out of fifteen,
pledged to an equal plebiscite; Saskat-
chewan, to go gry July 1; Alberta, hope-
fully facing the contest; Ontario, a cen-
tral commission and another dry holi-
day. The central commission may
mean much, but your committee calls
attention to the fact that the Metho-
dist Church did not ask for a central
commission or for another dry holiday,
but ‘a dry Ontario every day.” Until
the central commission spells prohibi-
tion we will cry mightily unto God and
a book of remembrance will be written
and in that cry the iniquitious three-
fifths clause will be remembered, but
until that cry i8 heard weé will inforce
the law where we have one. It is the
duty of our ministry to lead in law
inforcement all those who helpeg to
make the law.
A Test for the Drinker,

“There cannot be policemen to see
every staggering man in local option
towns. Those who drink through weake-
ness should be put on the restricted
list. Those who get drunk  through
perversity should bear the penalty of
the law; the willingness to go or not
to go on the restricteq list should be
the test of weakness or perversity, a
sure test. We therefore contend that
patriotism and loyalty demand as the
duty of every citizen private and repre-
sentative, both personally and officially,
to stand up with our army and navy
commanders under the moral leadership
of our courageous and magnanimous
sovereign, King George, to crush our
Empire’s cruelest foe.

Temperance On Examinations.

““To this end we commend the action
of the W, C. T. U. in directly re-
questing the restoration oi the dry can-
teen among Canadian soldiers whether
in training or at the front, that the
promise of our Minister of Militia to
the mothers of our men may be re-
deemed.

The option jdea
of the Ontaric Government was dis-
cussed by speakers from every part
of .the house, and nothing short - of
straight abolition met with the ap-
proval of the conference members. The
repcrt of the social service and tem-
perance committee (which appears in
another column) was read, but on the
advice of the president it was decjded
to have the matbeyr contained in the re-
port put in more concise form, although
the recommendations, with some few
amendments, will go through.

_Appeal for Victorla.

A splendid appeal on behalf of Vic-
toria College was made by Dr. Bowles.
who put before the conference mem-
bers the work of the institution and
the needs of it. That a Victoria Col-
lege day should be held in the various
Methodist churches throughout the
conference district was the opinion of
President Manning, but _no decisive
action was taken in this matter,

The reports of the laymen had to
do mostly with temperance.

GERMANS DRIVEN BACK

Paris, June 8—2:28 p.m.—The French
war office this afternoon gave out a
statement on the progress of hostilities
which reads as follows: “In the sector
to the north of Arras there were yester-
day evening and last night some infan-
try engagements. On the eastern slopes
of the plateau of Lorette the enemy re-
plied to an attack from us by three vio-
lent counter-attacks. This activity did
not result in any change of position.

More Progress.

“To the northeast of the sugar refin-
ery of Souchez we yesterday made fur-
ther progress.

“At Neuville St. Vaast we gained pos-
session, as g result of very violent fight-
ing, of a further group of houses. In
the region of ‘The Labyrinth’ a German
counter-attack has been repulsed.

Driven Back Four Times.

“To the southeast of Hebuterne the
Germans yesterday endeavored to re-
capture the positions they had lost.
Four different times they were driven
back.

NEW FRENCH BOMBS .
CONTAIN LAUGHING GAS

Prevents Those Affected From Fring
Guns, But Has No After Effects.

‘Bouilegne, June 8.—Close behind the
French lines near Rheims is located
the largest bomb factory in France or
England. It turns out seven thousand
bombs of all varieties every day, as
well as a variety of trench mortars and
other devices for use in trench war-
fare.

Among the newer bombs being manu-
factured here is a chemical hand-
grenade with a charge which rips open
the grenade and frees a liquig chemical
similar in general nature to the laugh-
ing gas used by dentists, Callers at
the factory are taken te an experi-
mental trench close at hand for an il-
lustration of the effect which the ex-
plosion of one of these bombs has on a
group of soldiers. To show that the
gas has no unpleasant after effects a
squad of soldiers is sent into a trench
in which a specimen bomb has been
thrown, The effect of the fumes is to
bring water to the eyes in such quanti-
ties that the occupants of the trench
would be quite incapable of defending
themselves for several minutes. Using
a weapon would be out of the question.
The pricking sensation in the eyes is
not pleasant, but it is not painful, and
the effects completely wear off in a
quarter of an hour. The first effects
of the gas is to throw the occupants of
the trench into a fit of violent laughter,
their eyes meantime streaming with
tears. '

It is along this section of the front
that- the Germans have brought into
action the largest variety of chemical
missiles, including, it is alleged, ether
bombs, gas bombs and bombs contain-
ing inflammable liquids. Against these
the French are developing a variety of
missiles, the contents of which aim,
not at killing the enemy in ways pro-

merely at placing him out of the fight-
ing for a limited space of time.

