An Act respecting the Bar of Lower Canada.

W HEREAS it is expedient entirely to repeal the seventy-sccond Preamble.
Chapter of the Consolidated Statutes for Lower Canada, and
the Act passed in the twenty-fourth year of Her Majesty’s reign, in-
tituled: *“An Act to explain ‘certsin parts of Chapter seventy-two of
5 the Consolidated Statutes for Lower Canada, relating to the admission
of Students to the profession of Advocate,” and to consolidate into one
and the same Act the two above-cited Acts, together with such modifi-
cations and amendments as are necessary : Thercfore, Her Majesty, by
and with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council and Assem-
10 bly of Canada, enacts as follows :—

1. All Advocaics, Barristers, Attorneys, Solicitors, and Proctors at The Barir-~
Law, in Lower Canada, shall form a Corporation, nnder the name of corporated.
¢ The Bar of Lower Canada,” which said Corporation shall be divided
into four sections,—that is to say: one section for the old district of

15 Montreal ; one section for the old district of Quebec; one section for
the old district of Three Rivers; and ounc scetion for the old district of
St. Francis: and the Advocates, Barristers, Attorneys, Solicitors and
Proctors at Law, residing in the District of Gaspé, shall form part of
the section of the District of Quebec.

20 2. The names of the members of the said Corporationshall be entered General list
on a general list, which shall be entrusted to the General Council, and of members.
the Sceretary of each scction shall likewise be bound to prepare, with-
out delay, and to continue and keep up a similar list containing the
name, christian name and residence, of each such member of his sec-

=5 tion, and such list shall be posted up in a conspicuous place in the office
of the Superior Court in cach district.

2. T'he said Corporation mey sue and be sued inall Courts of Justice Corporatien
in Lower Canada, may acquire moveable and immoveable property by may hold reaf
purchase, donation, bequest or otherwise, to the value of twenty thous- property, &s.

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8. The said Corporation and each of tho said scctions shall have a
Cormon Seal; on that of tho Corporation shall be inscribed the words
“Bar of Lower Canada,” and on that of cach of the said sections the
words ¢ Bar of Lower Canada, scction of the district of S

4. The members of the said Corporation shall not be individually 5
liable for any dcbt contracted by the said Corporation or any of the
said sections.

8. The Corporation may make all such by-laws, rules and orders, as

it deems necessary for the interior discipline and honor of the members

of the bar ;—to regulate the admission of candidates to the study or 10
practice of the Jaw,—for the management of the property of the Corpo-
ration—and, gencrally, all by-laws, rules and orders of general interest

to the said Corporation and the members thereof, and necessary to en-
sure its well working ; which said by-laws, rules and orders, the said
Corporation may change, alter,modify or repesl, whenever it shall deem 15
necessary.

2. The said by-laws, rules und orders, shall not be contrary to the
laws of Lower Canada nor to the provisions of this Act.

4. The powers conferred on the Corporation by this Act shall be
exercised by a general council, composed of the Batonnier elected for 20
each of the sections of the districts of Montreal, Quebec, Thrce Rivers
and St. Francis, who shall elect and appoint one of their number to be
President, and shall elect and appoint, as to them shall seem fit, from
amoung the members of one of the sections which they represent, a Sec-
retary, who shall likewise be the Treasurer of the said general Council 25
of the said Corporation, and whoshallbe 2 member of the general Council.

COUNCILS OF SECTIONS AND THIIR CIFICERS.

&. The Council of cach section shall be composed of a Batonnier, a
Syndic, a Treasurer and a Secretary, and eight other members for cach
of the sections of the district of Quebec und of the district of Montreal 80
respectively, and of three other members for the section of the district
of Three Rivers, and of five other members for the section of the dis-
trict of St. Francis ; and the majority of each of the said Councils res-
pectively shall form 2 quorum ; and all questions submittell to the said
Councils shall be decided by a majority of the votes of the members 35
present.

6. At the first meeting for the election of the Council of any section,
the senior Advocate (reckoning by the date of his commission) then pre-
sent shull preside, and shall have the casting vote; and at all other
mectings of scctions the Batonnier shall preside, or, in his absence, any 49
other member, to be chosen by the meeting.

