God Slow to Anger.

“ He executeth not judgment speedily
against the workers of iniquity,” He does
punish ; He sball punish ; with reverence
be it spoken, He must punsh. Yet no hand
of clock goes <o slow as God’s haod of ven-
geance. Of that, the world, this city, and
this- church are witnesses; each and all,
‘speaker and hearer, are living witnesses.—
It is too common to overlook this fact, and —
overluoking the kindness, longsuffering, and
warnings which precede the judgment, we
are apt to give the punishment our exclu-
sive attention. We see his kindness impres-
ged on all bis works. Even the lion growls
befo e he leaps; and, before the snake
strikes, she springs her rattle.

Look, for example, on the catastrophe of
tbe deluge. We may have our attention so
engrossed by the dread andlawful character of
this jadgment, as to overlook all that preced-
ed it, and ses pothing but these devouring
waters.

The waters rise till rivers swell into lakes,
and lakes into seas, and along the fertile
plains the sea stretches out her arms to seize
their flying population. . Still the waters
rise ; and now, mingled with beasts that ter-
ror has tamed, men climb to moggtain tops,
the flood roaring at their heels.” Still the
waters gisc ; and now each summit stands
above them like a separate and sea-girt isle.
Still the waters rise; and now erowding
closer on the narrow spaces of their lessening
tops, men and beasts fight for standing-room.
Still the thunders roar and the waters rise,
till the last survivor of the shrieking crowds
is washed off, and the head of the highest
Alp goes down beneath the wave. And
now the waters rise no more; God’s ser-
vant has done his work ; he rests from his

&k character is clear to us ; and I must remind
! you that ere -mercy flew, like the dove, to
that asylum, she bad swept the world with
her wings. Were there but eight, only
eight saved? There were thousands, mil-
lions sought.  Nor is it justice to God to
forget how long a period of patience and
preaching and warning and compassion, pre-
ceded that dreadful deluge. Long before
the hghbtning flasbed from angry heavens ;
long before thunders rolled along dissolving
skies ; long before the floor and solid pave-
ment of this earth, under the prodigious
agencies at work, broke up, like the deck of
a leaking chip, and the waters rushed from
below to meet the waters from above, and
sink a guilty world ; long before the time
when the ark floated away by tower and
town, and those crowded bill-tops, where
frantic groups had clustered, and amid
prayers anc curses, and shrieks and shouts,
hung out their. signals of distress—very
loog before this, God bad been calling an
impenitent world to repentance. Had they
no warnif in Noah's preaching? Was
there nothing to alarm them in the very
sight of the ark, as story rose upon story ;
and nothing in the sonnd of those ceaseless
bammers to awaken all but the dead? It
was not till Mercy's arm grew ringi
the warning bell, that, to‘ uo':::,wotdglmogf
my text, God “ poured out his fury” on
‘them. I lp?ll to the story of this awfal
Judgment. True, tor forty days it rained
incessantly, and for ene hundred and fifty

that is all. They';::er did any
thing directly (0 apply the remedy to ‘* the
ills thatflesh is beir to.” Their n.oney will
accomplish nothing without vigorous, self-
denying efforts to apply the remedy for which
it pays, and here lies the great part of the
doing. It is easier to give than it is to do.
There is little self-denial practised in all the
giving of the present day ; but there is a
great deal of it practised by those who carry
the gospel to sinners who need it.

