Evils of Tipping.

The senator said that tipping had a
demoralizing effect on persons who
received them. ‘It had a tendency to
pauperize waiters, porters and other
persons who should stand on a plane
of manhood above the servile position
which they were placed in thrugh the
acceptance of gratuities, Employers
should pay thefr servants and not ex-
pect the public to pay their help. Tip-
ping also developed a spirit of arro-
gance on the part of those serving
the public.

Senator Ross of Middleton sympa-
thized with the object of the bill and
said “Every man should pay once, but
no law of God or man should make
him pay twice.”

NEW MUSELM
OPENED TODAY
B KING GEORGE

Million Dollar Affair Which
Has Been Added to the
Old Building.

LONDON, May 7— King George
and Queen Mary to-day opened a new
wing of the British Museum which
has just been completed at a cost of
a million dollars, It is the first part of
a large scheme of extension.

In 1895, the government bought a
considerable portion of the Duke of
Jedford’s property around the mus-
eum for $1,250,00 and a large area was
cleared. The legacy of $230,000 be-
queathed b Vincent Stuckey Lean,
for the enlargement of the muscum
gave impetus to the present extension,
Th bequest was intended particularly
for the extention of the reading room
and library, to which the testator was
a frequent visitor.

The new building is in architectural
harmony with the old museum. = Its
facades which is flanked by two mas-
sive towers, is of Portland stone. the
outerwalls and pedestals of the fore-
court being of Scotch granite.  The
main entrance is sumounted by a
balcony, the parapet of which is
formed by the stone laid in June 1907,
by the late King Edward. The door-
way- itseli is formed of marble, str-
riounted with granite, and is closed
by a bronze door, the upper panels of
which are ‘sculptured in relief,

“The architectural composition of the
Luilding is severely simple. In the
irterior the abject in view has been
to deprive the extension of e erything
irrevelent to the main purpose, the
primary idea being to make it a mere
background for the exhibition of the
ration’s treasures.

An important feature of the
wing is the staircace which is the link
between the old building and the new
one. This is extremely simple in
design. Its walls are covered with
marble, which has been selected more
for its texture as a background for
antique sculptures than for its veining.

The building comprises a hascment
as well as sub-ground, ground, mez-
zaine, and top floors.

The top floor will accommodate the
rrint department. In the basement
will be stored books or newspapers.
The eastern half of the sub-ground
floor will be ‘utilized as a copy-
right office and for booik storage,
while the western half will be inpart
a public newspaper room.

The mezzanine floor will be largely
given up to staff rooms, and it con-
tains space for the future accommoda-
tion of music and maps, while the
Stein collection of Eastern paintings
is being temporarily housed there.

He Could Not Call Off
War When Victory
is in Sight.

WASHINGTON, May 7.—Carran-
za's attitude towards mediation
which temporarily at least has elims
inated the constitutionalist chief from
general negotiations aimed at set-
tlentent of Mexico’s ills, was declar-
ed to have been revealed to-day by
his official report of a vigorous mil-
itary campaign marked by significant
victories. His declination to submit
his country’s internal troubles to
preliminaries of mediation as based
at least, on rebel successes in a
sweping southward movement, con-
stitutionalist representatives said to-
day.

While Carranza parleyed with the
South American envoys over details
of their proposals, three powerful
forces were hurled against Federal
strongholds. Reports of the results
of the movement Carranza trans-
mited to Rafael Zubaran, interior
minister in the constitutionalist cab-
inet now in Washington. Summariz-
ed to-day they were:

Defeat of 3,600 IFederals at Penaz-
cos, near San Luis Potosi, with the
capture of 1,800 prisoners and quan-
tities of arms and ammunition,

Capture of Acaponeta, Tepic, 1700
men  surrendering. One million
rounds of ammunition and quantities
of arms taken.

Capture of field guns, artillery and
ammunition from fleeing column that
cvacuated Monterey.

The Carranza report, did not out-
line to what extent his forces were’
opposed. In many quarters here that
interpreted as indicating  that
rebels encountered little resist-
ance. No casualities on  either side
were mentioned.

