Task of Home Huntihg in
the Netherlands no En-
viable Quest

Amsterdam, Netherlands, June 27.
—_Associated Press—The house-hun-
ter in Holland in the days of the
great world-war of 1917 is assuredly
an object for pity. The scarcity of
houses for rent at Amsterdam, the
Hague and other centers has greatly
{ncreased because of war’s interfer-
ence with the house-building indus-
try and of the influx of foreign popu-
lation into the Netherlands. “Af the
Hague, for instance, of Belgians
alone there are thousands who have
temporarily settled. The lack is par-
ticularly felt in respect of apart-
ments—the Dutech “upper house’” or
“lower house’ ranging between $200
and $300 in rent.

So keen was the hunt after houses
in Amsterdam recently that high re-
wards were offered for addresses of
houses to let. Races have taken
place, and bribing has been practiced
to find homes.' If in the morning a
house was to let, in the afternoon it
'was let. In the brief meantime thir-
ty or forty prospective tenants had
rung the bell and asked to see it.

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Paris of Two Hours’
Length

London, -June 27.—(Correspon-
dence of the Associated Press)—De-
parture of a train from London 1o
Paris every five or ten minutes, tra-
vel between the two capitals by rail
to occupy less than six hours, was
the possibility held out by Sir Fran-
els Fox in an address recently deliv-
ered before the Royal Geographical
Society: Sir Francis was desecribing
the conditions under = which it was
proposed to build and operate a tun-
nel under’ the English channel to
connect England and France.

Looking into the future, he de-
clared that the trains operated
through the tunnel could be used to
traverse Franee, Belgium, Holland,
Spain, Italy, \Germany,  Austria,
Hungary and Turkey as far as Con-
stantinople. It was by no means im-
probable, said - Sir Francis, that
within comparatively a few years,
travellers from London - would be
dble to reach distant places like In-
dia and China through the medium
of the channel tunnel.

The tunnel would ¢cnsist of two
tubes, eighteen feet In diameter. In
the channel above <the sea bed the

from 160 feet to 180 feet. It would
be necessary, he said, to leave undis-
turbed such a cover of chalk over the
roof of the tunnel as would guard
against any possible hostile contin-
gency.

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Def'astatian of the Hun in
Franc2 Mended by Teu-
top Prisoners

Behind the British Lines in
Franee, June 27.—(Correspondence)
—Hundreds -of ‘miles of the smooth
white macadam roads of Northern
France will remain for many years
after the war as a real memorial to
the devastated towns which the Ger-
mans left in ruins after thejr retreat
this spring, - ' b

All over Northern France, . the
being widened and resur-
faced with stone and rubble taken’
from the wrecked houses of Peronne,
Albert, Arras, and countless other
ruined towns and villages. As fast as
the British soldiers clear away @ the
debris of the towns, it is piled into
lorries and . distributed in heaps
along the main roads. There German
prisoners toil the day long pounding
it into level patches which the great
steam rollers, many of them bearing
familiar names, grind gquickly into
smooth macadam for the business of
transport. e

_The brick and stone of these old
buildings makes as good road ma-
terial as could be obtained anywhere
and the work of the German dynam-
iter has been so thorough that much
of it is crushed fine enough to need
no further preparation,

The roads of Northern - France
were always excellent, but they were
never better than to-day. The only
complaint trayellers had against them
in the old days was that the paved
strip in the center was too narrow.
That complaint cannot be made af-
ter the British highway plans have
been completed, for all the main
highways will be macadamed to a
width permitting three broad-guage
lorries to run abreast, and even the
byways will have a paved surface
wide enough to allow traff‘c to pass
easily at any point.

Excessive dustiness is the only
fault of the roads to-day, for war
economics will not permit the use of
precious oil on roadways.

There is little need anywhere - in
this district for straightening roads
or altering routes, because the roads
of - Northern France mostly run
straight as an arrow’s flight. Most
of the great highways were laid out
in Napoleon’s. time by. military sur-
veyors, and their strategic value and
importance has . always been kept
primarily in mind by the French gov-
ernment. i G
