The beneficiaries
included educational ‘'institutions,
Iibraries, art museums and galleries,
churches and various charities.

Educationsl] institutions seem to have |

shared the larger part of these bequests,
They received over $30,000,000, ayd
more than omne-balf of this weny to
thirty-six of the larger colleges and
universities. The sum of $9 061,405 was
given to the smaller colleges /academies
and seminaries, and various educational
mstittxtions received over /$3,000,000
from the Metbodist twentieth century
thank offering.

Libraries throughouy’ the country
were generously rémiémbereid, receiving
during the year $6,448 000. The greater
part of this amoust was given for the
crection of new/ library buildings in
sixty-four diffefent cities and towns,
Of these new/ huildings, .Andrew Car-
negie is t6 be credited with having
provided  for seventeen, his donations
for this purpose daring the year
amiouutifg to $4,195,000. Art galleries
and mypseums received $956,000.in 1900.

try received $13,390,176. This is

Different churches and church
enterprises were assisted to the amount

is over $5,000,000 more than was given
for similar purposes in 1899.

These figures, ~-which- have  been
gathered by the Chicago Tribune,repre-
sent only the larger gifts and bequests
where the sum has _not been less than
$1000 in each "Tase, and it has been
possible to keep an exact record. If
to these larger amounts were added the
small gifts, private subscriptions and

and, while he has no medical or scien-
tific knowledge of the disease known as
rabies, his experience with crazed dog,,‘
has convinced him that they aré not
only very dangerous but wholly incur-
able when once afflicted. Having been
pound master during the ‘‘closed’’ sea-
son last snmmer and fall, Mr. Ander-
sof is acquainted with a  great many
Dawson dogs and he has had charge of
many during the past few days that
were in hi§ possession last summer.
He says a- number of these animals
six months ago were so -affectionate
as to be perfect pets around the pourd
are now ferocious and very dangerous.
He cites un‘instance of one large dog
which was owned by a well known
machine shop man of the city. The
dog was in the pound several times
last summer where, on account of his
affectionate disposition, he was a great
favorite. Two weeks ago the same dog
was taken to the pound where, afté#a
day or two, he began to show symp-
toms of the prevalent craze. He was
placed in an apartment separate from
the other animals and shortly thereafter
his owner called and, as usual, cursed
the poundmaster and dogcatchers round-
Iy.- Anderson conducted the man to
where his dog was and warned him to
be careful as ‘‘Rover’” was mad. The
owner poohooed at the idea of Rover
biting him and entered the pen with
him and proceeded to caress him by
patting him pn the head.

where newspapers are unknown, and,
even the sight of a white man an event
of years? Unbearable, you would say.
Vet under conditions like these are
white people borm, spend their child-
hood, grow to manhood and. woman-
hood, transact the business of life smd
die, and’some of them never get even
a sight of the wonders of what 1s to us
a commonplace world. Nor are they
unbappy, for uncloyed by the super-
refined means by which we are accus-
tomed to satisfy our cravings tor amuse-
ment, they learn to live more within
themselves and enjoy as fully their sim-
ple lives.

Because ladies must bave furs, and
commercial companies must have gold,
the répresentatives of trading compnnies
must live in the far reaches of the
porthern wilderness, and exchange what
pleases the eye or appetite of the sav-
age/f6r what pleases the fancy of fash-
ionable ladies, and coliect from seach a
liberal margin of profit.

The Hudson Bay Company, who have
4 practical monoply of the fur tiade of
Canada, look far into the future. Not
only do they want capable represehta-
ti\'és for today, but wish to” insure a
perpetuation of servants who have been
educated to the business. Consequuntly
whén they sent a trader to take charge
of a remote post,  they prefer that he

take a wife with him. In a few years,
having severed all connections with
the outside world, except for his semi-
annual report to and 1nstructions from
his company at Winnipeg, he loses the
thread of current events and forgets
the great outside worid of which he
has ceased to be a part. His children,
who have wpothing to forget, adapt
themselves more easily to conditions,
and stories of city streets and railroads
are as vague and fairy like tc them as
Mother Guo-e or Alice in Wundertand
are to the child of our modern civiliza

tion. ) )

son'ss Hope on the Peace river that we
met voung Gardner. He was a young

mah -of 25 years, - His features and- goed
English proclaimed him to be a white
man, but his dress and habits were those
of the Indian.

It was under similar circumstatces
that the Camsell boys reached man-
hood. Their father is chief facter for
the company in the Mackenzie river
country and has his headquarters at
Furt Simpson. His two boys were given
a thorough schooling, and finally sent
outside to one of the eastern Canadian
.umivegsities, They graduated with
honors, and after having seen and min-
gled with the society of the civilized
world, with any of the professions open
to them, they voluntarily returned to
their home on the Arctic slope. They
are destined no doubt to fill high posi-
tions 10 the company’s service.

Similar in some respects, but difier-
ent ino thers is the case of Peter Gunn,
who with his wife and four children,
keep the trading post at St. John on
the Peace river. Mr. Gunn was not
boru in the service, but is a native of
Scotland, which piace be left some
years ago with his swife and infant
daughter Bessie, to take charge of this
lonely spot. Here he has since lived,
and here were his bther children born.

