ORANGE MACAROON BISQUE.

This is very simply made. Heat one
cupful of thin cream with a few grains
of salt and add the yolk of one egg
beaten with three tablespoonfuls of
sugar.

GERMANY STANDS FIRM

FOR FOURTEEN POINTS|

Cabinet Announces Refusal to Sign Terms Offered—

" Calls On United States

to Enforce Its View.

Berlin Cable—‘Germany declines to sign the
peace terms laid before it, because they spell the econo-
mic destruction, political dishonor, and moral degrada-
tion of the entire German nation, not only. for the pres-
ent, but also for still unborn generations,” was a state-
ment authorized by the Cabinet this morning through the

sociated Press.

“That these consequences must logically follow ac-
ceptance of the peace conditions the American-press it-

self has recognized without
continues.

question,”” the statement

“Toward them Germany took the stand-

point that acceptance of such conditions could not be de-
manded, and that the Entente was unjustified in impos-

ing such demands.

““Germany has not only a moral right to compliance
with the general promises made it, but a firmly ground-
ed, definite, clearly-defined claim, according to the basic
rules of international law, on all the Entente powers,
and especially on the United States. A specifie recog-
nition of the right of Germany and of the German peo-
ples to a peace of right, justice and reconciliation, in-
stead of the paragraphed song of hate which was written
at Versailles, is contained in the note of the American
Secretary of State Lansing of Nov. 9, 1918.

“In it the Secretary of State notified 4 '

the Swiss Minister it Washington un-
conditionally that the established bas-
is of President Wilson’s 14 pints
should be authoritative for the peace
conditions. Secretary Lansing an-
nourced further that the Entente Gov-
ernmenty afier careful consideration,
were also prepared to recognize the
conditions set up by President Wilson
as the basis for the conclusion of
peace.

“The declaration of rights emanat-
ing from these specific declarations of
all the Entente Powers and the Un-
ited States constitutes Germany’'s sole
asset in the general moral breakdown
of all international politics wiich has
found unsurpassable expression in tke
Versailles terms. :

“Germany answers.them with its
clearly juristic rights in international
law. Toward the politico-moral bank-
ruptcy of Versailles.the @erman na-
tion stands as a creditor with undeni-
able rights, and it is not in a position
to vield on this chief point. Germany
concluded peace on the basis of Presi-
dent Wilson’s fourteen points, which
nll America had mad eits own, and all
America, every individual, is respon-
sible for the fulfilment of its claims.

“It is not the German people’s buste
ness to indicate how its rights shall
be realized by the fourteen points, or
especially by the note of Secretary
Lansing. hat, rather, is the task of
those who constructed the fourteen

. points and brought them to accep-
ance, thereby inducing Germany to
ay down her weapons. We do not be-
lieve that President Wilson, Secretary
Lansing and the American people can
take other than this German stand-
point if they do not wish to do that
which President Wilson, in his mes-
sage of Dec. 4, 1917, condemned cate-
gorically when he said: ‘We would
dishonor our own cause if we treated
Germany other than' in a non-partisan
manner, and did not insist upon jus-
tice towards all, no matter how the
war ended, We demand nothing
which we are not ready ourselves to
admit.’

“And the German peop!s demand
nothing more than that which Presi-
dent Wilson announced in his declara-
tion. We demand nothing more than
that Americans pilace the fourteen
points opposite the peace terms. We
do not believe that anyone in the
United States will then have the cour-
age to claim that there can be found
in the peace conditions one single
trace left of President Wilson’s pro-
gramme.

“And®here begins America’s definite

y to step in. merica either must
put ts fourteen ‘points through or it
must declare that it is unable to do
80 or that it does not want to do so,
80 that in no case may the world be
led to believe that America desires to
have the peace conditions count as
President’s Wilson’s fourteen points.

“That ‘is our demand. to which we
cling, and we cannot imagine what
argumen* from the Amgrican side
would be effective against it.”

PEASANTS RAISE
AGAINST LENINE

Counter-Revolution in Bol-
shevist Russia.

“Red’’ Leader Admits' the
Facts.

