With a view to opening up a trade 
in colonial timbers with different parts 
of the world. Captains Rounding and 
Gueet, of the Wool Exchange, Sydney, 
N. 8. W.» have for some time past 
been making a collection of samples 
of Australian woods for the purpose 
of sending them abroad, says the Syd­
ney Evening News. A few months ago 
they sent about 31 varieties to Eng­
land, which included red and yellow 
cedar, tulip, striped black and red 
bean, rosewood, mahogany, silky oak, 
blue fig, forest oak, blackwood and 
other woods which are of commercial 
value. Two samples of iron bark were 
also sent which had been in use for 
about 50 years. They were portions of 
a pile at the Circular Quay, and to all 
appearances the wood was as.good as 
the day when it was taken out of the 
forest. As the result of that ship­
ment, Captains Rounding and Guest 
have received an order from England 
for half a million feet of red mahog­
any, and they are now calling tenders 
for the supply of that quantity. These 
gentlemen . have received applications 
from France and Italy for samples of 
Australian woods, and feel confident 
with the continued lowering of freight 
that a large foreign trade can be work­
ed up. At present they have a num­
ber of samples of woods which they 
intend sending away at an early date.

AN IMPORTANT CONCESSION.

For the older scales the 
washes may be divided into those 
which can be used in summer with­
out damage to the trees, and those so 
strong they can only ibe applied while 
the tree is dormant ^uring winter.
Among the insecticides that have been 
proven more or less successful are for- 
imulas of whalç oil soap, the resin 
-wash, kerosene emulsion, hard laun­
dry soap, concentrated potash lye, fish 
oil soap, and California lime-sulphur- 
and-salt wash. The most effective in­
secticide for the San José scale is to 
dissolve two pounds of whale oil in 
one gallon of water, and make a thor­
ough spraying.

How 
ridiculous this is, the platform, 
etructed and adopted at the (National 
Convention in June, 1893, without a 
dissenting voice, attests. The 
graph relating to this question reads 
as follows

We, the Liberal party of Canada, in 
convention, declare: That the customs 
tariff of the Dominion should be based, 
not as It Is nov. upon the protective 
principle, but upon the requirements 
of the public service; that the existing 
tariff, founded upon an unsound princi­
ple, and used, as it has been by the 
Government, as a corrupting agency 
wherewith to keep themselves In office, 
has developed monopolies, trusts and 
combinations; it has decreased the 
value of farm and other landed pro­
perty; It has oppressed the masses to 
the enrichment of a few; it has checked 
immigration; it has caused great loss 
of population; It has impeded 
merce; it has discriminated against 
Great Britain. In/ these and many 
other ways it has occasioned great 
public and private injury, all of -which 
events must continue to grow in in­
tensity as long as the present tariff 
system remains in force. That the 
highest interests of Canada demand a 
removal of the obstacle to our country's 
^progress by the adoption of a sound 
fiscal policy, which, while not doing 
injustice to any class, will promote do­
mestic and foreign trade, and hasten 
the return of prosperity to our people. 
That to the end that the tariff should 
(be reduced to the needs of honest, 
economical and efficient government; 
that It should be so adjusted to make 
free, or to bear as light as possible upon 
thq necessaries of life, and should be 
60 arranged as to promote freer trade 
with the whole world, more particular­
ly with Great Britain and the United 
States. We believe that the results 
of the protective system have grievous­
ly disappointed thousands of persons 
who honestly supported it, and that the 
country, in the light of experience, is 
now prepared to declare for a sound 
fiscal policy. The Issue between the 
two political parties on this question Is 
how clearly defined. The Government 
themselves admit failure of their fiscal 
policy, and now profess their willing­
ness to make some changes; but they 
say that such changes must be based 
only on the principle of protection. We 
denounce the principle of protection as 
radically unsound, and unjust to the 
masses of the people, and we declare 
our conviction that any tariff changes 
Jbased on that principle must fall to. 
afford any substantial relief from the 
burdens under which the country la­
bors. This issue we unhesitatingly 
accept, and upon it we await with the 
(fullest confidence the verdict of the 
electors of Canada.

It 
5s subscribed to by the rank and file 
and will be preached from the hustings 
In thousands of places during the cam­
paign. Laurier and Cartwright and 
(Davies and Fraser believe in It, as 
does every thinking Liberal, and the 
Conservatives are beginning to see that 
it means national salvation.

LOST OVERBOARD.
A. M. Nash, professor of mathemat­

ics -at the English Government uni­
versity at Calcutta, was drowned from 
the steamship City of Topeka last 
Monday in Wright’s Sound, near Point 
Comox, before the eyes of his wife, 
who was at the rati when he went 
down. A boat was lowered but no 
trace of the lost man could be found. 
He was out of sight in a moment. The 
Topeka arrived at Victoria on Thurs­
day with the news, Prof, and Mrs. 
Nash having taken the trip to Alaska 
before leaving for England. The case 
takes on the appearance of mystery, 
as it is claimed bÿ some on the steam­
er that a short time prior to the fatal 
plunge, Nash repulsed his wife’s at­
tempts to place her arms around him, 
but on the other hand, the most inti­
mate friend of Mrs. Nash says that 
the bereaved woman feels that the 
death was accidental. Whether it was 
suicide or accident, it is true that Prof. 
Nash had everything to live for and 
little to cause a suicidal mania. He 
had been engaged in educational work 
for years, and it is said that his name 
is affixed to several important works 
on mathematics, 
he did a gçeat deal of original work, 
and it was his intention to put .this 
matter in proper form during the 
ooming year, while he and his wife 
were visiting at his mother’s home in 
Reading, Eng.

FIRE NEAR VERNON.
A week ago to-day word was receiv­

ed at Vernon that the fine residence 
of Messrs. Streatfield and Turner, 
erected last year, on their farm near 
the Coldstream ranch, had that after­
noon been destroyed b<y fire. Mr. 
Streatfield Is absent at the coast, and 
Mr.Turner was in town on the after­
noon of the unfortunate occurrence, 
leaving the premises unoccupied. The 
fire was first observed by E. Kelly, 
manager of the Coldstream ranch, who 
saw smoke issuing from the building 
and Immediately hurried to the scene 
of the conflagration. On the way he 
gave the alarm to some men who were 
working at a ditch, but when they 
reached the house the flames had grain­
ed too great a headway to be got un­
der control. All that they could do 
was to endeavor to save some of the 
contents of the building, and In this 
they were successful, as by hard work 
they succeeded in removing most of 
the furniture and some of Mr. Tur­
ner's personal effects, though a xcon- 
sideralble amount of valuable property 
was unfortunately destroyed. The or­
igin of the fire is unknown, though it 
is supposed to have started In some 
way in a shed close to the house. The 
building was insured, but the loss will 
be heavy.

Prof. Celli has been examining the 
waters -of “■the yellow T.ber," and finds 
that the soil and sand they carry with 
them contain chemical elements so power­
ful as practically to disinfect the whole 
region through which they flow, and al­
most exempt ft from malaria. He ad- 

bathing in the river at Rome, as 
the carbonates and salts in the water 
have many ot the medicinal effects of 
sea water, and its density makes it al­
most as good as a mud bath.

That inasmuch as enormous sums 
of money are exacted from the people 
of Canada which are not paid Into the 
treasury, and Inasmuch as the bur­
thens of the people are thereby greater 
and unnecessarily increased, and it Is 
of the most Importance to the well­
being of the community that not only 
should the present extravagant ex­
penditure be diminished, but that the 
said burthens should be reduced as 
largely and speedily as possible, it Is 
expedient that in maklngvprovislon to 
restore the equilibrium between re­
venue and expenditure, as recommend­
ed in the speech from the throne, the 
existing tariff be so modified that it 
may be made a tariff for revenue only.

.......... 2,000ENGLISH AT THE HEAD.

