OPENED THIS WEEK !
Census Taking.

This year, this month, mark an era in 
the history of our country. The third 
census is to be taken on the 6th of 
April ; the second was in 1881 ; the 
first in 1871. The rest of the British 
Empire has the 6th of April 
taking day. For several months past 
quite preparation has been going forward 
at Ottawa under guidance of George 
Johnson, Esq., chief statistician, for tak­
ing stock of our population and pro­
ducts for comparison with ten years ago, 
and with other countries. Fourteen 
chief officers have charge of the whole 
Dominion. Mr J. Parsons represent8 
Nova tScotia. These went to Ottawa 
for instruction in February, and in March 
the County Commissioners met in Hali­
fax and were instructed in the schedules 
and the details of the business. Each 
polling district has an enumerator, who, 
after taking lessons from the County 
Commissioner, will visit every home and 
gather the facts, which, when added 
together, w'll comprise the 
Canada. Dr Fitch, of Lakeville, is 
Commissioner for Kings County. All 
census officers are bound to secrecy, so 
that what is told them cannot be 
divulged. The eight sheets contain some 
two hundred questions, classified 
to give the most information with the 
least possible trouble. The first schedule 
asks for name, age, sex, place of birth, 
religion, occupation, &c,, of every person 
living in the district. The second makes 
record of thdfce who died during the 
past year, ""it also has a space for the 
Public Institutions. The third lake8 
real estate owned and occupied, and 
orchard products. The forth is a return 
of farm products ; acres planted, and 
buehels grown. The fifth takes count o f 
the live stock owned now 
year.

The seventh records the products 
of the forest, square lumber, deals, 
lumber, logs, poles, laths, staves, shingl 
cordwood, tanbark, &c. The eighth picks 
up the number of shares of shipping and 
Xlie tonnage owned by each person ; also 
the number and tonnage of barges and 
boats. It also takes facts concerning the 
mines, the quantity produced, the capital, 
power used, the number mines and 
laborers, the time in operation, the wages 
paid, accidente, «fcc. Small matters must 
not be omitted,—the few vegetables 
raised or the ft bushel of fruit should 
be given.

Editor Acadian,—Your readers are 
aware by this time that on Monday next, 
April 6th, the machinery for taking the 
third decennial cuisns of Canada will be 
put in motion, and a small army of 
enumerators, trained for the work, will 
be let loose upon the people. In view of 
this uprising I wish to utilize a little of 
your valuable hpaoe in a few remarks 
made especially to the residents and prop., 
erty holders of Ward 8. In the first 
place it is required |by law that this cen­
sus shall be taken, and that it shall be 
taken now. The enumerator who visits 
you, is taking it simply because he is paid 
for doing so, not that he wishes to pry 
into your affairs ; and he will ask you 
what may/Beem to some an endless and 
even impertinent list of questions, not to 
serve'his own ends, but because he has 
taken hie oath to ask just that many 
questions and no more of every resident 
ol his district. Next, as to the 
ef the census. It is not taken, as some 
people suppose, with a view of increasing 
your taxation, nor is there any object 
sought that will in any conceivable way 
injure you or your possessions The 
aim is simply to ascertain as exactly as 
possible the population and resources of 
our country, and to see where we stand 
in comparison with other nations. The 
enumerators are sworn to secrecy and 
will divulge nothing you may tell them 
—not even your ace.

In the light of tne above facts surely it 
be expecting too much to ask 

that each individual assist the enumerator 
in his task; that you be prepared to 
meet his questions with intelligent an­
swers and not, upon spying his portfolio, 
mistake him for a book-agent and slam 
the door in his face. Witn the co-oper­

has extended itsel( from carriage and 
driving horses used for pleasure, until it 
embraces many of our animals used for 
common work, so has changes 
place in the methods of performing the 
operation. At first we find perhaps two 
men, with shears and comb, turning off 
one horse a day, and having to finish the 
job by singeing. Next the hand machine 
and one man with a helper, turning out 
two or perhaps three. Then comes the 
power machines and their marvellous 
capacity for performing the operation. 
The result is'lhat the business is cheapen­
ed and overdone, and many animals are 
clipped that never ought to be clipped.

Young horses are clipped and often 
fall into the hands of those whose work 
and surroundings are unfavorable and 
the poor animal suffers. Horses out of 
condition do the same, and before closing 
I must not forget to mention that the 
material of which many of the blankets 
and covers are made put on the market, 
and sold to cover these poor creatures, is 
of such a poor quality and ill adapted for 
the use intended that it is cruelty tc use 
them. So our verdict is, the operation 
in some cases U a benefit and in others it 
does neither good nor harm, while in 
others it does harm, and tends to cause 
much suffering. Consequently let great
