Truaro, N. S., Sept. 19—What
looks like a case of desperate mur-
der came to light this morning at
four o’clock when E. J. Perry gave
himself up to the police. He told
a story of having been attacked
by Mrs. Maud Wright in her
house on Foundry Hill, and killing
her in self defence.

A Sea Animal With Heart, Liver and
Kidneys Like a Sheep.

The fur seal is a land animal of per
verted tastes, who, lving at sea, . has
Bad bs paws changed into flippers
very like the long black kid gioves of
& woman. His heart, liver and kidneys
ere exactly the same as those of a
sheep and just as good to eat, hut his
flesh, although just like fat mutton to
look at, is rank and distasteful from
his habit of eating fish. The whole
package is put up io a parcel of thick
‘white fat to keep the body warm,
while from the skin grows a heavy
erop of beautiful brown fur, protected
with large flat oil bearing hairs, mak-
Ing a glossy sarface which slides
through the wnter without friction.
Perfectly feurless, overflowing with
fun, a perfect little athlete, marvelous-
ly strong, the fur seal is the most de-
lightful of all wild creatures. Bat, al-
though they live at sea, the seals, be-
ing heavily clothed in fat, skin and
hair, find the temperate latitudes mueb
too warm for camfort during the sum-
mer months. Stmce they cannot shed
their garments like' ourselves, they
migrate to a subarctic climate, gather-
ing in !/mmense multitudes where there
are fisheries to support them. Their
ration is fifty pounds of cod every
day, which for a creature the size of a
sheep is considerable.—Exchange.

Extensive changes ou the Cana~
dian Eastern division of the Intercol.
onial Railway are planned for the
near future and are now engaging
the serious attention of the head offi—
cials of the railway, In fact is is
known, although it may be denied,
that Deputy Minister Campbell and
the members of the Board of Man.
agement were considering the matter
during their trip over the line this
week,

The proposals is to cut out using
the twenty miles ot line from Black-
ville to Chatham Junction ana use
the Indiantown branch exclusively
for the business east of Blackville,
having the through trains run from

The present line from Coughlan's

For some time the citizens of
Campbellton have been dreading
an outbreak of typhoid fever, and
now the expected has happened.
Last week a few mild cases de-
veloped, some »>f them being
among workmeu from other towns,
who as soon as they felt unwell
went to their homes. But this
week the outbreak has become
general and there are now about
forty or gfty severe cases. The
Hotel Dieu temperary hospital ‘is
crowded and many are housed in
the temporary shacks where it is
extremely difficult tc look after
them.

Daily the relief committee have
been calied upon to supply springs,
mattresses and bedding for the
afflicted and every effort is being
made to care for the unfortunate,
but steps should be taken at once
to provide snme system of nursing.
Some steps should also be taken
by the Board of Health to inforce
more stringent health regulations,
and all premises should be visited
and owners forced to sce that they
are kept in a sanitary condition.

WORK ON CAMPBELLTON
TERMINAL FAGILITIES

Theee Hundred Men Engaged in Ex-
cavating for Roundhouse and .
Laying New Tracks—Will be

Mondérn in Every Respect.

———

READY BY CHRISTMAS

e——

The most skepsical citizen must
now be convinced .that Campbellton
is to be the I, C. R. divisional point,
Despite the effort which has' been
made to have the terminal works re~
moved to Belledune, they are today
well under way at Campbeliton, and
hendreds of men are hard at work on
the excavating for the Roundhouse.

The site chosen is that formerly
occupied by the Wm, Richard Co.’s
upper mill, and is 2n jdeal ome in
many respects, It is on the river
bank, away from residences or stores
with ample room for growth,

The roundhouse will be of brick on
a concrete foundation. It will con-—
tain twenty-eight stalls, capable of
holding twenty-eight of the largest
type locomotives, while the old one
had only sixteen stalls, and some of
them were not long enjugh for the
large engines, Besides these stalls
there will be a turntable of the latest
pattern, offices for the officials, and
restrooms for the men, besides store-
rooms ete.

On this work, which is being done
by days werk, and which is being
rushed, there are about three hun.
dred men engaged, and more will be
added from time to time,

ed one and is worthy of a visit.

Already shacks with sleeping acs
commodation for nearly two hundred
men have been erected, These
shacks have cook houses aud dining
hall, and therein som= of the men
will live, Then in the sidings are
trains of shanty care, in which a large
number of men are housed, and are
fed.

The officials in charge are pushing
the work and it is expected that by
Christmas the walls will be up and
