Paris, Oct. 28—(By A. P.)—The En-
tente representatives in th peace con-
ference apparently are persuaded that
the United States will not voluntarily
accept any mandate in the Near East,
and it now seems assured that the
Turkish question will not be touched
by the present peace conference, but
will probably be takcn up by another
conference to be held within a few
months.

Conditions are so unsectiled in the
Near East that it does not seem pos-
sible to delay scttlement of the Turk-
isk problem very long.

the establishment of a new Arab King-
dom immediately, and the Italian and
Greek positions in Southern Anatolia
are so distasteful to the Turks and so
untenable without authority from the
Entente that'the European countries
cannot delay much longer in teir ef-
fort to persuade the United States to
accept a mandate of some sort in Asia
Minor and thus simplify the difficult
task of dismembering Turkey.

When the commission headed by
Charles R. Crane returned from Asia
Minor it was made clear that the Un-
ited States would not be advised by
its Near Eastern specialists to eccept
a mandate for Arm nia alone, because
of the difficulties in restoring the de-
vastated and depopulated waste.

The mission under Major General

Harbord is even more emphatic in its
opposition to the plan for the United
States to beccme mandatory for Ar-
menia.
* At one time it might have been pos-
sible to induce France and Great Bri-
tain to grant to the United States the
Turkish mandate, m()ud‘.ng European
Turkey, Constantinople and Anatolia,
as well as Armenia. But it is consid-
ered doubtful now whether the great
European powers would tv- such a
large part of Turkey over to the Un-
ited States even were the United
States to express willingness to ad-
minister it.

The United States will doubtless be
urged to sit in the conference for the
dismemberment of Turkey, whether it
agrees to accept the mandate there or
not, as the various European powers
are so at outs that they want some dis
interested power to act as arbiter, and
in the opinion of the American dele-
gation the United States will probably
accept this responsibility and endeav-
dr to assist in any way it can in the
disentanglement of the Near situation

French investments are so large in
Constantinople that France naturally
is anxious to have that city, but it is
difficult at the present time to see how
Great Britain and France can recon-
cile their ambitions.

There '~ much speculation as to
where the conference for the division
of Turkey will be held. It probably
will not be in Paris. The suggestion
of Geneva has not met with great
favor, as it is not regarded as a good
place for a winter conference, and it
is believed that Turkey must be dis-
posed of before Spring. Mention of
The Hague also has not been received
lenthusiastically. London is consid-
ered a possibility. -

Press)—In French peace conference
circles the foundation of an internat-
fonal commission for the purpose of
distributing among the Allies super-
vision and managemeént of the sub-
marine cables seized from the Ger-
mans is being advocated. When the
armistice was signed France and Jap-
an had a brief interchange of views

Heavy Death Toll -
When Steamer

Muskegon, Mtcn., Oct. 28—With
fourteen known dead and six or more
missing, only time can bring an accu-
rate count of the toll of the great seas
which early this morning bodily lift-
ed the Crosby passenger steamer
Muskegon, formerly the City of Hol-
land, and smashed her to pieces on
the piers at the entrance to Muskegon
harbor. The list of dead is being ad-
ded to almost hourly. The steamer, a
side wheeler, bound from Milwaukee,
for the harbor in the early morning
darkness but is said by Captain Ed-
ward Miller to have struck the bar at
the entrance. The wheel paddles
jammed in the sand, checking the
headway and the great combers threw
the ship about and hurled her on to
the pler, the suge mountainous seas
pounding into the wreckage.

Fifty of the seventy-two passengers
and crew, guided to safety by a signal
flashed by a light in the hands of a
coastground, were tonight known to
have been saved from the vessel
Fear is held that several were Eaught
between the decks. Survivors, most
of whom escaped only in their night
clothes, were being cared for by the
Red Cross.

Judge’s Charge to Jury

In his direction to the jury Judge
Barry pointed out that Horn when on
Canadian soil wad am-nable to the
laws of the country. His contention
that he had a right to commit the act
because so ordered by his government
could hold no weight. The statement
he had made was not evidence but
could be taken into consideration. It
was a matter of regret that counsel
had npt represented the prisoner as
there might have been a full presanta-
tion of the contention of the defence.
The evidence wes full end wihout
contrgdiction the accused admitting
what he had done.
