OPPOSITION GETTING RAT-
TLED.

Their Forlorn Hope Firing at
3 Random.

IMPORTANT BILLS INTRO.
DUCED.

Fripay; March 11.

Dr. Alward intfoduced a bill to authot-
ize St. John to issué debenturés for the
puirchase of the Carleton Branch railway:
Hon. Mr. Mitehell, a bill to authorize
Milltown to fix the valuation for taxablé
purposes of the St. Crgix cotton mill ; alse
a bill to autherize issue of debéntutes by
St. Stephen, also a bill amending the in-
corporation of" St. Stephen; Hon. Mr.
Pugsley, a bill to authorize Wm. Parks &
Son to increase their -capital stock and is-
sue debentures; Mr.Alward, bills relating
to water supply, to sewerage, for the ex-
tension of Moote street and for the acquis-
ition of certain lands for wharf purposes
all at St. John.

Mr. Melanson gave notice for detailed
statements respecting the Bcadouc bridge.

Mr. Hetherington then resumed the
debate on the budget. He said that the
only charge that the opposition could
make agaitist this government was that
the chief commissioner had spent more of
the $250,000 voted last year in one year
than in their opinion he should have
spent. It is not charged that the chief
commissioner pocketed any of the money.
Bridges built some fifteen years ago had
fallen down, and it was necessary to re-
build them, and it had been also neces-
sary to make extensive repairs on some
other bridges injured

a few years ago.

The government had made every reason-
ableeffort to catty out all their promised
reforms. They had abolished government
house and had passed legislation which
will do away with the legislative counsel
in a short time, which will mean the sav-
ing of thousands of dollars. In this con-
nection he referred to Mr. Blair as one of
the ablest men on the continent. The
government had done much for the agri-
culturists, and lately their policy in this
direction pleased him more and more. In
reducing the stumpage the government
had simply taken $20.000 or $25.000 taxes
off the people when that important in-
dustry was depressed.

He was often interrupted by Hon. Mr.
Hanington, but invariably turned the in-
terrogation to the expense of the ques-
tioner.

He was followed by Mr. McQueen who
dealt with points that had been raised
by the opposition speakers, completely
demolishing then. He said the opposi-
tion had no public policy whatever ; their
sole aim and desire was to injure the gov-
ernment ; their motives were personal and
gelfish. The increase of debt was wholly
owing to the construction of public works
which the people demanded and which
no government could refuse and live. In
all railway legislation of the past nine
years no man of the opposition had had
the courage to call for a division. He
dealt with statements made by Messrs.
Melanson and Hanington and continued.
The stock importation had not been made
as a financial speculation. It was made
for the benefit of the people, and the
county of ‘Westmorland as well as the
others had derived great benefit from that
enterprise. Messrs. Stockton and Alward
and others, he said, criticised the attorney
general’s traveling expenses, but though
they had passed themselves over the C. P.
R.,that did not prevent them from drawing
their sessional mileage from the receiver
general. He thought the present admin-

istration was a

one and when the time atrived to appeal to
Westmorland he had no fears for the ver-
dict.

The house then went into supply.

Messrs. McKeown, Melanson, McQueen
and Powell made explanations of what
they had said in debate.

On the vote for equity chambers, St.
John, $6.58, Mr. McKeown asked that a
stenographer should be assigned exclu-
sivety to that court:

When the item for great roads and
bridges came up, Hon. Mr. Ryan said
the total expenditure by the department
of Public Works during the year, was
$264,5643.34 of which amount 235,573.15
was expended on great roads and bridges.
Care taking at government house was $651.
He expected that this would not arise the
present year,by having the building looked
after for the rent charged. Normal school
account, ordinary expenditures $2,957.70
slightly larger than last year owing to a
two years supply of coal having been put
in' at a cheap rate, making the present
years expenses less; sanitary improve-
ments $3,000. Steamboat service $6,300 or
$200 less than the estimate. Lunatic asy-
lum $1,498.58, a little more than the prev-
ious year, but said, that this year large
improvements had to be made requiring
alargerexpenditure. Ofthisamountabout
$900 or $1,000 was for insurance, leaving
little for improvements.

of last year, Mr. Ryan said that the

- bridges which he proposed to the house
' numbered seventy-two. Of these thirty-
seven had been built at a cost of $82,740.13.
Besides that he had repairs made and
other bridges rebuilt to the number of
108 at a cost of $70,000.

In reply to Mr. Hanington he said that
two bridges in Westmorland were not in-
cluded in the act of last session, although
charged to that issue of debentures by
mistake. He said that the list footed up
$152,000 and odd while only $151,000 of
the bonds had been expended. The act
empowered him to build of wood as well
ag iron and stone. The Scadouc bridge
was not as good a job as could be desired,
the contract being too low, but there was
still enough of the appropriation to make
it agood bridge in every particular. With
regard to the statement that bridges built
the year before last had been paid for out
of this $151,000, perhaps hon. gentlemen
had lost sight of the fact that under the
act of 1890 he had been authorized to
build bridges of a pernament character
up to a cost of $50,000. Under the act the
Hampton bridge, the Richibucto road
bridge and others had been built at a cost
of about $40,000, and when he had stated
to the house that he proposed to expend
$250,000 in four yearly instalments of
$52,500 each, he had in mind to be in-
cluded in that amount those bridges al-
ready in course of construction or con-

structed. But it o happened that

More Work had Been Done
last year than was contemplated. The

parties engaged had beea very industrious.
.|in prosecuting the work, the demands

from ail parts of the province were num-
erous and pressing, and the department
had built as many of the bridges as possi-
ble, by which means the amount expend-
ed had increased beyond the estimate
considerably. He did notsee that any in-
jury would be done the public if all the
bridges mentioned were constructed in
two years instead of four.

He stated that with his knowledge, con-
nivance or belief in ho ¢ase liad any tendetr
been accepted or contract given with the
agreement or expectation that one dollar
of the amount was to go for election pur-
poses, and challenged proof to the contrary.
Respecting Mr. Hannington’s charge that
$3,000 had been spent on the Fredericton
bridge sidewalk, with the understanding
that the contractor should contribute to
the election fund, Hon, Mr, Ryan said it

Baré Faced Slander,

Mr: Malanson had stated that the im-
ptovements in thé assembly room had cost
$9,000. Mr. Ryan said this amount of
$9,383 was the ordinary expenditure.
Only $200 of that amount had been ex-
pended on improvements and decorations
in the assembly room. All the improve-
ments cost a little over $5,000. Dr. Stock-
ton, he said, had tried to show that the
amount expended on public works was
less by this administration than by their
predecessors. He had taken five favorable
years of the old and five not especially
favorable to this government. He (Dr.
Stockton) had gaid that in 1878, $165,732
was expended, the auditor general’s feport
showed $157,811. Dr. Stockton had made
a misstatement of $10,000 a year. Hon.
Mr, Ryan compared seven years of the
present government withrseven years un-
der the old government aind proved a
balance in yearly outlay in favor of the
present regime of $3,409.

On the item for government house Hon.
Mr, Mitchell said that it was intended to
ask the session for legislation enabling the
government to sell the government house
and invest the proceeds at interest. Ad-
journed at 1.30 Saturday morning.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell said that if
Mr. Hanington wanted to kmow the total
cost of the importation he should move
for returns and they would be brought
down. He gave an unqualified denial to
the charge that the services of the horses
had been given free in any case for poli-
tical purposes, and denied also the as-
sertion made by the Sun that two govern-
ment members had stolen $10,000 out of
the appropriation for imported horses. Mr.
Hanington said he had.

Never Heard of The Charge

and did not believe the provincial secre-
tary would be guilty of it. Item passed.

The item, $45,000 for lunatic asylum,
passed. On the item for contingencies
Mr. Phinney complained that his speeches
were not properly reported. Item passed.

