The meeting last night in the C. L.
B. Armoury was a splendid success,
and is in full accord with the feeling
which prevails in all parts of the Em-
pitre. The call to arms in Ireland had
a miraculous effect in cementing old
time difference there and in driv-
ing into the background all political
animosities in England. 1Is it to be
wondered then that in Newfoundland,
which bas always prided itscif on a
sririt of intense loyalty means to rise
to the occasion and to do her part in
defending herself and the Empire
from the menace of Geérman aggres-
sion? The fight that is now being
waged is a fight for the existence of
the British Empire, and should the
military fist of Germany prevail on
land and should the trident of the
sea pass from British = to German
hands, Newfoundland would be the
one great objective of German inve-
sion on this side of the Atlantie, for
our position is unique geogliaphically
projecting ass we do right in the midst
oi the North Atlantic, and offering h
splendid position for a"coal and naval
station for protection of her com-
merce. To-day Germany is in diffi-
culties on this side of the Atlantic
because. she has no coaling station
and no fortified ports which can be
used as a shelter for the repair of
disabled "ships. "So far the sea ap-
Jpears to be still ours. - After ten days
of war, the British navy is in con-
trol of the sea, and ocean traffic in
the North’ Atlantic appears to be
safe. On the other hamd, the three
German cruisers which were in Mexi-
ean waters seem to be still at large
and any day we may learn that iso-
. lated shipping has suecumbed to
_them; just as from the wreckage oft
the coast of California gives rise to
the belief that two small British
warships were caught by German
cruisers and  sunk beforée they
could get to port where they would
have been harboured, and their offi-
cers and crew transferred to more

~ Were Taxed.

Curious Ways of Raising Money Re-
sorted to by Monarchs.

(From the ‘New York Press.)
In early times it was common for
needy kings to raise money by very
orthodox methods in England. Ed-
ward I. was accustomed to help him-
self to anything of value, and Edward
111, had a disturbing habit of impos-
ing taxes without the consent of Par-

liament. Edward 1V. solicited money
“li_ke a common, or rather a sturdy
beggar.” Richard 1I. imposed a poll

tax which affected both males and fe-
males from 16 years upward. An earl
had to pay £4, as also had the mayor
of London, while a married man had
to pay four pence for himself and his
wife, and a single womian had to pay
just as much. No wonder this tax
led to Wat Tyler's rebellion. Charles
I. was a keen man for money and he
set Parliament at defiance. One of his
most remarkable proclamations or-
dered the nobility and gentry to retire
to their country seats and cease” idl-
ing their time in London, under pen-
alty of a heavy fine,

We grumble nowadays at the taxes
imposed by the various budgets, but
we are freed of the freak taxes that
burdened our forefathers. Beards
were taxed at one time. and Henry
VIII., who wore one himself free of
charge, graded the tax according to
the status of the wearer. The Arch-
bishop of Canterbury had to pay 3
shillings 4 pence-for his face fungus,
and this was the amount fixed by
Elizabeth on every beard of over a
fortnight’s growth. The most odious
tax ever introduced was that of the
birth tax which came into operation
in the year 1695. This tax ranged
from £30 on the birth of a child to
man’s child. Taxes were also im-
posed- on burials and marriages.
William Pitt the younger, who was
the most juvenile premier and chan-
cellor of the exchequer Britain ever
had, came into office at the age of
24, and as he found the public finan-
ces in a desperate state he instituted
some weird taxes. He placed a tax
and a tax on horses. In

of drawing ridicule upon it, a man
named Jonathan Thatcher rode his
cow to and from the Stockport mark-
et.

So recently as 1869 there was a tax
in Englarnd on hair powder, which was
first instituted in 1795. It cost a
guinea a year for a license to display
powdered hair, though a striving par-
ert with two unmarried daughters
could obtain a double license for two
guineas, which allowed all the girls
of the family to powder their polls.
This tax was not so stupid as the
hat tax, which was introduced in the
reign of George III., when money was
badly required to fight the French.
For a year there was a tax on watches
and clocks, and women will be inter- ~
ested to learn that from 1695 to 1706
there was a tax on bachelors. Every
unwedded man over 25 had to pay
into the treasury a shilling a year, °
though in the case of a gentleman
this amount was increased to five
shillings, and in the case of a duke
to £12 10s. This tax brought in
about £1,000 a week, and induced
many men to venture into matrimony.

Specia.l to Evening Telegram,
BRUSSELS, To-Day.-
Though there is a general idea that
a big battle has begun; the only offi-
cial news that came to hand late last
night gave no indication where the
fighting was occurring. It still seems
here the enemy is incliryad to avoid ag-
gression on a large scale.- At Louvain
to northeast of Brussels yesterday for
the first time the prisoners seen here
were young officers with spiked hel-
mets covered with brown Holland
cloth to render them less conspicu-
ous. The Belgians fight at a disad-
vantage as they are compelled to ex-
pose themselves in their ordinary uni-
forms, - some of which, especially those
of the cavalry, are brilliantly colored,
while the Germans of all ranks wear
grey field uniform, which easily melts

into greys and browns of the roads
and stubble.fields.. The:Belgian .au-
thorities are preserving well the se-
cret opinions of the military, A mem-
ber of the Chamber of Deputies said
yesterday even he and his colleagues
were ignorant of such matters. King
Albert passed through Louvain yes-
terday in travel stained automobile,
dressed in General’s uniform, and al-
most escaped recognition with an es-
cort. Harrowing stories continue to
be told of allegeq German brutalities.
They are accused of burning and pil-
laging villages and shooting villagers
without provocation. It is alleged
that whenever a German cavalry en-
ters a town it makes first for the
Municipal 'Treasury and then the
banks, taking whatever cash they can
find.

LONDON, To-day.
The Admiralty and War Office In-
formation Bureau issues a statement

that an engagement is in progress
northwest of Hasselt in the Province
of Limburg, between a Belgian caval-
ry division supported by a brigade of
infantry, and the German second cav-
alry division, 25,000 strong, support-
ed by a battalion of infantry and
twelve pieces of artillery. The Ger-
man fourth division is reported mov-

ing towards Jodigne Brabant, Prov-
ince of = Belgium. German infantry
are known to be on the left bank of
the Meuse except the above mention-
ed batalion. The Germans are en-
trenching at Vise; the forts are hold-
ing out. The Germans are construct-
ing batteries north of Liege, prepara-
tory to a siege. Heavy guns have al-
ready been heard. The Germans are
constructing a railroad between Vise
and Homburg parallel with the fron-
tier of Dutch Limburg, and they are
also entrenching themselves in Liege.
