GERMAN CASUALTIES.
PARIS, April 24..
Heavy losses already have been in-
flicted upon the Germans in the
fighting - about Ypres. Despatches
from points south of the battlefront
state that fighting continues over a
front of about eleven miles, but that
the German-attacks seem to be weak-
ening under the fire of the artillery
massed against them, and that they
are being forced back. Messages
from St. Omar estimate the German
casualties at more than 9,000 in the
acks that resulted in their forc-
a passage of the Ypres canal. The
hamlet of Poelcapelle, which was oc-
cupied by advance guards of. the
Germans in their first plunge for-
ward, has been recaptured by Brit-
ish iroops. The Germans finally
were -driven out early this morning,
after they had fought hand to hand
with the British soldiers for five
hours.

FRENCH WAR OFFICE REPORT.

PARIS, April 25.
The War Office statement this ai-
follows: In Belgium our
counter-atftacks continued success-
fully in close co-operation with our
Allies. The Germans, who attacked
us with two army corps, continued
to employ asphyxiating gases. Dur-
ing the day some of their projectiles
1ich -did not explode, were found
to contain a large quantity of these
gases. We have made sensible pro-
sress towards the north, on the right
bank of the Yser canal. The British
notwithstanding the violent
attacks of the Germans, of which we
spoke last night, have, on our right,
1tained all their positions; and
in Arganne we tookK a German
trench, ,faptured 2 machine guns, and
made’? some prisoners. The action
was a local one, although it was of
a most violent character.

On the heights on Memie, at Co-
lonne trench, the Germans made an
attack with an entire division on a
front of one kilometre, about two-
thirds of a mile. At first they com-
pelled our first line to give way, but
we quickly regained this position by
a ceunter-attack.

Unhappily their casualties were very
heavy, but all around the Empire will
re-echo the praise of the War Office
for their conduct.

OTTAWA, April 24.

News of the glorious and success-
ful charge of the Canadians in the
great battle north of Ypres, reached
the Government on Saturday, and
was communicated to Sir Robert Bor-
den at his residence, where he is still
confined by illness.

TRY TO BREAK ALLIES’ LINE.
LONDON, April 24.

The German rush in Flanders and
Woevre, where they claim to have
had considerable successes, are be-
lieved to be the forerunners of an-
other big effort to break through the
Allies’ lines in the west. For many
days Belgium has been sealed from
the observation of neutrals, while re-
inforcements from Germany are be-
ing moved south to take part in the
new offensive, which they hope is to
carry them to Calais and possibly to
break the resistance of the Allies.
The attack in Flanders, originally
levelled against the French, has been
transferred to the British lines held
by the Canadians on the immediate
right of the French, where for two
days the men from the Dominion
have been engaged in deadly contest
with the Germans. The latter state
in their official report, that they have
made further progress toward Ypres,
and that the British counter-attacks
have been repulsed. The French ac-
count, on the other hand, declares
that the Allies’ counter-attacks con-
tinue with success, that the British
hold all their positions, anl repeats
the charge that the Germang are us-
ing bombs containing asphyxiating
gases. The German attacks in Woe-
vre, or in the Meuse hills, directed
against French positions southwest
of Combres, according to the Berlin
statement, resulted in the French
suffering heavy defeat. Paris, how-
ever, says that in the counter-attacks
the Germans were completely driven
out by the French first 1line, which
they had pushed back.

These offensive movements by the
Germans have been made possible by
the state of the ground, on the East-
ern front,, where operations have
been virtually impossible until spring
floods have subsided. Taking advan-
tage of these conditions, the German
General Staff have transferred large
numbers of troops to the West, in or-

shows they are not content to rely on
a passive policy.

It is believed that half a million
new German troops -havg reached
Flanders, and that more guns and
material are to be used 'than were
provided for the original attempts to
destroy the Allied Armies in the
west, attempts which met with fail-
ure both in August and October.

In the meantime the Eastern front
is enjoying a period of comparative
calm, except in the mid-Carpathians,
where the Russians continue to at-
tack the Austrians at Uzsok Pass, and
to the eastward, where the Austrians
and Germans are trying to.crush the
Russian flank. Both sides report suc-
cess.

