net BEST1TS OF BRITISH OF- 
FENSIVE.

PARIS, Aug. 1.
The net results of the British offen­

sive on the River Somme from the 1st 
to the 15th of July, is stated officially 
to-day. The whole of the first Ger­
man position between Ovlllers and 
Montauban, and the greater part of 
the second German position fell into 
British hands. Seven villages were 
retaken and 12,000 officers and men 
made prisoners. Military material 
captured included 35 field guns, naval 
gun, anti-aircraft gun, several large 
howitzers, an enormous quantity of 
machine guns, trench cannon and mu­
nitions; 21 enemy aeroplanes were 
brought down beyond question ; a doz­
en were seen falling head downwards 
to Jhe earth. The- German losses in 
men, the statement says must have 
been serious. The Germans have to 
call numerous reserves, and have 
brought to the Somme front within 
the period treated of, 12 divisions, 
which were reposing or in other sec­
tions. The average loss, correctly es­
timated, is about one division daily.

LONDON BUDGET.
LONDON, Aug. 1.

The second anniversary of Ger­
many’s declaration of war against 
Russia finds the relative position» of 
the belligerents very different from 
those of the first anniversary. The 
Entente Allies are now pursuing a 
successful offensive on all fronts, and 
the Central Powers are virtually 
everywhere on the defensive.

Emperor William celebrated the oc­
casion by the issue of proclamations 
to his army, navy and people, which 
breathed a spirit of continued con­
fidence of ultimate victory for Ger­
many.

Operations on the eastern front con­
tinue to surpass those of the west iu 
dramatic interest. Military critics ex­
press great admiration for Russian 
tactics, one important object of which 
iu their opinion has been to isolate 
the Austrians from the German ar­
mies on the Russian front This, it is 
now claimed, has been virtually ac­
complished by the Russians driving 
a wedge into the Austro-Gcrman posi­
tion along the front from Kovel to 
Vaiadimir Volynski. The view here 
is that if the Russians have thus ac­
complished the severance of the Ger­
mans from the Austrians, the most 
decisive result of the whole of the 
Russian General Brussiloff’s strategy 
will have been obtained, it being ar­
gued by military observers that with­
out German support the Austrian ar­
mies will become demoralized and col­
lapse. They say the Austrian forces 
betwen the Lipa and Dneister rivers 
are doomed. There has been no con­
firmation of the reports received from 
Rome that Kovel and Vladimir Voly­
nski have been evacuated, but Rome 
is usually well informed on Russian 
news. A correspondent with the Rus­
sian forces has reported that the 
reads towards Kovel are black with 
the retreating enemy. Exactly where 
General Brussiloff’s next blow will 
fall is not known. The Russians are 
virtually within the same distance 
from both Kovel and Vladimir Voly­
nski and also are pressing towards 
Lemberg.

Since Sunday’s combined advance 
on the Somme line by the British and 
French, the situation there has been 
comparatively quiet.

LONDON, Aug. 2.

Their attacks on the 
Italian lines at Monte Cimole were 
repulsed with extremely heavy losses 
for the attacking forces. An Italian 
aerial squadron dropped four tons of 
high explosives on the Whitehead 
torpedo and submarine works of West 
Fiume yesterday, seriously damaging 
the plant.

VICTIMS OF CASEMENT.
LONDON, Aug 2.

Baron Newton, Under Secretary for 
oreign Affairs, replying to a question 
in the Lords to-day, as to whether the 
Government had any information con­
cerning the shooting of two Irish sol­
diers while prisoners of war in Ger­
many, said that the American Em­
bassy in Berlin had notified the Gov­
ernment on July 7th that Patrick 
Moran, of the Connaught Rangers, 
had been shot by a guard in the work­
ing camp, near Limburg, on May 28th. 
The Commandant of the camp told the 
American representative that Moran, 
while intoxicated, had attacked the 
guard who shot him dead in self, de-
^On July 10th tlie American Embassy 
informed the Government that another 
Irish prisoner, William Devlin, of the 
Munster Fusiliers, had been shot at 
Limburg working camp. • When Am­
bassador Gerard visited the camp in 
connection with the death of Moran, 
the shooting of Devlin was concealed. 
An important note, according to our 
information, is that both soldiers re­
fused to join with Roger Casement 
in his proposed expedition against 
Ireland.

