They, too, had been educated to be­
lieve that chivalry on the part of a 
foe might be expected, even in the 
tumult and heat of battle. Like their 
brothers from the British Isles, they 
were doomed to disappointment and 
to a terrible surprise. The foe had 
resorted to the crnelest, foulest man­
ner of warfare the world had ever 
known. Vimy RWff disillusioned 
them with regard tourne character of 
the enemy. Poison gas changed their 
mood. While "buoyancy continued, 
from first to last, to characterize the 
temperament of the Canadian sol­
diers at the front, and while songs 
continued to go around, the charac­
ter of the situation, in the war zone 
and in the homelands, was not as to 
inspire the composer or the singer.

It was noticeable that while “Tip­
perary” took with the recruits it 
gradually faded into a lyric memory 
with the more seasoned of the troops. 
They had seen that which made them 
thoughtful and determined, where 
they' had been lighthearted and care­
less. This war was different. “Keep 
the Home Fires Burning,” a song of 
higher appeal, came nearer meeting 
the heart-need of the majority.

The mood of the soldier found re­
flection in the attitude of the song 
writer and the singer. Many of the 
war songs failed less from lack of 
Intrinsic merit than because of the 
indisposition of people not only touch­
ed personally, but horrified by the 
turn which German militarism had 
given to war. One may search far 
through the literature of the period 
without finding anything, in prose or 
verse, which will give a better Idea 
of the soldierly sentiment shocked 
into protest by German methods of 
fighting than that which, strange to 
say, may be obtained from the closing 
lines of one of the most impressive 
songs of the war, “In Flanders 
Fields,” by the Canadian officer, Lt.- 
Col. John McCrae, who himself be­
came a victim of a treacherous ene­
my. These lines were in the nature, 
of a summons to the still hesitating, 
and ran:

Child Welfare is occupying a large 
share of attention in British Colrnfi- 
bia and Alberta. Early in Decèni- 
ber there was held at Vancouver thé 
first annual convention of the Child 
Welfare Association of British Colum­
bia. The programme included dis­
cussions on educational reforms, 
juvenile delinquency, child mortality 
and diseases ot children. Vocational 
training was urged in order that 
children might become helpful factors 
in the community. The schools ot 
Vancouver were mentioned particu­
larly on account of the special clases 
for the mentally backward childreen 
and the Association put itself on 
record as favouring institutions for 
the beeble-minded.

The Chief Diagnostician of the 
Juvenile Court of Seattle, Washing­
ton, addressed the Association on 
Juvenile delinquency and its depen­
dence on the status of home training. 
A low ebb of parental responsibility 
results in Juvenile delinquency. It 
was recommended that mothers’ pen­
sions should be established because 
motherhood should be recognized as 
the highest servies to the State.

In Alberta the study of Child Wel­
fare is concerned with the preparat­
ion and serving of hot lunches to 
rural school children.V The Depart­
ment of Education for the province 
has issued a booklet containing a 
number of recipes and practical sug­
gestions whereby the cold lunch will 
be wholly or practically abolished. 
It is estimated that more than three- 
fifths of the school children attending 
rural schools in Albera are depend­
ent on cold lunches and that these 
are eaten at irregular intervals and 
wqder conditions not beautiful. The 
Kgjt of the Department of Education 
iteethat trustees and teachers shall

March 6th, they visited Queen Victoria 
at Buckingham Palace, but they after­
wards remained in retirement, and 
assumed the titles of Count and 
Countess Neuilly. There Louis Phil­
ippe died on August 26, 1859, at
nearly seventy-seven years of age. 
This retirement from France was the 
result of a revolutionary tumult, in 
which, on Feb. 23 and 24, 1848, bar­
ricades werfi thrown up in the streets 
as fortifications, the palace ot the 
Tuileries was ransacked ; the prisons 
were opened; and frightful disorders 
were" committed. Louis Philippe ad- 
dicated in favor of his infant grand­
son, the Comte de Paris, who, how­
ever, was not accepted, and there­
fore on February 24, the Royal family 
and Ministry ot State escaped from 
the French capital. His predecessor, 
Charles the Tenth, ot the Bourbon 
dynasty, had felt forced to abdicate 
in August, 1836, and, like his success­
or ot the House of Orleans, had re­
tired to England on the 17th of Ibat 
month, residing at Holyrood Palace, 
in Edinburgh, till 1832. After tho 
French Revolution of 1848, Charles 
Louis Napoleon Buonaparte became, 
in 1852, Emperor ot France, like his 
celebrated uncle before him, hut he 
was deposed in 1870, and he also re­
tired to England, where previously ho 
had lived in peace and safety at

The Congrega­
tional Pulpit.

