The Meaning of Play.

The child has a right to play. Free,
“unbossed” play is the most serious
business of the child. It is the way
in which his faculties are best
brought to their highest capabilities.
A child, like a kitten, is a play-formed
animal. The kitten follows the string
or ball because nature has implanted
certain instincts which make it ne-
cessary for the kitten to learn to fol-
low moving objects with accuracy.
Practice in following moving objects,
which we call play, is the serious
business of a kitten. On the same

principle the play of the child de-

ISR

velops his muscles, his mentality,
and, in the team play of later child-
hood, his sense of justice and of
right social relationships. Practic-
ally all the work of a child should be
undertaken in the play spirit and
should be the result of his inner de-
sire to do this or that thing. To those
!who feel that this modern principle
‘of education, if strongly emphasized,
will result in a lack of principle on
the part of the child, it may be said
that the child will constantly impose
upon himself harder tasks, requiring
concentration and attention to detail,
exercise of the imagination, and con-
structive ability, than the severest
educator of the old school would dare
to impose on him.

The Conference met at 9.30 a.m. A
hymn was sung and Xev. S. H. wWil-
jiams led in prayer. The Journal of
the previous secssion was read and
adopted. After jthe correspondence
wae read, the Report of the Susten-
{aiion Fund Committee was present'-
ed by the Secretary, Rev. W. H.
Prcwning. 'The current claimas were
met in full and a balance oi $122 car-
ried over to next vear. An exceeding-
1y interesiing discussion tcok place
before the Repor: was finally adopted.

Rev. Dr. Burns, representing the
Finance Department, was then called
upon to speak, and outlined the work
of his department of which Rev. S. W.
Dean is the efficient chief. Under
the supervision of his department
come the following interests: The
General Conference Fund, the in-
crease in ministers salaries, the Par-
sonage Aid Fund, Church Property
and Insurance, and Stewardship. The
Doctor, in a very clear and definite
way dealt with each matter in turn.
Speaking of the Insurance of Church
Property, he said, that already two
million dollars’ worth was effected,
and he urged the wisdom of insuring
all church property. Dr. Burns an-
swered various questions covering
the work of his Department very sat-
isfactorily.

"Rev. J. D. Simpson presented the
weport of the Methodist Book Room,
?oront,o, for Rev. T. Fallis, the Bock
Zteward. The ‘Guardian’ has a cir-
eulation of 32,126, a gain of 10,298
over the previous year., In Newfound-
land there were 181 subscribers, an
increase of 38.

In 1919 the cost of publishing the
*‘Guardian’ was $42,000; in 1920, $84-
000. The S. S. Publications Dept.
showed a net profit for 1919 of $23,-
198. The total profits of last year
were $103,000. The Superannuation
Fund receives $30,000. The value of
the New Wesley buildings is $1,042,-
000 with a revenue of $63,000. The
Report was readily adopted.

At midday the Rev. Dr. Pedley be-
gan his address, after prayer by W.
J. Scott, Esq., subject: “Some Para-
doxes of a Minister’s Life.” He em-
phasized the need for a good under-
standing between ministers and lay-
men in facing the problems of the
church. A paradox was thé uniting
of qualities that seem opposed to
each other. In 2 Cor. 6: 8-10 was one
of the most classical paradoxes
known, The paradoxes of a minis-
ter’s life were three in number. (1)
Solitary yet Soclal. It is possible to
combine the secular and social, to
blend the two. In the minister there
is a craving for solitude. Jesus ad-
vised being alone, “And when thou

prayest enter into thy closet, shut the
door, etc.” Christ Himself, sought
solitude often. Elijah at Beersheba
wished to be alone after his experi-
ence at Carmel, It may be difficult to
secure that solitude, but the future
of the church will be measured to
some extent by the number of minis-
ters and people who enter into the
inner shrine and meet God face to
face, Yet contact with men is neces-
sary. The paradox of the solitude
with God and contact with his fellow-
men. (2).He must be a faithful stu-
dent yet man of affairs. Is it possi-
ble? Is it wise? Some men are born
students, who are attracted by the
page and by thought. Is it wise to
ask them to give attention to practi-
cal affairs; or ask the man of affairs
to chain himself to the desk?

