The aspect of the place is
by no means such as a modern Ali Baba
might expect to see, and there is not the
slightest chance of his being able to
shovel up any loose gold to convey home
for the gratification of a faithful or sordid
Morgiana.

of issuing notes to the amount, and on
the security, of this gold, thus ensuring
the convertibility of the bank note, and
giving to the familiar “ promise to pay ”
all that security which the Bank of Eng-
land note at present enjoys. The Bank
has also the privilege of issuing notes, |
beyond this coin and bullion, to the
amount of the debt due to it by the nation.
In addition to the gold and bullion,
against which the Bank of England issues
its promises to pay on demand, the vaults
also contain large quantities of gold and
bullion, diamonds, jewels, plate, and other
treasures deposited there for safety, im-
porters being allowed to deposit and
remove these treasures free of charge, the
Bank being remunerated as custodians by
small payments for the use of the Bank
scales, and a small profit is derived from
this department.— London Scotsman.

JOURNALISTIC ENTERPRISE.—Early in
the year 1868, the daily Globe will be very
considerably enlarged, and will be print-
ed on & Rotary Lightning Press, ordered
from Messrs. Hoe & Co., of New York,
capable of printing 10,000 impressions an
hour. The outlay of this press, about
$15,000 in gold, has been rendered neces-
sary by the large and increasing circula-
tion of the Globe.

' Postal Reforms.

We rejoioe exceedingly that if mem-
bers of Parlismetit have as yet done
nothing but listen to thémselves talk,
théy Have giveh indications that they
intend to do something by-and-bye to
meet the wishes of ‘the people in the
mattér of réducing the rates of pos
tage, ' We read that a postal bill has
been introduced into the Senate, in
which 1t is proposed that in' future
the rate on letters shall be three cents,
and on newspapers one-half cent—pay._
ment in all cases to be in advance.—
The Leader draws the inference—
stapidly enongh we imagine—that if
the bill becomes law, the clause re-
ferving to mewspapers, while it bene-
fits the public, will be a grievance to
publishers, asthat journal interprets it
to'mean, that they will be under the
néoessity of paying the postage on all
papers that leave the office. We can-
not understand ' it as any alteration of
the law that at present regulates the

postage on newspapers, farther than |,

that it leaves the receiver no longer
any choice of paying one-half cent a
number quarterly in advance on news-
papers, or paying double that sum at
the end of the quarter, and simply
. contemplates the payment of ‘all pos-
tage ¥ates to be uniformly in advance.
We 'will not. bespeak an immense
popularity for this measure, nor for
any other that will fall short ot a total
abolition of postage on all papers that
go direct from the publisher to his
subscribers. Even if a reform were
not granted to such an extent, a law
abolishing postage on papers not sent
beyond tlg’limits of the county in
which théy are published would be
considered a favor, and very many
would be grateful therefor. The city
press would not, as it would militate
considerably against their interests,
but it wonld be a very important aid

to country newspapers in the competi-
tion they are now obliged to engage in

oontinually with their overgrown con- |

teniporaries. It would detract con-
siderably from the advantages which
the latter enjoy; for no one is aware
except those who haye had experience
in a publishing office, how many per-
sons there are who make even the light
postage rate which is now levied on
newspapers a heavy. consideration.—
‘We would pray, then, for this much
alleviation at least, if it is not the dc-
sign-of Parliament to assimilate our
postage Jaws with those of Nova Scotia
and }ﬁw Brunswick, and abolish the
rates on newspapers entirely.  The
same arguments cannot be urged
against 5)0 repgal as were employed
to t! b

Office De-
partment cannot afford to dispense
with postage on newspapers. So far

/a8 we recollect, there are but few mail
routes at present that do not pay ex-
penses, and for some time past the
revenue of the Department has been
morc than equal ta its expenditure, so
that the Government eannot plausibly
plead poverty as an excuse for not
ecomplying with ‘the public desire.—

ith regard to the three cents rate
on letters there is nothing to be said
about it, farther than that if the law
comes into effect it will give general
satisfaction, and men of all political
castes will for once agree that the Gov-
ermment has given the country a wise
and beneficial law.

brews in four weeks, or 15,300 gallons,
and allowing that this average is kept up
during eight months in the year, and no
brewing to be done for four months, then
the total number of gallons manufactur-
ed during that period would be 122,400
gallons. Now, at this brewery only a-
bout 40 barrels a month are reported, or
820 barrels for eight months, equal to 9,-
040 gallons—a difference between the
quantity returned and that brewed, of
113,360 gallons, which at a duty of 3 cents
per gallon would amount to $3,400 per
year; and to this amount, at least, is
the revenue defrauded annually by this
one brewery.”
