The particu-
lars are as follows :—Mr.Jeremiah Payne,
husband of the deceased woman, had
gone tc a threshing in the morning, and
left his hired man, Wm, Brenton, at
home, making or cleaning out a root-
house, and with him a boy named
Doughty, about twelve years of age. Mrs.
Payne was in the house attending to her
household duties, and there was also on
the premises her baby girl. About noon
Brenton went to Mr. Payne desiring a
settlement, stating that he wished to
leave his employ. Payne said he would
settle with him when he returned home.

Presbyterian 'l‘etli-oentennlnl Celebra=
on.

The celebration of the ter-centenary of
the establishment of Presbyterianism in
England, will be held in Philadelphia on
the 20th inst. The place of the celebra-
tion will be the Penn Square Presbyterian
Chureh, which will be profusely decorated
for the occasion. The following extracts
from a xecent speech in Liverpool, by the
Rev., Mr. Graham, of Mount Pleasant
Presbyterian Church, there, explains the
great event which it is now intended to
commemorate :—

“ It was on the 20th November, 1572,
that a few men met at Wandsworth, in
Surrey, then on the outskirts of London,
and formally established a Presbytery.
Whether it was the establishment of a
session, the unit of Presbytery, or a Pres-
bytery itself, I need not discuss. Suffice
it to say that it was the first outward
form in this country of the main working
principles of Presbyterianism—namely, a
teaching elder not a priest, ruling elders
chosen by the congregations, and both
drawing their doctrine and authority, for
the benefit of the Christian people, from
the Word of God. There were only
eleven in all. This was done in strictest
secresy and amidst stern persecution.
. * * * . .

During the very hours they were meeting
in Wandsworth John Knox was ‘dying in
Edinburgh. The cradle of our Englich
P@sbyterianism was rocked beside the
deathbed of the iather of our British
Presbyterianism. Four days afterwards,
on the 24th of November, Knox passed

Detroit River Tunnel.
(From the Detroit Tribune.)
On Saturdey last the half of the drain-
age tunnel which is being excavated ua-
der the river from this side was com-
pleted, it now extends out some 1,500
feet and about to the eenire of the
stream. On the Canada side the work-
men are out 400 feet and have still four
or five months’ work to do before effect-
ing a junction with the finished section.
The section on this side was commenced
last fall, and has been in process about a
year, while about eighteen months will
probably have elapsed altogether before
this adjunct to the great : railway tunnel
is finished. When the section on this
side was ‘completed, the pumps and
other apparatus -ere taken out and
brought to the surface. The excavation
is thoroughly bricked up, end is gecure
against accident, apparently, while the
builders quietly await the completion of
the other It will, no doubt, fill
up with water, but that can be easily
pumped out when it becomes necessary
to clear it. The work on the Canadian
side has been obstructed by more diffi-
eitlties than 'have been encountered on
the A side of the ch: 1, arising
from the water pouring in in great quan-
tities and heavily charged with noxious
gases, while many precautious have had
to be taken against the caving in of the
roof as the' work progressed. While the
drainage tunnel seems likely to be finish-
ed in due season, and the character of
the soil has been tested pretty thorough-
1y, the work has undoubtedly inculeated
some lessons. Its construction will have
occupied a long time, and will cost a
great deal of money. The two tunnels
proposed to build above will be much
greater in gize, and involve so much
work, that they will probably cost $3,-
000,000, which has been estimated as the
ontlay, and it seems probable that ‘more
time will be required than was originally
expected. Btill there is no doubt that
their construction will be rushed fo an
early completion.

The real sufferers by the fire are
the 25,000 working people who are

thrown out of employment. The
clothing establishments supported
thousands of sewing-girls, whose pay
was small and whose poverty now
must be distressing. Relief as8ocia-
tion sprang into existence even be-
fore the fire had been subdued. A
Committee of Ladies devotes itself
specially to the wants of women. Yet
tgun far there has been little to do.
The temporary refuge has only eight
inmates. The Committees have had
few applications for aid. The first
effort will be tofind work for the
idle ; but very soon there must come
a demand for money, and the whole
country is hastening to supply it.
There are no such scenes of distress
as were observable on the occasion of
the Chicago fire, There were not
more than 150 dwellings burned,and
the families who occupied them have
all been cared for,and already the
most of them have secured fresh
dwellings or apartments. It is ex-
pected that before long employment
will be found for nearly all who are
thrown out of work. New business
places and manufactories” have al-
ready been secured, and more are
being obtained duily by merchants
and others, and the services of their
former.employees, will of course be
needed. The men and boys will
find plenty of employment before
longin the work of rebuilding. The
persons who will probably suffer the
most are the clerks,bookkeepers and
salesmen, heretofore employed in the
insuranee offices and business houses.
It is not believed, however, that
even they will long be out of employ-
ment. The dry goods men are to
erect temporary warehouses on the
Common, and the shoe and leather
trade will find quartérs on the unoc-
cupied ground at Fort Hill. The
loss of life is very much less than was
at first reported. - It will not exceed
twenty persons, probably not more
than a dozen.

Publishers of daily papers which
were not burned out,and keepers of
hotels and eating-houses are the two
prominent classes who are reaping a
temporary benefit irom the fire.
Thousands of strangers have gone to
the city out of curiosity, and have
crowded every place where it is poss-
1ble to get anything to eat, and the
crushin such places far exceeds any-
thing known in Jubilee times. Judg-
ing by the immense sale of papers
and the throngs at restaurants, it
would seem as though people did
nothing but eat and read. The ruins
have been visited by thousands of
people, though it is difficult to get
very near the territory. Passes are
issued only from military sourcesand
very few at that. Hence compara-
tively few people have been through
the streets where the debris was
piled up by the powder and flames,
80 the crowds are forced to content
themselves with looking from'a dis-
tance.

There are three good reasons
for the spread of the fire notwith-
standing the solid nature of the
buildings, First, the Mansard roofs,
stuck on the tops of these granite
structures, and built of wood, carried
the fire from one to. another with as
much rapidity and ease as though
they had been constructed for that
special purpose. Second, the great

- heightof the buildings, which with
the sloping roofs prevented the fire-
men from getting full play on the
flames. Third,the narrowness of the
streets, which were soon blocked up
with goods and debris, by which the
firemen were unable to move about
with ease ; also the buildings on op-
posite sides of the streets standing
80 near each other, the fire commun-
icated from one to the other with the
greatest ease,

The largest losers are generally
men of large capital and long estab-
lished credit, who will bear up under
the blow without great difficulty,even
should the insurance companies pay
10 more than 20 or 30 per cent.
There will of course be a great call
for money when the rebuilding fairly
begins.

Father Burke on Mr. Froude.

The announcement that the Rev. Thos
N. Burke would reply to. Mr. Froude's
first lecture, and combat his views re-
garding the cause of Ireland’s unhappy
condition, was sufficient to gather alurge
and deeply interested aundience in the
New York Academy of Music on Wednes-
day evening. His reasons for taking up
the cudgels against Mr. Fronde are given
in his introductory remarks as follows :

First of all, Ihold that Mr Froude is
unfit for the task he has undertaken, for
three great reasoms: First: Because I
find in his writing that he solemnly and
emphatically declaes that he despairs of
ever finding a remedy for Ireland, and
that he gives it up as a bad job. * My
own remedy,” heemphatically says, “my
only hope of a future for Ireland is—Ile
them all go to America and have done
with us altogether, and give us Ireland
at lnst, as we have laboured to make it
for 700 years, a desert in solitude ; or if
they remain at home, - they will have to
be coerced into submission.”
