Rain.—Last night we were visited by a 
copions rain, which had a very beneficial 
effect in laying the daet, which had be­
come almost unbearable in our streets. 
The lightning was the most incessant and 
vivid that we have witnessed here this 
season. We have not heard of any ac­
cidents occurring as yet.

A Holiday.—The employees of the 
Wellington Foundry, with their wives 
and sisters, and other fair ones, left this 
morning about 8 o’clock for Pnstitfch 
Lake to spend the day in the various 
amusements which that now famous 
watering place affords. There were some 
half-dozen pleasure waggons all well 
filled. We hope they will have a pleasant 
time.

Wilkins vs. Hastings.—This case was 
tried at the Galt Division Court before 
Judge Millar. It arose out of a serious 
runaway that took place in Galt during 
last winter, when the horses of Mr. Hast­
ings, of Wellesley, ran away from the 
Dumfries Mills, and in their course down 
Main Street running against several of 
the verandahs, bringing them down, and 
committing other damage. From run­
ning against the post of Mr. Wilkins’ ver­
andah one of the horses was killed. This 
was brought to recover the amount of 
damages done to the verandah. The 
evidence related chiefly to the point 
whether or not the horses were securely 
tied before they broke loose. Judgment 
was held over.

Murderous Attack.—A most brutal 
assault took place at Newry, on Thurs­
day evening of last week. A number of 
men met at Foster's hotel, and after par­
taking freely of “ potheen,” a quarrel 
took place between Henry Porterfield and 
Henry Stephenson, but after considerable 
jangling all were quieted, down. At this 
time Mr. Stevenson and Mr. Pettman, 
foreman of the gravel pit near Newry, 
thought it advisable to leave. They had 
got but a short distance when they were 
overtaken by Henry Porterfield and John 
Hocking, who most brutally and cow­
ardly struck them over the head with 
clubs, knocking them down, and poun­
ding them in a shameful and disgraceful 
manner, leaving them lying on the 
ground for dead. At this time, Mr. A. 
Prime, driver of one of Mr. Hendrie’a 
engines, and Mr. C. Newton, hap­
pened to come along, and when lifting 
them up assured themselves that Mr. 
Stevenson was dead, and immediately 
gave the alarm. Drs. Nichol and Sill were 
immediately ‘sent for, and when they 
arrived found that Mr. Stevenson’s skull 
had been broken and that he had recei­
ved a number of other serious wounds, 
but that the vital spark had not fled. 
Mr. Pettman had also received several 
wounds, but none of them of a serious 
nature.—Banner.

The East Ward Nuisance.
This case came up for decision to-day. 

The Inspector had given Mr. Gordon,the 
lessee, one week in which to remove the 
pigs, but owing to the great difficulty in 
the way of removal, and not wishing to 
do anything by which Mr. Gordon would 
sustain serious loss, and also in deference 
to a petition signed by a number of rate­
payers in the Ward, requesting leniency 
in the matter, the time has been extend­
ed to two weeks from to-day. In the 
meantime Mr. David Allan proposes to 
have the yard cleaned as much as possi­
ble, and as soon as the animals are re­
moved he will have the entire premises 
rénové ted, so that the nuisance complain­
ed of will be entirely abated.

tons burden, each. It is calculated that 
they will be able to make the trip in 
seventy hours.

Chanoing the Gauge.—Preparations 
are being made all along the line of the 
Grand Trunk Railway, between Stratford 
and Belleville, for the change to narrow 
gauge. Addition stringers are being put 
in, ties are being adjusted, and the pro­
gress of the work is such that there is 
scarcely any doubt but the change in this 
portion of the line will be effected in Oc­
tober next.

Foresters.—The different Courts of 
the Ancient Order of Foresters, are to 
hold a grand fete in the Crystal Palace 
Grounds, Toronto, in September, when 
the sum of 91,000 will be given for com­
petition among the differ mt bands in the 
Dominion, the competition to be open to 
all bands, military or civil.

Early Wheat.—Mr. Robt. Myles, of 
Queen’s Valley, Deputy Reeve of Euphra­
sia, commenced cutting his fall wheat this 
week. The crop is extra good, as indeed 
are the crops in general in that section of 
the country. In this township the wheat 
will be entered on this week also ; and it 
iy gratifying to know that the yield will 
be good, and that spring crops as well 
promise better than usual. — Meaford 
Monitor.