The most common type of trench
mortar manufactured in this factory
is the crapouillot, or ‘little frog,” so
called on account of its squat, frog-like
appearance. It is freguently made out
of the enemy’s shraphnel cases.

Others engines of war which are be-
ing made are catapults, arquebuses and
arbalests, which have the advantage
of throwing their explosive missiles
without making any revealing noise of
discharge. . :

This recruiting stimulus is charac-
teristic of the change which has come
over the nation. Practically all the
engineering works throughout Britain
are now devoting themselves in one way
or another to making munitions. Re-
tired engineers and men with engineer-
ing knowledge, many of them amateurs,
are giving up their whole time to work-
irg in these factories without pay to
increase the output.

. All-Women Staff.

More than 100,000 women have regis-
tered themselves at the labor exchanges
as willing to engage in war work. Wo-
men are going into every branch of life
to fill men’s places. A new station
orened yesterday by the underground
electric railway is staffed entirely by
women, who work the elevators, esca-
iators and act as ticket distributors and
collectors. ;

Many women are acting as drivers of
motor lorries, others drive millk cars,
some are doing peostman’s work, and
several hurdred are taking ihe places
of commissionaires—old soldiers who
rejoined the army. In hotels and clubs
they have almos: entirely filled the
vacancies caused by men enlisting. All
this goes to show that every class of
society is now giving itself up to the
war and nothing else. : : :

There is scarcely a family which is
not personally affecied by the struggle,
and the country is rapidly reaching the
point where every person, m_ some
fashion, will be assisting in fighting the
Germans.

BERLIN ARGUES AGAINST
BALKAN STATES JOINING
WAR ON ALLIES’ SIDE

Says Chances of Bulgaria and Roumania
Helping Grow Less.

Cologne, Germany, June 8—Via Lon-
don, 3 p.m.—The chances that Bulgaria

and Roumania will enter the war with
the Allies are diminishing, says a Ber-
lin dispatch to the Cologne Gazette.

BUDDHITS RIOT
AGAINT MOSLENS

|Qutbreak in Ceylon Accom-

panied by Murder and
Looting.

[Canadiap Press.]
LONDON, June 7.—8:20 p.m.—That
there has been 2 riotous outbreak in
Ceylon by Buddhists against the Mos-
lems, in which numerous Moslem shops
were looted and many murders occurred,
is told in an official communication made
public here tonight.
The official statement says:
“The Governor of Ceylon reports that
on the 28th of May, the birthday of
Buddha, Moslem shops in Kandy were
looted by Buddhists. The outbreak was
quelled in Kandy, but was diffused
through the central province, where it
was repressed by the arrival of a mil-
itary detachment.
“On the 31st of May there was a
later outbreak at Colombo, which sub-
sequently spread south. Martial law has
been proclaimed in the western, central,
southern, northwestern and Sabara
Gamuwa provinces.
“On the 3rd of June the governor left
Kandy quiet and proceeded to Colombo,
where he fourd the town quiet, but the
district perturbed. He hoped to sup-
press the disorder in a few days.
“The disorder is due to a sudden out-
break of racial and commercial ani-
mosity and is not directed against the
European population or the colonial
Government.

WINNIPBEG, Man.,, June 7. — Sir
Rodmond Roblin was put in the wit-
nesg box before the royal commission
this afternoon and underwent the ini-
tial stages of what promises to be a
somewhat severe examination at the
hands of H. J. Symington.

CRATER PUTS UP A
THRILLING FIGHT

LONDON, Jjune 7.—7:05 p.m. —
_ The exploit of a British soldier who
lay in the crater made by a shell
and hurled back at the Garmans
which they tossed into the exca-
vation to kill him is related in a
dispateh from the front, under
date of June 4, from .the official
observer attached to the British
army, as given out in London to-
day. »

“After having got into a German
trench and finding he was the only
survivor of his party, he managed
to crawl in a deep shell crater
nearby,” the observer says, “the
Germans knew where he was but
could not shoot him and were pre-
vented by our rifle fire from ap-
proaching. They thereforz content-

ed themselves with lobbing hand
grenades into the crater. All day
Jong this British soldier remained
jn the hole within a few yards of
the enemy, picking up and hurling
back bombs with which he was
pelted. At night he managed to
crawl safely back to our lines.”
Another incident described by the
official observer has to do with an
ofticer and ten men who, when the
Germans stormed and captured
British trenches near Ypres,
fused to retire. Surrounded by
the Germans on all sides, they
stuck to their trench in the hope
of regaining the lost ground by 2
counter-attack. At nightfall they
withdrew, after holding the Ger-
mans at bay throughout the day.