7. The clection of the Council of any section shall be by ballot, and
shall be held on the first day of May in each year, unless such day be 2
Sunday or a féte d'obligation, and then on the next day thereafter not
being & Sunday or a féte d'obligation ; and the Council shall, immedi- 45
ately after the election, enter upon the execution of its functions.

2. No such election shall take pluce unlesg there be at least twenty
memburs of the section present at the meeting—if it be held for either
of the sections of Quebec or Montreal, and eight members it it be held -
for either of the said sections of Three Rivers or St. Francis; and in 59
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cage the election does not take place on the day appointed, for want of

a quorum, Or for any other cause, it shall be made at any other meeting

specially called by the Secretary, or, in his absence, by the Syndic, on

the order of the Batonnier going ont of office, or on the requisition of
5 six members of the section.

3. The quorum at all meetings of each section shall be the same as
that required for the election of vfficers by the preceding sub-section:

8. A meeting of each section shall be held every six months, in the Semi-snnaal
council-room of the sectiony on days fixed by the by-laws of the said meeHne®
10 Councils respectively.

2, Special meetings may be held, which shall be called by the Sec- -
retary, or, in his absence, by the Syndic, on the order of the Bfiton-
nier, or on the requisition of six members of the section.

9. The Councils of sections shall cause to be executed in their res- By-laws.
15 peotive sections, and independently of each other, all the by-laws, rules
and orders of the general Council, and may make such by-laws, rules
and orders as they may deem necessary.

1. For acquiring, disposing of and managing the property of their
respective sections ; '

20 2. For rezulating the time and place of holding mcetings of the
members of the respective sections, and the mode of proceeding thereat;

3. And, generally, all by-laws, rules and orders, relative to matters
concerning such sections ;

4. The said by-laws, rules or orders, shall not be contrary to the
25 provisions of this Act, nor to any of the by-laws, rules or orders passed
by the general Council, nor to any law in force in Lower Canada.

10. The Council of cach section shall, in and with regard to such Powers of
section, have power,— ' councils.
First.—For the maintenance of the discipline and honor of the body;
30 and, as the impertance of the case requires, to pronounce, through the
Batonnier, 2 censure or reprimand against any member guilty of any’
breach of discipline, or of any action derogatory to the honor of the
bar ; and the Council may deprive such member of the right of voting,
and even of the right of assisting at the meetings of the section, for any
35 term whatsoever, in the discretion of the 'said Council, not exceeding
five years ; and may also, according to the gravity of the offence, pun-
ish such member, by suspending him from his functions for -any period
whatsoever in the discretion of the said Council, not exceeding five
years, subject only to appeal to the general Council, as hereinafter
4¢ provided.
Secondly.—To prevent, reconcile, and settle all differences between
members of the scction concerning professional matters,
Thirdly.—To prevent, hear, reconcile and determine all complaints
and claims made by third parties against members of the bar in the
45 section, in matters connected with their professional duties.
Fourthly.~—To admit, upon the report of the Committces of Exami-
nation, candidates for the study or for the practice of the profession,
and to decide upon their capacity and good morals.
Fifthly.—~—To represent the members of the bar, whenever the inter-
50 ests or duties of the profession require it.
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Daties of A1, The Secrctary of each section shall carefully record the
secretary.  deliberations and proccedings of the mecetings of his section and of -
the Council of his scction, and shall keep minutes thereof in a book to
be kept for that purpose ; and he shall be the keeper of the archives
of his section, which shall be deposited in a place of safety, to be fixed 5
by the Council of each section ; -

2. He shall deliver all copics, certificates and other papers which
may be required, and such copies signed and certified by the Secretary,
and scaled with the seal of the section, shall be admitted and received
as authentie in all Courts of Justice in Lower Canada. . 10

members as are out of order, and also censure and reprimand them,

21. The Secretary or any other member of the Courcil of the section
shall administer the oath required by this Act to the witnesses or any
other person ; and every person guilty of any wilful false statement in
any oath required by this Act, shall be guilty of perjury, and shall be 10
Liable to the penaltics by law imposed theredor.

22, Anymemberaceusedas aforesaid, may defend himself by counsel,
who shall not, however, bo chosen from among the Courcil of the section,
hefore which such zceusation is brought.