It is here that the character of Dorcas
(the woman spoken of in the above passage)
appears to the best advantage as a Christian.
Sbe was “full of good works and alms-
deeds which she did.”- She bad not a mere
reputation for benevolence, but she actually
did something for the needy. She worked
with her own bands for them. We read of
the “coats and garments which Dorcas
made” Shedid not get them made, bui she
made them herself. Pecrbaps some rich la-
dies gave ber money to buy the cloth, and
that was a gift to the Lord, and a good one
too ; but Dorcas made them, and that wasa
deed or did. Many have only gifts to pre-
sent to God, while the few have deeds to offer.
The wealthy ladies of Joppa gave their
money to the poor, and Dorcas did the work.
She went out into the by-ways and lanes of
the city, into the Cow Bays and Five Points,
to find the needy, and clothe them with the
garments she bad made. The poor might
have fared severely without the self-deny-
labors of Dorcas; for the rich women would
not bave soiled their costly garments by
threading the dirty lanes on errands of mercy.
If some one, who has deeds instead of gifts
for God, had interest enough to solicit their
aid, 1t was well ; otherwise the poor might
bave lacked food and clothing.

It is proper to make this distinction be-
tween gifts for the Lord and deeds, and to
consider the self dgnial there is in each. We
shall thereby learn that many, who have no
money to bestow upon objects of charity,
may do what is equally, and in some circom-
stances more, acceptable— perform deeds for
Cbrist. The poorest cannot be excused from
responsibility here ; and if they have nothing
to give, they have strength and opportunity
to do, Even if health is denied, and the
pbysical powers languish, a good Christian
hope can make the soul triumph over pain
and suffering, and this ie a glorious deed.
In the great day of account, we think that
some will be known by the Judge for what
they gave, and others for what they did —
Home Monthly.

Insets are largely endowed with the fa-
culty of sight ; for their eyes, though unable
to turn, are iufinitely multiplied, and com.
pensate by quantity for their want of motion.
To give an 1dea of the numbers some orders
possess, I may mention that to one species
of butterfly, by no means among the largest,
is allo:ied nearly 85,000 eyes. These are
distrituted over every part of the body, and
thus, wcatever may be the position of the
animal, no danger can approach unperceived,
a3 a scutingl keeps waich in every quarter.

Toe passions of love and fear, and some
times ligher emotions, are exhibited very
signall. w0 some orders of insects, and are
even ¢xpressed in sounds, which, while not
withou' significance 1o the human ear, are
doubtless fall of meaning to themselves.
The fict may be demonstrated by giving
chase to a common blue-bottle, which will
immedately raise its notes in a surprising
manner, the tone being one of unmistakable
alarm. Ia tropical countries I have noticed
the same peculiarity, with but little varia-
tion, in musketoes ; and the adroitness with
which these little janissaries avoid captare,
indicates an organization still more subtile.

Few are unacquainted with the alertness
or ferocity of spiders, exhibited so constantly
within the sphere of familiar observation.
Let a fly be thrown on a spider’s web and
a strange spectacle will follow. The terror
and de:pair of the fly at the first approach
of his inexorable enemy, his energetic ef-
forts to escape from the tyrant’s clutches,
and his Jast toaching death-siruggle, with the
exultation, rage, and malignant cruelty of
the spider, are a vivid mimicry of the
mightier paroxysms of man, which few will
be able to contemplate with apathy or indif-
ference.

I need not dwell here on the affections of
insects for their progeny, as that is a pas-
sion which, by the wise providence of the
Almighty, prevails, with few differences of
degree, throughout the whole range of na-
ture. Bat it would be an omission not to
say that they experience more than usual
difficalty in providing for the necessities and

Real and Simulated Ability.