After receipt of hiz chief’s report
Minister Zubaran was emphatic in a
forecast that within the next month
the rebel armics would: be investing
Hucrta’s capital: Villa’s: victorions
Torreon veterans were yet to take
part-in the new movement. It was
believed that the rebel military chief
would strike next at Saltillo, where
I‘'¢deral troops remained, and in the
event of a victory there, that he
would hurl his forces at Tampico.

Minister Zubaren to-day estimated
that more than forty thousand rebel
troops gvere now in the field. Villa,
he said’ had 14,000 soldiers in north
central Mexico; Gonzales 15,000 men
threatening Tampico, and Obregon
15,000 troops operating on the west
coast. The rebel ministers outline of
the disposition of the Carranza's
forces was -aimed at dissipation of
the general idea in the United States
that the rebel army constituted main-
ly of Villa's forces in Chihuahua.” He
asserted that Zepata’s rebels were
co-operating with the constitutional-
ists south of Mexico City.

With Carranza definitely eliminat-
ed from mediation negotiations
which formally are to be launched at
Niagara Talls, Canada, on May 18,
the veports of rebel victories over-
shadowed all other development in
the Mexican crisis to-day.

WASHINGTON, May 7.—Miss El-
eanor Randolph Wilson, youngest
daughter of the President of the Uni-
ted States ard Mrs. Woodrow Wil-
son, will be married at 6 o’clock this
evening in the White House to Wil-
lian Gibbs McAdoo, Secretary of the
Treasury. The simple and impressive |
wedding service of the Presbterian
Church will be pronounced by the
Rev. Sylvester Beach, pastor of the
church in Princeton, N.J., attended by
the President, and Mrs. Wilson and
their family. The ceremony, while it
is to be notably elegant in all of its
appointments, will be witnessed by
the smallest company that ever attend
ed so important a function in the
White House. The vice-president and
Mrs. Marshall, the members of the
cabinet and their wives, relatives of
the president and Mrs. Wilson and of
Secretary McAdoo and a few intimate
personal friends of the bride and
bridegroom, comprise the list of
guests.

The ceremony of this evening takes
place in the historic blue room, the
middle apartment of the suite on the
south side of the White House, be-
tween the East room and the state
dining room. 1t has been the scene of
more brilliant social functions than
any otHer room in the mansion.

‘The floral decorations of the room
—in fact of the entire mansion on the
first floorfirst floor—will be marvel-
ously beautiful. Slender vases of
graceful designs in cut class and rare
porcelain, will be filled with cut flow-
ers, including masses of lillies and
white orchids, products of the White
House conservatories. The southside
will be banked with palms to form a
background for great bunches of
spring blossoms of cherry, peach and
apple.

INQUIRY OPENS

Utmost Secrecy Maintained by the
Officiating Sheriff—Six New
Witnesses.

Mr. Gardner Millar, K. C., Sheriff
of Lanarkshire, opened an official in-
quiry in camera in Glasgow on Thurs-
day into the case of Oscar Slater, who
was convicted four years ago of the
murder of Miss Gilchrist in her house
at West Princes street, lasgow.

“Not proven,’ and ever since
have been determined endeavors to

5. Did one of the witnesses make
a mistake as to the date on which she
stated she was in West Princess

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu-
pied by him or by his flllur, mother, son,
daughter, brother or sister.

While no announcement was made
regarding the probability of an early
election, the members of the Cabinet
present were a unit in stating that
Sir James was actually in better
health yesterday than he was a year
ago. The fact is now known that al-
though the Premier was weak at the
time the session opened on February
18, he acually gave instructions in the
hospital regarding the conduct of the
session, and on the day of prorogation
received in some measure an account-
ing from his colleagues of what had
been done.

Yesterday was Sir James’ first at-
tempt to deal with public business
since his jllness, and he surprised
those about him with the manner in
which he “took hold.” Many ques-

. tins that have been in abeyance for

months were taken up by him as if
they had been pending only a few
days, and matters of some years’
standing were apparently -fresh in his
mind.”

Practi ce—Home Patron’s
Philosophy.