Like the faithful servant which he
is, he was completely engrossed with
the affairs of his company, cultivating
the good will of the Indians, that they
should not take their catch of fur to
any of the free traders established
thereabout, outfitting the best ot the
hunters and ‘trappers for' the winter's
tur gathering; keeping up the sopply of
trading merchandise and properly car-
ing for tne furs brought in by the
bunters. In thus endeavoring to show
a large profit balance for his post at the
spring audit, his time and interest were
monopolized, and the loneliness of his
surroundings passed unnoticed.

Nor is the case of his wife much
different,—for busied-with the ~maternal
and housekeeping werries which- occupy
the mind of all housewives during wak-
ing hours, it is doubtful if the good
mother missed any of the,environments
of society. There are women even in
our largest cities who are as completely
though = unconsciously isolated. To
there is no life outside of the
walls of their own home, and what does
it matter if in the ears of the one is
the rumbling and clanging of a city’s
traffic, telling of the complexitv of
men’s efforts, while 1n the ears of the
other is the rustling of leaves and rip-
pling of waters, telling of a peace which
1s to be found nowhere on earth. For
here, just as in all other places’ the

" act Laws Protecting the - l.cgm
nlto Tradesman.

It is understood that immediate ac-
tion 1s to' be taken by the merchants
Dawson towards requesting fiom the
~ Yukon council some measure on the part
of that body which will protect the
‘mercantile community from the fly-by-
night speculator who floats down the
Nukon with a scow load of goods and,
‘dumping them on the market here, 1s
~ off ‘again to repeat the venture as long
as navigation remains open. The ob-
jectjpn raised by the merchants to this
sthod of doing business iy that it s
just that -they who take all ‘thre
es'of fire, pay taxes, support pub-
" enterprises and employ labor the
r around, are not better protectea
the intrusion of the . temporary
‘merchant who does nothing for the de-
welopment of tbe eountry, his only
aim being to dispose of a consigument
of goods quickly and leave the country
h his gains without paying his pro-
on of the expenses of the country.
The following interviews gives an idea
of the general feeling in the matter:
~‘“My idea of procedure in reference
to the questiion,’’ said Edgar Mizner,
~ *‘would be to charge a license accord-
_ing to tonnage, the lowest being §roo,
and from that graduated according to
the amount of merchandise carried in a
scow- up to $500. The license system
mwight be worked with success in all
* lines of business; that would obviate
the taxation problem. I do not think,
~however, the scow business will prove
remunerative next season as our con-
cern intends to make things hum as far
as selling goods is concernmed. I think
the man who brings in goods next sea-
scn will not make a particularly profit-
able’ venture.’
‘I do mnot think there will be as
much business done this coming season
. with scows as in the past for several
reasons,’’ said H. Te Roller, ‘‘first by
reason of the pmﬁtlessA ventures of
many scow men last summer and again
by the fact that the large stores are
pow in a position to land goods in
Dawson cheaper than-ever, cutting off
the big profits possible in the past.
However, this matter should be vigor-
ously handled by the authoirties and
people engaged in that business should
be compeiled to pay both a tramsporta-
tion license the same as any other
transportation company, and a trader’s
license at least as heavy as that of mer-
chaunts who permanently reside- here.
An undesirable feature of the [scow
business, from .the. consumers’ stand-

‘;ﬁts should be faxed at least $100 and
sothie means taken to stop the importa-
tion: of general merchandise-in a scow
which is bronght down the river with
a few sacks of vegetables, they being
purposely shipped to take advantage of
the fresh food act which allows scows
carrying vegetables, etc., to land with-
out paying any tax whatever,

Harry Hershberg—I think it a great
hardship on the legitimate merchants
here who carry on business the year
around that itinerant traders should be

_ allowed to bring in cothmodities as
they have in the past and dump them
on the local market without paying

_ anything to speak of for the support of
the 'country from which they take
large amounts of money. They should
be heavily taxed to say the least.

J. P. McLennan—I think scow men
should be made to pay a license which
would cover their transactions for a
year. The amount paid by these men
should be in excess of that charged to
local merchants as we take all the risk
and are. here all the year round. If it

is just to tax us on the ‘“‘turn over’

system'’ on presumable sales it cer-
tnlfaly should apply to these traders and
they should be compelled to pay on a

So many remains of prehistoric ani-
mals have been found in this country,
some .of them counstituting the best and

most complete specimens known, giy-
ing to the student and the cunous]yx -

clined better ideas of what the country
and its animal and vegetable life must
have been like in former ages, that
some adequate description of the huge
animals according the scientific research
may prove of interest.

To begin with, the remains of the
animals found tiere so thickly scattered

Hrfider. a strata of comparatively recent

formmation, are of -two distinct kinds,
which leads to the natural gonclusion
that they belonged to the same day and
family, and that they were the most
numerous of the animals living at that
time, and that in accordance with
their sizeé must” have held sway over
the animal kingdom. These two_ani-
mals are spoken of by scientists as the
mammoth and the mastodon.

The latter differed - from his near
relative only slightly. His head was
longer and narrower, his tusks were
fonger and not so thick, and they com-
monly extended from the sheath at the
base of the trunk, in a curling form,
out and somewhat downward, with the
eénds turmed  in towards each other.

His head was broader and shorter, the
molar teeth were flat and his tusks,
while not solong were of a much stur-
dier build, and turned backward and
up in a slight curve,