Omsk Cable — The peasants are
rising against the Bolshevik rule
throughout the country of Boisheviki
Russia. - This declaration was made
by Leon Trotzky, the Bolsheviki Min-
ister of War, in a speech several days
ago in Kazan.

According to Bolsheviki prisoners
the towns of Kazan and Viatka are
being evacuated by the Bolsheviki. The
extraordinary commission to fight the
counter-revolution at Viatka has is-
sued the following order, signed by
Commissioner Dzerginsky:

“The uprisings which are now tak-
ing place in Driansk Samara (cap-
tured by the Kolchak forces on May
15), and Smoiensk and the strikes
among the rafiroad men point to the
fact that the counter-revolution is
rising its head. I deciare that we are
not going to make any distinction be-
tween the White Guards, the Social
Revolutionists and the Menshevik. The
hand of the extraordinary commis-
sion will reach out for all of them.
All of them will be taken hostages and
their fate will depend upon their be-
havior.”

The Russkalia Armia announces
that the general staff has received in-
formation that uprisings have been of
frequent occurrence in Kazan in the
past two weeks, It says there ars
reasons for believing that prisoners of
war who returned from Germany are
especially active in their uprisings.

ALLIES ANSWER
ENEMY PROTEST

Against Economic Terms of
Peace Treaty.

No Intention to Destroy
German Trade.

Paris Cable — A repnly by the al-
lied and asso:iatei Governments to
the German note protesting against
the cconomic terms of the pcace treaty
as being calculated to cause the in-
dustria] ruin of Germany has been
delivered to the German peace pleni-
potentiaries.

The reply is under eleven heads,
ans answers each Uerman contention.
It declareg that the allied and associ-
ated Governments in framing the
economic terms, “‘had no intention to
destroy Germany's economic life.”

On the coatrary, the report points
out that in the reconstruction of the
world’'s affairs Germany will have her
part in the progressive development
but also will share with the =rest of
the world in the economic losses and
disadvantages inevitably resulting
from the war.

The reply declares that the German
note fails to take into consideration
the fact that the disarmament of
Germany and ti% end of militarism
will relieve the German deople, of an

immense burden of taxation and ve-

turr to the ranks of useful production
millions of men formerly in the army
who have been entirely withdrawn
from industria]l or agricultural acti-
.

The reply also makes an emphatic
rejoinder to the German complaint
that the loss of the German merchant
marine will throw out of work thou-
sands of German merchant eeamen.
The allies’ answer ie that the destruc-
tion of merchant ships, chiefly by Ger-
man submarines, has had the unfor-
tunate effect of limiting the oppor-
tunities for work of eeamen through-
out the world, the allied powers being
the greatest su’ 2rers.

Kerensky and Followers
Appeal to Democracies.

Paris Cable — A. F. Kerensky, for-
mer Premier of Rusgia, and seven oth-
er members of the Russian Constituent
Acsembly, and members of the Paris-
ian union for the wegeneration of Rus-
sia, have issued an appeal to the de-
mocracies of the world for prompt ac-
tion with a view to helping Ruseia out
of her present chaotl ccondition.

FUTURE PROSPECTS FOR THE BEEF INDUSTRY.

Prices Promise to Remain High for Some Time to Come—It Pays to Market
Steers at an Early Age—B. J. M. Waterman, B.S.A.

Never hefore have cattle prices, as
well as many other meat products,
reached so high a leve] as at the
present time, and -assuredly there is
no room for doubt but that feeding
will, at present, pay any cattleman
who is finishing stock for the mar-
ket = Greater profits than were pos-
sible last year are within reach now,
because meat products are as high as
ever in price, and grain prices for
such as barley, etc., are much lower

ever, such high prices are not per-
manent and cannot be counted on for
a very great length of time. It will
be wel] for each one to lay his plans
accordingly.