More people speak English than any 
other language now In use in the civi­
lized world* and the increase in the use 
of English is so rapid that it may ul­
timately outstrip all the European 
languages collectively. At the begin­
ning of the present century French 
stood at the head of the languages in 
general use. Then 20 per cent, of the 
people of Europe and America spoke 
French. Then followed, in the order 
named: Russian, 19 per cent.; German 
18 per cent.; -Spanish, 16 per cent.; 
English 12 per cent., and Italian 9 per 
cent French was the language of 
treaties, of fashion, international cor­
respondence! and, to a considerable ex­
tent, of commerce. At the beginning 
of the present century twice as many 
people in Europe spoke French as Eng- 
■lish and twice as many spoke German 
as English. More persons in Europe 
-spoke Italian than English, and, in 
fact, English had a subordinate rank. 
•Colonization in America and Australia 
and particularly the enormous increase 
of population in the United States, fa­
vored the extension of English. Colo­
nization in South and Central America 
favored Spanish, and in Brazil, Portu­
gese. One reason of the rapid and 
general extension of the English lan­
guage has been that colonization from 
Great Britain has -been very much lar­
ger than from other countries, and the 
English have made their influence T51t 
more decisively than have the people 
of other nations in the colonies. Thus 
for instance, Holland has to-day exten­
sive colonies in various parts of the 
world. The present population of Hol­
land Is 4,000,000, and of the Dutch colo­
nies 24,000,000. The area of Holland in 
square miles is 20,000, the Dutch colo­
nies 660,000. But the Dutch language 
has never been extended to any great 
extent by reason of these colonies, the 
inhabitants of which have never 
learned Dutch. The French, Italian, 
and Russian languages have not been 
extended greatly through colonization. 
As a consequence of the changes 
through colonization and othewise 110,- 

,000 people now speak English in­
stead of 20,000,000 as at the beginning 
of the century. German has held its 
own without variance for nearly 100 
years, and is still spoken by 18 per 
cent, of those speaking any European 
language. Russian has fallen off a lit­
tle, not in numbers, but In percentage, 
and so have all the Latin languages. 
The number of persons speaking Span­
ish at the beginning of the century iw&s 
26,000,000; now it is 45,000,000. The 
number of persons speaking French 

y at the beginning of the century was 
f 31,000,000, and now it is 51,000,000. The 
numer of those persons speaking Ital­
ian has increased from 15,000,000 to 30,- 
000,000—just double. In Europe to-day 
German stands at -the head. It is the 
language of 68,000,000 people. Russia 
follows with 60,000,000. French with 
45,000,000, English with 38,000,000, Italian 
with 31,000,000 and Spanish with 17,000,- 
000. In the United States the growth 
of English has been, and continues to 
be most rapid, and the two countries 
'which are gaining moslj by the in­
crease of population, the United 
States and Australia, are both English- 
speaking countries, and bid fair to 
keep English at the head.

The 
whole trend of United States thought 
is, and bas for two centuries, been to 
oust the Bible from the only place 
where full and lasting knowledge of It 
can ever be obtained—namely, the 
school. The average United States 
citizen'is a worshipper of fads, and 
one of the oldest and most devoutely 
worshipped of ali his fads is what he 
calls "the New England ekule sys­
tem.”

A Washington despatch states that 
the Langlçy flying machine flew a dis­
tance of one thousand feet down the 
Potomac riyer a few days ago. The 
machine is now propelled by storage 
•batteries placed under the wings, and 
moves Independently of any control 
from the float from which the flights 
are made. It Is believed that the ma­
chine will fly a great distance. Prof. 
Langley has already spent more than 
$50,000 In the experimental work, and 
he believes -that before long he will be 
able to build à practical machine. All 
of the recent tests have been made for 
the purpose of developing certain facts 
in relation to propellers of different 
sizes and shapes. It is understood 
that Alexander Melville Bell and Alex- 
ande’r Graham Bell, the inventor of the 
telephone, have placed at Prof. Lang­
ley’s disposal a sufficient sum of mon­
ey to enable him to work freely, with­
out fear of financial embarrassment.

COUNTERACTING TUBERCULOSIS.
The following handed in by a local 

physician is of'interest: Although 
tuberculosis is an inexorable curse 
that exacts its tribute without respite 
or mercy, we at least have it in our 
power, thanks t<^ the bacteriological 
discoveries of our day, to organize an 
efficacious system of defence against 
the action of its germs. Every one 
knows that the sputa are the means 
whereby a number of infectious dis­
eases, and particularly tuberculosis, 
are spread, and the efforts of hygien­
ists must be directed to the best meth­
ods of sterilizing these sputa. In spite 
of a great dèal of research the prob­
lem of the disinfection of tubercular 
sputa has not up to the present time 
found a really practical solution. The 
process of boiling, which kl particular­
ly serviceable for this form of dis­
infection in hospital wards, Is not very 
practical elsewhere; and on the other 
hand, the bacillus of tuberculosis pos­
sesses a vast power of resistance to 
the action of even the strongest anti­
septics, such as sublimate and carbolic 
acid, which renders these substances 
almost useless, for disinfecting the ex- 
nectoration of consumptives. M. Gori­
ansky of St. Petersburg.has just made 
a series of experiments from which he 
claims to have shown that in wood 
vinegar we possess a remarkable de­
structive agent of the tubercular ba' 
cilll in sputa. My readers may know 
that this product of the dry distilla­
tion of wood, also called pyroligneous 
acid, is a brownish liquid, with an 
agreeable aromatic odor, and that it is 
a mixture of guaiacols, cresols and 
acetic acid. From a long series of ex­
periments made by M. Goriansky in 
M. Nencki’s laboratory of biological 
chemistry it appears that wood vine­
gar possesses a very energetic general 
antiseptic action, greater even than 
that of five per cent, colution of car­
bolic acid since in four or five days it 
destroys the most stubborn microbes. 
M. Goriansky convinced himself of the 
fact that It is Sufficient to add to tub­
ercular sputa an equal volume of wood 
vinegar and then, after having shaken 
up the mixture, to let it stand, to de­
stroy in six hours’ time every microbe 
in the sputa, including those of tuber­
culosis. After this lapse of six hours 
every attempt to, cultivate, or inocu­
late with, the sputa disinfected In this 
way gave a negative result. The use 
of wood vinegar as a disinfectant has 
this advantage as well, that it re­
moves the disagreeable aspect of the 
sputa. This, however, is a secondary 
question that it will not be necessary 
to dwell on. It is sufficient, for the 
foregoing reasons, that I should rec­
ommend the use of wood vinegar for 
the sterilization of tubercular sputa. 
The serum treatment of diphtheria 
has encountered at Vienna the same 
hostility that had already been shown 
to it at Munich. MM. Kassowitz and 
Drasche have declared themselves re­
solutely against this method ot treat­
ment. They see nothing but draw­
backs, not to say danger, in the use of 
serum, and declare that the statistics 
furnished by the partisans of the 
method have no value whatever. They 
depy absolutely that the new treat­
ment modifies in any way whatever 
the evolution of a case of diphtheria, 
and state that it is not true that it 
has lowered the death rate by this 
disease. If these statements are exact 
they only go to prove one thing—that 
Behring's serum, which Is used in 
Vienna, is certainly of Inferior quality.

NANAIMO COAL SOUTHFIELD COALWHERE THE CASH GOBS.
The Dominion Government could not 

find money to Improve this most im­
portant harbor or small appropriations 
for needed public works. Wasted dn 
other directions, however, it can be. 
Mr. Mclsaac, who sits for the late 
Sir John Thompson’s constituency, in 
his speech on the budget, recapitu­
lated some of the useless expenditures, 
showing that at least seven millions of 
dollars have been squandered during 
the last 15 years. Among these items 
are the following: Thrown away on 
Tupper’s "Dear Onderdotik. $1,118,000; 
on. the Tay canal, familiarly known 
as “ Haggart’s ditch,” $476,000; on the 
Caraquet railway, $240,000; on Little 
Rapids Lock, a useless work, which 
has no traffic and yields no revenue, 
$124,000; on the Galops Rapids channel, 
which shipping men will not use be­
cause of its danger, $600,000; Esquimau 
graving dock, excess payments, $207,- 
000; Curran bridge, over $270,000; paid 
to the Hard Pan claimants, to which 
they had no legal right, $272,000; Har­
ris land job at 6t. John, $100,000; 
Sheik’s Island dam, $125,000; St. Mary’s 
bridge, Fredericton, $372,000; Langevln 
block, cost less than $500,000, but on 
which $781,000 have been paid, with 
claims for $250,000; wasted, stolen or 
boodled on the St. Charles branch of 
the Intercolonial railway, $1,500,000. 
These are startling figures, and yet 
they probably do not tell the entire 
story. They certainly make no men­
tion of the contemplated intention of 
throwing away $2.600,000 on such a 
wildcat enterprise as the Hudson’s 
Bay railroad. Mr. Mclsaac, proceed­
ing, showed what could be done with 
this amount of money. D!v*ed among 
the Provinces, It would mean $1,000.-