On contingencies for public health, $1,-
110. Mr. Mitchell said there was an item
of $300, small pox cases at Dalhousie. Mr.
Blair explained that in the Belleveau case,
the bill as first rendered was unreasonable,
the government had paid it at a redaced
rate.

Hon. Mr. Labillois said that, but for the
local board of health, the consequences at
Dalhousie during the epidemic of small-
pox would have been disastrous. The
item passed.

The item for public printing passed
after criticisms by Dr. Atkinson and Mes-
srs. Phinney and Powell.

Items for hospitals and public schools
passed, after which further consideration

of supply was fixed for Wednesday. Ad-

journed. -

‘Committee on Highway Act.
MonpAy, March 14.

Dr. Atkingon moved for correspondence
relating to the construction of a bridge at
Hartland. Hon. Mr. Ryan said all in-
formation would be furnished.

Dr. Atkinson asked for a statement
showing the financial condition of the
province, March 8th, 1892. Hon. Mr.
Mitchell replied that the information
would be furnished without address.

Mr. McQueen moved his motion respect-
ing committee to report on amendments
to highway act adopted. Messrs. Palmer,
McQueen, McKeown, Burchill, Rourke,
Porter and Lewis were appointed said
committee.

Mr. Melanson moved for a detailed
statement of expenditure on Scadouc
bridge.

Hon. Mr. Ryan said the bridge had
been built under the supervision of an in-
spector recommended by Mr. Melanson
himself, and that official had certified
that the bridge had been built according
to specification. He said the information
would be furnished.

Mr. Melanson said that while he had
recommended the inspector he did not
think it was for that reason he was ap-
pointed.

Dr. Atkinson moved for a detailed
statement of the governments transactions
with the banks. He said that the gov-
ernment in 1885, 1886 and 1887 had to
their credit $1,888, $1,246 and $357 for
each year respectively, but since then
there had been asmall balance against the
government.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell explained that the
large amount of interest paid .to the
banks last year was due to advances made
on current account pending the sale of
public works debentures. The loss of
$34,000 by the province through the Mar-
itime bank represented yearly interest of
$2,040 thus turning the balance in interest
against the administration. The informa-
tion would be brought down without ad-
dress. He explained to Dr. Stockton that
the debentures were made out about the
time of sale.

Mr. Melanson asked for detailed account
for expenditure on parliament buildings
for last year.

Dr. Alward gave notice for particulars
respecting the lunatic asylum.

Mr. Phinney gave notice of motion for
statement of expenditure on Big Cocaigne
bridge, Kent county. Adjourned.

Important Bills Introduced.
TuespAy, March 15.

Mr. Phinney presented a motion for all
orders of council and other documents in
respect of $4,000 paid the Central railway
in 1889.

The provincial secretary said the in-
formation would be furnished without an
address. The failure to bring it in in 1890
was owing to the absence of his deputy
attending his father’s funeral. The state-
ment now moved for would be brought
down promptly.

Mr. Palmer, from the committee on
muncipalities; submitted a report.

Hon. Mr. Blair moved that resolution
number six stand over until to-morrow.

Dr. Atkinson gave notice of a motion to
increase the represention of Kent, Glou-
cester and Carleton by an additional mem-
ber each.

Mr. Phinney gave notice of a motion re-
gpecting inquiry into the expenditure of
$487.70 set on page 17 of the public works
report for 1890.

Hon, Mr. Pugsley introduced a bill in
further amendment of the law relating to
solemmnization of marriages.

Mr. Phinney gave notice for a statement
in detail of the expenditure in 1891 on
Kingston bridge, Kent county.

Hon. Mr. Blair introduced a bill in
further amendment of the act relating to
proceedings and practice in the supreme
court.

Mr. Stockton committed the bill for the
prevention of wrongs to children.

After discussion progress was reported.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley committed the house
on the report of the committee appointed
to assist the speaker in revising the rules
and practices of the house.

Mr. Hanington wished to know if it
was proposed to discuss these rules with a
view of adopting them immediately. It
would be imposgible in that case for the
members to give the new rules necessary
attention.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley said the committee,
and especially the speaker, had given the
subject very great attention. A few im-
portant changes had been made and these
wete based on the procedure in Ontario

and the house of commons.

Up to recess twenty-six of the rules had
been passed.

After supper the house in committee of
the whole, Dr. Alward in the chair, fur-
ther conigidered the new rules, and made
considerable progress.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley presented the peti-
tion of the president of the Ladies’ Hu-
mane Educational Auxiliary society for
the prevention of cruelty to animals of
the city of St. John, of the treasurer and
the secretary of the society and many
others praying for the passing of an act
providing for the appointment of two
women as additional members of school
trustees of the city of St. John.

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THE FINANCIAL PROBLEM.

The provincial secretary laid before the
house on Thursday the resolution by
which he proposes to increase the annual
revenue of the province. The measure, as
explained by Mr. Mitchell, is intended
to meet the increasing demands upon the
treasury, by developing legitimate services
of revenue hitherto undrawn upon in
this . province. Each succeeding year
finds the demand for aid to the necessary
public services of the province growing
larger, while the annual revenue has re-
mained practically stationary. Although
by prudent management the executive
have been able to keep down the control-
able expenditure, and even in many in-
stances to curtail it, yet the encourage-
ment and assistance which they have felt
it wise to give to agriculture and educa-
tional interests, together with the very
generous appropriations which are re-
quired to keep up the roads and bridges
have taxed the treasurybeyond itsstrength
and made it imperative upon the govern-
ment either to allow the agricultural and
kindred interests to suffer, and the great
public services to be impaired, by curtail-
ing the grants therfor, or to devise some
means of increasing the limited revenue
of the province without resorting to direct
taxation.

The former alternative would not ad-
mit of serious consideration, and the gov-
ernment were compelled, in the public
interest, to direct their attention to de-
vising the best and most equitable means
of increasing the revenue. A careful in-
spection of the proposed legislation to
this end, shows that, in attainining its
object, the government has acted with
wisdom, justice and prudence, and has left
little chance for faultfinding or adverse
criticism. The measure submitted to the
house for consideration proposes to levy
and assess upon banks, insurance com-
panies,telephone and telegraph companies,
and other corporations doing business in
the province, a certain percentage to be
paid annually upon their business or paid
up capital, as may be deemed most equit-
able. It is also proposed to derive a
certain income from liquor licenses under
the provincial act, in places where the
Canada temperance act is not in operation.
In submitting this measure to the house
and the people for approval, the govern-
ment does not present an innovation.
The proposed system has long been a re-
cognized constitutional means of increas-
ing the revenues of other provinces in the
dominion of Canada, and throughout the
Britich Empire. Nor is there anything
in the statement that the amount so
raised will come out of the people as a
direct tax. The amount will be too small
to affect the rate of discount in the banks
individually, while the total amount con-
tributed by all the banks doing business
in the province will materially augment
the provincial revenue. The.c is too
much competition among insurance com-
panies for the tax upon them to affect the
premiums, and the most of them which
do business in other provinces of the
dominion, where the tax already prevails,
have had long ago to take such a tax into
consideration in adjusting their premiums.
And so, while on the whole, the provin-
cial treasury will be enriched by the pro-

- posed measure about thirty thousand
dollars per year, the arrangements exist-
ing between such corporations and the
public will not be affected in the least.

Nor is this all. This extraordinary and
unforseen expense of the past year having
been wiped out, the government, with the
increased revenue, will be able to meet all
the demands upon the treasury and
have some ten thousand dollars annually
of asurplus. This, it is the intention of
the government, to devote to the aid and
encouragement of the dairying interests.
It has been the policy of the present ad-
ministration to improve the stock of the
country, and they deem it advisable to
assist as far as possible in developing
and bringing about the advantages which
the improved breeds of cattle must bring
to the dairy. To this end substantial aid
will be given to the development of the
dairying interests of the province so that
the beneficial results of the recent impor-
tation may be speedily realized.