The operations in the Dardanelles
are apparently still confined to the
bombardment of the Turkish en-
trenchments, while preparations are
being made for the landing of the
Allied forces, part of which is al-
ready on Turkish territory at Enos
and other points.

The Wilson
Contract.

The debate on the contract of the
Newfoundland Products Company,
Limited, and on the Resolutions
meant to confirm it and make it ef-
fective, will be taken up in the House
of Assembly. Meantime, the mem-
bers are endeavoring to gather what
information they can about the.pro-
position in order to discuss it and
deliberate upon it intelligently.

Among the imporfant sections of
the Indenture are the following:—

NOW - THIS INDENTURE WIT-
NESSETH as follows:

1 (a) The Government hereby de-
mises for a term of ninety-nine years
from the date of this agreement to
the Company (so far as the Govern-
ment can consistently with any
grants, leases or licenses heretofore
made and actually subsisting demise
the same) the water power or pow-
ers in and upon the Humber River
and in and upon Junction Brook, and
for the purpose of its works and op-
erations the Company shall have the
right to divert, stop or dam up any
stream, lake or water course within
the drainage area of the Humber

River and to make, construct or |
maintain any dam, water course, cul- |

verts, drains and reservoirs in said
area for any of its said works or op-
erations.

1 (b) And it is agreed that if at any
time during the currency of this
agreement and within a period of
twenty-one years from the date here-
of the Company shall validly acquire
or become legally and properly en-
titled to any water power or water
powers in this Colony or its Depend-
encies within a distance of forty
miles of the Company’s factories or
power houses at the mouth of the
Humber River.

1 (¢) Or within the drainage area
on the East Coast of Newfoundland
comprised within the following lim-
its: ALL THAT area of land on the
East Coast of the Island of New-
foundland between Hall’'s Bay and
the Gander River inclusive, and
bounded as follows: Commencing at

Rev. Dr. Jones.

Yesterday large congregations at-
tended the services at St. Thomas’s
Church, at which the new Rector,
Rev. Edgar Jones, B.A.,, B.D,, Ph. D,
was installed. The Rector took part
in the morning service at which he

read the lessons, while Revs. A.
Clayton and W. E. Cracknell offered
the prayers.

When announcing the services for
the coimng week Dr. Jones said that
it was not without some feeling of
trepidation that he made his first ap-
pearance before the congregation as
their Rector, and asked their prayers
iand help in the work he was called
upon to take up. He then preached a
very forcible sermon from the text:
“If a man die shall he live agan,” Job
14-14.

The question was dealt with most
interestingly from the racial, institu-
tial, national and political stand-
points. During the course of his re-
marks the rey. preacher made a
pleasing reference to the old Union
Jack around which so many of our
own kith and kin are now rallying.
The sermon was a most timely one
and delivered in eloquent language
showing that the new rector is a pul-
pit orator of more than ordinary

ability.
THE INDUCTION.

At 6.30 p.m., the Indiction Service
began, being choral and after the
Anthem, the newly-appointed Rector,
supported by the Church Wardens,
standing at the Chancel steps, was
inducted by the Rev. Canon Colley,
Rural Dean of Avalon, in the pre-
scribed form. After Canon White
read the Bishop’s License and ap-
pointment, the Rector made the de-
claration and subscribed to the
Canons and was escorted to his place
within the Communion rails. Fol-
lowing the induction Rev. Canon
Smith extended the Lord Bishop’s
congratulations to the Parish and
new Rector. Continuing,. he spoke
eulogistically of and expressed his
best wishes to Rev. Dr. Jones and
gave an able and inspiring address
on St. Thomas’s Church from a his-
i toric standpoint, pointing out that the
first Church of England clergyman
ordained in Newfoundland was the
late Rev. Thomas M. Wood, who was

' also the first Rector of St. Thomas’s.