THE DEUTSCHLAND ON THE MOVE 
NORFOLK, Va., Aug. 2. •

Radio messages received here late 
to-day said that the German submar­
ine Deutschland was off New Point 
Comfort, near the entrance to Moby- 
ack Bay, fully 45 miles from Cape 
Henry. This would mean a four 
hours’ run to Cape Henry, in the event 
of Capt. Koenig deciding to make a 
dash to sea to-night.

ASQUITH IN THE COMMONS.
' LONDON, Aug. 2.

Premier Asquith, opening the dis­
cussion in the Commons on the reso­
lution of the Paris Economic Confer­
ence, said that the British Govern­
ment entered the Conference with two 
objects in view. The first was to 
convince the Central Powers that the 
Entente Allies, whatever their views 
of economic policy, were resolved to 
wage war in complete unity of deter­
mination, in economic as in military 
spheres. The second was to make 
preparation for the period following 
the declaration of peace. In view of 
the known attitude and will of the 
Germans, our eyes baye been opened, 
said the Premier, as to the meaning 
and manifold ramifications of the 
German system of economic penetra­
tion and commercial and . financial 
control of vital inter,eetg, .and the use 
which, with advantage, this system 
could be put to in war time. Ger­
many, Asquith said, would be anima­
ted with the same spirit when the 
war was over. The .Germans are al­
ready organizing industries for an 
attack on ,the markets of the Entente 
Allies, for a vigorous, if possible, at­
tack on neutral markets. The Ger­
mans would start with obvious ad 

- vantages, he continued, through their 
action in destroying the works and 
factories of the invaded countries. Be­
cause of the fact that they had t 
maritime fleet safely interned in Ger

■
man and neutral ports, it would be 
necessary to make preparations for 
the coming peace. The resolutions-of 
the Conferences represented the gen­
eral lines upon which thesb prepara­
tions would' proceed.

Asquith repeated that it was an es­
sential condition of peace that B&L- 
glum and Serbia be restored not only 
politically, nationally and diplomat­
ically, but materially and economic­
ally to the positions in which they 
stood before the war. The devasta­
ted districts of France and Poland 
will be similarly treated.

Dealing briefly with the measures 
proposed for the course of the war/ 
and during the period of construction, 
the Premier said it was the bounden 
duty of the Allies to take every step 
to secure for their own use, supplies 
produced by their own countries. As 
for permanent measures for mutual 
assistance and collaboration among 
the Allies, these would be left to each 
country. As far as Britain was con­
cerned, continued the Premier, the 
omens for the future were very en­
couraging. Their industries had 
shoiyi extraordinary enterprise and 
resourcefulness. There was a greater 
disposition among manufacturers to 
use all .the resources of the country 
to increase the output and improve 
organizations. . Certain commercial 
changes, said Mr. Asquith, amounted 
to a revolution. The Board of Trade 
was engaged in a scheme to render 
the country independent of suppliés 
from hostile belligerents, with respect 
to dyes, spelter, etc. The Government 
was in consultation with labor repre­
sentatives with a view to the forma­
tion after the war of a policy of social 
and industrial matters, intended to 
secure a fairer distribution among all 
classes of the result t>f modern indus­
try.

Reviewing the situation in general 
the Premier emphasized two points, 
first the determination of the Allies 
to obtain reparation for the devasta­
ted areas; second, that those resolu­
tions are not aimed at neutrals.

The attention of the Government, 
continued the Premier, has been call­
ed to the fact that some apprehension 
has arisen in neutral countries, more 
especially in the United States, in re­
gard to those resolutions, that they 
might be directed against neutrals. 
This is not the case. These resolu­
tions contemplated only necessary 
measures of self defence against an 
economic aggression, threatening the 
Allies' most vital interests. In carry­
ing thedi into effect, every endeavor 
will be made to -ensure neutrals 
against suffering.

There was no more hardened free 
trader than he, said the Premier, biit 
none could be blind t* the fact that 
this war, with its upheaval in social, 
political and industrial ' conditions, 
suggested new problems, and modi­
fications In the solutions of all prob­
lems. ‘

Sir Edward Carson expressed gen­
eral approval of Premier Asquith's 
statement, and said that questions of 
tariff reform and free trade were not 
concerned. If these resolutions were 
put into operation, the Ulster Union­
ist leader said, it would be as vital a 
victory for Britain as any that could 
be won on the field.

Sir John A. Simon warned the 
House against being hurried into ap­
proval of resolutions which might 
have consequences very different from 
those expected in the spirit of right­
eous indignation with a despicable 
foe. He warned the House to do no­
thing likely to shift the trade centre 
of the world from Britain, to say 
America.