At the Congregational Church on 
Sunday the Rev. D. Bright Ashford 
dealt with two great subjects; the 
“Problem of Innocent Suffering,” 
and “The Real Cause of the War.” 
An outline of the way in which the 
preacher dealt with these subjects 
has appeared in the other papers, 
Lut xwe are enabled to give a few 
quotations which have not appeared 
elsewhere. From the sermon on “Vic­
arious Sacrifice,” .we quote the fol­
lowing; “Sorrow and Suffering 
are part of the world’s warp 
and woof. The Law of sacrifice runs 
through all Nature, History and Re­
velation's the scarlet thread through 
the cables'%sed in the British Navy. 
You may not be able to understand 
it; you may ask why the world was 
not created differently Ÿ But there is 
the fact. And if you reflect a moment 
you wil see that there could be no 
animal World without pain, and no 
moral world without sin and con­
sequent suffering. The first fact 
writ large across the universe is 
thisptilat this is at present an imper­
fect world; that the path of progress 
is by way of sacrifice; that sin entails

suffering and can only be eradicated 
by sacrifice.”

The sermon at night on “The 
Real Couse of the War,” revealed 
the preacher as a keen student of 
history. His diagnosis was that the 
disease of war was canused by- 
Materialism and Atheism. He show­
ed how that the extraordinary de­
velopment of the Nineteenth Century 
was » loop sided development. There 
was great progress in manu­
factures, commerce, transport, educat­
ion and wealth, but little or none on 
the ethical, social and spiritual side. 
Hand in glove with Materialism went 
Atheism. Darwin's theories of the 
Origin of Man and the “Survival of 
the Fittest” were carried to their 
logical conclusion by the German 
scientists, and exploited by the Ger­
man war-lords. The preacher made 
the following apt quotations from 
German writers to show the truth of 
this statement. Bismarck wrote; j 
“War is not a law of nature; it is 
only the struggle for existence, in a 
more general form.”

Bcrnhardi went further; said 
he, “WAR is -a biological necessity; 
everywhere the law of the strongest 
prevails and the weak go under. Th» 
strong ambitious man will by no 
means allow himself to be guided by

It might take some time to accumu­
late an appreciable reserve, since it 
would necessitate frequent round 
trips from the Norwegian mainland, 
but it would hardly require more 
than a week, providing one flight 
could be made every day.

If the dash to the Pole were started 
from the southern coast of Spitzberg­
en it would require a flight of some 
900 miles. The round trip, would 
therefore, be 1,800 imles. It is not 
likely that Great Britain has any ma­
chines of sufficient size to carry fuel 
and equipment for such a trip with­
out making a stop. But this would 
not be necessary. There are less than 
two hundred miles of open water be­
tween Spitzbergen and the ice pack 
which surrounds the Pole. It would 
be a simple matter to establish fuel 
stations at intervals oti' the ice floes, 
and it would not be difficult to locate 
these points from the air.

THE AMERICAN BASE.
The flying distance to the Pole is 

approximately the same for both men, 
with a slight advantage in favor of 
Captain Bartlett. The American ' ex­
pedition will travel by boat to Etah 
on the western coast of Greenland, 
near Smith Sound. From there small 
scouting planes will be sent to Cape 
Columbia, the northernmost point of 
Grant Land, where a base will be 
established and a large supply of fuel 
stored.

The trip from Etah to Cape Colum- 
I bla, via the air, is less than 350 miles, i From Cape Columbia to the Pole is 
490 miles.

After the base has been set up at 
Columbia, Captain Bartlett will make 
his flight in a large flying boat, which 
is now being constructed. Thus start­
ing from Etah he will have about the 
same distance to travel as Jones, who 
will start from Spitzbergen.

Captain Bartlett will have the same 
advantages in setting up fuel stations 
on the ice pack, -and because of his 
planning to take along smaller aux­
iliary planes for this purpose he will 
be able to expeditite the work and 
save the wear and tear on the larger 
machine.

The project of the Aero Club of 
America, however, is no mere spec­
tacular undertaking, with no other end 
in view than the mere reaching of the 
Pole by the air route. After the Pole 
is touched thq machine will not be 
turned back, but will keep straight 1 
on across the Arctic basin to Cape 
Chelyuskin on the Siberian coast, a 
total distance of about 1,400 miles 
from Cape Columbia. The Bartlett 
party will no doubt remain in the 
polar regions for several years car­
rying on scientific investigations.

BARTLETT’S PLANS.
Commenting on his plans, Captain 

Bartlett said:
I “We want to map out that territory 
from the Arctic map which is marked 
‘unexplored.’ We ought to take three 
years to make a thorough job of it 
and it can’t be done in much less 
than two. There is a tremendous 
amount of territory in this region of 
which we know little except what we 
hear of from whalers and a great 
vast expanse of which we know noth­
ing at all. With- machines and money 
and men we can remain in this re­
gion and find out Just what is there.

“We shall set up a base at Cape 
Columbia, then fly across the Pole to 
Cape Chelyuskin and later establish 
a third at Wrangel Island near the 
Behring Straits. With these three 
bases a triangle would be formed 
which would Include most of the un­
explored region. Then with our big 
flying boat and smaller scout planes 
and dog sledges we could thoroughly 
cover this whole section lying with­
in the boundaries of the triangle.”