Famous Bull Fighter
Gored to Death.

London—(By the Associated Press)
—The hackneyed argument against
bullfights, that the bull has not a
sporting chance, is refuted by the
death in Madrid of the idolized Jose-
lito, who was gored to death in the
eights year of his career, according
to a correspondent writing to the
London Times on “The Psychology of
the Bull-Ring.” He says:

“True that of the 1,430 bulls that
Joselite disposed of in his brief
career as a matador, only seven suc-
ceeded in wounding his body and one
taking his life,

“Yet, even -if we accept these
figures as an average though they
result from the experience of the
most skillful bull-dodger that the
Spanish ring ever knew, they are
amply sufficient to prove that the bull
has a sporting chance considerably
higher than that of the fox or deer.

“The opinion seems to be general
in England that bull-fights satisfy a
craving for cruelty and sanguinary
scenes. - Nothing is farther from the
truth. It is not because bull-fights are
sanguinary, but in spite of their being
80, the Spaniards like them.

“It is seldom that the foreigner
can appreciate a bull-fight as some-
thing more complex and dramatic
than a picture. Once he has taken
in the graceful curve of the ring, the
movement, the color, and the merry
hubbub of thousands of voices, and
the blue sky overhead; once he has
seen the despejo, the glistening cos-
tumes of the toreros, the quaint cere-
mony of the throwing of the key;
once he has felt the first bull rush
out from his dark cell, and suddenly
stop, dazzled by the sun, cutting out
on the yellow sand its beautiful pro-
file—nothing remains in store for him

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Consumers’ League
Busy.

That the Executive Commit-
tee of the Consumers’ League—
organized some few weeks ago
—do not intend to regard their
appointment as a sinecure, and
are determined to see that prices
are to be kept uniform with a
view to restricting profiteering
at the expense of the purchaser,
is evident. Their meeting with
the Food Control Board may be
regarded as a proof of the sin-
cerity of their efforts in behalf
of those who selected them to
look after the interests of the
consumers. With a steadfast-
.ness of purpose upon which they
certainly should be compliment-
ed and in the future carrying
out of which they should be
backed by unanimous sentiment,
the members of the Consumers’
League Executive have com-
menced an open campaign
against excessive prices. Their
action demands a union of popu-
lar support, for unless they re-
ceive that their efforts will be
but as beating the wind. Infor-
mation on prices charged for
wares and merchandise at differ-
ent stores, where such prices
vary to an alarming extent
should be communicated %o the
Executive immediately, who will
at once proceed to take the ne-
cessary steps to offset any tend-
ency toward profiteering. Thus
protection of the purchaser will
be assured and ensured.

% *® * % * %

The Committee, through the
medium of the columns of the
press, have outlined their views
on prices and have given in-
structions for the guidance and
procedure of purchasers who
consider that they may have
paid excessive prices for sundry
articles at the shops and stores.
Local vendors of local produce
also are included in their cata-
logue of dealers, and milk men
and farmers come in the same
category. The public, according
to statements made, have been
mulcted on prices of necessities
a great deal more since than
during the war, and to end ex-
tortion and the avarice of pur-
veyors the Consumers’ League
was organized. Their work is
of the quality of uphill labor
but with popular co-operation
much can be done to reduce the
present exorbitant rates that
are being forced from purchas-
grs to satisfy the rapacity of
vendors. Short-weight and short
measure have been charged up-
on sellers by the Executive of
the League, whose members,
from personal knowledge have
become acquainted with this
nefarious method of “doing” the

| rich-quick one.

Other price dis-
crepancies have come to the cog-
nizance of the Consumers’

| League Executive, a report of

which, as they are communica-
ted, will be made public. But
in the meantime the great army
of purchasers are well advised
to notify the League officers of
all cases wherein prices are be-
ing asked which are higher than
the value of the article war-
rants. Only in this way can the
working of the League have any
effect. Protection from profit-
eering is. the motto of the
League and purchasers can sup-
ply the information necessary
i to prevent their being soaked by
the greed and cupidity of those
having goods for sale.