The Roman Gatholio Church in Eng­
land has lately sustained a somewhat 
serions loss in the person of Sir John 
Sntton. who joined its ranks some twenty 
years ago. Sir John was the eldest son 
of Sir Richard Sutton, a great celebrity 
in the sporting world, long connected 
with the Quern hunt, and likewise noted 
for his splendid shooting preeerves in 
Norfolk. He had a great income, a large 
lot of which hfe derived from heuse pro­
perty in London. His estate there in­
cluded Cambridge House, in Piccadilly,so 
called from having been long tenanted by 
Queen Victoria’s uncle, the late Duke of 
Cambridge, who leased it of Sir Richard.

Killed by a;Bull.—On Wednesday 
morning last, as Mr. Jas. Monde, a farmer 
living near the neighbouring village of 
Arden, was engaged keeping a large and 
ugly bull from the cows while the women 
were milking, the bull got enraged and 
made a charge at him and got him down. 
Mr. Monde being about 60 years old, was 
not able to escape, and-was severely in- 
; ured before his son, who speedily came 
;o his assistance, could get the bull away 
from hiiq. Dr. Knight, of Tamworth, 
was immediately sent for, and did all he 
could to allay the suffering, which Mr. 
Monds endured for about eight hours, 
when he sank into a^comatose state, and 
died early this morning.

Accident.—Mrs. Benjamin W. Eby, of 
Bridgeport, on Monday last, fell from a 
cherry tree and received a fearful fracture 
of both bones of the leg, just above the 
ankle. Dr. Bowlby, who was called in 
immediately after, found a large open 
wound extending half round the limb, 
from which the blood oozed copiously, 
Mid the ends of the hones projected. The 
doctor set the limb temporarily, and later 
in the day removed some pièces of bone, 
carefully dressed it, and made suflh ar­
rangements as would add much to the 
patient’s comfort. The wound is a dan­
gerous one, but under skilful treatement 
it is to be hoped no more serions steps 
may be necessary and complications pre­
vented.

Destroying Curculios.—A correspon­
dent of the Government Telegraph says : 
“I have seen various methods of keeping 
these insects off plum trees, but none so 
simple, nor yet so effectual as the follow­
ing : Soak corn cobs in sweetened water 
until thoroughly saturated, then suspend 
them to the limbs of the trees a little 
while after blossoming, being sure to burn 
the cobs after the fruit ripens, as they 
will be found full of young insects. A 
good plan is to change the cobs every 
few weeks. My theory is this :—that the 
insects deposit their eggs in the cobs in 
preference to doing so in the young plums. 
The first season I tried it upon one or 
two only, and in the summer was reward- 
by a crop of as fine plums as ever ripened, 
while those on the^ other trees fell off 
when about half grown. Next spring 
had sweetened corn cobs dangling from 
the limbs of all my plum trees, and the 
summer found them full of delicious 
fruit.______ __________

St. Petersburg, July 25.—The Govem- 
Duent has reeeived a despatch from Gen­
eral Laufman, announcing that a treaty 
between Russia and Khiva has been 
signed. The Khan promises to 
pay Russia 20,000,000 roupies, and to 
abolish capital punishment in his Domin­
ion. Russia guarantees the indepen­
dence of Khanata. The Czar’s troops will 
occupy Khiva until the war indemnity is 
paid. A portion df the territory of Khan­
ata is to be given to Bokhara for the as­
sistance rendered Russian troops.

Barcelona, Jnly 25.—Four officers of 
the Civil Guard of this city have been 
shot for attempting to deseit to the 
Carliste.

Madrid, Jnly 25.—Contreras, command­
ing the rebels in Carthagena, threatens 
to seize all the German ships now lying 
in the harbour of that port, unless the 
Vigilante, captured by the German man- 
of-war, is restored to the insurgents. 
There is a rumour, which needs confirma­
tion, that the German Council at Car­
thagena has been arrested by the insur­
gents as a hostage.

Madrid,July 26.—Contreras, on assum­
ing the title of President, and command­
er of the land and sea forces of the Cant­
on of Murcia, bas addressed a circular 
memorandum to Foreign Powers.

The Geimuis have liberated the crew 
of the “ figüante,” for fear that the 
German Consul and his family at 
Carthagena would be shot. The insur­
gents have promised to delay the seizure 
of the German vessels in port three days, 
so that their commanders may have time 
to telegraph for and receive instructions 
from Berlin.