23. Any mewber accused who shall consider himself aggrievod by 15
the finul or interlocutory judgment rendered by the Council of the sec-
tion in respect of the accusation made hefore it, chall not have power to
appeal except to the General Council, in the manner hereinafter pre-
seribed, and no judgment of the Council of one of the sections rendered
in virtue of this Act shall be reversed, except by means of the appeal in 99
this Act mentioned ; and no judgment shall be attacked by certioraré
or otherwise, before any of Iler Majesty’s Courts of Record in Lower
Canadu;

2. Inorder to such appeal, the member aggrieved must depesit, within
thirty days after judgment ehall have been rendered, in the hands of 95
the Treasurer of the Ccuncil of the section by which suck judgment
shall have been rendered, fifty dollars, which sum shall be repaid to the
member demanding the appeal if the judgment of the Council of the
section is reversed or modified with costs, but otherwise shall be liable
for the costs occasioned by the appeal as shall bo decided by the judg- 30
wments rendered upon such appeal 5 and no record shall ho transmitted
to the Sceretary-Lreasurer of the General Council, unless the deposit
hereinbefore required shall have heen made and tho inscription of appeal
shall have been duly served upon the Sceretary of the Council of the
section, by which such judgment was rendered ; and no inscription shall 85
be received until such deposit shall have been mado ; if such appeal is
not made within thirty days after judgment shall have been rendered,
such judgment shall be executory without further delay;

3. The serving of the inscription and the deposit shall render it
obligatory upon tho Secretary or other officer of the Council of the 40
section, by which such judgment shall have been rendered at once to
transmit to the Secretary-Treasurer of the General Council the record
of the accusation made against the member appealing, with the
ingcription, the cortificato of deposit together with the proceedings and
copies of all judgmonts and orders in the case and the Seerctary- 45
Treasurer of the General Council shall at once place the case on the
voll of appeal.

4. Upon the receipt of the rocord the Sccretury-Treasurer of the
Generzl Council shall deposit in Her Majesty’s Post Office a notice,
post paid, of such appeal, and of the day fixed by him for the hearing 50
thereof, which shall not take place before the expiration of fifteen days
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from and after the depositing of the said notice in the Poat Office;
guch notice shall be addressed to the appellant and to the BAtonniers
of all the sections of the Bar of Lower Canada, requiring them to
attend on the day and at the hour and place therein mentioned.

5 5. In case of the absence, illness or death of any of the Bétonniers
of the said sections, he shall be replaced by the senior member of the
Council, and the Secretary of such section shall deliver to such member
full powers to act in the room and stead of the Batonnier, who is not
acting.

10 6. The Bitonnicrs before whom the appeal shall be lodged, one of
whom may be the Bitonnier presiding at the time of the rendering of
the judgment appealed from, or a wmajority of them, may confirm,
reverse or alter the judgment, for reason of error eitheér in the judgment
or in any interlocutory judgment or order, and may render such

15 judgment as onght 1o have been rendered, and may award costs; and >
their judgment, together with the record shall be forthwith remitted to
the Sccretary of the section from which the record was received ; and
such judgment shall forthwith be registered by the Secretary, and shaill
stand as the judgment of the Council of the section, as if originally

a0 rendered there, and no judgment may be attacked by certiorari or
otherwise before any of Her Majesty’s Courts of Record in Lower
Canada.

EXAMINATION AND ADMISBION T0 STUDY OR PRACTICE.

28. Every Council of a scetion may make by-laws to regulate the Admission te

the quorum whereof shall be three : : ,
Firgt. To inquire into the acquirements, capacity and morals of every
candidate for the study; of the profession, who shall present himself be-
fore such committee; and to make ‘their report to the Council of the
.50 section, who, if the report-be favorable, shall give such candidate a cer-
tificate of his admission as sbove mentionad, under the signature of the
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BA&tonnier, countersigned by the Secretary and under the seal of the
section, and if the report be unfavorable, such candidate shall xot be
allowed to present himself until the next cxamination. The same shall
be the case in respect of a candidate for admission to practice.

Secondly. To examine every candidate for admission to practice, en 5
his legal attainments aud his qualifications, and to inquire into his morals