“ There is not, my son,” said the father
of the Persian Cyrus, “ any shorier course
to eminence, than actually o become what
you would wish to be deemed.” The force
and truthfulpness of this remark would seem
to commend it to universal belief and corres-
pouding practice : yet a glance at the picture
of actual 1 fe to-day, or at the history of the
past, prompts the conclusion that, whatever
may be admitted in theory, in practice a far
different maxim is adopted. Men complete
less than they counterfeit. Cambyses taught
his young pupil competition, not imitation ;
but the rule i1s reversed now; “we have
changed all that.” The amount of labour
expended in hiding deficiencies that might
be made up at balt the cost, the long list of
contrivances resorted to for imposing upon
the public, the number of pretenders who
seem to imagine they have found and travel-
led a royal road to knowledge, shorter than
the old ove through the rough grounds of
elementary study, show the prevailing idea
among at least a large class of people, how-
ever unwilling they may be to confess it,
to be simply that thorough acquisitions are
not worth the pains of getting ; aa if the va-
lue of everything, like the virtue of electri-
cal conduciors, were wholly in the surface
Nor is it, after all, very strange that such
should be the case. A hankering after ad-
iration is the natural weakness of man. No
matter if it is only & momentary gratification
of vanity that is expected ; what is wanting
in duration may be made up in intensity by
the greater brilliancy of the false exterior.
So, fiction makes up for its laék of credibility
by painting in livel:ier culors than suit the so-
ber pencil of fact. Besides, where morality
enters in.o the question, the desired effect
may be produced by only the exercise of in-
genuity, without a grain of self-denial.

It is often amusiog to watch the progress
made by one who 15 atientively studying
the art of making false impressions. You
will see the timid, conscience-s ricken first
attempt ; the consequent failure ; the half
resolve to be sincere ; the whole resolve to
try the sham once more ; the second and
braver ouset ; and the final success. Even
though the mask be too (ransparent to de-
ceive an inexpert observer, sull it will be
most perseveringly worn.

Simulated &cbolarship is an extremely
common form of preiended abiliry. It takes
very ilile capital to start with. What is
styled a liberal education 13 nqt at all neces-
sary, for everybody knows that society sets
a bounty on self-made men. The litcrature

ignorance. He has thercfore no occasion to
be minute : neither leisure nor - inclination
leads bim to stady details. He prefers to
deal with his subjects in the gross, by whole-
sale,—to take a large view of everything,
bolding it certain that others will sappose
him acquainted with all the paris of what-
ever be appears to be familiar with as a
whole.

But perbaps mercantile ability is the most
common form of simulated excellence. ln-
deed, it is rare to find a man who does not
claim supetior shrewdness in driving a bar-
gain : and if every man is a surpassing finan-
cier,the conclusion is practically drawn,.that
every man wust be able to live in fine style.
The number of persons who do live in a fine
style far beyond their ability, shows bow
many arrive at this satisfactory conclusion
respecting themselves

It is as unworthy the dignity of human
nature to act a falsehood as to speak one,
and yet public sentiment seems to be other-
wise. %

The only inference is that genuine love
of truth is not so maiversal as it appears to
be. Truth is the same whether it is uttered
by the lips,or finds its expression in mate
action. He who loves trath for its own
sake. will recognise it in every disguise. Be-

But the hunter, withoat the advantages
of the regularity, and abundance, and com-
fort of ‘the farmer’s homne, in spite of sleep-
ing on whe ground, and going whole days
without food; in spite of winter's snows
and summer's suns, and the cold, raw rains
of spring and fall, lives to the utmost verge
of man’s allotted time; and why ? His
bodily activities are steady, ba: they are
moderate in the main, while the almost in-
cessant look-out for game, and the mulu-
tudes of devices necessary to out-manceuver
the instincts of the animal creation, keep his
wits alive, and they all become as keen and
agile as his own restless and piercing eyée.

The agencies of long life to the nobility
of Great Britain are their_love of trave!
and hunting, and the saddle in earlier years;
while in later life they avoid exposures, and
loss of rest, and sleep, and food ; they, in
the (ullest sense of the phrase, “take things’
easy.” They know that they are provided
for beyond a peradventure, and quietly and
securely pass along the urﬂ-‘.pl life uotil
it empties into eternity’s ocean,

As to great scholars and thinkers, such as
Newton of a past age, and Haombo!dt of the
present, their love for study so took away
their love for eating, that it was nearer a
mechanical necessity than an animal delight ;
so they ate but little, and in such proportion
had less need for exercise ; while it isa phLy-
siological law that mental labour increases
our hold on life by its developing, enlarging
(as all physicaiities enlarge by exercise) the
capacities of the brain.