Every failure is a step to success;
every detection of what ig false directs
as to what is true; every trial ex-
hausts some tempting form of error.

‘s entirely a failure; scarcely any theo-
ty, the result of steady thought, is al-
together false. No tempting form of
error is without some latent charm de-
rived from truth. With these thoughts
in mind 1 have prepared what I call
the consumer’s creed.

A Gate to the City.

First—I do not patronize the mail
order system because it is gelfish and
greedy and for the reason that 1 buy
at home, where my interests are.

Second.—If this community is good
enough for my family and 1 to live in
it ought to be good enough for my fam-
ily and I to buy our necessaries in.

Third.—I will not take the word of
the mail order house for its goods, as
I want to see what I am buying, and I
want to get what I pay for.

Fourth.—I do not patronize the mail
order houses because they demand
cash in advance, and when 1 am
“hroke” and sick and need supplies my
home dealer is willing to “carry” me.

Fifth.—I patronize the home dealer
because he stands back of his goods
and in case of error is willing to rec-
tify.

Sixth.—I patronize the home mer-
chant because I believe a man ought to
spend his money in the community in
which he earns it.

Seventh.—I patronize the home mer-
chapt because 1 believe the man who
sells what he produces and buys what
he needs at home cannot be injured
by deceptive catalogue pictures or al-
leged bargains. y

Eighth.—I do not patronize the mail
order houses because they frequently
sell damaged and inferior goods, which
it avails a man nothing to attempt to
exchange. But the man I patronize—
¢the home merchant, the man who helps
to pay the town, county and state tax
—will exchange any article I buy from
him which is unsatisfactory.

Ninth.—I spend my money with my
home merchant in preference to some
mail order house in a distant city be-
cause the local merchants help to sup-
port the public schools where I send
my children, the churches and the de-
pendent poor in my vicinity.

Tenth.—I patronize the local mer-
chant because he does not try to trick
me into buying “cheap” goods, which
because of their defectiveness prove
to be expensive, and, further, because
should ill luck or bereavement come
my way my. local dealer would not
only prove that he was a neighbor
and a friend, but a man, with a man’s
beart and a man’s inclination to do
good; not a soulless corporation like
the mail order system, whose only in-
stinet is greed and a further desire for
gain.

“Do Unto Others.”

Let all citizens follow this creed
and they will be blessed with happy
homes and a happy life. They will
prosper financially and at the same
time improve their moral standard. Do
for your neighbor what you would like
nim to do for -you; then you are doing
your full duty to yourself and to all
mankind.

Moral.—Buy and sell at home.

of an unimpaired intellect, although
he is somewhat frail physically.
His father was Captain Goold of
the Royal Navy, and he was a mid-
shipman with Lord Nelson, both at
the battles of Cepenhagen and Tra-
falgar. His promotion was rapid and
he bid fair to become an admiral
when one unfortunate day, a ship-
mate who fell down an open hatch-
way, clutched him as he saw his peril
and the two took the dizzy fall to-
gether. As the outcome the captain
had one knee so badly shattered
that he had to leave the service, and
thus end a most promising career.
Col. Goold had five brothers and 2a
sister. Of the former, two also en-
tered the navy. One became
cnnnected with a British dockyard and
one entered the medical profession.
For himself, he entered the war de-
partment ‘Treasury, and later Wwas|
transferred to what was then called:‘
the “Commissariat Department.” In|
this he saw long and honorable ser-;
vice and was stationed at many points\
His first location was in Canada un-!
der Sir Frances Bondheay, then out;
here with British —military forces.
Next he was moved to Bermuda,
where he contracted yellow fever, and
was given up by the doctors when an
old colored woman saved his life with
some nature herbal medicine of her
own concoction. He was invalided
home and upon recovery was again
sent to Canada. While in this coun-
try in those early days, he was char-
ged with the duty of carrying specie,
blankets and other presents, to the
Indians. It was necessary for him
to have an armed escort and he had
some thrilling experiences, While in
the Dominion on the second occasion,
he was married in Toronto to Miss
Berczey, ddughter of C. Berczey, then