The countries of Europe which were
engaged in the war are dependent on
this country for many articles of diet,
but once they get a crop off their
own land, they will not feel the need
80 greatly, consequently the demands
made on agriculture here will not be
80 great. This will result ia a low-
ering in foodstuff prices, and live
stock prices also, because it seems
to hold true that the price of meats
depends almost as much on whether
there is a shortage or surplus of cer-
eals, as on whether is an actual short-
age of meat products thewmselves.

It is one thing, however, to. say
that prices for meats will decline, and
another to predict when that situa-
tion will occur. One thing is cer-
tain, they will not come down until
feeds first drop in price, and these
cannot drop to normal until European
and other countries which are short
have had another harvest of their
own. Until then, countries with good
crops such as ours, will have to sup-
ply them. From this it would seem
that prices will likely continue strong
through the summer and to the end
of the year. After that prices are
uncertain and will depend on future
conditions and developments.

The demands of the market of to-
day require a different size of ani-
mal than was in favor a number of
years ago. In those days, both here
as well as in England, the heavy stuff
was in favor and farmers fed to that
end. In some cases, animals were
four years old before they had attain-
ed the required finish. To accom-
plish such required tao much expen-
diture of labor and feed than would
be profitable at present. Feeders
know this by experience, and they
are gradually turning the younger
stuff off at between two and three
years of age. The reason for this is
not only because it makes easier
feeding, but because the market de-
mands that weight of animal before
the heavier stuff,’and this is the case
in England, as well as in our home
market. | .

The man who produces beef, makes
much more by producing two-year-old
beef ‘than three and tour-year-old,
and he has learned this by experience
In feeding operations. Mr. John
Gardhouse, one of our prominent beef
cattle breeders, laid stress on this
point when speaking some time ago
at special farmers’ meetings at Chat-
ham.  He said, that “if bred right
and fed right, an animal should be
ready for the block at two years of

age.” This, however, would be im-
possible when the feeder picks up
calves of different grades of breed-
ing, through the country, with the in-
tention of feeding them for beef, as
the general run of animals are not
we!l enough, bred to develop into
beef at such an early age. It takes
an animal of good breeding to do it,
and the only way to accomplish this
and be sure of your product, is to
breed it yourself, and feed it from
the time it takes the first drop of
miik. Some may say that it -can’t
be done, and that the animal will be
no larger than baby-beef, but it is be-
ing done by good cattlemen, whe find
that such is the best method to follow
at the presept time. However, in
order to ensure a steady growth and
development, the feeder must keep
the caif flesh on them, and keep them
gainifig " from the time they are born
until they are ready for the block.
Such a method has several things,
which recommend it to any stockman.
In the first.place he can handle more
cattle in a given time than when
they are kept till 'they are older.
Toke, for instance, the man who can
keep forty head of cattle. If  he
keeps the steers or feeders until they
are three years old he can carry only
10 cows, 10 yearlings, 10 two-year-
olds and 14 taree-year-olds, ‘while
the man who finishes his steers at
two years, can, on the same size of
farm, keep 13 cows, 13 yearlings and
13 two-year-olds. He can turn out
three more beef carcases per year
than the former. Not only this, but
he can’produce his beef more cheaply
than the first man because, young cat-
tle growing and fattening at the same
time, will make much better use of
food products than . more mature
ones. They will utilize protein rich
foods, such as oilcake and alfalfa or
clover hay, more efficiently, because
they require the protein to make
muscle as they grow, wnile the more
mature ones will soon use hardly any
of the protein fed to ~ them. The
gradual fattening in this way also,
while growth occurs, will result in a
much higher quality of beef than
when the animal is allowed to rough
it for a year, and then fattened in
a short space of time. ' The dressed
carcasses in the former case will show
better marbled beef, which means
Jucier beef also, ang as this is the
kind that brings the premium price, it
will naturally follow that the feed-
er will realize a better price for his
stuff. The feeder of two-year-olds
has still another advantage in that he
can hold his cattle without losing
money on them, if the market does
not suit him. ‘They will keep on
growing, while the mature animal,
when finished, is a losing  proposi-
tion if not marketed at once.
Although grains are not nearly so
high in price as they were a year
ago, the feeder is wise who makes
best ise of good rcuzhage. One of
the best of these.is summer pasture,
as it has 'been proven that summer
gains made on nasiure can be made
more cheaply than is pcssible with
winter feeding. There are many
cattle which though in fair condition
at present, are not rsady for market.
These can be finished on pasture dur-