Notwithstanding the fact that she 
is groaning and suffering under the 
awful burdens of Free Trade and, like 
the deaf adder, shuts her ears to the 
voice of Canadian and other charmers 
who would woo her to the blessings 
of protection, old England still seems 
to have a very extensive and a very 
expansive commerce, remarks very 
truly the Ottawa Free Press. In 1880 
her gross exports were £286,000,000; In 
1890 they had run up to £328,000,000, an 
increase in that period of 15 per cent. 
During the same decade she reduced 
her national debt by $460,000,000. She 
does more than 60 per cent, of the 
carrying trade of the world, and her 
ocean marine Is larger than that of 
Germany, France, Sweden and Norway 
and the United States combined. This 
exhibit, from published and trust­
worthy statistics, afford 
commentary 
statement recently made by Sir Hlb- 
bert Tupper to the effect that the 
motherland to-day, has been “driven 
from the civilized markets of the 
world,” and Is now compelled to “force 
her wares and her goods and merchan­
dize into the uncivilized markets of 
the world, which she is endeavoring 
to occupy, to settle, and to control, 
-driven there by the deadly effect upon 
her of Ibe tremendous competition 
coming from the protectionist nations 
in thé rest of the world.” An Increase 
of $210,000,000 In 10 years Is certainly 
not bad forcing, but it unfortunately 
happens for Sir Charles’ contention 
that a very large proportion of these 
exports were not of a character such 
as uncivilized nations would need. Nor 
were they backed up by fleets and 
armies with fixed bayonets to com­
pel purchasers. The facts may not be 
pleasing to , protectionists, but the 
truth must be confessed that this mag­
nificent result Is wholly due to the 
practice of Free Trade. The other 
side of the picture, where we see Pro­
tection, and no fleets or armies to do 
any forcing whatever, is not so grati­
fying. In Canada, from 1880 to 1890. 
the exports only increased from $88,- 
000,000 to $97,000,000, or $9,000,000—ex­
actly 8 per cent., and her debt 
during the same years by $100,000,000. 
The moral Is obvious.

SAN JOISE SCALE.
One of the chief objects of the fruit 

Inspection of last year was to keep 
out the San Jose scale. Rumor has it 
that) it has crept in in one or two 
places with imported stock. If so its 
extermination should be immediate. 
This pernicious scale Is injurious to a 
great variety of deciduous trees, and 
t>esldes causing the death of these It 
has great power of’production. Con*- 
mon in California, it now infests 
Washington, Oregon, New Mexico and 
the Pacific coast states. Among the 
localities of the Atlantic seaboard 
known to be infested are limited sec­
tions in Florida, Georgia, Virginia, 
Delaware, Maryland, -New Jersey, 
Pennsylvania and New York. Speci­
mens have also been observed dn one 
or more towns In Ohio and Indiana, 
the scale probably having been ship­
ped in on nursery stock, or brought on 
California fruit. The young or newly 
hatched are almost microscopic crea­
tures of a white or pale yellow color, 
body of ovld form, flattened, with six 
legs and two short feelers. They are 
active for a brief period" only, some­
times but à few hours or even minutes, 
rarely more than a day or two, and 
settle upon the bark near where they 
are born, -unless It is already too 
thickly covered with the parent scales. 
Al long threadlike proboscis Is gradu­
ally thrust under the skin of the leaf 
or bark when the Insect becomes fixed 

x end a waxy secretion exudes and cov­
ers the scale. This increases until the 
larva underneath molts. The first lar­
val skin becomes part of the secretion 
or shield, ànd is known as the larval 
scale, and the Insect under It after this 
molt leaves its legs and feelers. The 
covering still further Increases and a 
second molt takes place, and a cover­
ing known as the medial scale either 
surrounds or extends from one end of 
the larval scale, according to the 
species. The sexes are readily dis­
tinguishable by their scales or shields. 
The male undergoes a third molt, from 
which results a delicate two-winged 
fly. The San Jose scale Is quite circu­
lar in form, very flat and pressed close

The 
man speeding along on a wheel equipped 
with pneumatic tires offers an excellent 
exemplification of a ChnsLan riding above 
his troubles. We have outdone Peter, 
who fauled to'walk upon the water, for 
we can ride upon the wind.” Proceeding 
directly to his subject the preacher com­
pared .the tire to character without which 
no man or undertaking can be itruely 
successful. The chank and sprocket re­
presents manl.ness and the handle bars 
mental calibre and godcl sense, which 
guide us all in the right path. The ball­
bearings typify a friction lees nature, one 
whose highest ideal and happiness la in 
serving otheirs. The chain represents 
continuance in well-doing, for even as 
its links succeed each other, so does well­
doing ever begin where it seemfqgly 
ends. The pedals, symbolize fauth and 
good works; the pedals must work to­
gether as faith and good works go hand 
to hand and neither can act Independ­
ently. The frame, he said, was the tem­
perate body that knows restraint, and un 
that was the secret of Its strength.

mmilourSAFE IN A CROWD.

It is Easy for a Criminal to Escape in 
a Large City.

A good many readers of The World 
may have learned or read an interesting 
story of the pre-horse car days, when 
lines of 'busses were the principal means 
of transportation between lower and up­
per New York. The story is illustrative 
of a well- authenticated event in current 
history: One evening a gentleman and his 
wife, after leaving the theatre, got into 
the 'bus to go home. There were in the 
’bus, besides themselves, only a party 
of three, a drunken man and two com­
panions, who were caring for him. The 
drunken man was very 
time the ’bus bumped he 
took all his companions’ care to keep Mm 
straight bn the seat. Finally Forty-sec­
ond street was reached, 
drunken man’s companions pulled the 
dtrap and stopped the ’bus. They bol­
stered the drunken man up in the corner 
and told him to brace up and to remem­
ber to get out when the bus reached the 
end of the line, assuring him that his 
home was “only Just around the corner” 
and that he could get there without trou­
ble. To all of this the drunken man re­
turned only a stupid stare. The 'bus 
started on, and at the first lurch the 
drunken man fell prone upon the floor. 
The gentleman, moved by pity, got up 
and went over to him to help him back 
to his seat. Having accomplished this 
he pulled the strap and motioned his 
wife to get out, although they were yet 
some blocks from their destination. When 
they had alighted the gentleman asked 
his wife whavehe thought was the mat­
ter with the man. She said; “Very drunk 
I suppose.” "No,” he replied, “that man’s 
throat was cut from ear to ear.” It Is 
asserted that this Is a true story; that 
the murderers took this unusual and 
daring way of disposing of their vic­
tim’s body, and that the murder was 
ever afterwards a mystery, no clue ever 
tracking It to the murderers. Many per­
sons regard the tale as entirely improb­
able. They do not believe that any men 
could take a corpse in a ’bus in such a 
fashion undetected. Yet New York to­
day parallels that case. In the early ev­
ening Caesar, the negrom urderer, takes 
a bundle containing the mutilated re­
mains of his victim on the front plat­
form of a Sixth avenue car, and drops it 
over an area railing by mistake, without 
arousing a single suspicion in the mind 
of anyone composing the big crowd that 
constantly jostled him. Some may claim 
that the presence of the crowd was his 
safety, and that later In the evening, 
the time of the story above told, he 
would have been to great danger of de­
tection. This may or may not be so. The 
only purpose herje 
the fact, so oft* 
pass for improbabilities in fiction are 
often curiously paralleled in the actual 
experiences of real life.

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ITS REMARKABLE POWER 

lies in a simple mathematical truth «which 
no one had previously thought of. High 
explosive powder is now loaded into can­
non in the form of strips, small cubes 
or solid cylindrical rods from one-half 
to three-quarters of an inch in diameter, 
several feet in length and looking like 
a bundle of dark sticks of beeswax.

With a big gun the havoc wrought 
by this new -wonder of modern ordnance 
would be incalculable, 
pounds of explosive dropped some fine 
day into City Hall park from some 
point over beyond Coney Island would 
wipe cut the entire structure, says the 
New York World.

guns and in the heavy coast defence 
rifles at Sandy Hook with surprising re­
sults. From a 10 inch gun, loaded with 
128 lbs. of this powder, a projectile weigh­
ing 671 lbs. was thrown eight miles out 
to sea. To tesit -the efficiency of the sys­
tem in torpedo service tine .inventors con­
structed a gun on a new model. (The 
gun was of four inch calibre and threw 
projectiles weighing 50 lbs., containing 
nitro-gelatine or maximite, a new, high 
explosive invented by Mr. Maxim, nearly 
as powerful as nitro-gelatine and safer 
to handle. The damage done was con­
fined to a sandbank in -the neighborhood 
of -their works, but even with so small 
a projectile sand was thrown as high 
as a church steeple. To test by a large 
gun the actual destructive work of this 
new power would be impossible in a 
civilized community. The force of the 
high explosive thrown would be too great. 
Jf would be necessary to withdraw to 
the Great Sahara desert, the wilds of 
Siberia or some equally unfrequented 
locality in order to see Just what would

fiering caravan or exploring party some 
.30 or 40 miles off might be missing after 
the discharge. The big gun which (Messrs. 
Maxim and Schupphaus propose to con­
struct will be a 20-inch gun especially 
Adapted for coast defence. This gun 
will show some peculiarities. It will 
not be built up, that is, composed of 
many pieces of steel bound together, but 
will consist of a single thin steel tube 
about 30 feet long, with walls not over 
two inches in -thickness, in marked con­
trast with the mortars whose walls are 
made eight or ten inches thick in order 
to resist the pressure of the discharge. 
A 20-inch- gun of this type, using the 
new powder, could be planted at the en­
trance of New York harbor, either in