Much has lately been said about the
financial condition of the province and
comparisons have been made between
New Brunswick, and Ontario and Nova
Scotia. Those who see blue ruin and
direct taxation staring us in the face, fail
to take note of the fact that, in Ontario
the municipal councils have to support the
roads and bridges of the province by
direct taxation, while in New Brunswick
this duty is assumed by the provincial
government. Take thisburden away from
the government and the provincial treas-
ury will be replete. In Nova Scotia the
government do not give as much to educa-
tion and agriculture as is given by the
government of New Brunswick, while the
county councils of the former province
have to provide for their hospitals and
other charitable institutions, yet New
Brunswick’s financial standing compares
favorably with that of Nova Scotia.

We feel confident, therefore, that the
government’s financial measure, when con-
sidered fairly and with all the facts before
them, will receive the hearty considera-
tion and approval of the legislature and
the country.

AS VIEWED BY OUTSIDERS.

Grip in its latest issue gives a handsome
portrait of hon. A. G. Blair, and the fol-
lowing notice :

The genial and prosperous looking gen-
tleman is at the head of the New Bruns-
wick government, a pleasant situation
which he has held for several years past.
He is not very intimately known in On-
tario, which is one reason why we give
him an honored place in thisselect gallery.
In New Brunswick, and throughout the
maritime provinces generally, he is both
known and respected. He doesn’t go in
much for show, but seems to model him-
gelf upon our Oliver, making himself solid
by gradual degrees by giving the people
good value for their money in the shape
of legislation. From all ‘we can hear,
premier Blair has carried out his Mowatian
scheme so successfully that it would be a
particularly tough job to oust him and his
government from office.

THE opposition are especially unhappy
in the insinuations, they can hardly be
termed charges, which they are constant-
ly bringing up in the house. Mr.Crockett’s
dismissal from the office of chief superin-
tendent, was proved to the satisfaction of
the opposition on Saturday, necessary to
the welfare of the school system through-
out the province. It was a question as to
whether the board of education or Mr.
Crockett should rule, with the result
that a chief superintendent, more fully
qualified in every respect, was appointed
to the position.

HON. MR. MITGHELL

Discusses the Revenues
and Expenditures.

STUMPAGE CAN NOT BE
ADVANCED.

MARITIME UNION.

‘WEDNESDAY, March 16th.

Mr. Burchill moved, seconded by Mr.
McKeown, the following :

“Resolved, That it is the opinion of
this house that a legislative union of the
province of New Brunswick, Nova Scotia
and Prince Edward Island is desirable
and would be in the public intetest.”

Mr. Burchill in his address traced the
history of previous movements for union.
He claimed that the union would be in
the interests of economy ; that the repre-
sentation could be decreased and need not
be greater than the present representation
at Ottawa from these provinces; that the
business and trade interests of the three
provinces were closely identified, and that
their union would greatly increase their
prestige at Ottawa.

Mr. McKeown, who followed, dealt with
the financial aspect of the question, claim-
ing thaton the item of legislative ex-
penses of all kinds a saving of $100,000
could be effected by a union, and that
such a step would promote a national
sentiment. The interests of the maritime
provinces in many respects were different
from the other provinces of Canada, and
they should be in a position to promote
and defend those interests with their
united influence.

The resolution passed without division.

Mr. Phinney made his motion for par-
ticulars in connexion with the expendi-
ture on Big Cocaigne bridge.

Hon. Mr. Blair said the information
could be had before the public accounts
committee.

Mr. Hanington said Mr. Blair had
stated in previous years that members not
on the public accounts committe had no
right to examine the accounts coming be-
fore that committee. .

Hon. Mr. Blair denied that he had ever
made such a statement. What he had ob-
jected to was the taking of accounts from
the committee room or the ransacking of
such accounts in the absence of the com-
mittee.

Mr. Phinney said he would withdraw
the motion on the understanding that
particulars could be had before the public
accounts committee. Adjourned.

THURSDAY, March 17.

This afternoon Hon. Mr. Mitchill, sec-
onded by Hon. Mr. Blair, moved the fol-
lowing resolutions:

“Whereas, The expectations with which
the governament and legislature of this
province have looked forward to an in-
crease in the population of the province
sufficient to yield at least $30,000 addi-
tional revenue by way of subsidy from
the-dominion government have not been
realized ; and

“Whereas, The additions of that amount
to the provincial revenue at the present
time, without imposing direct taxation up-
on the people ofthe province, would meet
with public favor and would enable the
legislature not only to preserve the equi-
librium between income and expenditure
and provide for the increasing demands of
the various services, but would also admit,
if desired, of a special and substantial ef-
fort being made for the encouragement
throughout the several counties of the
province of dairy aad other agricultural
industries, and would also enable the
legislature, if deemed advisable, to co-
operate with the local authorities in con-
structing at the port of St. John terminal
railway facilities and deep water accom-
modation for ocean steamers, with a view
to secure a market in the mother country
for the surplus agricultural products of our
people ; and

“ Whereas, In the opinion of this house
it would be practicable, without resorting
to direct taxation upon the people of this
province, to realize such additional reve-
nue by requiring insurance companies,
banks, telegraph, telephone, trust and loan,
express and street railway companies do-
ing business within the province and en-
joying therein special corporate privileges,
to contribute to the revenue of the prov-
ince ; therefore

“Resolved, That it is expedient to pro-
vide for the payment by each of the above
mentioned companies of an annual sum
to the receiver general of the province,
the amount payable in each case to be fix-
ed upon such just and equitable basis as
the legislature may by act of assembly
provide.”

Additional Revune.

Mr. Mitchell said it had been intimated
early in the session that a proposition
would be laid before the house for raising
additional revenue for the purpose of re-
storing the equilibrinm between income
and expenditure. It was pointed out that
for several years past the revenue of the
province had been practically stationary,
and there had been no material increase
for the past ten years. The attention of
the house was called to the fact that the
census had been extremely disappointing;
that instead of the expected increase of
revenue of $30,000 to $40,000, the increase
realized was less than $100, and that in
the face of the fact that no increase of do-
minion subsidy could be expected for the
next ten years the uncontrollable ex-
penses of the government were from year
to year gradually but surely increasing.
At confederation it was supposed that the
subsidies provided for the different prov-
inces would afford them sufficient revenue
for all the requirements of the public ser-
vice, as they were then maintained until
at least the population, as regards this
province, should have reached 400,000.
It was found, however, shortly after con-
federation, that the terms granted the
different provinces were inadequate and
an effort was made for better terms. Even
in 1872 it had dawned upon the legislators
of this province that the financial basis of
confederation was inadequate for the
needs of this province, and strong repre-
gentations for better terms were made to
Ottawa, backed up by the unanimous voice
of both houses of this legislature. It was
plain, even at that early date, that the
plan of confederation was not so absolute-
ly perfect as that no amendment could
be made. The result was that in 1873 the
dominion parliament passed an act read
justing the financial basis as regards the
different provinces, by which arrangment
this province received an additional sub-
sidy. Up to that time the income and
expenditure had very nearly balanced in
this province, but in 1874 was passed a
railway subsidy act by which lines in var-
ious parts of the province were subsidized
and a very heavy bonded debt placed up-
on the province, amounting six years later
to the sum of over $800,000. In 1880 the
interest payable on that debt was over
$40,000. He (Mitchell) did not believe it
was contemplated by the fathers of con-
federation that such an expenditure for
public works should be undertaken, as the
government of that day undertook. But
they were pressed by the representatives
and the latter by their constituents, the

wedge was entered and all succeeding
legislatures have been driving it home un-
til now the bonded debt was over $2,-
000,000.

Subsidizing Rallways.