Rev. Canon White, Rector of the
Cathedral, then delivered an eloquent
and impressive sermon to the large
congregation from the words Acts 26-
19: “Whereupon, O King, Agrippa, I
am not disobedient unto the Heavenly
vision.” The secret of St. Paul's
success was that he had caught the
vision that he had seen Christ and in
this lay the success of Christian life.
He referred to the new Rector whom
he had known for many years and
watched his career closely and felt
that his presence here was for the
general good and well being of the
Parish. The new Rector, he thought,
would reap fruit seed sown' by pre-
decessors and would sow that from
which others might, but people and
pastor were exhorted to seek the
Heavenly vision and be obedient to
it at all times.

Memorial Service.

A large congregation assembled in
George St. Church on Sunday -evening
to express their appreciation of the
life, character and friendship of the
late Hon. John B. Ayre.

The service was conducted by Rev.
N. M. Guy, pastor of the Church, as-
sisted by Rev. Dr. Fenwick and Rev.
dr. Curtis.

The Rev. Dr. Cowperthwaite, an ex-
Pastor, and who for twenty-five years
was intimately connected with the de-
ceased, delivered the oration, in
which he paid a loving tribute to the
memory of the departed. Beginning
his remarks, Dr. Cowperthwaite
said:— -

“The good man whose loss we
mourn to-day was endowed with gifts
and graces beyond the ordinary. As
a citizen he was a friend and coun-
selor; as a member of the Church of
his choice he was a pillar, and a fel-
low helper, and in the closer and
personal relationships of -life, his
warm, tender affection will be a pre-
cious memory to kindred and person-
al friends.”

The crisis we call death, which
comes alike to all, came to him near
the eventide when “The day is done,
aud the dark falls from the wings of
night,” but “the Light which never
shone on sea or shore” was here to
fling its radiance on the opening por-
tals of the life celestial, and the gen-
ial, warm-hearted friend of all, and
enemy of none, has passed through.

The change we call death came to
him in an unexpected moment, as it
has come to many who sleep in un-
known graves on some battlefield, or
who lie in some silent cavern of the
ocean till the sea shall give up its
dead, but it came by slow and steady
changes and with many heralds of its
event. But come it has, and all that
was mortal of this citizen, friend and
brother lies in the silence of the sep-
ulchre, awaiting the voice of the
Archangel and the trump of God.”

Dr. Cowperthwaite very touchingly
spoke of the many reminiscences
which he cherished of the departed,
and which were connected with his
| pastorate of George Street Church.

“Those who in other days used to lis-
ten to the strains of the old organ as
manipulated by him could never for-
get his interpretation of the spirit of
some of the grand old hymns of the
Chuzzh.” A friend who used to sit
near him has said, “that he has often
seen his leader’'s eyes suffused with
tears as he accompanied the choir on
the organ in the rendering of the
anthem which he so much loved.”
What are these which are arrayed in
white robes and whence came they?
And now the man with the music in
his soul, who for many years led the
Praises of God in the Sanctuary, has
joined the choir invisible in the
white-robed throng around the
throne.

Dr. Cowperthwaite referred to him
as the “good Samaritan,” remarking
that- “there is scarcely an outport in
this Colony but has felt in some way
the influence of his kindly spirit, or
the touch of his benevolent hand.”
He bore witness to the unconscious
influence of a quiet, unostentatious
and manly life, the catholicity of his
sympathies and his gifts; and the
kind smile and genial greeting by
which he endeared himself to the
hearts of all. ;

“And so,” concluded the speaker,
“this memorial service is not in the
nature of a long farewell to the
good man who personally has ceased
to work and live amongst us. His
bodily presence will no more be seen
on our streets, or in the assembly of
those who worship in this House of
God, but he still lives and loves and
worships. ' He stands where his
great forerunner stands, and me-
thinks if his spirit is permitted to
look down upon earthly sons, his
gaze will sometimes be directed to this
House he loved so much, and in
which his spirit anticipated the end-
less Sabbath of unbroken praise and
work and service.”

The choir rendered very impres-
sively the two favourite anthems of

the deceased: — ‘“What are these
which are arrayed in white robes
and whence came they,” and “Vital

spark.” The solemnity of the ser-
vice must have touched every heart,
and conveyed to all a vision of the
unseen and the eternal.—Com.