Col. Winston Churchill said his 
opinion was that it was a good war 
measure, and that the Government’s 
proposals deserved whole hearted and 
spontaneous approval.

The debate shifted into a discussion 
of the Free Trade Question. Andrew 
Bonar Law admitted that Britain had 
accumulated enormous wealth under 
free trade, but reminded his hearers 
that Britain’s command of the sea did 
not depènd on -free trade. If they 
could imagine Britain placed in Ger­
many’s position, having all external 
trade severed, he would ask how long 
Britain would have been able to do 
what Germany had done In carrying 
on the war. From the viewpoint of 
military strength, he believed, the ef­
fect of a tariff to be greatly exaggera­
ted bÿ both sides. It was really a 
question of organization, he said. The 
Conference resolutions really aimed 
at making the Allies independent of 
Germany with regard to vital indus­
tries, hitherto controlled by Germany.

The Prime Minister's 
Speech.
The British Parliament 
is about to take its sum­
mer recess. No session 
has been more important 
than this last one and 

none has been held at a more vital 
time. The situation at home and 
abroad is reflected in the debate in 
the House of Commons. yesterday, and' 
in particular in Mr. Asquith’s speech. 
The exhilarating effect of the wonder­
ful effort which the nation has put 
forth in the field and of the successes 
which have attended it has been some­
what diminished and chilled by do­
mestic dissensions and the lamentable 
failure of British statesmanship over 
the problem of Ireland.

We say “somewhat,” for this fail­
ure may well be exaggerated. It is 
regrettable, for it seems to have been 
over technicalities and unessential 
issues; but it has not derogated in the 
least from the patriotism of the dis­
putants and their unity in the face of 
the enemy. They know England and 
the English very little who say that it 
has. Yet it may have deplorable re­
sults. The Coalition Government, 
never too strong, has met a rebuff 
which it may not survive. Mr. As­
quith’s words to the House, “I do not 
know who will be responsible for the 
conduct of the business at next ses­
sion," have almost the sound of a 
valedictory. There are more un­
likely things than his resignation, and 
it would be idle to pretend that a suc­
cessor could not be found. But the 
nation can ill afford to lose this great 
man now. For more than sentimental 
reasons he should still be at the helm 
when Britain at length emerges vic­
torious, With her Allies, from the or­
deal through which he has for so long 
steered her.

For two years Britain has been pre­
paring for war while she has waged 
it. Now—there can be no doubt about 
it—she is preparing for peace. Her 
statesmen are discussing openly and 
in detail post-bellum conditions and 
the measures that should now be tak­
en to adapt the nation to them; it is 
clear that they see victory and peace 
in sight. The Prime Minister has re­
iterated the fundamental conditions, 
unaltered since the beginning, on 
which peace must be built, the restor­
ation of Belgium and Serbia and of 
the devastated portions of France and 
Poland. His own remarks and those 
of other ministers are beginning to 
put in a clearer light Britain’s atti­
tude towards the economic “war” that 
is accepted as inevitable when the 
military one is over. The incisive 
criticism in America and other neu­
tral countries, and in Britain itself, 
of the spirit and some of the terms of 
the Paris resolutions has had a good 
effect. The matter is - not now in so 
great danger of resolving itself into a 
selfish battle between Free Trade and 
Protection. We are not likely to see , 
an economic “reprisal” against Ger­
many and the adoption against her 
of her own methods of penetration 
and the like, which in the end would 
only band neutral nations with her 
against us. England has learnt much 
concerning trade and commerce from 
the war and from Germany; she has 
learnt above all the value of organi­
zation, as Bonaf Law puts it. We 
have every confidence in the future. 
Great Britain organizing and prepar­
ing her wealth and resources for the 
resumption of trade and the re-estab­
lishment of prosperity, and for the 
continuance in peace of the close and 
friendly relations with her allies and 
colonies that the war has brought 
about, is almost as inspiring a sight 
as Great Britain diverting them to 
the mighty purposes of this titanic 
combat.

Next Wednesday afternoon, through 
the great kindness of His Excellency 
the Governor and Lady Davidson, a 
Garden Party and Fancy Fair will be 
hold in the grounds of Government 
House in aid of the Church of Eng­
land Orphanage. It is said that the 
many Patriotic Funds needing as­
sistance are absorbing the attention 
of the Community to such an extent 
that other appeals' cannot be con­
sidered. But Orphanages must be sup­
ported, and in the truest sense they 
constitute a patriotic cause of a most 
insistent nature. The heavy casual­
ties which have recently darkened so 
many Newfoundland homes may well 
mean more fatherless children to tax 
the resources of the various Orphan­
ages, and in any case, the number of 
children who require our care con­
tinues tb increase from year to year. 
In order to counter-balance the drain 
of War upon the manhood of the na­
tion, strenuous efforts to save the 
growing generation are necessary, 
for the greatest asset of any Country 
is its children, and training them to 
become good men and women is a 
noble work.