OTHER DETAILS.
Further details are supplied by Alan 

R. Hawley, PrAident of the Aero Club 
of America in the following state­
ment:

“It is most amazing to find that for 
a period of the year in the Arctic re­
gions the weather is not as cold as 
it is in New York during the months 
of October and November, and that 
the plan to fly across the top of the 
earth would be a comparatively easy 
thing to do.

“There are six weeks of fair wea­
ther in July and August when even 
in the Polar regions it is seldom low­
er than sixty degrees above zero. The 
plans are to have a ship go to Etah

in June, when the Ice is sufficiently 
broken np to permit the vessel to 
cross to Melville Bay. The ship 
would carry a large seaplane for the 
flight across the top of the earth and 
for exploration of the unexplored 
polar regions, as well as smaller 
planes for scouting flights.

“Immediately upon arriving at 
Etah, a base would be established and, 
while waiting for the ice to break 
up further north to permit the ship 
to go as far north as Cape Columbia, 
the smaller planes would fly to Cape 
Columbia and establish a base there 
for the larger plane.

“For the six weeks after the middle 
of July, when the weather conditions 
are best for flying in the polar re­
gions, the large plane as well as the 
small planes will be put into service 
and the important work of the ex­
pedition will be done.
United States and to science will sure- 
United States an dto science will sure­
ly be obtained from this expedition. 
There is no doubt whatever that this 
expedition can survey, explore and 
photograph the unexplored parts of 
the Arctic and establish the existence 
or non-existence of land or lands in 
that region. The upper air and the 
bottom of the ocean basin will be ex­
plored.

’’The North Pole has been discover­
ed of course by Adlmral Peary, but 
the major part of the work remains 
to be done.

“Both Admiral Peary and Captain 
Bartlett want to do a great deal of 
scientific research in the polar basin, 
which covers one million square 
miles, and they will have a laboratory 
on board the flying boat where the 

. ’flora and fauna from the ocean bottom 
will be kept until the machine returns 
to its base. Little or no data has 
been obtained from the polar basin. 
No meterological surveys have been 
made.”

PEARY’S IDEA.

Captain Bartlett. It is said, however, 
that a flying boat will be used instead 
of a land machine. It has been de­
termined th^ this type will afford 
greater utility since during the 
months when flying conditions are 
favorable there is a great amount of 
open water and landing can be made 
with greater safety with the hydro­
aeroplane design. — The American 
Weekly. l 5

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War Poetry.
As we hare before stated, the poetry- 

inspired by the war has not been of 
the highest character generally, al­
though of course there have been 
some splendid lines written between 
1914 and 1919. In the beginning Kip­
ling, as usual, published a vigorous 
lyric after Kipling manner, and the 
moving lines of “Flanders Fields" are 
true poetry. The writer in the “Quar­
terly Review” contends that war is not 
after all much of an inspiration to 
the poet: “For the new process of 
warfare Is indisputably a vile, inhu­
man, devilish abomination, plunged in 
squalor and filth. It is approached 
through seas of mud and pursued amid 
vermin and uncleanliness.” Yet there 
are splendid things in war and these 
give the poet his chance. Mr. Thomas 
Hardy struck the right note of the 
proud consciousness of fighting in a 
worthy cause which all Englishmen 
felt when the war was entered upon:

“What of the faith and fire within us, 
Men who march away 
Ere the barn-cocks say 
Night is growing gray,

To hazards whence no tears can win 
us?

What of the faith and fire within us 
Men who march away?"

Mr. John Masefield also touched a 
lofty note in speaking of those who 
died:
“They died (uncouthly most) In for­

eign lands
For some idea but dimly under­

stood
Of an English city not built by hands,

Which love of England prompted 
and made good."

■No treaty of peace was ever < 
cussed or signed without being 
occasion for wholesale gambling, 
The uncertainty of what terms will 
be agreed to or what changes will be 
brought about, present irresistible 
temptations to those who wish to get 
rich quickly to risk their money.

Perhaps the most famous “peace 
gamble” on record was that Involv­
ing the tenth Earl of Dundonald. As 
Lord Cochrane he showed himself a 
brilliant and daring naval officer dur­
ing the Napoleonic wars, and became 
a popular hero.

But early in 1814 a gang of swlnd 
lers made wholesale purchases of 
stocks and securities, which had fall­
en very low in value owing to the 
long duration of the war. Then, at 
dead of night, a man dressed as 
British officer, with his face muffled 
in a cloak, landed at Dover, and gave 
out that Napoleon had been killed 
and that peace was to be concluded 
at once.

The good news caused the funds to 
rise, and the speculators sold their 
stocks for many times what they had 
paid. But the news proved false, the 
funds-, fell, and those who had bought 
were ruined.

Lord Cochrane was accused of be­
ing the man in the cloak.