Baltimore, M. D.t Jnly 25.—A fire 
broke out at 10 o’clock this morning in 
Joseph Thomas & Co’s ining mill, be­
tween Liberty and Park streets, extending 
to three adjoining blocks.

Park street, from Lexington to Sara­
toga, was destroyed. The fire extended 
to Clay street, from Park to Liberty street, 
and the rear of Liberty from Lexington 
to the cerner of Liberty and Saratoga on 
the south side of Saratoga and St. Alphon- 
zo school are gone. Also, on Saratoga, 
west from Park street, Mulberry street 
and the Maryland Academy of Art and 
the university adjoining are burned.

Baltimore, July 26, 2:40 p. m.—Eight 
blocks of fine buildings have been 
burned, and the water supply is Jailing. 
The intense heat prevents the firemen 
from working to advantage. Many roofs 
some distance from the fire are catching 
from flying cinders. Among the buildings 
destroyed were the first English Lutheran 
Church, on Lexington street, and the 
Central Presbyterian Church, on the 
corner of Liberty and Saratoga streets, 
and many private residence on Mulberry 
and Park* streets.

New York. July 26.—Among the losers 
by the Baltimore fire the Central Presby­
terian Church’s loss is estimated at 970,- 
000, insured for 160,000. St. Alphonzo’s 
Church and Library loss. 980,000. The 
Herald's special says the burned district 
comprises ten blocks, bounded by Mul­
berry. Liberty, Lexington and Howard 
Streets. Total loss is estimated at half a 
million.

New York, July 25.—The weather here 
is hot and sultry.

The sinking of the Vanderbilt tracks in 
Fourth Avenue employs twenty-one hun­
dred men, and costs the city eighty-five 
thousand dollars monthly.

Disaatroee Fire at Strathroy.
Strathroy, July 24.—About one o’clock 

this (Thursday) morning the ominous 
sound of the fire-bell was heard here, 
tod at the same time those abroad ob­
served a heavy volume of smoke and 
flame ascending over the east end of the 
town. The impression at once got cur­
rent that the woollen factory, the foun­
dry, or soèae of the larger buildings m 
that direction were a prey to the more 
than dreaded destroyer. Fortunately 
none of these were the victims, yet the 
loss has turned out the heaviest of any 
suffered for some time. The fire when 
first discovered was observed issuing 
from a detached building on the commons 
in rear of Banghart’s Pop Works, and 
used by the Strathroy Woollen Manufac­
turing Company for storing woel. When 
seen the flames had obtained such head­
way that it became impossible to save 
either the building er its contents, the 
latter amounting to upwards of 927,000 
worth of wool at the time. The whole 
was Cape and Australian wool of very 
fine grade, and as many as seven car 
loads of this lot were laid in about a 
week ago. The pop works and Mr.Bang- 
hart’s house adjacent were bountifully 
saturated with water and but little dan­
ger resulted to these. The wool is a 
total loss. It was insured in the Queen’s 
British America, Hartford and Western, 
for 923,000 ; no insurance on the build- 
iug. The origin of the fire is unknown, 
but there is little doubt but that it is the 
work of incendiaries^ and from wanton­
ness and malice.—London Free Press.