Up to forty-tive the b>dily constitution_ is
knit, is built up, is consolidated by wise la-
bours, if the mind also is kept in the exer-
cise of bealthful activities, The same bard
labour afier forty-five, so far from building
up, destroys; but while that is the case,
mental toii builds up the body ; its effect 1s
to increase the capability of living. Hence
a mar who works his body pretty hard and
his mind rather more moderately up to forry-
five, has done most toward securing a last-
ing constitation ; and if then he begins to
work the body lese and the mind more, be
adds to that lastingness, and bids fairest to
live eighty or a hundred years. This arti-
cle merits the matare reflection of every
reader, for it is true literally that “ out it are
the issues of lite.”"—Hall's Jour. of Health.

Chulemagn; and the Saxons.

From the London National Magazine.

History presents singular anomalies, and
abounds in startling paradoxes; despotism
crashed by despotism, tyranny advancing
liberty, persecution inflicted by the persecu-
ted, barbarism repelled by barbarians. Qae
of the most striking instances is supplied by
the life of Charlemagne: He was a north-
ern barbarian, but he crushed the remnant
of those savage nations which had over-
thrown all growing civilization ; he defeated
the Huns, drove out the Goths, subjugated
all Europe, erected a colossal empire, yet
he never learnt to write his name, but sealed
his treaties with the hilt of bis eword, and
enforced their observance with the point.

Cbarlemagne, says an old author, was a
man of iron ; his bead covered by a casque of
iron, his hands encased in gauntlets of iron,
his broad chest and huge shoulders protect-
od by a cuirass of iron, his left band brand-
ished a lance of jron, and bis right wielded
his invincible sword ; the insidc of bis thighs
—where other horsemen wore not even
leather—was covered withscales of iron; Lis
buskins were of iron ; his very horse was of
the color and strength of iron. All who
preceded bim, all who surrounded bhim, all
who followed him, were clothed, so far as
their means would allow, in a similar man-
ner. As they marched, iron covered the
fields, iron covered the roads, the rays of the
sun flashed upon the innumerable points of
iron, and this iron panoply was borne by a
race whose wills were as strong and whose
hearts were as strong as iron.

The colossal empire erected by the iron
hero of this iron race extended itself to the
Baltic in Germany, to the Voltarno in Italy,
tothe Embro in Spain, to the ocean in Gaul ;
snd to consolidate this empire he engaged in
fifty-three campaigns. Some. nations fell
before him an easy prey, otliers struggled
for a brief time, and then sued for peace;
where he planted his sword in the ground
there were few who dared to lift their heads
above its level. But there were those few.
The Saxons, under their noble chieftain
Whitikind (the illustrious ancestor of the
Prince Consort,) defended their country with
a valour which sprang from despair, Re-
gardless of the military strength of the terri-
ble Franks, of their immense resources, and
of the genius of their king, the Saxons res-
olutely prepared for war, prefering all its dis-
asters to the disgrace attaching to 3 : d
peace, With i igable actisity .'Wm-
kind ized an army, and sudaciouely
provoked Charlemagne to battle.

The wardens then went up to
a certain bouse which your Lordship well
knows, and got a bill smuggled through fix-
ing a church-rate to cancel the d ficit, and
spreading the amount over thirty years, and
the Congregational miniscer tells me that his
congregation pays £108—between five and
six hundred dollars annually upon that race.
— Another case. | was called on ro subscribe
for a charch to be erecied by voluninry sub-
scription in a neighbourbood where I bave
property. I authorized the tenant to sub-
scribe five guineas—$25 What was my
surprise to learn at the end of the year that
he bad been compelled to pay a rate of £11
—856—besides ! The result of our discus-
sion was, that the wardens gave an indem-
nity ; the church was built, and there was a
deficit of £1 300—86 000—which the rec-
tor and the Marquis had to pay—a small
matter with the latier.