ing the summer. In turning them
out it is well to observe some pre-
caution in feeding, so that the

will mot lose flesh, as they- are apt
to do, if put on the soft grass,
stable feéding. - It will not be ad-
visable to turn prospective beef cat-
tle on to grass, until it is well start~
ed, and even then they should- not
be put directly on to it from- the
stable. It will be found much bet-
ter to leave them on pasture for &
short time at first, gradually length-
ening the time so that in the course
of a week they may be left on pas-
ture ‘entirely,. with a grain ration to
supplement the jpasture, especially
at first. Even with the best of pas-
ture, it is often advisable to feed a
certain amount during the entire
period, as cattle which have had a
certain amount of grain generally
take on a higher and better quality
finish than those fattened on grass
alone.

Tn order to supplement pasture to
the best advantage, it is well to con-
sider the composition of grass, and
feed those grains: which make up
what it lacks. It has been shown
by analysis that it is much richer
in protein when immature than when
cut for hay. This is only reason-
able. ' It is nature’s food and she
knows and supplies what is needed.
Grass also contains plenty of ash and
mineral matter for the building of
bone. What is needed most then, as
a supplement for a fattening animal,
is a food rich in carbohydrates, as
these are useful in that direction.
In the United States corn is the fav-
orite, both because of its composi-
tion and because it can be obtained
easily. At the present it is out of
the question in ‘Canada, as the price
is too high. We have a substitute in
barley which has also given good
results 'when fed in this way. On
account of its not being so palatable
as some other grains, it is well to add
something else to it, and bran will
be found to give satisfaction. If
the feeder does not wish to add
grain during the earlier part of the
fattening period, he may omit it and
give it during the last month, when
he will find that its use will benefit
the cattle greatly. »

The question of having good pas-
ture for the cattle during late sum-
mer, must also be considered. It
will be well, therefore, to have a
supplementary pasture unless the
feeder has at his disposal a  good
stretch of pasture land, in which case
he may fare all right. * Running wa-
ter and plenty of shade are of un-
told value in summer beef making
also, as they add to the comfort .of
the animal.

In the production of beef at the
i present time, good breeding is of
greater importance than ever before,
because §t takes a well-bred animal of
a beef breed to make good beef at
two years of age. The slogan of the
beef producer, if he wiskes to make
a success of {t, should be, “to breed
right and then feed right” If ‘he
does this he will surely make a suc-
I cess of it, and if he does not he will
surely make a mess of it, ag he, will
soon find out.

I—What faith is. In the lesson we
have the long roll-call of the heroes
of faith. It is a theological expres-
sion, and we may forget that it ras
other than a religious significance. It
is not some strange and pecu'iar
power supernaturally infused by
Christianity, The faculty is inherent
in the nature of men and one most
commonly used in daily life. It is the
ground-work of all our knowledge and
is essential to the existence of society.
It underlies all farms of human a.uiv-
ity, and every great enterprise begias
with, and takes its first steps in, faith.
Evangelical faith uses the same facul-
ty in securing Christian experieace
and realizing its expectations. It is
the faculty with realizing iis expe:it-
ations. It is the faculty with which
we grasp unseen thinks, and always
deals with the invisible and unrealiz-
ed. When its object passes out of
either sphere, it emerges from - the
realm of faith into that of knowleige.
Christian faith it not simply the as-
sent of the intelligence to revealed
truth, or the acceptance of the his-
torical events and purposes of Thris-
tianity, Its object is Christ alone. It
is an act “the venture of the soul”
in resting its moral state and build-
ing its hopes on Christ. In the les-
son the writer defines it as " the sub-
stance,” that is, that which stands
under, supports and gives reality to
the “things hoped for.”

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PLANT LICE IN THE VEGETABLE
GARDEN.