When, Chattelle, who was hanged the 

other day at Stratford, Ont., for the

The street soon be­
came almost Impassable with carious 
onlookers, and the police had to make 
a passage-way through which the men 
could carry the gambling parapher­
nalia to the wagons. Among the spec­
tators were gamblers who had been 
employed in the house for years and 
others who had been regular custom­
ers of the place. The house had been 
closed since Mayor Hopkins put a stop 
to gambling last December. All the 
implements had since been stored on 
the fourth floor of the building, and 
they were hauled away yesterday be­
cause the structure Is to be torn down 
in order to make way for a sky­
scraper. The destruction of the (build­
ing removes one of the most widely- 
known gambling houses in America. 
It was opened May 1, 1880, by George 
Y. Hankins, and those who claim to 
know say that It cleared for its owner 
more than $1,000,000. When Hankins 
went into the place he bought it from 
Cap Rounds, who was running what 
gamblers termed a “shotgun” house, 
on account of the small stakes played 
for. Rounds occupied only one room 
on the floor, but when Hankins took 
possession he leased the entire floor 
It cost Hankins about $5.000 to start 
the house, and part of this he was 
obliged to borrow. In less than a 
month he had paid back the borrowed 
money. The house made money from 
the day- ne opened It, and for years 
the average daily winnings above ex­
penses were $1,000. After the place 
had been running about a year Han­
kins introduced a novel and profitable 
feature. At 5 o’clock every day he 
spread a free luncheon for his custom­
ers, which consisted of the best edi­
bles In the market. Hankins had ob­
served that most of the players would 
go to dinner between 5 and 8 o’clock, 
and it was to keep them In the house 
that he evolved the Idea of a free 
luncheon. It became so popular that 
Hankins rented the floor above his 
gambling house and turned It into a 
restaurant. He had cooks and wait­
ers galore, and the patrons of the 
house were served handsomely. All 
this was free, and the fame of Han­
kins spread from New York to Ban 
Francisco. Restaurant keepers in the 
neighborhood lost many customers In 
consequence of Hankln’s free dinner, 
and with Mayor Harrison’s aid they 
compelled him to discontinue the fea­
ture.

WILL BE RUNNING IN SEPTEMBER.
D. J. Munn, who has just returned from

Many 
new strikes have recently been made in 
the Kaslo-Slocan country, among them 
the Ruth which is on the same moun­
tain as the Slocan Star, the Daisy on the 
South Folk of the Kaslo and a new 
body of ore has been struck on the Lucky 
Jim. One of the most satisfactory feat­
ures of the West Kootenay country is 
that the ore bodies are so large that 
the miners are able to sell enough as they 
develop their properties to pay them well 
for their work, and a poor man to not 
therefore obliged to sell his prospect to 
a capitalist, but can hold on to tois claim 
and reap all the benefits from it. The 
policy of the new road will be to deve­
lop the mining interest toy giving low 
rates, relying o nthe volume of ore ship­
ments to pay It.

INFLICTING PUNISHMENT

the Meccan temple. The city contains 
the reputed tomb of Eve. It will not

International Council of Health, -under 
strong pressure from Great Britain, 
IFrance and Germany, are the direct 
cause of tli^ trouble.
•time immeijxiriad, the Mahommedan 
pilgrims have been the most uncleanly 
of shrine-seekers. In their wake chol­
era and other deadly diseases have tra­
veled from the east to the west, and 
have again and again been spread 
'throughout western lands. Though 
/there has been strong resistance to 
obeying any regulations, the measures 
fadopted this year amount to a sani­
tary revolution. They provide that at 
the beginning of the pilgrimage sea­
son 12 physicians, four civil and eigtot 
military, and two druggists shall be 
stationed in the holy district, the civil 
physicians to have charge of the sani­
tary service and the military surgeons 
to care for the sick. The Mecca drug 
stores are to be kept open all the year 
round; sanitary experts will inspect the 
food supplied to pilgrims and prevent 
their overcrowding; while in an en­
larged hospital trained nurses will at­
tend the sick, remove refuse and insist 
on disinfection. The pilgrims looked 
upon this as barbarian interference 
with their religious observances, and 
resent It. In all likelihood, when the 
officers at Jeddah undertook to cleanse 
and disinfect the quarters and to pre­
vent -the drinking water tanks being 
used for ablution .and washing, the 
crisis had been reached and bloodshed 
resulted.

A MINING BOOM.
Irwin C. Stump, of San Francisco, 

believes that the desire for Investment 
in mines which now prevails In Lon­
don, Paris and Berlin, will soon ex­
tend -to New York and spread over the 
entire continent He looks for a gen­
eral boom. His opinion is considered 
valuable. “I woiild'hot express an 
opinion of that kind,” said IMr. Stump, 
“unless I had some foundation for it. 
And I think a great deal of money will 
be Invested in American mines within 
a short time. There is as great excite­
ment in London over mining proper­
ties as there was in San Francisco in 
1876 over the Comstock. Men with 
money want mining property, 
eagerness fof mining properties is not 
conflned td London, but is quite as 
keen in Paris and Berlin. In fact, 
mines are now the favorite invest­
ment throughout Europe. «We had a 
similar boom In California during the 
Comstock days, but the excitement of 
those days and the investments then 
made are significant to that which is 
now going on in London. Europe Is 
now engrossed with the properties in 
Africa and Australia. The efforts to 
mine for gold in. the new fields in 
Australia will, in all probability, be a 
failure from the lack of water there.

THE COURTS fWTLL DECIDE IT.
If Aid. Gallagher Is disqualified he 

should not be allowed to occupy the 
position of Alderman. This Is a self- 
evident proposition, and columns of 
windy abuse of the petitioners, the 
hotel proprietors, the license inspector 
and sundry others cannot alter the 
fact. Just look at the pitiable spec­
tacle he presents should the courts de­
clare that he usurpe the seat he tries 
so hard to fill ! Posing as ea modern 
reformer, a very poor imitation of 
Parkhurst, he noses around after tes­
timony against the police while pos­
sessing no righto whatever in the mat­
ter more than an ordinary citizen. It 
ls open to grave doulbt whether leg­
islation passed during his Incumbency 
of a place at the Board will hold water, 
and the corporation might be put to 
heavy costs if a test were made. This 
sort of thing has been going on quite 
too long, and It is extremely creditable 
to them that gentlemen can be found 
to take the burden upon their shoul­
ders and expose loose methods that no 
honest person can defend. We fancy 
that their reputation will bear as close 
scrutiny as that of their detractors. 
The insinuation that they are tools of 
others is unworthy even of the source 
from which it comes; it is an insult to 
taxpayers esteemed toy all who know 
them.

All the money 
needed to carry on work in the United 
States similar to 'that which the 
Rothschilds are backing in Africa can 
be had in New York in a short time. 
The exploration company, which will 
be organized in a few weeks or months 
will operate in this way: In the first 
place, it will have a very large work­
ing capital. If a mine owner comes 
with a mine for sale to the company, 
he will be requested to pay for an 
examination of the property by one 
of the experts of the company. If the 
experts’ report Js satisfactory the 
company will either buy the property 
and develop it for itself, or will en­
deavor to s°ll it, charging a commis­
sion. With the endorsement of the 
property by the company this will not 
•be difficult to do. Or lf the mine own­
er wants enough money to put up a , 
mill, the company will do that and 
take a share of the returns; or the 
company will take a property, with a 
view of opening it up to see what it 
contains. If it is not satisfactory after 
a certain amount of work has been 
done, It will be dropped and the loss 
accepted. It will be the aim also of 
the company to list the stock of mines 
on the exchanges and offer It for sale 
to the public. New York is eager for 
this movement. The great excitement 
in Europe has extended to this coun­
try, and the people of the east are 
ready to Invest their money lif mines. 
It ls my opinion that this country is 
a better field for a mining boom than 
Africa or Australia. We have a good 
mining territory In New Mexico, Ari­
zona, California, Colorado, Nevada. 
Utah, Oregon, Idaho, Montana and 
Washington. There are innumerable 
prospects which will pay a company 
to explore. If an exploration company 
takes hold of these properties, exam­
ines them carefully, by a competent 
expert, and then publishes his opinion 
t>f them, the people in the east will 
have more confidence In them and will 
put their money in them. I think this 
movement In American mines will be­
gin in the fall.” How much more 
might he have éxpressed faith in Brit­
ish Columbia prdposltions!