‘When the principle of subsidizing rail-
ways in one part of the province was adopt-
ed it followed as a logical sequence that the
principle must be extended to every
county in the province. The counties in
the eastern section were the first to reap
the beneflt of the act of 1874. Even to-
day some of the western and northern
counties, more particularly Restigouche,
Victoria and Carleton, were comparative-
ly unprovided for. When these counties
should, in future, demand an equal meas-
ure of justice the legislature would not be
able to refuse them. When the principle
of subsidizing the railway lines was adopt-
ed in 1874, the government must have
foreseen that the time would come when
other sources of revenue than those then
available would have to be resorted to.

In 1882 another sweeping subsidy act
was passed by the government of that day.
He was not disposed to find fault with that
government nor with the government of
1874, because they acted in conformity
with the wishes of the people. That
had, however, increased the interest pay-
able annually to the sum of about $110.-
000. With the experience they had
already had, the legislature in 1882 must
have clearly foreseen that the time was
coming, and near at hand, when some
other sources of revenue than those then
available must be had recourse to. Had
the government in the years 1880 1-2 been
obliged to pay the interest which the
province now has to pay, there would have
been a large annual deficit.

In 1880 the expenditure was $609,671.29.
The interest was something like $30,000;
add to that the interest which has since
accrued, and which was made necessary
by the subsidy acts of 1874 and 1882,
bringing the total up to at least $100,000,
and there would have been an expendi-
ture in 1880 of $679,671.29. In that year
the revenue was only $615,284.54, so that
under similar circumstances to those
which the present government has to face
the government of that day would have
had a deficit of $64,386.75.

In 1881 the expenditure was $598,843.70
and the interest was about $40,000; add to
that $60,000 to bring the amount up to
$100,000 and the expenditure for that year
would have been $658,843.70. But the
actual income for that year was $621,659.21,
leaving a deficit of $37,184.49.

In 1882 the expenditure has $614,236.15,
the interest was about $47,000 ; to that add
$53,000 to bring it up to $100,000 and the
expenditure would have been $667,136.15,
while the revenue, although increased by
the recent census, was only $629,496.20,
leaving a deficit of $47.739.95.

Mr. Powell—You are including all the
acts mentioned in the 1882 and not basing
your calculations upon the limitation of
250 miles. k

Hon. Mr. Mitchell —I am basing my
calculations upon the lines that actually
were built under the two subsidy acts of
1874 and 1882 and by which I say an in-
terest charge of at least $100,000 was
created. I further say that these figures
show that at no time from 1880 to 1891 has
the income of the province been really
adequate to cover the expenditure.

In the year 1890 the total expenditure
was $651,735.07, and the revenue was $646,-
079.37, leaving a deficit of $5,655.70, but it
should be borne in mind that there was
carried over in that year to the following
year a deficiency of $20,000 on public
works so that the real deficit for 1890
would be about $26,000.

In 1891 the expenditure was $680,813.19;
including what was carried over from the
previous year the revenue was $612,762,
leaving a deficit of $68,050.99 or deducting
the $20,000 a deficit of about $48,000.

Uuder the estimates already made for
1892, the expenditure would be $645,175.81
while the estimated revenue was $627,-
490.08, leaving an estimated .deficit of
$17,685.73 ; so that he thought it was clear
that from year to year since 1888 sup-
posing the province had been obliged to
carry the debt entailed by the two rail-
way subsidy acts of 1874 and 1892, there
would have been large annual deficits to
face. From 1885 up to 1889 there had
been very little fluctuationin the revenue.
In 1885 the revenue was $617,194 ; in 1886,
$634,573 ; in 1897 about $630,000. There
were receipts from agricultural sources
which swelled the amount that year, but
he thought the normal revenue in that
year was about as stated, and in 1888 the
revenue also was about $630,000 ; in 1889,
$651,031 ; in 1890, $646,079; and in 1891,
$612,762, so that the revenue in 1891 was
about at the same point as in 1885. He
had given these figures to show that the
revenue of the country was nearly station-
ary; that the expenditure cannot be kept
up by ordinary revenue and that recourse
must be had to some other source.of reve-
nue if the great public services are to be
maintained. It was clear that the ex-
penditure for the great services —schools,
public works, lunatic asylum, etc. — was
increasing and ‘must continue to increase.
As the country was opened up there must
be a larger outlay upon roadsand bridges.
Then there was railway legislation now
upon the statute book for railways that
in future would be built.

Passing on Mr. Mitchell said that not
only had the revenue been practically
stationary for a number of years, but it
must remain so for the next ten years.
No increase of dominion subsidy could be
expected until the census of 1901.

Mr. Hetherington — And then it will
be less.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell said it had been
shown to the house beyond the possi-
bility of contradiction that the controll-
able expenditures of the government were
kept within as close a figure as possible.
It might be possible that a few dollars
could be saved here or there, but the sum
total of all possible savings would not be
sufficient to meet the demands upon the
revenue of the country at the present
time. It might be said that the stumpage
could be increased, but what did the lum-
ber commission find as to the present rate
of stumpage on the North shore ?

They say that the operators of the
North shore under the present rate of
stumpage are losing money even though
they may get the best end of the scale.
He thought it was clear from the report
of the lumber commissioners that it
would mean simply ruin to these oper-
ators to increase the present rate. True
it had been said that the lumber as it
stood in the forest was worth more than
the stumpage now charged. He could
understand a process of logic by which
that conclusion might be arrived at. It
was claimed by some that it would be
better for the province to lock up its lam-
ber lands entirely for the next ten years
and put a prohibitory tax upon the
lumber, at the end of which time the
duty could be taken off our lumber going
into the states and the province would be
recouped for all the money it had been
compelled in the meantime to borrow.
But men who talked that way did not
stop to reflect what effect such a policy
would have upon the people of our prov-
ince. They forgot that millions of dollars
were invested in the lumber industry;
that thousands of people were dependent
upon it for their livelihood and that if this
industry was closed down our population
instead of remaining stationary would de-
crease in the next ten years by 50,000
people.

e ———————————

In conclusion, Mr. Mitchell said it was
clear that the revenne of the province was
not sufficient to meet the expenditures of
the present time or of the immediate
future. He might enlarge upon the ne-
cessity that existed of doing more for the
agricultural interests than was now being
done, but that would be to repeat what
had already been well enforced upon the
attention of the house. No matter what
party was in power in this province the
question before them now would be:
How are you going to keep up the equil-
ibrium between income and expenditure ?
Are you going to cut down the grants to
our public services, our by-roads, schools,
or hospitals, or are you going to resort to
some other method of raising a revenue ?
(Applause.)

He was a native of
Wigmire, Eng., and had no near relatives
here. Death caused by jaundice and heart
disease.

Mrs. Coburn, relict of the late Geo.-Co-
burn, of Harvey ‘Station, died on Sunday,
the Gth inst.,, at the age of seventy-three
years. She was one of the oldest residents
of the parish, universally esteemed by all
and one who will be mourned by numerous
relatives and friends.

| here of the death’ at Vancouver, B.C., on

the 8th inst., of John F. Dowling, son of
Major Dowling of the Northwest police.
Deceased was well known here. He worked
for several years in the Farmer office and
was well liked by all.

The remains of Henry E. Perks; brother
of John E. Perks, market clerk, were brought
here from Houlton, where he had died on
the 11th inst. of kidney trouble. Deceased
had spent most of his long life in this city,
working at his trade of upholsterer and was
gnown and respected by all.

AT THE HOUSE.

On the Floors, in the Galleries and

Through the Lobbies,

Of course, the all absorbing topic of in-
terest is the legislature. Those who do not
attend are eager to hear what has transpired
and equally eager to diseminate the news to
their friends. This session, like all, under
the present administration, is marked by
the rapid despatch of business consistent
with the careful study of the people's in-
terests. Members are in their places on
time and during all sessions. It is plain to
all that each member of the government is
a worker. There is none of this letting
others do the business, which isa character-
istic of most assemblies, each member has
a duty to perform and he does it. Several
very important measures have been passed,
new laws have been enacted and changes
made in old ones, all of which will be for
the benefit of the province.