The Garden Party next Wednesday 
constitutes a much needed source of 
revenue, and is not primarily a fes­
tive occasion, though it is hoped that 
all who attend will thoroughly enjoy 
it. It is intended to make it, or some 
similar entertainment, an annual 
function, and its promoters trust that 
the hearty support and co-operation 
of the public will not be lacking.

Survived 17 Wounds.
The following letter was written 

by Private Hubert J. Rendell, who was 
wounded in the battle of July 1st. It 
will be seen that the plucky young 
soldier actually reached the German 
trohehes and after killing several of 
the enemy succeeded in escaping with 
his life:—

London, England,
July 12th, 1916.

Dear Father and Brothers and all,—
Just a few words in reply to your 

letter I received to-day which I was 
more than glad to get and hear that 
you are all fine. Well, I go out of 
bed to-day but my face and neck is 
still very bad. I am hoping, how­
ever, that it will be better soon. Tell 
Adam I received his letter and that 
this letter is his reply for the pre­
sent, but I shall write both him and 
James later. I was speaking to Leon­
ard Rendell to-day. He is wounded 
in the shoulder, arm and leg; he is 
doing well. I tell you July the 1st 
was a hot day. It was particular
H ------. But. we made the charge.
There were only two of our platoon 
who reached the German trenches and 
I was one of them. I got in the Ger­
man trench and received a shot in the 
face but I aimed at the man who did 
this and got him. Later I got several 
wounds in the neck and back but ac­
counted for more Germans during this 
time. In this condition I endeavored 
to get back to our own trenches, the 
fellow who reached the German 
trenches with me being killed, I was 
alone. On my way back to our trench 
I started to look for Leonard Rendall, 
but seeing a dead officer I started for 
him and after receiving tv.o more 
wounds I got to where he was and 
took his bottle which contained some 
whiskey; this 1 drank. Later I 
reached a shell hole where, after 
fixing up my wounds I fell asleep for 
my last time as I thought, but I woke 
at dark. Duripg all this time I was 
bleeding awfully and lost a lot of 
blood. I made another start for our 
trenches and it took me from 11 p.m. 
to 7 a.m. to get back, a distance of 
about half a mile. I shot two Gei- 
mar.s on my way back. The Germans 
shot our wounded all through the 
night. You could see dead men in all 
directions. I guess you will get an 
account of our losses, although it may 
not appear in the Nfld. papers for 
some time. I will give you ray ac­
count, and that is, our killed aud 
wounded are about eight hundred ; you 
can tako this from me. At roll call 
after I returned there were 66 who 
answered. An English regiment fail­
ed to take the first line of trenches. 
We were asked to go which we did 
and put the enemy to rout but we lost 
heavily in the charge.

Now don't fret about me as I am 
all right. With love to all. Good- 
Bye. From

Rt. Rev. Mens. St. John, Rt. Rev. 1 
Mons. McDermott, V.G. and Rev. Fr. 
McCarthy.

The collection taken up at the of­
fertory for the Red Cross Fund 
amounted to $308.70. At the close 
Organist Hutton rendered the Dead 
March in Saul.

During the course of the Mass His 
Grace the Archbishop ascended the 
pulpit and delivered the following elo- 
qunt address relative to the great 
European struggle:—

for the sins of the dead, thinking well 
and religiously concerning the resur­
rection.

(For if he had not hoped that they 
that were slain should rise again, it 
would have seemed superfluous and 
vain to pray for the dead.)

And because he considered that 
they who had fallen asleep with god- | 
liness had great grace laid up for 
them. j

It is therefore a holy and whole­
some thought to pray for the dead, 
that they may be loosed from sins.