Spain.
The situation in Spain is none of the 

most reassuring to the friends of civil 
and religious liberty. There seems to be 
no one at the head of affairs competent 
to guide the Republic through the dan­
gers with which it ie menaced, and one- 
Government after a brief tenure of power 
finds its efforts futile and gives place to 
another. The country is distracted by 
insurrections springing up in various lo­
calities and aooompanied by dipotder and 
assassination. The treasuryla badkrupt, 
the army mutinous and discontented, 
while a majority of the fleet is in the 
hands of revolted crews. The whole 
fabric of Civil Government, in fact, 
seems loosened and taken asunder. To 
make successful headway in the face of 
such overwhelming obstacles, against a 
united and persevering enemy like the 
Carliste, might be difficult for better sol­
diers and more skillful officers than The 
National Government seem at present to 
be dependent upon. The recent Can’-* 
successes, in fact: seem more due to 1 
internal distractions that prevent e 
cient support being given to the repub] 
can troops opposed to theip, than to a 
superiority on their part. They 
enough, however, to inspire joy in t 
hearts of those reactionists who pray,dor 
a return of the old ecclesiaBtiooupdnar-. 
ohial regime, when the Pope an<^ iivine 
right sovereigns held sway. SuoTi is the 
effect in France that the present pseudo- 
Republican Cabinet there is said to be 
seriously discussing the propriety of an 
errly recognition of the rights of the 
Carlists as belligerents. Although this 
recognition has been formally refused for 
the present, the fact of the demand for 
it being made is significant. The Duke 
de Broglie is said to favor treating with 
the Government of Don Carlos as the 
only power capable of performing the 
functions of Government in Spain ; 
while President McMahon, compromised 
by a promise to the friends of^Don Carlos, 
is reported favorable to the Duke’s views. 
Such 6 course it is objected would tend 
to greatly excite France and be too im­
prudent a confession of the secret aims 
of a Ministry professing itself republican. 
It is probable enough, nevertheless, that 
a frw more Car list successes might re­
sult in their obtaining the wished for 
boon, and, doubtless, the French Cabinet 
in granting it would rely on McMahon’s 
influence with the army to express any 
disorders that might be fomented in 
France by this action. Monarchy being 
established once more in Spain its res­
toration in France would be in order, and 
doubtless the Iberian Kingdom would 
lend its help to build up the Bourbon 
throne on the other side of the Pyrenees, 
should the pretenders thereto succeed in. 
the hitherto impossible task of agreeing 
as to which of them is the proper occu­
pant. That such schemes might fail ie 
not the point ; it is that their realization 
may be attempted, thus exposing France 
afresh to the miseries of revolution, an­
archy and civil war, and neutralizing 
whatever progress she may have made to­
wards a settled form of Government in 
unison with the desires of the majority 
of her people. We have considered the 
case of France thus prominently,as it ie 
plain the recognition of a Carlist monarchy 
in the neighboring penisula would be 
fraught with the most sinister augury 
for her. No one supposes that even 
should Don Carlos succeeded in fighting 
his way to the throne of Spain against 
the ill-paid and ill-disciplined troops of 
the Republic, he would l>e allowed to re­
main there long. As in the case of 
France, there is more than one pre­
tender to the Spanish throne, and it is 
not likely any of them would give up hie 
claims ; so the poor country would con­
tinue to be rent by contending tactions, 
and, as has been so long characteristic of 
her history, pronunciamentos would be 
of almost daily occurrence, till those who 
love their country better than any mere 
form of Government are taught by exper­
ience that only by united efforts can 
they crush the elements of disorder açd 
reaction.—Winess.

The Gaggiug Government
“Members of Parliament need not 

go to Ottawa pn the 13th proximo. 
“It is utterly useless to look for any. 
thing else than prorogation on the 
13th August.” So says the Mail, 
speaking as the organ of the Govern­
ment. “It never was intended to 
make the meeting more than formal,” 
it cries, and then naively adds, “the 
Government were asked to say, and 
they did say, that the reception of 
the Committee’s report would be the 
only business done.” Was it expect­
ed that the reception of the report 
of a Committee, supposed to have 
heard all the evidence upon the 
Huntington charge, to have listened 
to the disclosures since made through 
the publication of the Allan cor­
respondence and the McMullen state­
ment, with the crushing proof of the 
truth of the accusation still held ii 
reserve, would be simply “received?” 
Was it thought that the people' 
presentatives would have nothing to 
sây respecting the $350,000 bribery 
fund, the purchase of the charter, 
the open debauchery of the electors, 
the flagrant misuse of official posi­
tion for the worst possible purposes, 
the scandalous interference with the 
elections, and the disbursements of 
enormous sums at a critical moment 
in Ontario and Quebec by the leading 
Ministers of the Crown ? Was it 
imagined that the House of Commons 
would meekly listen to such a report 
as the minority of the Committee 
must have felt forced to present, if 
the majority of that Committee had 
dared to attempt concealment of the 
factâ.ol which a portion are now be­
fore the public? Could the most 
sanguine ministerial follower, the 
most besotted henchman of the 
powers that be, bring himself to be 
lieve that tlio exposure of the foul 
misdeeds of our Walpolean Govern­
ment would have been allowed to 
pass without protest, and an attempt 
to hurl from the right of the Speaker 
men who have so disgracefully drag­
ged through the mud the trust 
reposed in them? Or, did not 
the wily Baronet foresee the disallow­
ance of the Act permitting evidence 
to be taken on oath, the refusal of 
his insulting oiler of a Commission, 
and the fact that the Committee, 
would have nothing to report ? Un­
doubtedly he did, and glibly did he 
promise, with tongue in cheek, that 
the reception of the Committee’s lte: 
port would be the only business done. 
In that, as in all else he does, he wil­
fully deceived friend and foe, and 
cheated the country with the hope 
that on, the 13th August, justice 
would die meted out to erring minis­
ter or false accuser. Now that the 
game of wilful delay has been played, 
he seeks to back up his intention to 
prorogue on the 13th, and so stitie 
discussion and condemnation, by a 
reference to a “1 told you so,” and an 
impudent assertion that the re-as­
sembling of our Legislature was never 
intended to be more than an empty 
pageant and a wretched farce. Will 
hè succeed in putting a gag in the 
mouths of our representatives, and 
m dismissing the Committee ? We 
think not. We believe that Earl 
Puflerin will not lend himself to such 
a gross insult to the intelligence and 
honest sentiment of the country. He 
cannot bring himself to accept advice 
which would cover his name with 
shame, and lower him to the rank of 
the Heads. He is surely made of 
sterner and better stuff. He will 
pOorly represent high imperial in­
terest, if he thus converts himself 
into a pnrtiznn, and he has done no­
thing yet since his short sojourn 
amongst us to lead us to regard him 
as capable of such a betrayal of those 
principles of representative rule 
which he is instructed and constitu­
tionally bound to maintain. Sir John 
may boast that he lias a commission 
in his pocket empowering him to 
prorogue on the 13th, and his Organs 
may shriek that members need not 
go to Ottawa, but we have more faith 
in the Throne than in the assertions 
of the Baronet, and his retainers.