“ Now, sir, I hold that it is right thus to
resist, and right to strive to dissever the
Church from 1ts connection with the Siute—
to disendow, disestablish her—more espec-
ially when you consider that of the 15 000
clergy 6,000 only are actuive. and of these
2,000 are Puseyites ; and of 26 bishops nine
are of Romish tendencies ; that the heretical
part of the Establishment is the most talent-
ed and enterprising, and that it is fastepread-
ing the Popish principles through the land.
Tbe rector in this parish i1s a reseyite,
though he was pominated by the Eail of
Shaftesbury as evangelical. Now that Le
is seated he cannot be unscated.”

It should be borne in mind that the
Church is made up of two parties, diffcring
in forms, theology snd traditions, uud that
their external unity does not diminish in
least their internal stroggles.

Seated in the parlor of a cousin at P——,
who belongs to the evangelical -pariy, I re-
marked, * The Puseyites are highly ilted,
educated, and industrious.” A lady, replied,
with a voice shrill as a trumpet, “ So was
Voltaire.”

« They are serious, decorous, moral.”

¢ So are Unitarians”

“They are devotional, self-denying, and
zealous.”

“ So was Saul of Tarsus.”

“ But they teach the doctrine of deprav-
ity ana of grace; in treating of ihe love of
God and the cross of Christ ihey are beaoti-
fully evangelical, though uufortunately they
teach also that they, as the proper y appointe
ed pastors of the parish, are the only media
through which the grace of God can flow to
the peopl-.

“ Pretty media ! give me boly water first.
No, no, they are Catholics in disgui-¢ ; they
teach the efficacy of the Sacraments; (bey
set up images ; they institute (be conlessione
al ; they profess to absolve from sin, Do
what you will, if only you attend to the or-
dinances of the Church. They are incon-
sistent and dishonest. Better they were
Papists opposing the Chuich fairly, than
while living upon its treasures, to be under- |
mining it—nay catacombing it—not ouly ex-
cavating beneath its foundations, but filling
the excavations with dead men's bones and
all uncleanness. Presently, though all be
fair exteriorly, the Church wiil cave in, No-
thing to prevent but the evangelical party,
with their piety and cries to God.”

abuses, they regard her as a pillar of trath,
a support of the State, and a barrier against
the floods of ungodliness, and deem her dis-
endowment as an act unjust and unsafe, both
polivically and religiously. Though in the
contests between these opposing parties Wes-
leyans are neutral, yet if compelled to act on
either side, they choose, I believe, that of the
church.

Taey showed me Catbolic hamlets, ard even
towns, in which id!eness, drunkenness, and
misery, enjoyed & fraternal reign, notwith-
8 unding that all the women attended mass
every day, and that the men kept more than
a hundred saints’ d.ysin a year. “ You
see,” said a heretic to me, * that the infla-
ence of Rome is felt afar off It may be
compared to the sirocco, which blows across
tbe deserts of Africa and throws us upon our
backs at Strasburg. It is a bhappy thing for
us that we have found a shelter against the
blast from Ruyme  And remember this that
if our kings of the sixteenth century had
ailowed France to become altogether Pro-

Just imagine you see
bim ascending the judicial rostrum, with his
usual amount of dignity, with a large Coit’s
revolver hung to hiw side, and take his seat. —
Then the Marshal, P, K. Dalson, a long, dark-
complexioned Virginian aroce, with two revol
vers swung to his side, and calls Court in the
usual form, ¢ Hear ye! ye!" do. Then Jobn E.
Risley, a good looking young man, formerly of
Sallivan county, Clerk of the Court, arises
armed 1n the same style, and reads the minutes
The Court then calls the list of Attorneys; each,
armed a« before sta'cd, arises and answers 10 bie
name. The jury are then called, every ore of
whom com:s in with a revolver swinging to his
site, and in this condition are instructed and
sent to their room.