Aphids, or plant lice, are small, soft-
bodied insects that obtain their foed by
sucking the jujces from plants by means
of a beak which they insert most often
in the under side of a leaf. They often
cause the leaf to curl, and in the case of
severe attacks ruin the crop by. killing
many of the plants.

Although there jare many species of
aphids whic§ attack vegetabie crops,
fortunately they can all be controlled. by
the same materials and the same meth-
ods: Some species of garden aphids
have certain peculiar habits a knowledge
of which enables one to deal with them
effectively. B

The life history of all the garden plant
lice is much the same. All pass the
winter- in the egg stage in northern lo-
calities. Most of the females produce
living young without the intervention of
the male. oth sexes appear in the fall,
however, and fertilization occurs prev-
ious to the laying of the eggs, which
survive the winter. All species produce
both winged and wingless rorms. Bach
female probably produces on the average
more than forty young, and as many as
fifteen to twenty-five generations a year.

Most
characteristically colored bodies, but the
color of the aphids of some species may
very from a pale green to nearly black.
Most aphids are some shade of green,
but they may be black, pink, yellow or
almost white. .

While most aphids of the same species
feed upon only closely related plants, it
sometimes happens that they will feed
upon plants distantly related. This is

an important fact which should be con-
sidered in the control measures. For in-
stance, the potato louse (Macrosiphum
solanifolli) spends the winter, early
spring and late fall on the rose in pre-
ference to other plants. It migrates to
potatoes, tomatoes, peppers, eggplants
and many other plants during the latter
part of spring. Macrosiphum pisi) mi-
grates back and forth between peas and
clover. The spinach (Myzus per-
sicae) feeds upon a wide range of vege-
tables and trees, including peach, cher-
ry, spjnach, cabbage, celery, etc. The
cabbage louse (Aphis brassicae) is mostly
confined to plonts of the family cruci-
ferae, and the melon louse (Aphis g08~
sypin) is usually confined :o vine crops,

The first step in the control of plant
lice is to destroy everything upon which
the winter eggs of the aphid are laid.
Crops badlv infested with aphlds in the
fall should be disked and plowed under
or turned. Weeds, especially those be=
longing to the same families as the culti-
vated crops, should not be allowed to
grow, as they afford an excellent breed-
ing place. s

Aphids insert their beaks into the plant
tissues for their food and are not injur-
ed by arsneical sprays. Some spray
must be used which will kill the insect
by contact and yset be so weak that it
will not injure the plant.

Nicotine sulphate (40 per cent. nicotine)
is the most easily prepared and most
effective spray that car be used against
aphids. When used at the rate of one
part nicotipe sulphate to one thousandth
parts of water the spray.is effective
against most ophids. The following
formula supplies the ingredients in the
right proportions:

Nicotine sulphate (40 per cent. nico-
tine), 2-5 pint, or 6.1 fluid ounces; any.
aundry soap, 3 pounds; water, 50 gal-
ons.

The soap is added as a gpreader and
to make the solution slightly more vola-
tile. When the nicotine sulphate is used
with watér alone the addition of soap
aids materially, but when used in com-
bination with other sprays the soap is
omitted. The nicotine sulphate may be
added to Bordeaux mixtuye, lime sulphur
or arsenate of lead in the same propor-
tions as with water. The one applica-
tion may thus serve two or three pur-
poses. S

When used against the potato aphid
the strength of the above formula
should be increased to one part to eight
hundred; that would be one-half pint of
nicotine sulphate to 50 gallons of water.

For sinall patches 1 1-2 teaspoonsful of
nicotine sulphate and 1 ounce of soap to
each gallon of water will prove effect-
ive against all garden aphids.

To prepare the solution all that is ne-
cessary is to measure out the amount of
nicotine sulphate’ needed, put, it in the
spray outfit and dilute with water. Bor-
deaux mixture or lime ‘sulphur to the
proper proportion. When scap is added,
it is best to dissolve it in hot water.

Spray used for aphids must come into
direct contact with the lice to be ef-
fective. As the aphids are found gn the
lower sides of the leaves, it is necessary
to have a spray apparatus which will
underspray all the leaves. A nczzle at-
tached to the pole at an angle of 45
degrees serves this purpose very well.