New Westminster, June 12.—At 10:30 

o’clock this morning fire broke out in the 
fish landing sheds of the Western F.sher- 
ies & Trading Company on Front street. 
The she<te wêre near the western end of 
a long range of wooden buildings, the 
range being broken by an opening of 
about 90 feet on the west side of the C. 
P. N. Company’s sheds, and offices. 
There was a strong westerly breeze 
blowing and the fire was well advanced 
before the firemen were able to "get the 
water on, about six minutes. Catching 
the tarred roofing of Youdail & Sinclair’s 
wharf the fire fiend x carried everything 
before It with, lightning rapidity, and was 
with difficulty confined to the buildings 
on the water front. The property of 
the C. P. N. Company was only saved 
by th.e'"most efficient management and 
heroic work of the fire company and 
-the crew of the steamer Surrey who 
deserve the highest credit for the prompt 
and cool-headed manner in which they 
took advantage of every second under 
trying cüncumstances. At one time the
larger br.ck blocks on the north side 
of Front street opposite the burned build­
ings were in immenent danger. The 
Holbrook hotel was on fire several times, 
the roofs of the Douglas hotel and Bank 
of Montreal, the C. P. N., sheds and 
McDonough’s store were by superhu­
man efforts kept from burning. When 
the combined forces of the steamer and 
the water-works were once fairly started 
the tremendous volume of water simply 
flooded;the burning block but not before 

a mass of blackened

the -work ot destruction was completed, 
and Front street, on the south side from 
the C. P. N. offices to No. 2 F.re hall is 
a desolate sight. Scores of new hats 
and new spr.ng suits were ruined by the 
sparks of burning tar mooting. Tne C. 
P. R. track is somewhat damaged. The 
Armstrong block which was entirely 
lighted with heavy plate glass had eight 
large and 60 smaller panes completely des­
troyed, in fact every pane on the front 
street end cf. the block was broken. 
Tbe stock of Youdail & Sinclair consisted 
principally of hay and grain, that of 
the Fisheries Company of boats, nets, 
and fish curing plant, that of McLellam, 
building and wharf. The cause of the 
fire -s a disputed point It is said to have 
been due to a lighted pipe. It. is also 
stated that pitch boiled oVer from a 
pot used by fishermen caulking some 
boats, and caught fire. The water, by 
one of those disastrous chances, and 
■no doubt ror legitimate reasons, was Turn­
ed off the section in question end some 
minutes elapsed after the hose was 'con­
nected before the pressure was put on. 
This, combined with the velocity with 
which the flames spread, proved to 
much for tihe men to contend against.

-LORNE TALKS ABOUT US.
The North American Review con­

tains an interesting article from the 
pen of the Marquis of Lome entitled 
Some Thoughts on Canada. It is evi­
dent from Its sentiments that he en­
joyed himself during his term of office 
as the Queen’s representative and car­
ried away pleasant recollections of the 
country. He understands tihe reasons 
for our living here thoroughly, because 
-we love the Dominion, glory in its 
achievements and are full cxf hope for 
Its future. “The settlers who have 
gone to that northern land, have gone 
there to stay,” says the Marquis. 
‘They have gone tjiere because they 
prefer its freer institutions, and like 
the certainty of its climate, its health­
giving air, and freedom from political 
trouble whether it be of race, of labor, 
of over-production, or of great con­
trast between rich and poor.” He 
touches on the prestige our military 
conditions give us very accurately, and 
discussing the possibility of disputes 
between ourselves and the United 
States, says:

Conciliation and arbitrament is prac­
tically always at hand, so long as the 
present Intimate connection between 
Britain and her colonies exists. The 
authorities in Downing street are suf­
ficiently removed from the scene of 
local disagreement to be able to keep 
themselves disentangled by any mere 
accidental bitterness imparted into a 
dispute. Reference to them means the 
lapse of a little time to let the dispu­
tants sleep and think over the matter 
In quiet, and the friendly advice given 
“from home” is well received in the 
iriain, and if not always quite satis­
factory to the colonists, is recognized 
es an honest attempt to adjust dis­
putes, and to act as amicus curiae in 
a manner likely to lead to friendly set- 
'tlement.

The view of Downing street may be 
a new one, but the Marquis speaks 
with considerable authority. He is 
anxious for the preservation of the 
colonial empire, and eeems even ready 
to abandon Free Trade in order that

These 
blazed trees would last as a guide for 
years and by that time the mineral 
of Cariboo would be pretty well prospected, 
and the millions of wealth now lying h'dien 
In the mountains converted to the beeefi 
the miner and to the prosperity of the Pro 
lnce. These trails could be made over 
mountartne at right angles as far as possible, 
and a guide board should be put up at the 
crossing of trails to Inform the miner wh re 
he ws.s and direct him where to go to hab1- 
tatlon. Making these cheap trails now would

There is a better feeling in fishing cir­
cles over the improvement in the quinat 
or spring salmon run which began on 
Tuesday last, and has continued ever 
since, showing an average to the boat of 
15 fish which is a b.g tiling considering 
the number of boats out.

In Seattle they are 
paying to-day 6c. per lb. for all the 
spring salmon, white or red, that can 
be secured.

The city market was again well patro­
nized to-day.

Best -butter fro,m makers with an estab­
lished reputation commanded the old fig­
ure, 25c. per lb., but fairly good lots 
were ticketed 40c., a roll of 2 lbs., and 
some inferior grades at 16c. per roll.
Supplies of fresh vegetables were plenti­
ful and cheap meats were sold slightly 
below usual prices. Eggs are still going 
off well at old prices, but potatoes are 
slow sale at any price.

New Westminster, June 8.—Reports 
from Clover Valley regarding the results 
of the prospecting operations in the coal 
fields are encouraging. The important 
feature in this respect is the general 
reluctance on the part of the prospectors 
to talk about their operations. It is an 
open secret, however, that a company 
composed entirely of Americans has been 
formed to bond lands and develop what 
is suspected to be a very rich indica­
tion already found.

The run 
has not been as good for the last two 
days as in the first four of the week, 
nevertheless a considerable quantity has 
been landed by the boats. The markets 
along the C. P. R., are brisk and Fraser 
salmon are In demand from Vancouver to 
Halifax. Shipments to points along the 
line continued steady, depending more on 
supply than demand which of late has 
been generally good.

The Fraser Valley Fruit Association are 
preparing for a busy and prosperous season. 
Never before did bloom on all varieties of 
fruit show up more promising in this vicinity 
than this spring, but the cool, damp weather, 
which came in Just as apples and pears were 
in full bloom, prevented them from fertilizing 
as they should, which will somewhat dimin­
ish these crops; but larger fruit and of better 
quality may also be the result. Plums and 
cherries set, full, but the continued dampness 
and oold had too a somewhat Injurious effect 
on the cherries, causing them to drop part of 
their fruit. Peaches are showing up very 
poorly. The prospects now are on the whole 
for tree fruits, that the crop will be above 
an average one—and with favorable weather— 
of fine quality. Small fruits of all kinds 
promises an abundant yield. The unfavorable 
weather for the last two weeks has kept the 
strawberries back much later than expected. 
The first we got into market was on May 28th, 
and these few being from an early variety in 
a favored location, our first large shipment 
being made to-day. The demand for berry 
packages has not been so great this year as 
last but this Is no doubt owing to the short­
age In last season’s crop, which has 
era with some stock on hand.

A World reporter this morning made 
an inspection under the able direction of 
W. H. Goodwin of Sca:fe’s Comparative 
and Synoptical Chart of English His­
tory. He went to scoff and remained 
to be delightfully interested. He had 
seen one of the charts on exhibition in 
a window in the Arcade and had not 
thought a great deal of it. It looked 
for ail the world like one of those charts 
that accompany Government reports show­
ing the wheat produc.ng areas, the min­
ing areas, etc., of the country. When 
he was detailed foç the duty—and it is 
“he” who is writing this confession—he 
was not a bit pleased. He had Just had 
the pleasure of condensing two or three 
Government blue books concerning asy­
lums and .post-offices and the like, and he 
anticipated an equally dry time. Thro-ugn 
his troubled brain floated thoughts of his 
attempts as a school boy to memorize 
Collier’s (British History, the only part 
of which that stuck was the dramatic 
description of the battle of Waterloo, 
which was -told graphically enough v> 
make a picture on the imind—and that 
brings us directly to the Scalte chart.

It is a comparative synoptical 
system, showing at a glance the relative 
position which events, personages and 
epochs occupy with respect to each ether 
in history. The chart exhibited was of 
the first series, English History, and 
it comprised a period of 828 years, from 
the Conquest, A. D., 1066, to the election 
of Earl Rosebery as Prime Minister In 
1894. The genealogical tree in centre 
shows the various occupants of the Eng­
lish throne, and their hereditary right to 
the same, with offshoots to show those 
members of the Royal family who were 
claimants to the throne or otherwise 
politically famous.