The opposition have shown that while
ready to take advantage ofany mistake that
may have been made by the government,
they are totally without a platform; their
schemes are only for the sake of gaining
power with nothing in them to commend
them to the people. Having no leader, but
directed or misdirected by Messrs. Haning-
ton, Stockton, Atkinson, Alward and Phin-
ney, their efforts are unavailing, no two
pointing in the same direction. Until they
choose a leader whom they respect and one
upon whom they can depend their position
instead of improving must have a retrograde
tendency.

The galleries are crowded at all sessions
when anything specially important is up
for debate, the ladies particularly attending
in force. No doubt the many good looking
members on both sides of the house has
something to do with this as well as a con-
sideration of the country’s prospects.

By the number of farmers present the
session is one in which they are much in-
terested. They here get a better under-
standing of how the country’s interests are
dealt with and go home with the feeling that
it will be a bad day for the province when
the present opposition hold the reins of of-
fice. One sturdy old farmer when coming
out after hearing Hon. Mr. Ryan’s address,
said that the “almanac had not been built yet
that shows the day on which this opposi-
tion will come into power.”

York feels especially proud of her re-
presentatives, having in the leader of the
government a man, acknowledged even by
his adversaries, as the most capable New
Brunswick affords for the position, one who
is able to command the respect of an audi-
ence at home or abroad and one honored
not only here but throughout the dominion.
In William Wilson, T. H. Colter and John
Anderson, the people feel that the interests
of York are safe and this feeling they wlll
be prompt to show whenever the occasion
offers.

Principal Topics.
The vacant judgship is the prircipal

 topic of discussion at present, especially

among Conservatives. The candidates
mentioned are Dr. Barker, Mr. Haning-
ton, Mr. Skinner and R. A. Lawlor.
Some suggest L. A. Curry and back up his
appointment by saying that he has worked
very hard for the party. Judge Landry is
also spoken of, but it appears he has a strong
opponent in Mr. Burns. Another arrange-
ment is that the Chief Justice shall assume
the governorship, Dr. Barker and Judge
Landry be appointed the new judges,
while Judge King will be Chief Justice.

Another topic that is exciting considerable
talk, is as to the outcome of the resolution
made at the City Council’s last session re-
specting the Scott Act. All think that the
act should be either enforced or repealed.
There will probably be a heated discussion
of the matter at next session and several
new points will be introduced respecting
the collection of fines. In connection it
may be mentioned that during the week
the sergeant of police prosecuted a Scott Act
charge which was acknowledged. - A pecul-
iar feature of the affair is that a bill has been
presented by a local “limb” asking a fee as
prosecutor. The Council will deal with the
matter. They believe that if this lawyer is
paid, another has the same right and that
in a short time the police court will have to
be enlarged to afford accommodations for
the lawyers when a case is up for trial.

All Souls.

The Episcopal church to be built at Marys-
ville will be a very handsome one. The
building plot has been donated by Mr. Gib-
son and is at the entrance of the village,
near the residence of Ernest Tapley. It has
not as yet been decided whether to build of
wood or brick. Rev. Mr. Parkinson has
had the matter in hand and under his di-
rection Dunn and McKean architects, St.
John, have drawn the plans. It is modeled
after the parish church of St. Helens, Little
Cawlthorpe, Lincolnshire, England,designed
by the celebrated architect, R.I. Withers,
and built by the Rev. Edward Huff. This
reverend gentleman who died some months
ago, was an esteemed friend of the Rev. Mr.
Parkinson, and the Marysville church is in-
tended to commemorate in some measure
that esteem. It will contain a chancel 20
ft. 6 inches by 15 ft. 3 inches, nave 29 ft. 3
inches by 17 ft. 6 inches and a southwest
porch and vestry extending like an aisle on
the north side of the chancel. The design
is very pleasing and the church will be com-
modious and beautiful. It will be known
as All Souls.

Bathurst Schools,

Dear Sir,—Rev. A. F. Thompson, of
Bathurst appears to be very poorly versed
in the school law. He imagines that the
government can discharge a teacher, legally
hired by the trustees, or failing that, can
withhold the government grant. Teachers
sign an agreement with the trustees equally
binding on both parties, and do not know
the government in the matter at all. If the
teacher complies with the agreement, there
is no power that can withold his provin-
cial grant. Teachers imagine that they
have hard enough work to please the
trustees, as it 1s, without having to be er:ti-
cised by the government as well.

Thompson is led away by partizan feeling,
or he would not begso blind in this matter.

His 0ld Job.

The Bangor News says, Mr. James Lowe
the new blacksmith at South Brewer, who
has lately come from Fredericton, N. B, is
getting in his spare time between horse shoe-
ing and jobbing at making bear traps, at
which he is an expert. Last spring he
made a dozen or more for the New Bruns-
wick trappers, and found a ready sale for
all his work. His traps are constructed
upon a novel principle. The jaws of the
trap, instead of running down to the bed
piece in two hoops, are elevated upon
spindles over which the two heavy steel
springs move. This makes the upright por-
tions of the jaws very short, and causes
them to fly together instantly, so no animal
can spring the trap and escape. Sharpsteel
teeth about an inch long are riveted to
both jaws on the under side, giving it a say-
age and formidable look.

ST. PATRICK'S.

Dr. Moore's Very Interesting Leoture —
The Program.

St. Dunstan’s hall was packed on the eve
of 8t. Patrick’s day, Thursday, and the en-
tertainment provided was fully all that
could be desired. The music was furnished
by Hanlon’s orchestra. The program in-
cluded: A solo, Shamrock and Rose, by
Miss Mary McGarrigle ; a guitarsolo by Miss
Mary Purdie; an Irish jig by Alfred Cooney
and Mat Humphrey ; a quartette by Jas. Mc-
Grath, Albert Massie, Wm. Walker and G.
P. McGrath ; violin solo by Miss McManus
of the normal school ; solo, Exile's Lament,
by Miss Jennie Donahoe; club swinging by
Thomas C. Doherty; and reading, A La-
ment for Erin, by May Dolen and a trom-
bone solo by E. A. O'Brien.

The principal event however was the ad-
dress by Dr. Moore, of Stanley, on the Life
and Times of St. Patrick. He dealt with
monastic institutions, under the primitive
christian church and of the influence of
these institutions on the education of the
middle ages. He said the birth place of St.
Patrick was either Scotland or the north of
Frante, the date A. D. 373. His early life
was obscure. At the age of sixteen he was
carried by pirates from Scotland to Ireland,
where being set at liberty he devoted his
time and talents as a missionary to that is-
land. He regarded the recorded visit of St.
Patrick to Rome to be made a bishop as con-
founded with Palladius, known as Patrick,
who had gone on a mission of that nature.
The lecture dwelt on the Druidic life at that
time existent in Ireland and of the labors of
the saint to introduce christianity. The
history of Ireland from that time to the
present was detailed, and the lecturer said
in conclusion that Ireland though borne
down by oppression, to a state of abjective,
servility, exhausted and decemated by re-
peated wars and famines, and reduced to a
pitiable degree of ignorance, the memory of
Irish virtues, religion and honor had never
forsaken them, but ever burned brightly as
a beacon light, encouraging and keeping
alive the flickering gleam of hope that in
coming time from high civilization, she may
receive that dower of self rule that all in-
tellectual nations enjoy. Down the dim
vistas of the mournful past yet faintly se-
echo the eloquent appeals of Curran, Grat-
tan, O’Connell and Parnell, whose immortal
fire, like the words of the holy man perish
not with the prophet but survive them.
From the tribunal of the enlightened pres-
ent shall go forth the decree that although
confirmed she shall be consecrated with
freedom, that though galled with oppression
she shall yet enjoy the inspiration of lib-
erty, and in the -horizon of the future we
already behold the return of Erin’s time
honored rights and affections, when he who
sows shall reap and the sting of hunger and
want shall be unknown, and when history
shall record in her shrine that even the
sternness of monarchies cannot forever re-
sist the scornful reproach of injustice.