(II. Mach. XII., 43-46.)
My dearly beloved Brethren :

These words of the Old Testament 
taken from the Book of Machabees 
form one of the scriptural foundations 
on which rests an important and dis­
tinctive point of Catholic j doctrine, 
that doctrine which teaches us the 
efficacy and the value of prayers for 
the souls of our departed dead. The 
fate of the human soul, the noblest 
part of man’s nature, when it has been | 
set free from the trammels of the 
flesh, has always been a subject of , 
interested speculation for the human 
mind. Even those who repudiate all 
idea of. the supernatural, who doubt . 
or deny the existence of a Supreme 
Being, who' refuse to accept the doc­
trines of a final resurrection and re­
ward and punishment in the world to 
come, believe in*some state of exist­
ence after death. Few there are so 
bold as to assert that man’s spiritual 
nature is destined for no higher end 
than annihilation when the earthly 
body mingles with the dust. Human 
science, unaided by the light of Rev­
elation, has never been able to pene­
trate the mysteries that lie beyond 
the grave ; it has never been able to 
lead its votaries beyond the vague i 
belief that man in his higher nature 
continues to exist in a mysterious 
world of spirit when his body crum­
bles beneath the decaying touch of 
death. But the Church of Christ, | 
speaking with divine authority, illu- ; 
minated with divine wisdom, has no j 
doubt, no misgiving about a future 
existence beyond the veil of the tomb. 
She teaches and ever has taught that 
death, or the dissolution of bo.dy and 
spirit, is only transition, onlythe pass­
ing of man’s immortal spirit to anoth- ; 
er world, where- account must be ren­
dered to a Supreme Being for the ac­
tions of this life. She lays down in j 
Her doctrine of the Communion of | 
Saints that a very real relationship 
exists between the living and the dead, 
that a very real, though mystic bond 
of union unites together those who are 
still struggling in the flesh, those who 
have passed to the Great Beyond and 
are being purged from their imper­
fections and unworthiness and those 
who have entered their exceeding great 
reward. It is one of our" most cher­
ished beliefs that there is, in the 
daily ministrations of the Church, a 
constant interchange of kindly offices 
between the living and the dead, that 
the Blessed in Heaven assist their 
struggling brethren in this world, and 
that both the Elect and the Church 
militant assist by their prayers and 
suffrages those who have left the 
earth but are not yet worthy to be ad­
mitted to the vision of God.

_ This consoling belief it is which 
gives meaning and significance and 
soul to the solemn requiem service 
at which we are assembled to-day. We. 
are gathered here this morning for 
the discharge of a sad and Sacred 
duty^-a two-fold duty, one towards 
the living, the other towards the 
dead. We have assembled around the 
Altars of our Church to give reverent 
expression to our remembrance of our 
heroic dead, to sanctify that remem­
brance by the influence of religion, 
to hallow that remembrance with the 
hope and the solace that faith alone 
can afford. The Church recognizes 
her obligations alike towards those 
who have given their lives so gener­
ously in their country’s cause, and 
those whose lives have been darken­
ed and saddened by the death of their 
friends and loved ones. This two­
fold obligation the Church discharges 
by following her departed dead into 
the next world with Her prayers and 
sacrifices, and by tendering from the 
depths of Her motherly heart Her 
sympathy and condolence with those