For Summer Travel.— Hand satchels, 
pocket books, purees, canes, and a host 
of other things for the above—at Day’s.

The Surf-Board Sport at Hilo, Sand­
wich Islands.—Hilo is one of the very 
few places on these island where you can 
see a truly royal sport—the surf-board- 
It requires a rough day and a heavy surf, 
but with a good day it is one of the 
finest sights in the world. The surf­
board is a tough plank about two feet 
wide and from six to twenty feet long, 
usually made of the bread-fruit tree, 
Armed with these, a party of tall, mua- 
cular natives swim out to the first line of 
breakers, and, watching their chance to 
duck under this, make their way finally, 
by the help ol the under-tow, into the 
smooth water far off beyond all the surf. 
Here they bob up and down on the swell 
like so many ducks, watching the oppr- 
tunity. What they seek is a very high 
swell, before which thby place themselves, 
lying or kneeling on the surf-board. Thg 
great wave dashes onward,but as its bot­
tom strikes the ground, the top, unre­
tarded in its speed and force, breaks into 
a huge comber; and directly before this 
the surf-board swimmer is propelled with 
a speed which we timed and found to 
exceed forty miles per hour. In fact, he 
goes like lightning, always just ahead of 
the breaker, and apparently down hill, 
propelled by the vehement impulse of 
the roaring wave behind him, yet seem­
ing to have a speed and motion «of his 
own. It is a very surprising sight to see 
three or four men thus dashed for nearly 
a mile toward the shore at the speed of 
an express train, every moment about to 
be overwhelmed by a roaring breaker, 
whose white crest was reared high above 
and just behind them, but always escap­
ing this ingulfment, and propelled hefere 
it. They look, kneeling or lying on their 
long surf-boards, more like some curious 
and swift-swimming fish—like dolphins 
racing, as it seemed to me—than like 
men. Once in a while, by some mie- 
ohance the cause of which I could not 
understand, the swimmer was overwhelm­
ed ; the great comber overtook him ; he 
was flung over and over like a piece of 
wreck, but instantly dived, and «-ap­
peared beyond the outside of the wave, 
ready to take advantage of the next. A 
successful shot launched them quite 
high and dry on the beach far beyond 
where we stood to watch. Occasionally 
a man would stand erect upon his surf­
board, blanching himself in the boiling 
water without apparent difficulty. The 
surf-board play is one of the ancient 
sports of Hawaii. I am told that few of 
the younger generation are capable of it, 
and that it is thought to require great 
nerve and coolness even among these 
admirable swimmers, and to be not with 
out danger.—Harper's Magazine for