And a'ter all this, their Court is a perfect
farce, and their trials, but mockery of justice.

tism tendeocies ! Nor is he exacily ortho
dox on the great text ¢ believe and be bap-
tized ;' for he seems to think it pecessary
as an additional qualification to belief, thar
they should be previously married! 1 pre-
sume he would have ameoded the com-
mission, and have bad it read, * believe, get
martied, and then be baptized.’ He does
ot, in some other points, seem -Tuliy to be
allied iu faiih to the belief of his brethers
in these limes ; especially es be is s0 igno-
rant as to advocate the giving of the ords-
pance of baptism 1o infsnts, if not likely to
live to grow up and get mermed. Probably
be would have been much wiser if be had
lived in our day, and bad been under the
tuition of some of our Baptist writers. But
as he is the only one we have as yet found,
corresponding at all with their creed, and
s we sre inclined 10 be generous, we will
him down as a Bapuist.

“Dr. Mosheim, in his Church History,
says of Tertullian: * He was endued with
great genius, but seemed deficient 10 point
of jodgment. His piety wes warm and

orous, but at the same time melaueholy
and sgstere. His learning was extensive
snd profound ; and yet his eredulity snd
superstition were such as might be expected
from the darkest ignorance. And with
respect to his reasonings, they had more of
that subtlety that dazzies the imsgination,
than of that solidity that brings light aud
conviction of the mind.’

“Says Dr. Wall, a very candid aod
relisble writer, who was bora in 1645 or "6
and died in 1727 or '8 and spent the mos!
of his life in the study of the Church Fathers
and the early wruers of the Chrisiian era:
¢ Teriulhian fell into the heresy of the Mon-
tanists, who blasphemously beld 1hat one
Montanus was that Paraclete or Comforter
which our Savioor promised 10 send : and
that fuller and better diecuveries ot God's
will were made 10 him thaa 1o the Aposiles,
who prophesied only 1n part. * ® But that
which most deserves the reader’s observa-
tion 1e, that the words of Teriullian do not
import that the custom of the Coristians s
that time was (o leave infants eabapuzed ;
but, on the contrary, they plsinly numate
that there was a custom of bspt:zing them ;
only he dislikes that that castom should .be
generally weed’ (Vol. i. pp 87 and 99).
So Dr. Wardlaw, of Glasgow, takes the
same view of his testimony. * Tertullian’s
condemning the pracuce of bapuzing in-
fants, so far from bemng in their (the Bap-
tists’) faver, mili aes agsinst them. - It not
only proves its p'«vious existence, Il proves
more. It proves that it was no innovation,’
ete.

“ Note Mr. Grives’ reasons,” continued
Haliey, laying aside the book he had been
quoting from, *‘ hat because Teriullian
recognizes such innovations as the signing
the baptized with the sign of the cross,
giving them s mix ure of milk aod honey,
and anointing them with holy o, therefore
infsnt baptism 1s also an innovation ;—that
because these notions existed then, and the
docirines of bap:ismal regeneration and
purgatory date back to about ihis time,
herefore infant baptism is to be classed
with them as anociher innovation! Cogent
reasoning this, and like that we have found
elsewhere! He might in the same manner
reason of the Lord’s Supper and of the Sab-
bath, and class them sall as innovations !
{See Theodosia Ernest, vol 1 p. 335). To
say the least, this kind of argumeut shows
8 weakness which is calculated 10 excite
commiseration ! Could not Ter:ullian have
informed ue, 1f it had been an innovation,
as well as Broher Graves? He oppnsed
i', and brought il the argument he could
find 10 bear aga.nstit. And io ali the argu-
ment that a learned and scule reasoner of
that age could bring to bear against infan:
baptism, there is 0. hing about 1ts not being
a divine institution —not a text of Scripore
that has the least hearing upuo :he subject
—nothing about infanis wot being equaliy
entitled 10 it with believing unmarried
adults, or married even; except on the
ground of ezpediency. Nothing about its
not being taught and practised by the apos-
ties—he must ceriaioly have known whether
it wae or mot—but simply, be thought it
expedient that it he delayed in the case of
infants aud uonmarried adulte! And I
must add that h:s reasoning on that subject
has about the same force as that of his
brethren, who have adopied bim, at a mucbh
later day !