It is highly desirable that high pres-
sure (125 to 175 pounds) be used, as this
creates a mist which is blown’ aboyt and
reaches many more lice than would oth-
erwise be possible.

For a few plants an atomizer or whisk
broom may be used for applying the
spray. For city gardeners a knapsack
spray is usually sufficient. However, for
really effective work a barrel pump or
power outfit is best, because it furnish-
es more pressure. The barrel pump is
large enough for the average commer-
cial garden, when the power outfit may

of the different species have

be used on large commercial gardens
One to four leads of hose may be used
on a power outfit.

The spraying should be done while the
foliage is dry, as moisture on the plants
tends to weaken the spray material and
make the results unsatisfactory. The
training of the vine crops into rows
makes the application of the spray much
easier.

For the control of aphids in green-
houses the evaporation of a quickly vola-
tile alkaline preparation known as Nico-
Fume is recommended. It may be evap-
orated most conveniently on steam pipes
or over oil lamps, and is used at the
rate of 1 ounce to each 4,000 cubic feet of
greenhouse space. The fumigating
should be done on a still night, with all
the ventilators tightly closed. An oil
can with the opening enlarged is excel-
lent for applying the Nico-Fume to the
steam pipes.

The control of plant lice is really very
easy even though the lice may attack
every vegetable in the garden. The most
important points to be remembered in
controlling lice are: First, to watch con-
stantly and apply the remedy as soon
as the pest appears and before it has
curled the leaves: second, to makec a
thorough application of the spray; and
third, to use high pressure in making
the application.—H. D. Brown, Illinois.

USES OF POPCORN.
TASTY CANDIES.

'All kinds of tasty candleg pay be
made from the popcorn. A choco-
late popcorn is made by making a
syrup of a pint of sugar, half a cup-
ful of molasses, two ounces of choco-
late and a cupful of water. When
the syrup is thick enough to hardem
in water, pour it over four quarts of
the freshly popped corn eand stir un-
til the corn is well coated.

Sugared popcorn may be prepared
by following these directions, givem
by the Government: Make a syrup
of a pint ¢f sugar and a half a pint
of water, when the syrup strings from
the spoon, pour it over six quarts of
freshly popped corn and stir well.

CRYSTALIIZED POPCORN.

Crystallizea popcorn .is mnot dif-
ficult to prepare. Put @ heaping
tablespoonful of butter, three table-
spoonfuls of water and a heaping
tablespoonful of pulverized sugar in
a kettle. 'When the mixture
threads add three quarts of popcorn,
stir briskly until all the corn is
evenly coated, and then take from the
fire and stir until it is cooler and
each grain is crystallized with eu-

gar.
CREAMED POPCORN.

Creamed popcoin is another tasty
sweet. Make a syrup of a pound
of sugar and a gill of water Boil
without stirring until a drop put into
iced water beccmes brittle. Remove
from the fire and set in an outer pan
of boiling water. Drop into the
syrup enough crisp popcorn to make
it thick. After stirring for half -
a minute, take out the corn by large
spconfuls and put it on greased paper.
As it hardens, roll a spoonful into a
ball, then roll this over and over in
freshly popped, sugared corn unti] the
white kernels adhere to the sticky
ball.

So persistently has the warfare
of extermination been carried on that
the coyotes which rear their families
in safety must be cunning indeed.

Fhe coyote has long borne a repu-
tation for cowardice, to say nothing of
other unworthy qualities, but in the
opinion of some this is unfair to the
beast. His warfare on sheep long ago
led to the institution of coyote drives,
especially in the far Northwest. Hun-
dreds of men turn out and manage
the thing pretty much as is done in
the case of a rabbit drive, when great
numbers of jackrabbits are driven in-
to a sort of corral, where they are
killed.

On one occasion many men and boys
in southern Idalo worked all day driv-
ing in the coyotes and when they, the
men and boys, had all converged at
the corral they. found just one coyote
in it, and he got away!