In CANADIAN JAILS.

From an article giving the ideas of 
a tramp, published in the Springfield, 
Mass., Republican, the following is 
taken: In these hard times which the 
country has passed through, I got out 
of work, out of money and home, and, 
not willing to be a -burden to any one, 
and as I could not get any work, I had 
to take to the road and tramped it for 
three months. I have been in Boston, 
Chicago, New York, Philadelphia and 
Canada. I have read the report of the 
commissioners for the unemployed and 
also your able leader on the subject, 
and in my opinion neither of you has 
found the weak spot of the profession­
al tramp—that is, his stomach. The 
average tramp would rather be in jail 
in winter than out on the road, be­
cause he is well fed, out of the cold, 
and has little work to do, that is, in 
some states. In Philadelphia when a 
tramp is arrested he gets three 
months, is well fed, is let out in about 
20 days, and gets a new pair of boots 
if the ones he has got on are old, and 
I have seen scores give themselves up 
-because they know of the above facts. 
All through the country the same 
tricks are more or less practiced. 
What the matter Is, is that your jails 
are too good. If every tramp were ar­
rested that came along Into Massa­
chussetts, given from 10 to 30 days in 
jail, no longer—a short sentence will 
serve the purpose, probably 60 days 
for the second offense—made to work 
for 10 hours per day, and the diet that 
is given in the Canadian Jail served to 
them—so much bread and mush for 
breakfast, the same for supper, and 
so much meat, potatoes and mush for 
dinner, just enough to keep a man in 
good health ’for a short sentence—the 
tramps would be reduced 70 per cent, 
inside of three months. A mission 
house creates bums, because In there 
they deceive the Rm-blic by stating they 
have turned over a new leaf; a mis­
sion house hum must be able to talk 
religion and what It has done for him 
or he woudn’t be long there. A wood 
yard they will avoid, but any man that 
is newly on the road will go Into 
either, for hunger drives him to it, and 
by and by he gets broke in and can 
get a living easy, and won’t work. If 
the tramp was punished the same as 
criminals in Canadian Jails for a short 
sentence, when he came out he would 
be hustling to get work.

EXPORT OF DEER SHINS ILLEGAL.
The right of the Province to prohibit 

the export of deer skLns was upheld 
at Victoria yesterday by a judgment of 
Chief Justice Davie, deciding that the 
section of the Game act under which Jo­
seph Bcecowltz was convicted in the 
police court of having in bis possession 
deer skins with intent <to export was ultra 
vires of the Provincial Legislature. The 
of both parties, for the purpose of getting 
a decision! upon the constitutionality of 
■the Game act, no costs were given 
agaCnst appelant, Mr. Boscowitz. After 
setting cur clearly the facts of the case 
and authorities relating thereto, the 
Chief Justice in the text of hts Juigment 
says; I cannot see anything in the exer­
cise of the power undoubtedly possessed 
by the Legislature to preserve the game 
of the Province which is in anyway over 
•borne by the exclusive right of the Do- 
mCndon to regulate trade and commerce, 
so as to prevent the Legislature prohib­
it! jig the export as incidental to and 
carrying out the general scheme of game 
protection in the Province. This conten­
tion, therefore, upon which the apellant 
has chosen to rest his case, that of the 
un constitution ality of section 7, clearly 
falls, and the appeal must be dismissed. 
As, however, this ie a test case, and the 
appelant could, had he chosen not to 
waive them, have defeated the prosecu­
tion upon some of the preliminary points 
referred to in the commencement of my 
Judgment, I think there should be no 
costs. The - Game Protection Act very 
usefully empowers the Government to 
make rules and regulations for carrying 
out the true Intent and meaning of the 
act, and for the protection of game in 
the Province.

Constantinople, June 6.—The situation 
of affairs, so far as a settlement of the 
questions In dispute Between the Turk­
ish Government and the representatives 
of the powers, regarding the reform In 
Armenia arfe concerned; shows consider­
able improvement to-day. 
provemen-t is undoubtedly due to the at­
titude of the poyers in absolutely re­
fusing the acceptance of the modifica­
tion programme which has been mapped 
out for the Improvement of the condition 
of Armenia. The Turkish Minister for 
Foreign Affairs, Said Pasha, has paid 
frequent visits to the English embassy 
since the reply of the Porte -to the note 
of the powers was delivered, and it Is 
hoped his conferences will result in per­
suading the Sultan to accept the inevit­
able as gracefully as po 
cident of the assault made upon a French 
officer by a Turkish officer may be re­
garded as eloped, for the Turkish Gov­
ernment has assured the French em­
bassy that It will accord full satisfac­
tion and indemnity will be paid the 
French officer. In addition his assailant 
will be tried before a military tribunal 
and punished it found guilty. Advices 
received here from Jeddah this morning 
show no improvement in the position 
of the question between the Turkish Gov­
ernment and the powers.

The ambassadors of the 
powers mentioned refused to discuss the 
question, declaring that they regarded 
the reply received as official and final. 
Advices received -here from Bi-tlis show 
that great distress prevails among the 
Sassoun refugees. It Is stated that 66 
families d'.ed of starvation and many 
others are famishing. A local relief com­
mittee left Moosh to distribute bread 
and construct huts. The inhabitants ask 
for seed and the restoration of the stolen 
cattle in order to prevent a renewal of 
the famine.

Central Park, between here and New 
Westminster, has attracted considerable 
attention of late as the Government has 
been selling small holding of about seven 
acres each to settlers who are already 
building on their property. A World re­
presentative made & visit to the place 
on Thursday, to ascertain some facts 
about Central Park and see what pro­
gress is being made in clearing the 
land, which is heavily timbered, and not 
of the best Equality. The tramway lands 
one at the Westminster road, about six 
miles from Vancouver, and the distance 
from there to the Collingwood hotel, in 
a westerly direction is about half a

So that readers may fully understand 
the location I will first speak of the 
Collingwood which is the attraction of 
the subdivision, or rather I should say 
that the chicken ranch which is con­
ducted by C. W. Riley, late of North 
Bend, for it is by far the most exten­
sive in the Province, so far as well ap­
pointed buildings, yards, and pure bred 
poultry are concerned. Mr. Riley, is the 
leading poultry fanbier in. British Colum­
bia,, and the largest prize winner at 
our shows. Since the fall «of 1888 he has 
won over 600 prizes, and these were chief­
ly firsts. The yards cover five acres of 
ground. The main building is an artis­
tic one, espec-aliy designed by Mr. Riley, 
and is up-to-date in every particular. It 
is 160x14 feet with yards 16x125 feet from 
each pen. Then there are a number of 
smaller building and yards, outside 
breeding coops and pens. The variet­
ies chiefly bre d are the lordly light brah­
mas, In which are birds scoring up to 
94 1-2 points, out of a possible 100. Ply­
mouth rocks, scoring to 93. Wyandottes, 
silver laqpd and -white, scoring 94 1-2, 
white Leghorns, scoring 96 1-2, and brown 
Leghorns, scoring 94 1-2, besides several 
other variet.es not so largely bred. I 
may add a pointer here, that, so far as 
I am able to judge the land is better 
adapted for chicken raising and fruit 
growing than it is for the production of 
any grains or vegetables, 
sandy and gravelly loam, 
has been highly cultivated, and set out 
to orchard. Some 300 fruit trees are 
now making exceptionally good growth, 
hut It has cost nearly $160 per acre to 
get the land in good condition. There 
are In all about 62 lots In the Govern­
ment subdivision and about 60 settlers on 
the property, which extends to the Royal 
Oak, one and a lhajf miles' from the 
Collingwood. Central park is on the 
property, but it does not resemble a 
parte at the present time as nothing 
has been done towards improving it. The 
writer has some idea of what it costs to 
clear land, and its value, and does not 
consider It to be worth half what the 
settlers are asked to p^y for it. 
some of the Government members were 
obliged to clear an acre they would un­
doubtedly find this to be a correct con­
clusion. The location of course, must 
be taken into consideration, and it is 
an admirable one, midway between the 
Terminal and Royal cities—and on this 
account It is worth more than it would 
be were it less favorably situated, still 
it is certainly not worth $60 per acre 
In its rough state.