It was allowed to have been the best plat-
form effort made here for many years and
the Doctor has made many friends in con-
sequence.

THE SAPPHIRE OF THE SGUTH.

CONTINUED.

CHAPTER XIX.

To the same astute and unchanging race,
whose relentless code of jurisprudence
demanded ‘an eye for an eye, a tooth for
a tooth, a life for a life} we owe the in-
structive picture of cautious inquiry, of
tender solicitude for the inviolability of
human life, that glows in immortal lustre
on the pages of the ‘Mechilta’ of the Tal-
mud. In the trial of a Hebrew criminal,
there were ‘Lactees, consisting of two
men, one of whom stood at the door of
the court, with a red flag in his hand, and
the other sat on a white horse at some dis-
tance on the road to execution. Each of
these men cried aloud continually the
name of the suspected criminal, of the
witness, and his crime; and vehemently
called upon any person who knew any-
thing in his favor to come forward and
testify. Have we, supercilious braggarts
~of this age of progress, attained the pru-
dential wisdom of Sanhedrim ?

“The state pays an officer to sift, probe,
collect and array the evidences of crime,
with which the criminal isstoned to death;
does it likewise commission and compens-
ate an equally painstaking, lynx-eyed
official whose sole duty is to hunt and
proclaim proofs of the innocence of the ac-
cused? The great body of the common-
wealth is committed in revengeful zeal to
prosecution ; upon whom devolves the
doubly sacred and imperative duty of de-
fence? Are you not here to give judg-
ment in a cause based on the indictment
by a secret tribunal, where ex parte testi-
mony was alone received, and the voice
of the defence could not be heard? The
law refers that the keen instinct of self-
preservation will force the accused to se-
cure the strongest possible legal defenders;
and tailing in this, the law perfunctorily
assigns counsel to present testimony in
defence. Do the scales balance ?

“ Imagine a race for heavy stakes; the
judges tap the bell, three or four superb
thoroughbreds carefully trained on that
track, laboriously groomed, waiting for the
signal, spring forward ; and when the first
quarter is reached, a belated fifth, handi-
capped with the knowledge that he has
made a desperately bad start, bounds after
them. If by hint of some superhuman
grace vouchsafed, some latent strain, some
most unexpected speed, he nears, over-
takes, runs neck and neck, slowly gains,
passes all four and dashes breathless and
quivering under thestring, a whole length
ahead, the world of spectators shouts, the
judges smile, and number five wins the
stakes. But was the race fair ?

“Is not justice, the beloved goddess of
our idolatry, sometimes so blinded by
clouds of argument, and confused by
clamor, that she failsindeed to see the dip
of the beam? If the accused be guilty
and escape conviction, he still lives; and
while it is provided that no one can be
twice put in jeopardy of his life for the
same offence, vicious tendencies impel to
renewal of crime, and Nemesis, the re-
triever of justice, may yet hunt him down.
If the accused be innocent as the arch-
angels, but sufferconviction and execution,
what expiation can justice offer for judi-
cially slaughtering him? Are the chances
even ?

“ All along the dim vista of the annals
of criminal jurisprudence, stand grim
memorials that mark the substitution of
innocent victims for guilty criminals ; and
they are solemn sign posts of warning,
melancholy as the whitened bones of per-
ished caravans in desert sands. History re-
lates, and tradition embalms, a sad incident
of the era of the council of ten, when an in-
nocent boy was seized, tried and executed
for the murder of a nobleman, whose real
assassin confessed the crime many years
subsequent. In commemoration of the
public horror manifested, when the truth
was published, Venice decreed that hence-
forth a crier should proclaim in the tri-
bunal just before a death sentence was
pronounced, ‘Ricordatevi del povero Mar-
colini! remember the poor Marcolini’;
beware of merely circumstantial evidence.

“To another instance I invite your at-
tention. A devoted Scotch father finding
that his only child had contracted an un-
fortunate attachment to a man of notori-
ously bad character, interdicted all com-
munication, and locked his daughter into
a tenement room ; the adjoining apartment
(with only a thin partition wall between)
being occupied by a neighbor, who over-
heard the angry altercation that ensued.
He recognized the voices of father and
daughter, and the words ‘barbarity,’
‘cruelty,’” ‘death,” were repeatedly heard.
The father at last left the room, locking
his child in as a prisoner. After a time,
strange noises were heard by the tenant of
the adjoining chamber; suspicion was
aroused, a bailiff was summoned, the door
forced open, and there lay the dying girl
weltering in blood, with the fatal knife
lying near. She was asked if her father
had caused her sad condition, and she
made an affirmative gesture and expired.
At that moment the father returned, and
stood stupefied with horror, which was
interpreted as a consciousness of guilt;
and this was corroborated by the fact that
his shirt sleeve was sprinkled with blood.
In vain he asserted his -innocence, and
showed that the blood stains were the

result of a bandage having become untied
where he had bled himselfa few days be-
fore. The words and groans overheard,
the blood, the affirmation of the dying
woman, every damniug circumstance con-
strained the jury to convict him of the
murder. He was hung in chains, and his
body left swinging from the gibbet. The
new tenant, who subsequently rented the

room, was ransacking the chamber in
which the girl died, when, in a cavity of
the chimney, where it had fallen unno-
ticed, was found a paper written by this
girl, declaring her intention to commit
suicide, and closing with the words: ‘My
inhuman father is the cause of my death’;
thus explaining her Jying gestures. On
examination of this document by the
friends and relatives of the girl, it was re-
cognized and identified as her handwrit-
ing; and it established the fact that the
father had died innocent of every crime,
except that of trying to save his child from
a degrading marriage.

“Now, mark the prompt and satisfactory
reparation decreed by justice, and carried
out by the officers of the law. The
shrivelled, dishonored body was lowered
from the gibbet, given to his relatives for
decent burial, and the magistrates who
sentenced him ordered a flag waved over
his grave, as compensation for all his
wrongs.

“Gentlemen of the jury: to save you
from the commission of a wrong even
more cruel, I come to-day to set before you
clearly the facts, elicited from witnesses
which the honorable and able counsel for
the prosecution declined to cross-examine.
An able expounder of the law of evidence
has warned us that: ‘The force of cir-
cumstantial evidence being exclusive in
its nature, and the mere coincidence of
the hypothesis with the circumstances,
being, in the abstract, insufficient, unless
they exclude every other supposition, it is
essential to inquire, with the most scrupu-
lous attention, what other hypothesis
there may be, agreeing wholly or partially
with the facts in evidence.’

“ A man of very marked appearance was
seen running toward the railroad, on the
night of the twenty-sixth, evidently goad-
ed by some unusual necessity to leave the
neighborhood of X——, before the arrival
of the passenger express. It is proved
that he passed the station exactly at the
time the prisoner deposed he heard the
voice, and the half of the envelope that
enclosed the missing will was found at the
spot where the same person wasseen only
a few moments later. Four days after-
ward, this man entered a small station in
Pennsylvania, paid for a railroad ticket,
with a coin identical in value and appear-
ance with those stolen from the tin box,
and as if foreordained to publish the steps
he was striving to eftace, accidentally left
behind him the trumpet-tongued frag-
ment of envelope, that exactly fitted into
the torn strip dropped at the bridge. The
most exhaustive and diligent search shows
that stranger was seen by no one else in
X——; that he came as a thief in the
night, provided with chloroform to drug
his intended victim, and having been de-
tected in the act of burglariously abstract-
ing the contents of the tin box, fought
with, and killed the venerable old man
whom he had robbed.