who are left behind to mourn. In this 
great gathering this morning, in our 
city and throughout the country there 
are many sad hearts to-day, crushed 
and broken, stricken with grief for 
their lost ones who were the hope, the 
joy and the pride of their lives. During 
the past few weeks the shadow of a 
great sorrow, a great grief has fallen 
over our city and our Island. Not 
alone are those mourning whose fam­
ilies have been directly stricken, but 
we are all mourning, we all grieve 
and sympathize with the bereaved 
ones, because we feel that their sor­
row is ours as well. Ever since our 
brave young soldiers went forth from 
these shores, now nearly two years 
ago, to take part manfully in the ser­
vice of the Empire, with the good 
wishes of their country and the bene­
dictions of their Church, ever since 
that we have known and felt that this 
hour of sorrow must surely come. We 
knew that the same dauntless cour­
age that prompted them to offer them­
selves to their country in the hour of 
the Empire’s need, would also prompt 
them to face danger and death with 
intrepidity and would surely mean the 
sacrifice of many heroic lives. And 
so indeed it has proved to be, though 
the toll has been heavier than we an­
ticipated. We have, however, in this 
time of sadness and gloom one proud 
consolatipn that they did their duty 
nobly and well and that by their 
death they brought honor on them­
selves and their Island home. We 
have been reading with pride ever 
since they left our shores of their 
steadfastness and discipline and their 
devotion to duty; we have read with 
pride how they bore with rare con­
stancy, endurance and' cheerfulness 
the terrible rigours and hardships of 
the Gallipoli campaign ; and we have 
read with "greater pride still of their 
magnificent courage in the deathless 
charge of a few weeks ago, which has 
won the highest praise from their 
superior officers and has elicited 
graceful and grateful recognition from 
the press of the Empire throughout 
the world. All this we have read, and 
it has tended in some degree to re­
concile us to the loss of so many 
young lives, so dear to their families, 
so valuable to their country. It is not 
for us to-day to grieve for those who 
have fallen, because they died in the 
noblest way, in the line of duty, and 
we may not doubt that they are now 
secure in God’s holy keeping. It has 
been a source of unspeakable con­
solation to us all to know that just 
as our young soldiers won every­
where the reputation of devotion to 
duty, so also they never forgot amidst 
the rough and rude surroundings of a 
soldier’s life their higher and holier 
duties to their God. We have heard 
repeatedly from the Chaplains who 
have ministered to them of their deep 
religious spirit, of their simple and 
earnest faith of their desire and 
anxiety to receive the Sacraments of 
the Church. Few things have been 
more remarkable and more touching 
in the inspiring letters sent home to 
friends from the battlefront than the 
insistence with which they repeat that 
they had been faithful to their Church 
duties amidst all the distractions ■ of 
war. For those, therefore, of our sol­
diers and sailors who have given their 
lives, whether on the broad bosôm of 
the ocean or in far away Gallipoli or 
on the fair plains of France, and who 
now sleep peacefully far from friends 
and kindred and their well-loved land, 
for those we grieve not because we 
feel that having been faithful alike to 
their* country and their God, now at 
last they are at rest, far from war’s 
maddening turmoil, secure in the care 
and keeping of the God -of battles, the 
Lord of Hosts.

But there are those for whom we 
grieve to-day, those to whom all the 
sympathy of our hearts goes out, those 
whose calm courage and placid resig­
nation have excited our unbounded 
admiration, and they are those noble- 
hearted mothers throughout the land 
who have so generously with their 
own hands laid their sons on the altar 
of their country. No heroism is com­
parable to theirs, who ever since the 
first troopship left our shore have 
borne and are bearing still the ter­
rible agonies of anxiety, uncertainty 
and suspense. Of all the heroism, 
devotion to duty and splendid sacri­
fice that this cruel war has called 
forth, none can exceed the heroism 
of those who have made cherfully 
and nobly the greatest of all human 
sacrifices, the sacrifice of a mother’s 
love.

For those, for all who are mourn­
ing their lost ones, for those who are 
suffering the torturing agonies of sus­
pense we grieve to-day; we pray that 
the God of all consolation may pour 
the balm of His heavenly peace on 
their troubled spirits and broken 
hearts: that He may give them cour­
age and fortitude to bear the cross He 
has laid upon them, aye, and heavier 
crosses still should His Providence so 
decree.

For those of our brave soldiers and 
sailors who are still exposed to the 
perils and chances of war, for those 
of our young men who have gone or 
are going to fill up the vacant ranks 
of ou^ battalion, to take the places of 
their countrymen who have fallen, for 
those we pray that Gqd’s protecting 
Hand may ever be over them on Land 
and on sea, in life and in death, we 
pray that they also may be ever faith­
ful to their country, their Church and 
their God, faithful if necessary even 
unto death as those were faithful who 
have gone before them.

Aged Woman’s

A fire, though not of alarming di­
mensions, occurred on Duckworth St.

Dear Mother and Father,—Just a 
few lines to let you know that I have 
arrived in hospital wounded but not 
badly, I got a bullet just below the 
eye and a sprained wrist out of the 
racket and I am glad to get off with 
it. There are only about eighty, or 
ninety of the Battalion left. .It was 
the biggest battle that ever was 
fought yet, it was pure manslaughter. 
We were out in. a village called Cailly 
Maillet on the last of June when we 
got orders for the trenches that night. 
We were only six days out then for a 
rest when we had to walk eight miles, 
and we just got in two hours Before 
daWn and at half-past- seven in the 
morning the 86th Brigade of the 29th 
Division made a dash for the German 
trenches, the ijext to follow for the 
second line was the 87th and then 
came us next for the third line of Ger­
man trenches, that is the 88th Bri­
gade, the Newfoundland Regiment 
first and the Worcester Regiment 
supporting us. I must say, mother, 
that our Regiment got. an awful cût- 
tniè up, the casualties must be about 
800 killed and wounded ; pretty near­
ly all in my platoon were killed with 
the .exception of four or five arid there 
wounds were all slight.