“ From this you discover,” continued
Halley, “ what weight 1o give 10 s testi-
mony. Recollect that he was born ol
Christian parents. He saw his father be-
beaded for professing Chrisusnity, and he
himself suffered as a martyr to bis fsith in
subsequent years. When only seventeen,
previous 1o the execution of his father, io
order to encourage him, he wrote 10 him in
these words: * Beware, sir, that your care
for us does not mske you change your
resolution.” Bear this in miod, as we ex-
amine his testimooy. ln his Homily Sib
on Lervit. ¢. xii., hesays: According to the
usage of the church, baptism is given even
10 infants; wheo if there were nothing io
infants which needed forgiveness and mercy,
the grace of baptism would seem to be
superflious.’ He here was laboring to
establish 1he doctrine of origioal en, and
adduces the practice of infant baptism as a
proof of it.

“In his Homily on Luke xiv., he say-:
“lnfants sre baptized for the forgiveness of
sins. Of what sins? Or when bhave they
sinned? Or¢ can there he sny reason for
ihe laver in their case, unless it be sccord-
ing 10-the sense we have mentioned above,
viz, no one is free from pollution, though
he has lived but one day upon the earih.
And because by baptism native pollution 18
1sken away, therelore infants are baptized.’

he woald not have escesped so essily; for
those of far inferior sbiliy, integriy, and
repuiation, have been called out from thewr
long resting-places, and have been brought
forward as wilnesses, because, forsooth, a
careless sentence or remark could be
wrtured 1010 an appareot support of Bap
ust fanth., It was because his tesiimony
was incontrovertible, bis reasoning irrefuta-
ble, his argument conclusive and unanswer-
able, and his evidence unavoidable; it was
on this account that he was passed over 10
silence, hopiog the learned would not
notice, and the igonorant would not konow.”

Their uoned effor's greatly n-
creastd persons of the Bapiisis persuasion.
When the news reached Luther of Carlstadt
rebapuzing (that is, baptizing those that
bad ooly received popish baptiem), thas
Muizer had one the hearts of the people,
and hat the Reformation was going on in
his absence ; he, on the 6ih of March, 1522,
flew lhike lightning, from his confinemeont, al
the hazard of his life, aud without 1he ad-
vise of his pairon, to put a stop to Carlstadt’s
proceedings. (He now refers to some au-
thority) : see Macieon’s Moshelm, vol.
page 45. The success and number of the
Baptists exasperated him to the last degree.’
I wiil turm 10 the authority referred 10, and
read : ¢ His zeal (speaking of Carlstadi),
however,was intemperate, his plans laid with
temerity, and executed without moderation.
During Luther’s absence he threw down
aond broke the imsgee of 1he saints tha' were
placed n the churches ; and insiead of
restraiuing the vehemeoce of a fanaucal
multitnde, who had already begun in some
places 1o abuse the precious liberty that was
dawning upon them, he encouraged their
Ml~timed violence, and led them on to s-d-
ition and mutiny. Luther cpposed the 1m-
petuosity of thie imprudent reformer with
the utmost fortiiude and dignity ; and wise-
ly exhoried him and bis adherents, first 10
eradicate error from the minds of 1he peo-
ple, before they made war upon its eternal
signs in the churches and public places;
since the former being first removed, the
Tatier must follow of.course.” Here you sce
there is not a word about Munzer, nor a
siogle sentence referring to Bapuste, nor 1o
the point in questicn, There is not a foot-
note from Dr. Maclean himself, the follow-
ing passage : ¢ Oo the other hand 1t mus
be owned that Carlsiadt was rash, violeot,
and prone 1o enthusiasm, as appears from
the connections he formed afterward with
the faunuical Anabaptists headed by Mun-
zer.