The Collingwood property joins that of 
the Government on either side of the 
Westminster road, which is now being 
settled on and cleared. The first plot 
to the left from the hotel is owned by 
Prof. Alcock, 
to the property about Christmas, has 
a comfortable dwelling, and about two 
acres cleared and planted to vegetables 
and small fruits. His land slopes to­
ward a creek and the lower portion is 
richer than the majority of the land; 
still he Is of the opinion that none of it 
will produce even an average crop of 
anything unless heavily manured. All 
the land is hard to clear. The professor 
states that what he has cleared has cost 
him $160 per acre already. Across from 
this Is the property of Jonh Connon, seven 
acres, eloping gently towards the road. 
The writer found this gentleman digging 
a hole for a gate post, and another 
party trying to plough the—I was going 
to say—land; but it can hardly be clas­
sed as such yet. He is expecting to put 
in two acres of crop at once. To pre­
pare it has been a hard struggle. So 
far as I was able to learn all who have 
taken up or purchased land have done 
so for the purpose of hewing out a home, 
and they are in most cases complying, to 
the best of their ability, with the Gov­
ernment requirements.

Dubois is making big improvements 
on his lot. He is a hard worker and 
keeps at it till after midnight some days. 
He settled on It three months ago, and 
will soon have a good crop In. He has 
a store and residence nearly completed, 
33x52 feet, and a few fruit trees set 
out. Philip Oben, Is opposite, he located 
there last fall,’and has planted one acre 
of potatoes, and has all kinds of vege­
tables and small fruit coming on; also 
120 trees. R. Benpet, who is a teamster 
working for the Hastings Mill Co., lives 
next to Mr. Oben. He is away most of 
the time, and Mrs. Bennet superintends 
the work on the property. This is the 
neatest and best cultivated lot that I 
saw. They moved to the property on 
the 10th of last November. They have 
a very comfortable house, a well kept 
garden, and about two acres cleared and 
in crop. This two acres cost $275 foi 
clearing alone. That means tàking out 
stumps, picking off the stones. In front 
of the property Mrs. Bennet has cleared 
a slip about 12 feet wide all along the 
front of the lot which is seeded to clover. 
It improves the look of the property 
greatly. Speaking of a post-office, Mrs. 
Bennet said that she could not afford to 
take the tram, and that she usually 
walks to the city and back, 12 miles, to 
get her mail. Wonder how Inspector 
Fletcher would enjoy this experience a 
few times.
Connon on the east, 
splitting rails, and had two acres cleared. 
He will put this into crop and build a 
house this summer. At present (Mr. 
Smith still lives on the Westminster road, 
Mount Pleasant. He thinks there are in 
all about 60 settlers In the vicinity. I 
Just make mention of these names as 
I saw them, but there are others who 
have more improvements. (Mr. Dinsmore, 
who lives a short distance from Mr. 
Riley, has 10 acres of a market garden, 
and a thriving 
land is settled as far as the Royal Oak, 
and although a few have not complied 
with the law, as to settlement and im­
provements, .In most cases they have.

W. Maxwell Smith has made good im­
provements on his place. Divine ser­
vice is often held at his home. On Sab­
bath last 49 attended. This is enough 
to prove that a church Is needed, and 
possibly a corner of Central Park might 
be given as a building site, as an induce­
ment to have one erected. There Is no 
school In the vicinity, and thfs is most 
remarkable, as fully 30 children, of 
school age, are on the Collingwood and 
Government properties,

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SOANiDTNAVIAN TROUBLES.
Christiania, Norway, June 8.—The 

Storthing, by a vote of 90 to 204, has 
adopted a compromise resolution to the 
effect that while it Is the Intention and 
purpose of the Storthing to maintain 
complete independence upon all na­
tional questions, public policy requires 
the Immediate opening, with the co­
operation of the cabinet, of negotia­
tions with Sweden looking towards the 
settlement of the consular and For­
eign Minister question. Under the act 
of union between Norway and Sweden 
as at present enforced, the Foreign 
Minister must be a Swede. For many 
years an agitation has been carried on 
in Norway favoring a separate Foreign 
Minister -for each country, and a sep­
arate consular service throughout the 
world. So grave has the situation be­
come at times that war has been 
threatened, because of (Norway's ob­
jections to the provisions requiring 
Foreign Ministers tp be of the Swed­
ish nationality. Internal dissensions 
for a time disrupted the Left of the 
Liberal party In Norway, the split oc­
curring on the address to the Crown, 
the most Conservative members think­
ing that the Radicals were getting con­
trol of the party organization. Some 
of the Conservative leaders of the Left 
even went so far as to leave the hall 
of the Storthing during the debate. 
The Norwegian papers have even * 
mated that this dividing of tlie 
against itself might possibly cause 
civil war In Norway, but the general 
opinion has been that King Oscar, 
with an increased majority of the 
Right party* would be able to settle 
the difficulty between Norway and 
Sweden in a peaceable ;manner. On 
account of the threatening state of af­
fairs, however, all the Swedish army 
and navy reserves were called into 
camp in various parts of Sweden on a 
scale unheard of in the history of the 
country. These reserves were gener­
ally cal-led into service for three 
■months, King Oscar ordering the mob­
ilization in the western portion of Swe­
den alone of 20,000 troops during the 
month of June.

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BLAMING THE CAPTAIN.
San Francisco, June 7.—The Call, 

account of the wreck of the Colima, as 
told by the survivors of the wrecked ves­
sel, says: The ship was overloaded, bad­
ly loaded, top-heavy loaded. All agree 
to It. When the gale struck her she 
weathered it badly. Then she careened. 
There was a lurch to starboard and she 
did not right again. Men called to the 
captain to cut away the deckloadiug of 
heavy spars. The captain was obdurate. 
He knew his business, or fancied he did, 
and would brook no suggestions from 
what he called terrified and panic- 
stricken passengers, and they were prob­
ably all he called them, for they could 
see death staring them in the face, while 
the captain remained blind. The ship 
listed more and more. With apprehension 
everybody waited, held their breath till 
she should bear up 
she did not right.' 
then she lost her steering powers, the 
captain rang for more steam and would 
not cut loose the deck load that might 
have saved her. The steam could not 
help, her engines were taxed to their 
utmost and still the vessel listed. The 
panic on board grew worse, the fear of 
death more intense. The captain gave 
orders to the crew to keep the passen­
gers within bounds. Whether this order 
went as far as to withhold life preserv­
ers from the passengers and permfit those 
who saw fit to do so to come on deck, 
where they might have a chance of bat­
tling with the waves, is not known at 
this time. Perhaps some further investi­
gation will shortly come to light on the 
matter. At all events the effect of these 
orders was to turn the crew Into subal­
terns, tyrants, who acted as though they 
sought to prevent anyone from escaping 
the doom that remained before them. 
The steerage and cabin passengers say 
they sought to obtain life preservers and 
were forcibly restrained from doing bo. 
Down in the steerage a guard was posted 
at the companionway door anq^those who 
escaped from the deck In time to cast 
themselves Into the sea before the ves­
sel went down did so only by main fo 
by kicking and fighting the guard. Those 
who were saved are some of those who, 
were wiser than the captain, who could 
see their peril clearly and had wit enough 
to throw themselves Into the foaming 
sea before the Colima gave her last list 
to starboard. As she did this the cap­
tain’s whistle sounded to cut loose the 
deck-load of spars.

Washington, D. C. June 6.—Minister 

Denby, of China, In a despatch dated 
May 25, has furnished the State depart­
ment with a synopsis of the treaty be­
tween China and Japan. The commercial 
provisions are as follows. A new treaty 
of commerce to be made Immediately 
after the treaty Is ratified, and until the 
treaty is made Japan Is to have favored 
nation treatment. Six months from the 
date of the present treaty, April 17th, the 
following concessions to take effect: (1-) 
The following ports to be opened to 
Japanese trade: Shin, in Hapel; Chung­
king, in Szechuan; Suchow, in Kiangsu; 
Hongchow, in Checkiang. (2.) Steam 
igation on the upper Yangtse river from 
Ichung to Chungking, and on the Woo- 
sung river and the canal from Shanghai 
to Suchow and Hongchow. (3.) Japanese 
may rent or hire warehouses for the 
storage of goods In the Interior of China 
free from taxes or exactions. (4) Japa­
nese may engage in manufacturing and 
may import machinery at all open ports.

In the previous despatch, dated April 
22nd, Minister Denby stated that Vice- 
Consul Bandldnal, of Newchwang, terri­
tory still occupied by Japanese troops, 
had received a communication from the 
Japanese authorities announcing that a 
special commission for that port had 
been apolnted, and that commerce would 
be carried on with certain restrictions 
usual and essential during military oc­
cupation. The customs duties, etc., lev­
ied upon exports end Imports are to be 
the same as prevailed under Chinese

Highest of all in Leavening Power.—Latest U. S. Gov’t Report Palatia, showed that the
canal is in condition for the passage 
of a small fleet on June 19th and 20th- 
According to^ the programme the Kai- 
ser-Adler, wuh the Emperor William 
on board, will head a procession of 16 
German and foreign vessels, which will 
pass through the canal during the 
evening of June 19th. The canal will 
•be closed to traffic until after the 
ceremonies are over. The canal, 
which joins the Baltic to the German 
ocean, cost about 238,500,000 and has 
been eight years In building. The 
military advantage of the canal Is in 
the fact that henceforth In time of war 
the German navy cannot -be divided, 
and the provisioning of either the Bal­
tic or the North shore cannot be In­
terrupted or rendered impossible.