“ Under cover of storm and darkness he
escaped with his plunder to some point
north of X——, where doubtless he board-
ed (unperceived) the freight train, and
at some convenient point slipped into a
wooded country, and made his way to
Pennsylvania. Why were valuable bonds
untouched? Because they might aid in
betraying him. What conceivable inter-
est had he in the destruction of Gen’l
Darrington’s will? Itis in evidence, that
the lamp was burning, and the contents of
that envelope could have possessed no
value for a man ignorant of the provisions
of the will ; and the superscription it was
impossible to misread. Suppose that this
mysterious person was fully cognizant of
the family secrets of the Darringtons?
Suppose that he knew that Mrs. Brentano
and her daughter would inherit a large
fortune if Gen’l Darrington died intestate ?
If he had wooed and won the heart of the
daughter, and believed that her rights had
been sacrificed to promote the aggrandize-
ment of an alien, the adopted step-son
Prince, had not such a man, the accepted
lover of the daughter, a personal interest
in the provisions of a will which disin-
herited Mrs. Brentano and her child?
Have you not now motive, means, and op-
portunity, and links of evidence that point
to this man as the real agent, the guilty
author of the awful crime we are all
leagued in solemn, legal covenant to pun-
ish? Suppose that fully aware of the
prisoner’s mission to X——, he had secret-

ly followed, and supplemented her after- |

noon visit by the fatal interview of the
night? Doubtless he had intended escort-
ing her home, but when the frightful
tragedy was completed, the curse of Cain
drove him, in terror, to instant fight ; and
he sought safety in western wilds, leaving
his innocent and hapless betrothed to bear
the penalty of his crime. The handker-
chief used to administer chloroform bore
her initials; was doubtless a souvenir
given in days gone by to that unworthy
miscreant, as a token ‘of affection, by the
trusting woman he deserted in the hour
of peril. In this solution of an awful
emigma, i there an undue strain upon
credulity? is there any antagonism of
facts, which the torn envelope, the pipe,
the twenty-dollar gold piece seen in Penn-
sylvania, do not reconcile ?

“ A justly celebrated writer on the law
of evidence has wisely said : ¢ In criminal
cases, the statement made by the accused
is of essential importance in some points
of view. Such is the complexity of human
affairs, and so infinite the combinations of
circumstances, that the true hypothesis
which is capable of explaining and reunit-
ing all the apparently conflicting circum-
stances of the case, may escape the acutest
penetration ; but the prisoner, so far ashe
alone is concerned, can always afford a
clue to them ; and though he may be un-
able to support his statement by evidence,
his account of the transaction is, for this
purpose, always most material and import-
ant. The effect may be to suggest a view,
which consists with the innocence of the
accused, and might otherwise have es-
caped obgervation.”

“During the preliminary examination
of this prisoner in October, she inadvert-
ently furnished this clue, when, in explain-
ing her absence from the station house,
she stated that, suddenly awakened from
sleep, ‘she heard the voice of one she
knew and loved,” and ran out to seek the
speaker. Twice she has repeated the con-
versation she heard, and every word is
corroborated by the witness who saw and
talked with the owner of that ‘beloved
voice” When asked to give the name of
that man, whom she expected to find in
the street, she falters, refuses; love seals
her lips; and the fact that she will die
sooner than yield that which must bring
him to summary justice, is alone sufficient
to fix the guilt upon the real culprit.

“There is a rule in the criminal juris-
prudence, that ‘presumptive evidence
ought never to be relied on, when direct
testimony is wilfully withheld.” She
shudders at sight of the handkerchief.
Did she not give it to him, in some happy
hour, as a tender Ricordo? When the
pipe which he lost in his precipitate flight
is held up to the jury, she recognizes it
instantly as her lover’s property, and
shivers with horror at the danger of his
detection and apprehension. Does not
this array of accusing circumestances de-
mand as careful consideration as the chain
held up to your scrutiny -by the prosecu-
tion? In the latter thereis an important
link missing, which the theory of the de-
fence supplies. When the prisoner was
arrested and searched, there was found in
her possession only tLc exact amount of
money, which it is in evidence that she

came south to obtain, and which she has

golemnly . affirmed was given to her by
Gen’l Darrington. We know from memo-
randa found in the rifled box that it con-
tained only a few days previous five hun-
dred dollars ingold. Three twenty dollar
gold coins were discovered on the carpet,
and one in the vault. What became of
the remaining three hundred and twenty-
dollars? With the exception of one hun-
dred dollars found in the basket of the
prisoner, she had only five copper pennies
in her purse when so unexpectedly arrest-
ed, that it was impossible she could have
secreted anything. Three hundred and
twenty dollars disappeared in company
with the will, and, like the torn envelope,
two of those gold coins lifted their accus-
ing faces in Pennsylvania, where the fugi-
tive from righteous retribution paid for
the wings that would transport him be-
yond risk of detection.

“ Botb theories presented for your care-
ful analysis are based entirely upon cir-
cumstantial evidence; and is not the solu-
tion I offer less repugnant to the canons of
credibility, and infinitely less revolting to
every instinct of honorable manhood, than
the horrible hypothesis that a refined,cult-
vated, noble christian woman, a devoted
daughter, irreproachable in antecedent
life, bearing the flery ordeal of the past
four months with a noble heroism that
commands the involuntary admiration of
all who have watched her — that such a
perfect type of beautiful womanhood as
the prisoner presents could deliberately
plan and execute the vile scheme of theft
and murder? Gentlemen, she is guilty of
but one sin against the peace and order of
this community — the sin of withholding
the name of one of whose bloody crime
she is not responsible. Does not her in-
vincible loyalty, her unwavering devotion
to the craven for whom ghe suffers, invest
her with the halo of a martyrdom, that
appeals most powerfully to the noblest
impulses of your nature, that enlists the
warmest, holiest sympathies lying deep
in your manly hearts? Analyse her state-
ment; every utterance bears the stamp of
innocence ; and where she cannot explain
truthfully, she declines to make any ex-
planation. Hers is the sin of silence, the
grievous evasion of justice by non-respon-
gion, whereby the danger she will not
avert by confession recoils upon her in-
nocent head. Bravely she took on her
reluctant shoulders the galling burden of
parental command, and, stifling her
proud repugnance,goes obediently — afair
young stranger—to Elm Bluff. Receiving
as a loan the money she came to beg for,
she hurries away to fulfil another solemn-
ly imposed injunction.

“ Gentlemen, is there any spot out yon-
der in God’s acre where violets, blue as
the eyes that smiled upon you, now shed
their fragrance above the sacred dust of
your dead darlings, and the thought of
which melts your hearts and dims your
vision? Look at this mournful, touching
witness, which comes from that holy ceme-
tery to whisper to your souls, that the
hands of the prisoner are as pure as those
of your idols, folded under the sod. Only
a little bunch of withered brown flowers,
tied with a faded blue ribbon, that a poor
girl bought with her hard-earned pennies,
and carried to a sick mother, to brighten
a dreary attic; only a dead nosegay, which
that mother requested should be laid as a
penitential tribute on the tomb of the
mother whom she had disobeyed; and
this faithful young heart made the pil-
grimage, and left the offering —and in
subsequence thereof missed the train that
would have carried her safely back to her
mother and to peace. On the morning
after the preliminary examination I went
to the cemetery, and found the fatal
flowers, just where she had placed them,
on the great marble cross that covers the
tomb of ‘ Helena Tracey — wife of the
Duke Darrington.’