The agitation in France against the 
French warships at Kiel hoisting the 
German Imperial flag bearing tlhe sin­
ister date “1870,” has induced the Em­
peror to decide not to «visit any foreign 
warship during the celebration of the 
opening of the canal, as, if he visited 
any of them, he would -be compelled 
to visit the Hoche, the French flag­
ship, which would thereby be bound to 
hoist this standard.

The Prussian Minister of Education, 
Dr. Bosse, has just sanctioned the ad­
mission of a daughter of a Silesian ec­
clesiastic to the Arblturisteln examin­
ation at the Prussian gymnasium. Dr. 
Bosse’s decision has caused great re­
joicing among the advocates of the 
higher education of women.

Another question affecting the poli­
tical rights of women has just been 
decided against them. An antiquated 
law still exists which prohibits women 
scholars and apprentices from joining 
a political society. A few women re­
cently formed in Berlin a, women's 
agitation committee, having for its ob­
ject to obtain for women equal politi­
cal rights with men. The leaders of 
the movement were arraigned by the 
pulblic prosecutor, and the magistrate 
before whom they were brought sen­
tenced the women to fines ranging from 
30 to 50 marks, and ordered the society 
to be dissolved.

San Francisco, June 10.—The coron­

er's inquest elicited little new regard­
ing the death of Miss Nellie Harring­
ton. A number of letters were pro­
duced, Identified by Frank M. Buck as 
written by his father, the late Senator 
Li. iM. Buck. They were addressed 
‘1My Dear Nellie,” “My Darling Nel­
lie,” and signed, “Yours ever, Will.” 
When asked why ihis father had writ­
ten so familiarly, Frank Buck said: 
“I want to be frank with the Jury; I 
presume it was because of his great 
affection for her.” The letters wpre 
rather disappointing to those -Who 
thought the detectives had found some 
damaging letters. There was only one 
significant of improper relations be­
tween Buck and Miss Harrington.

It was unsigned and 
was not positively identified as written 
by Buck.

There is every rea­
son to believe that this man, who was 
in the act of ringing when observed, ife 
the murderer, but the police hive paid 
no attention to the -lad as a witness, 
not even interviewing him. Mrs. 
Jackson, the sister of the murdered 
woman, has discovered that the mtif- 
derer washed his hands in a bowl that 
was in the room where thf murder 
was committed. The bowl was bro­
ken, but the water near it was blood­
stained, and there was blood on the 
fragments of the bowl. The murder­
er had been careful to remove the evi­
dence of the crime from his person. 
Tenants of the Harrington flat testi­
fied that the glass door of Miss Har­
rington’s suite had not only never 
been locked before, but a key had 
never been in it. After the murder 
was discovered the door was found 
locked from the outside.

/people are far removed from the cen­
tres of foreign commerce, such as Can­
ton and Shanghai. Recently, however, 
by the treaty of peace with Japan, this 
interior city was one of the several 
places to be opened to foreigners and 
foreign commerce. This, no doubt, it 
is explained, has agitated the people 
who have lived by themselves from 
time immemorial. The missionaries 
are the only foreigners who have set­
tled heretofore at Cheng Tu.

The missionary headquarters is at 
Cheng Tu, where it Is believed there 
are not exceeding 10 missionaries, the 
rest being scattered through the Pro­
vince, tout this estimate is tossed only 
on the general Information of the Chi­
nese officials as there are no exact 
details of the extent of the mission­
ary service throughout China. Tsung 
Li Yamen sought to secure from each 
foreign government a complete list of 
the missionaries from each govern­
ment, and their places of service, but 
this was not given. It is said the 
Emperor of China and Tsung Li Ya­
men have given every possible protec­
tion to missionaries, although it has 
been found impossible to guard against 
mob violence, particularly at remote 
interior points. The Chinese Govern­
ment has asked foreign governments 
to appreciate these difficulties and has 
advised that the missions should be 
kept within safe limits. But the zeal 
of missionaries has led them to push 
inward without fear of results to 
places where Chinese officials have had 
difficulty In affording full protection. 
Notwithstanding this, the authorities 
at Pekin have done their utmost. They 
have placed upon the viceroys of the 
provinces the responsibility of protect­
ing missionaries, churches, etc. The 
■viceroys understand they will - toe de- 
.graded if motos are'permitted to dis­
turb the missions. As a result "the 
viceroys and their prefect?, or police, 
££rd active in restraining mob out­
breaks. The Official Gazette of China 
recently received here shows that a 
change has been made in the viceroy 
at Cheng Tu, and the new one has 
just assumed his duties. This, added 
to the- agitation of the opening of the 
city to foreigners, may account for the 
disturbances.

New York, June 11.—The following 
cablegram of to-day’s date from Rev. 
J. R. Pyke, at Shanghai, was received 
at the office of the Methodist Missions 
Society this morning: “Property at 
Cheng Tu destroyed; missionaries all 
safe.” “These advices,” said Dr. 
Baldwin, secretary of the Missionary 
Society, “are official, and while con­
firming the reports of property lost, 
should set at rest rumors o-f the mass­
acre of missionaries, 
massacre.”

London, June 11.—According to a 
special despatch from Shanghai, the 
loss of propèrty, as a result of the re­
cent rioting at Cheng Tu, Klating and 
Yochiftg, amounts to several millions 
of dollars. The Chinese officials, it is 
added, headed by the viceroy of the 
Province of Szchuen, openly encourag­
ed the mobs to all sorts of outrages, 
and the petitions of foreigners for pro­
tection were refused.

London, June 12.—-The Mascot, a

The Bering Sea bill, which was in­
troduced in the House of Commons on 
Monday last by Sir Edward Grey, 
Parliamentary secretary for the For­
eign office, and which passed its first 
reading on that occasion, replaces the 
act of 1893, which expires in July, and 
will enable the Government to carry 
out its agreement with Russia. It em­
powers the Government by order-in­
council to prohibit seal catching. The 
Act remains in force until January, 
1898. In addition to* the Bering sea 
award, in regard to seizures, it em­
powers the officers of foreign states 
which are parties to the agreement to 
seize British ships and equipment, 
when they violate the order. British 
officers have the same powers in re­
gard ’ to foreign ships. An impression 
prevails here that Canada will vigor­
ously oppose the passage of the new 
act.

THE CUBAN INSURRECTION.
Havana, June 10.—Captain General

at Sebarruco de Cuba. The Insurgents 
were commanded by - Jose Maceo.

EUROPEAN ADVICES.
London, June 9.—The special corres­

pondent of the Associated Press in'Ar- 
menia writes from O’Julfa. Russia, as 
follows; The Turkish Government, it 
is claimed, has just taken the prelim­
inary steps In wihat may result in a 
massacre of Nestorian Christians in 
the mountains of Kurdistan. It is 
asserted that the Government has 
given orders to starve the independent 
tribes of Nestoria in the mountain re­
gion immediately west of Qawar, 
which may be described as lying about 
midway between Mosul and Lakevan, 
about 50 miles west of the Persian 
frontier. The orders, it is stated, are 
that no food supplies of any kind shall 
be allowed to enter the territory of 
the Independent tribes, and measures 
are said to have been taken to enforce 
these orders to the letter. This action 
is apparently taken as a means of 
compelling the independent tribes to 
submit to the Turkish authority and 
to pay the taxes demanded by the 
Turkish Government, and is regarded 
as the first serious attempt -that the 
Turkish Government has made to ex­
tort taxes from the independent tribes. 
From the earliest times in the history 
of the Ottoman empire these tribes 
have been independent of Turkish rule. 
They have paid no taxes, and they 
have acknowledged no allegiance to 
the Turkish Government. All Turkish 
officials have been excluded from the 
territory of the tribes, and tax gath­
erers having regard for their own lives 
have let the independent people alone 
in their mountain fastnesses. The 
presence of these independents have, 
according to report, always been a 
thorn in the side of the Turkish Gov­
ernment, but, as it was practically im­
possible to subdue the half savage 
mountaineers toy force of arms, no at­
tempt has been made to discipline 
them. The present course of the Gov­
ernment is taken, in some quarters, 
as an Indication that thaJSultan has 
set foot on a systematic persecution of 
Christians in all parts of the Empire. 
The fact that the independents pay no 
taxes is looked -upon by the opponents 
of the Forte as merely a plausible ex­
cuse for the Government’s action.