“Your husbands and fathers, who trust
your names, your honor, the peace of your
hearts —almost the salvation of your
souls — to the women you love ; staking
the dearest interest of humanity, the
sanctity of that heaven on earth — your
stainless homes — upon the fidelity of wo-
manhood ; can you doubt for one instant
that the prisoner will accept death rather
than betray the man she loves? No hu-
man plummet has sounded the depth of
a woman’s faithful, patient endurance;
and only the wings of an archangel can
transcend that pinnacle to which the sub-
lime principle of self-sacrifice exalts a
woman’s soul.

“In a quaint old city on the banks of
the Pegnitz, history records an instance of
feminine self-abnegation more enduring
than monuments of brass. The law had
decreed a certain division for the main-
tenance of orphans; and- two women in
dire distress, seeing no possible avenue of
help, accused themselves falsely of a capi-
tal crime, and were executed; thereby
securing a support for the children they
orphaned.

“ As a tireless and vigilant prosecutor of
the real criminal, the Cain-branded man
now wandering in some western wilds, I
charge the prisoner with only one sin —
suicidal silence ; and I commend her to
your most tender passion, believing that
in. every detail and minutize she has
spoken the truth, and that she is as inno-
cent of the charge in the indictment as
you or I. Remember that you have only
presumptive proof to guide you in this
solemn deliberation, and in the absence of
direct proof, do not be deluded by a glit-
tering sophistry, which will soon attempt
to persuade you that ‘A presumption
which necessarily arises from -circum-
stances is very often more convincing and
more satisfactory than any other kind of
evidence ; it is not within the reach and
compass of human abilities to invent a
train of circumstances which shall be so
connected together as toamount to a proof
of guilt, without affording opportunities
of contradicting a great part, if not all, of
these circumstances.’

“ Believe it not; circumstantial evi-
dence has caused as much innocent blood
to flow as the cimeter of Jenghiz Khan.
The counsel for the prosecution will tell
you that every fact in this melancholy
case stabs the prisoner, and that facts can-
not lie. Abstractly and logically consid-
ered, facts certainly do not lie; but let us
see whether the inferences deduced from
what we believe to be facts, do not some-
times eclipse Ananias and Sapphira! Not
long ago, the public heart thrilled with
horror at the tidings of the Ashtabula
railway castastrophe, in which a train of
cars plunged through a bridge, took fire,
and a number of passengers were con-
sumed—charred beyond recognition. Soon
afterward, a poor woman, mother and two
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children, commenced suit against the rail”
way company, alleging that her “husband
had perished in that disaster. The evi-
dence adduced was only of a circumstan-
tial nature, as the body, which had been
destroyed by flames, could not be found.
Searching in the debris at the final spot,
she had found a bunch of keys that she
positively recognized as belonging to her
husband, and in his possession when he
died. One key fitted the lock in her house,
and a mechanic was ready to swear that
he had made such a key for the deceased.
Another key fitted a chest she owned, and
still another fitted the door of her house;
while, strongest of all proof, she found a
piece of cloth which she identified as part
of her husband’s coat. A physician who
knew her husband testified that he rode
as far as Buffalo on the same train with
the deceased on the fatal day of the dis-
aster ; and another witness deposed that
he saw the deceased take the train at Buf-
falo, that went down to ruin at Ashtabula.
Certainly the chain of circumstantial evi-
dence, from veracious facts, seemed com-
plete; but lo! during the investigation it
was ascertained beyond doubt, to the great
joy of the wife, that the husband had
never been near Ashtabula, and was safe
and well at a Pension Home in a western
state.

“A fate of a very noble and innocent
woman is now committed to your hands,
and only presumptive proof is laid before
you. ‘The circumstance is always a fact ;
the presumption is the reference drawn
from that fact. It is hence called pre-
sumptive proof, because it proceeds mere-
ly in opinion.” Suffer no brilliant sophistry
to dazzle your judgment, no remnant of
prejudice to swerve you from the path of
fidelity to your oath. To your calm rea-
soning, your generous, manly hearts, your
christian conscience, resign the desolate
prisoner; and as you deal with her, so
may the God above us, the just and holy
God, who has numbered the hairs of her
innocent head, deal here and hereafter
with you and yours.”

That magnetic influence, whereby the
emotions of an audience are swayed, as
the tides that follow the moon, was in
large measure the heritage of the hand-
some man who held the eyes of the jury-
men in an almost unwinking gaze; and
when his uplifted arm slowly fell to his
side, Judge Dent grasped it in mute con-
gratulation, and Mr. Churchill took his
hand and shook it warmly.

Mr. Wolverton came forward to sum up
the evidence for the prosecution, and
laboriously recapitulated and dwelt upon
the mass of facts, which he claimed was
susceptible of but one interpretation, and
must compel the jury to convict, in accord-
ance with the indictment.

Upon the ears of the prisoner his words
fell as a harsh, meaningless murmur ;
and above the insistent mutter rose and
fell the waves of a rich, resonant voics,
that surrounded, penetrated, electrified
her brain, thrilled her whole being with
a strange and inexplicable sensation of
happiness. For months she had fought
against the singular fascination that dwelt
in those brilliant blue eyes, and lurked in
every line of the swart, stern face ; hold-
ing at bay the magnetic attraction which
he exerted from the hour of the prelim-
inary examination. Of all men, she had
feared him most, had shrunk from every
opportunity of contact, bad execrated him
as the malign personification, the veri-
table incarnation of the evil destiny thag
had hounded her from the day she first
saw X—

Listening to his appeal for her deliver-
ance, each word throbbing with the fer-
vent beat ofa heart that she knew was all
her own, an exquisite sense of rest gradu-
ally stole over her; as a long-suffering
child, spent with pain, sinks, soothed at
last, in the enfolding arms of protective
love. That dark, eloquent face drew, held
her gaze with the spell of a loadstone,
and even in the imminence of her jeopardy
she recalled the strange resemblance he
bore to the militant angel she had once
geen in a painting, where he wrestled with
satan for possession of the body of Moses.
Disgrace, peril, the gaunt spectre of death
suddenly dissolved, vanished in the glor-
ious burst of rosy light that streamed in-
to all the chill chambers of her heart;
and she bowed her head on her hands,
to hide the crimson that painted her
cheeks.

How long Mr. Wolverton talked she
never knew ; but the lull that succeeded
was next broken by the tones .of Judge
Parkman.

“Beryl Brentano, it is my duty to re-
mind you that this is the last opportunity
the law allows you to speak in your own
vindication. The testimony has all been
presented to those appointed to decide up-
on its value. If there be any final state-
ment that you may desire to offer in gelf-
defence, you must make it now.”

Could the hundreds who watched and
waited ever forget the sight of that superb,
erect figure, that exquisite face, proud as
Hypatia’s, patient as Perpetua’s; or the
sound of that pathetic, unwavering voice?
Mournfully, yet steadily, she raised her
great grey eyes, darkened by the violet
shadows suffering had cast, and looked at
her judges.

“I am guiltless of any and all crime.
I have neither robbed nor murdered ; and
I am neither principal nor accomplice in
the horrible sin imputed to me. I know
nothing ofthe chloroform ; I never touch-
ed the andiron ; I never saw Gen’l Dar-
rington but once. He gave me the gold
and the sapphires, and I am as innocent

| of his death and of the destruction of his

will as the sinless little children who prat-
tle at your firesides, and nestle to sleep in
your arms. My life has been disgraced
and ruined by no act of mine, for I have
kept my hands, my heart, my soul, as pure
and free from crime asthey were when
God gave them to me. Iam the helpless
prey of suspicion, and the guiltless victim
of the law. Oh, my judges! I do not
crave your mercy — that is the despairing
prayer of conscious guilt; I demand at
your hands justice ! ”

The rushing sound as of a coming flood
filled her ears, and her words echoed
vaguely from some immeasurable distant
height. The gaslights seemed whirling
in a Walpurgis maze, as she sat down and
once more veiled her face in her hands.

When she recovered sufficiently to lis-

ten, Mr. Churchill had risen for the closing
speech of the prosecution.
