The steamer
was at the time crossing the Bay of
Fundy. It seemed as though the Por-
tia’s sixteen terrified passengers were
all in the waters of the bay bombarding
the vessel. The lifeboats of the star-
board gu’arter were smashed.in, davits
twisted into .gpirals by the crushing

BRITAIN AND IRELAND.

The
Irish Unionists are taking the matter up
and intend to bring the alleged undue
taxation of Ireland before parliament at
the opening of the session in the form of
an amendment in reply to the speech
from the throne, calling upon the state
to refund the $2,500,000 of over taxation.

opinion that no government has been
established by the insurgents in Cuba.
The ministerial organs and all, the
sympathizers with the government are
taking the ground from this, that there
will be a confiict between the legislative
and executive powers in the United
States government, which will delay
action and give Spain a respite from in-
tervention, during which she may have
an opportunity to crush the rebellion.
It is noticeable- also that the Cameron
resolution itself, offensive as are its
terms to Spanish pride, islooked at with
a degree of moderation as compared with
the first view of it.

The view is attributed to Senor Cano-
vas himself that the adoption of the
Cameron resolution need not necessarily
mean war, since there was no attempt
in it to provide for armed-intervention
in Cauba for active assistance to the in-
surgents but simply for the recognition
of their government.

So far as thefriendly intervention with
the Spanish government was concerned

it lay in the power of #hat government
todecline overtures to that end. The
mood of optimism of the ministerialists
to-day goes beyond President Cleveland’s
terms, since they express the opinion
that Mr. McKinley, upon coming into
office, :will follow the same policy to-
wards Cuba as President Cleveland has
done.

On the other hand, El Imparcial, El
Heralto and El Liberal do not believe
that & pacific solution is possible of the
roblem of Spanish relations with the
nited States. They consider that Mr,
Olney’s utterances are simply those of a
gecretary and that they carry . little:
weighkt with the great body of American
citizens, in whom, it is pointed out, is
the fountain of all power, overruling both
the legialative and the executive. These
newspapers express the belief that con-
gress is backed by public apinion in the
‘United States, and is bent upon gaining
independence for the Cubans. Mr. Mc-
Kinley, they say, will also follow public
opinion and his own convictions and
will declare for the independence of
Cuba and will terminate the war in the
island even at the cost of an armed in-
tervention by the United States if the
war shall be prolonged beyond the
month of March, when he assumes the
presidency. o

The Republican press expresses simi-
lar views, urging the necessity of the
government preparing for war with the
United States. -

The Rossland Miner is one of the
organs of public opinion'in Kootenay
which has been doing much to excite
public opinion in that district against all
things governmental which at present
exist. From the amount of protest, and
unstinted criticism which have appeared
in the columns of that newspaper, one
would imagine that the people of Ross-
land and vicinity are ameng” the most
downtrodden on the face of the globe.
The most recent grievance of the Miner
is that South Kootenay is represented by
Mr. J. M. Kellie, of whom it says that
he is worse than nobody, is hostile to
the district, has no sympathy with the
agpirations of the camp (whatever those
may be in particular), and is generally
incompetent. It says that if he had the
least spark of sensibility he would have
resigned long ago, and much else in the
same line.

We quote these kind expressions of
opinion, not on account of their merit,
but as a sample of the inane criticisms
which prevail in the columns referred to.
Whatever may be Mr. Kellie’s faults,
and he probably has his failings in com-
mon with the other members of the Leg-
islature, he has always been a warm
friend of Kootenay, and has never failed
at any time in doing his duty by his con-
stituents in so far as advocating their
wants or obtaining Government assist-
ance in their behalf is concerned.

It must - be remembered that Mr.
Kellie was elected as representative for
South Kootenay when Trail Creek was
almost unheard of, and its possibilities
were an unknown quantity. It is true
that Mr. Kellie lives at Revelstoke, a
long distance away, and necessarily can-
not give the same attention to the wants
of Rossland and vicinity as if he were a
resident of that district; but that is
not Mr. Kellie’s fault, and we know per-
sonally that it is far from his intention
to be hostile to any portion of Kootenay,
the inte®sts of which he has so consis-
tently advocated, within .and without
Parliament.: o

Speaking of Kootenay ‘as a whole, it
would appear that it owes more to Mr.
Kellie’s efforts in obtaining Government
recoghition than to any other man, and
to decry him would only be attempted
by -those who are unaware of the ser-
vices he has rendered to his district, and
who are indifferent in regard to the
reputation and feelings of the gentleman
who is 8o grossly attacked.

Honorable newspapers should every-
where unite in pointing outthe folly and
criminality of the Cuban enlistment
craze. This nonsense should be stamped
out at once, before it leads to serious re-
sults. This country is'bound by all the
rules that govern civilized nations to
prevent the organization within its bor-
ders of military expeditions against the
authority of Spain in Cuba. The Re-
vised Statutes of the United States pres
scribe a severe penalty, both of fine
and imprisonment, for an offence
of this sort. Heretofore the Fed-
eral courts have dealt very leniently
with offenders against the neutrality
laws. If the spurious war fever con-
tinues it may be necessary to inflict ex-
emplary punishment upon them. The
United States cannot afford to have its
reputation indelibly tarnished in the
eyes of mankind by tolerating an open
infraction of the fundamental principles
ot international law by its own citizens.
The individuals who are rushing to the
offices of the Cuban Junta to enlist in
the insurgent forces are not helping the
cause of freedom in the Western Hemi-
sphere. They are violating onesof the
most necessary and salutary laws of
their own country and inviting the in-
dignation and contempt of their rational
fellow citizens. .

BOARD OF ALDERMEN.

A Request Made That the Militia Be
Relieved From the Revenue
Tax.

By-law to Regulate the Coming
Municipal Elections—Re-
turning Officer.

——

As the end of the year is drawing nigh
and time is short, the Municipal Elec-
tions Regulations by-law had precedence
of other business at the city council
meeting last night, the rules being
suspended at the suggestion of the
Mayor, so that the by-law could be dealt
with. Nomination day is January 11,
and election ¢ay, January 14. To
simplify ‘matters, it was contemplated
at first to have the elections for all three
wards held in rooms at the market build-
ing. The queéstion was raised, however,
as to whether it would be legal to have a
polling place for aldermen outside of the
ward for which they were to be elected.
It was therefore decided that it would be
unwige to risk the validity of the elec-
tion by any innovation, and the old plan
was thérefore retained. - .

The following polling places were
agreed on :

For. Mayor and School Trustees—
Police Court room, City Hall.

For Aldermen—North ward, room 11,
market building; Centre ward, eouth-
west corner of Douglas and. Pandora
streets; South ward, 27 Government
street, east side. .

Mr. W. W. Northcott was appointed
returning officer; R. H. Johnson deputy
returaing officer; J. H. Falconer deputy
for North ward; Wm. Burnes, Central
ward ; and Thos. J. Dearberg for South
ward. -The .by-law was put through
several stages.

The council was asked in a letter from
Lieut.-Colonel Gregory, commanding the
First Battalion Fifth Regiment, to take
steps towards exempting the volunteers
from paving revenue tax. In hiscom-
muhnication Lieut.-Col. Gregory said :

‘“ GENTLEMEN :—On the 10th August,

Ranchmen throughout Chilcotin,Cari-
boo and the vicinity of Ashcroft unite in
saying that the loss of cattle this season
will be very large. The cold weather
found even the lucky ones who have suf-
ficient feed, under ordinary circum-
stances, unprepared for it and their
herds scattered and hard to get together.
Mild weather from now on may help
things out, but a severe January and
February will cause great_ losses. Beef
cattle in the spring will be at a pre-
mium,

Fears are entertained for the safety of
the steamer Charlotte. She is frozen
solidly by the side of the old steamboat
near Alexandria,fifteen miles above Soda
creek, and 1t will require close attention
when the ice breaks up in the Fraser.

. J.F. Markill, mining engineer, return-
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ed from an extended visit to Lillooet,
states that the snow was very deep in
places on the mountains near Cayoosh
creek and that it took himself and party
from 8 o’clockein the morning until 5 p.
m. to get up to the Golden Eagle mine.
He did not find the country in shape,
owing to the very deep snow, to have a
very satisfactory examination.

E. E. Armstrong, of Seattle, passed
through Ashcroft this week on his way
to that.city. Mr. Armstrong is interest-
ed in the Cariboo Mining and Develop-
ment Company. Of their property on
Antler creek, Mr: Armstrong said it had
proven better than they anticipated, it
vields from $1 to $1.30 per cubic yard
and has 1,000 inches of water on the
ground. They exyect to be hydraulicing
by July 15 and expect a good. output.

J. G. Y. Burkholder and W. Tyrrell, of
Hamilton, Ontario, gpent a night in
Ashcroft this week on their way back
from the Bridge river mines and the
quartz mines of Lillooet. The Gompany
has expended a large sum of money pro-
specting the placer ground of Bridge
river, having been at work there for
several seasons. A tunnel across a neck
of ground at Camel’s Foot Bend, in
Bridge river, twenty-two miles from its
junction with the Fraser, is now under
way. The distance to be tunnelled is
only about 800 feet, partly in'rock. Mr.
Burkholder has some splendid samples
of coarse gold taken from the bed rock
along theestream.

Work was recommenced a few weeks
agoon the Law- claim across the river
and a geod force put on, but after work-
ing one week word came to close down
until further notice. Mr. Law, the pro-
moter of the proposition, has great faith
in the truth of his theory that an old
channel of the Quesnelle is to be found
by persistent work in this place and he
is backed by the support of Dr. Arthur
Selwyn. '

The Cottonwood river country has
been attracting a good deal of attention
this seasonand the company represented
by Mr. Seymour Baker has secured some
gound on the banks of the Fraser, near
the junction of the Cottonwood with the
Fraser.  This gravel prospects well.
Their ditch line will be nine and a half
miles in length and will have about 1,000
feet of tunneling to get water on Long’s
bar at a sufficient height for hydraulic-
ing.

1t is expected that a ditch capable of
carrying 2,000 inches of water will be
run from Baker creek opposite Quesnelle
to the property of the Menominee and
Maranete or the Nine Mile claim as it is
often called. The distance will be in the
neighborhood of ten miles.

The M. & M. company have a large
amount of ground which carries gold in
sufficient quantities to pay handsomely
for working. It was stated last fall by
Mr. Sawyer, who was.in eharge of the
mine, that next season no Chinese would
be employed by his company.

MANY MINERS KILLED.

WILKESBARRE, Pa., Dec. 21.—About a
score of miners perished this afternoon
by auexplosion of gas in Baltimore No. 2
shaft of the Delaware and Hudson Coal
Company. Fifty or sixty others barely
escaped with their lives. The mine

when in full operation employs in the
neighborhood of 350, men and boys. About
one-third of these wereatwork to-dayand
the number of workers was further reduc-
ed after 3 o’¢lock when the day shift men
came out. When the exnlosion occurred
an hour later there were probably sixty
men in the mine. Of this number forty
or thereabouts succeeded in getting safely
to the surface. Those who perished were
at work fully a mile from the foot of the
shaft. They were driving a tunnel and,
go far as known, were in what was con-
sidered a safe place. The fire boss had
inspected the place in the morning
and declare it free 'from gas. The cause
of the explosion 1is therefore a
mystery, although the officials have
several theories. One report is that a
fall of the roof in the slope exploded a
quantity of dynamite which was stored
there, and that this in turn caused a
feeder of gas to becomtzvignited. Another
theory is that the gas "was ignited by a
careless workman, and a third that a
blast set fire to the gas shortly before
noon, and that the men were fighting
the tire when the explosion occurred.

A later dispatch says that over twenty
miners were imprisoned, but at a late
hour to.night fourteen had been rescued
alive and there were still hopes of reach-
ing the others before the deadly after-
damp claimed them as its victims. Im-
mediately the disaster became known
rescue gangs descended the shaft, but it
was some time before the ventilation had
been so managed that theycould work in
safetv. The party which entered the
mine at 9:45 to-night succeeded in push-
ing their way to the place where the
imprisoned men had been working, and
there they stumbled over the bodies of
the unconscious men. Asquick as the
work could be accomplished they were
bronght to the surface, where a corps of
doctors were waiting. Most of the vic-
tims were sent to their homes and the
rest to hospitals, The physicians have
hopes that all may recover. Had
they been in the mine five
minutes longer all would have been
dead. The men were huddled close
together when found and had appar-
ently abandoned all hope of rescue, and
were resolved to die together. It is
probable that those men who were in
the immediate vicinity of the spot where
the explosion occurred were the only
ones killed, and their number may not
be more than four or five.

CUBAN" RECOGNITION,

Report of the Senate Committee on
Foreign Relations—An Ex-
haustive Document.

Application of the Monroe ‘Doetrine
—The Friendliest Feelings En-
tertained Towards Spain.

W asgHINGTON, Dec. 22.—The report of
the senate committee on foreign rela-
tions favors the adoption of the follow-
ing joint resolution :

‘‘Resolved by the senate and house of
representatives in congress assembled,
That the independence of Cuba be, and
the same is hereby acknowledged by the
JUnited States of America; be it further

‘‘Resolved, That the United States
will use its friendly offices with the gov-
ernment of Spain to a close of the war

between Spain and the republic of
Cuba.” 2

The report begins with a review of the
action .of congress at its last session,
pledging: itself. to.friendly .intervention
with Spain for the recognition of the in-
dependence of Cuba. Spain having de-
clined these overtures, the report con-
tinues, the only question to be decided is
the nature of the next step to be taken,
with proper regard to the customs and
usages of nations.

Then follows an exhaustive review of
this century’s insurrections of peoples
claiming independence by right of re-
volt. The French revolutionary wars,
which disturbed the entire world for
five and twenty years, are cited as hav-
ing fixed the beginning of our modern
international systems, at the year 1815,
#n the treaties of Vienna and of Paris,
and of the holy alliance. The settlement
of local disturbances proceeded under
the influence of powers ‘parties to these
treaties until the Greeks rose in insur-
rection against the Sultan in 1821. The
modern precedents of European insurrec-
tion and intervention, where independ-
ence was the issue involved, are cited as
having begun with Greece. The mas-
sacres and atrocities perpetrated
against the Greeks during this struggle
are reviewed. Previous to this, at Trop-
pau, in November, 1820, the three pow-
ers of Russia, Austria and Prussia had
united in signing a protocol expressly in-
tended to assert the right of interven-
tion in all ¢ases where a European pow-
er *“should suffer in its international re-
gime an altercation brought about by re-
volt and the results of which are menac-
ing to other states.”

After reviewing the diplomatic contest
arising from the revolution in Greece,
the report states: .

¢ In the whole discussion from March,
1821, to January, 1823, the right of inter-
vention was never disputed, except by
Turkey.” ’

This was the state of affairs when
George Canning, becoming prime min-
ister of England, recognized Greek belli-
gerency.. The report adds: "

““This seems to have been the step
which led to Canning’s somewhat famous

in 1825. The Turkish government, we
are told, complained that the British
government aﬁo'vved to the Greeks a bel-
ligerent character, and observed' that it
appeared. to forget that to subjects in re-
bellion no national character could pos-
sibly belong. To this remonstrance Can-
ning replied through the British minis-
ter resident at Constantinople, that ‘ the
character of belligerency was not so much
a principle ag a fact;. that a . certain de-
gree of force and consistency acquired by
any mass of population engaged in war
entitted that population to be treated as
a belligerent; and even if their title
were questionable, rendered it the inter-
est, well understood, of all civilized na-
tions'so to treat them.’

‘“ All the dictum of Canning’s was
never, go far as we know, officially pub-
lished ; it was quoted by Lord John Rus-
sell, then Her -Majesty’s - secretary - of
state for foreign aflairs, in the speech
which he made in the House of Com-
mons May 6, 1861, as his single and suffi-
cient authority to justify the step upon
wHich he and his colleagues in the gov-
ernment had decided of recogrizing the
belligerency -of the * power of the com-
munity,” which was officially called the
¢ Southern Confederacy of America,” and
which at that time had not a ship at sea
or an army on land, and which bhad
given as yet no official evidence of war
to the British government. Simul-
taneously the same action was adopted
by the government of France, which
‘ concurred entirely in the views of Her
Majesty’s government,’ and whose con-
currence, in the absence of protest or ob-
jection by any other power, made Rus-
sell’s view the accepted practice of
Europe.”

The report next takes up to the Bel-
gian revolution of 1860, saying:

““ When the French revolution of July,
1830, occurred, it spread instantly to the
Netherlands. Toward the end of August,
1830, disturbances began, and immedi-
ately became so serious as to threaten
grave implications abroad as well as at
home. Without concerting with or sup-
porting King William, the powers im-
posed an immediate armistice upon both
parties. Naturally the Belgian rebels
then held themselves independent. With
such encouragement, their safety was
guaranteed almost beyond the possibility
of risk. The claim of independence was
made November 18, 1830, and was recog-
nized one month later by the powers, in
their seventh conference, December 20.
The Netherlands ministry immediately
recorded, December 22, a formal protest
and a reservatidn of King William’s
right to decide on such ulterior measures
as should be taken in the double inter-
ests of his own dignity and the well-
being of his faithful subjects.”

The reports tell of the protest of Hol-
land, followed bg a Holland military ex-
pedition, which was met by 40,000
French troops. The report continues:

“Thus, within legs than a year after
rebellion has broken out, and without
waiting for evidence of the right of the
military force of the insurrection, every
sort of intervention took place, diplo-
matic and military, joint and separate.”’

The report says that the Polish rebel-
lion of 1831 seemed to have no value as
a precedent, except 8o far as it offered
an example of the power of Russia, as
the Belgian insurrection had shown the
power of England and France when in
union. The report continues:

“The npext European people who

clalmed recognition as an independent,

member of the family of nations seems
to have been the Hungarians. On the
14th of April, 1849, the Hungarian diet
formally declared Hungary an inde-
pendent state and the Hapsburg dyn-
asty  forever deposed from the
throne. The next day the diet elected
Louis Kossuth, provincial president.
The young Emperor, Francis Joseph, in-
stantly applied for aid to the Czar of
Russia, who instantly intervened. This
precedent tended to establish the right
of every government to intervene in the
affairs of foreign states, whenever their
situation ‘tends to endanger its own
safety or the political equilibrium of its
frontier.’

‘‘ Besides, the four precedents of
Greece, Belgium, Poland and Hungary,
where new nationalities wz2re in
question, a much larger number
of interventions occurred in Europe
in the process of disruption of
the consolidation which has on one hand
disintegrated the ancient empires of the
Sultan, of Spain, of the church, and on
the other concentrated the new systems
of Germany, Russia and Italy. Interven-
tions have occurred most conspicuously
in'Spain by France, in 1823 ; in Portugal,
by England, in 1827 ; again in Spain and
Portugal in 1836,by England and France;
and what was called the quadruple
treaty in Piedmont and Naples, by the
Holy Alliance in 1831; and in so many
instances since 1848 that the mere enu-
meration would be long and difficult.
‘But none of the disturbed countries
claimed permanent independence undet
a form of revolution, unless it were per-
haps the states of the church of Rome,
which on February 8, 1849, declared the
Pope to be deposed, and set up a provi-
sional governme nt under a revolution-
ary tribunal.

‘The report, after citing other cases,
goeson to eay: °‘‘From this body of
precedent it is clear that Europe has in-
variably asserted and practiced the right
to interfere, both collectively and separ-
ately, amicably and forcibly, in every
instacce, except that of Poland, where a
European people has resorted to insur-
rection to obtain independence. The
right itself has been based on various
Frounds: ‘Impediments to commerce,’

Burdens on measures of protection and
repression,” ‘Regnests of one or both
parties to interpose,’ ¢ Effusion of blood,’
and ‘Evils of all kinds,” * Humanity,’
and ‘The repose of Europe.” (Greek
treaty of 1827.) ‘A warm desire to ar-
rest, with the shortest possible delay,
the disorder and effusion of blood.’
(Portocol of November 4th, 1830,
in the case of Belgium.) *‘His
own safety or the political equilib-
rium on the frontiers of his empire.
(Russian circular of April 27, 1849, in
the case of Hungary.) ‘To safeguard
the interest and honor’ and to ‘ Main-
tain the political influence’ of the inter-
vening power (French declaration of
1849-50 in regard to the states of the
church). Finally, in the latest and most
considerable, because absolutely unani-
mous act of all Europe, simply the ¢ de-
sire to regulate.” (Préamble to the treaty
of Berlin, 1878, covering the recognition
of Servia, Roumania, Montenegro and
Bulgaria.)’” :

The report then turns to the experi-
ence of Asia. In regard to Asia, probably
all other authorities agree that the en-
tire fabric of European supremacy,
whether in Asiatic Turkey, Persia, Af-
ghanistan, India, Siam or China, rests
on the right of intervention.

The American precedents are handled
exhaustively. After tracing the upris-
ing in Mexico, Venezuela, Chile and the
Argentine Republic against Spanish rule
the report concludes:

‘“ Diplomatically, they have maintain-
ed a regularly accredited representative

in the United States for the past year,

who has never ceased to ask recognition,
and to offer all possible information.
There is no reason to suppose that any
portion of the Cuban people would be
dissatisfied by our recognizing their re-
presentative in this country, or that they

disagree in the earnest wish for that re- |

cognition.

““The same thing could hardly be said
of all the countries recognized by Mon-
roe in 1822; Greece had no such stability
when it was recognized by England,
Russia and France; Belgium had noth-
ing of the sort when she was recognized
by all the powers in 1830. Of the states
recognized by the treaty of Berlin in
1878 we need hardly to say more than
that they were the creatures of interven-
tion.

‘“The only question that properly re-
mains for congress to consider is the
mode which should be adopted for the
step which congress is pledged next to
take. y

““ The government of the United States
entertains none but the friendliest feel-
ings towards Spain. Its most anxious
wish is to avoid even the appearance of,
an unfriendliness, which is wholly foreign
to its thought. For more than a hun-
dred years, amidst divergent or clashing
interests, and under frequent and severe
strains, the two governments have suc-
ceeded in avoiding collision, and there is
no friendly office which Spain could ask
which the TUnited States, within
the limits of their established
principles and policy, would mnot
be glad to extend. In the present in-
stance, they are actuated by an earnest
wish to avoid the danger of seem-
ing to provoke a conflict. The practice

in the instances cited, has been almost
invariably harsh and oppressive. The
practice of the United States has been
almost invariably mild and forbearing.
Among the precedents which have been
so numerously cited, there “can be no
doubt as to the choice. The most mod-

tude taken by President Monroe in 1822,
is the only, attitude which can properly
be regarded as obligatory for a similar
situation to-day. The course pursued
by the United States in the recognition
of Colombia is the only course which
congress can consistently adopt.”

sessment of two cents per capita.

The regular order was suspended: for

fraternal greetings. Delegate Harry

Lloyd was selected to make the presenta-

tion speech, in which he presented

charm and John Mallinson with a gold
watch. These two fraternal delegates
from the British Trades Congress re-
sponded in touching remarks.

When the convention of the American

Federation of Labor resumed to-day for
its seventh day session there were many
vacant seats, as some of the dele-’
gates returned home  yesterday.

The ' committee reported favorably
on the defence fund - resolution
which increases the dues to 50 cents per
capita per month—adopted.

A general discussion occurred on a re-
golution to change the representation in

the convention so as to have delegates
only from general and central organiza-
tions.

The report on the resolution to pro-
hibit local unions having delegates in
the conventions was referred back tothe

committee.

A resolution was favorably reported

from the committee that no official of
the American Federation of Labor should
be allowed to affiliate or participate with
any political party was adopted—yeas
37, nays 17.

A resolution by delegate Boyce recom-
mending that union men should not en-
list in the state militia was adversely re-
ported by the committee, on the ground
of being an infringement of personal
rights. The report was concurred in
and the resolution was adopted.

Then Captain McKeil was recalled to
give evidence as to the catches of the
Beatrice and Marion in Bebring sea,
and- Mr. R. J. Ker produced lefters
written by the captain of the Maggie
Mac in 1889, showing what skins the
vessel had sedured in Behring sea dur-
ing that season. Evidence as to seal
catches was given by Captain Lachlan
McLean and by William Goudie. The
latter was on theschooner Mollie Adams
in 1889, and gave her catch as 1,500 or
1,600.

In cross-examination by Mr. Lansing,
for the United States, Goudie said the
Mollie Adams raided St. George’s island
rookeries in 1890 and secured there 400
skins.” The Adams was an American
schooner, said the witness..

Theodore Lubbe, called by the British
side, stated that, as the Victoria agent
for Martin, Bates & Co., of New York,
he had purchased in 1882 326 gkins, the

‘ebring sea eatch of the schooner San
Diego, and in‘Qctober, 1883, had bought
916 skins, the Behring sea catch of the
same vessel for that year. Asked how
he knew the seal were from Behring sea,
the witness said that by the appearance
of the skins he judged them to be Behr-
ing sea seals. In those years only In-
dians hunted on the coast and they
handled the skins differently than white
men.

A LITTLE DISCUSSION.

Behriig Sea Claims
Commission Sitting Somewhat
More Interesting.

Mr. Justice Putnam ahd the Senior
British Counsel Differ in
Opinion.

The monotony of the Behring Sea
Claims Commission hearing was varied
yesterday morning by a little argument
between Hon. Mr. Peters, the senior
British counssl, and Mr. Justice Putnam,
the United States commissioner, in con-
nection with a question which Mr. Peters
wished to ask one of the witnesses. -Mr.
Theodore Lubbe was on the stand, and

after Hon. Mr. Dickinson had concluded
his cross-examination, Hon. Mr. Peters,
in re-examination, asked for what
amount the witness had sold his interest
in the schooner Favorite.

Hon. Mr. Dickingon objected to this
question, as opening up new matter,
the cross-examination not having dealt
with the question of value.

Hon. Mr. Peters, in reply, said that
his object was to show in rebuttal that
whereas Alexander McLean, a witness
for the United States, had stated that
the Favorite had been sold at the rate of
$3,000, the fact was that she had been
sold at the rate of $4,500—and McLean
knew it.

Mr. Justice Putnam here remarked
that the question of value should have
been put in by the British in their prin-
cipal case, and he did not think that the
cage should be re-opened on the re-ex-
amination of a witness as to the value of
vessels. :

Hon. Mr. Peters submitted that there
could not be any reason why he should
not show the price of the Favorite.

Mr. Justice Putnam responded that,
speaking for himself, he must protest
against openimg the ~door again
to lengthen out the proceedings.
The commissioners had some rights asto
"time.

Hon. Mr. Peters was fully prepared to
grant that the commissioners had rights,
but as far as counsel were concerned he
claimed they had a right to present their
claims in the way they thought best. It
had taken ten years before these claims
could be brought before this commission
and now if it took some time to present
them it was™not the fault of counsel.

‘“While the commissioners have
rights,”” he said, ‘‘ we have our right to
present these claims, and we proposa to
do so.”

Mr. Justice Putnam reminded Mr.
Peters that in any court, even though
counsel acted with the utmost good faith,
they needed at times to be checked by
the court. Mr. Peters must feel from
his (Mr. Justice Putnam’s) personal con-
duet that he had the highest regard for
counsel on both sides, but, as he said
beiore, there were times when they
needed checking. .

Hon. Mr. Peters—*‘ There are times,
it is true, when counsel are checked, but
if counsel feels that he is right he mnst
.insist npon the cdurse he has taken.”’

ltdlr.,Jnstice Putnam—*‘That is quite
right.”

Hon. Mr. Peters felt he was quite cor-
rect in the course he had now taken.
McLean had made certain statements of
fact, among others that the Favorite was
sold for so much, though he had not
mentioned the exact year. What it was
now proposed to prove was what sales of
the Favorite had been made and that
McLean’s statement was incorrect,either
from defective memory or some other
cause.

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SIALL DEBTS ACT

Full Text of Mr. Justice Walkem’s
Deecision as to Its Con- -~
stitutionality.

The Extensive Powers of the Lieut.-
Governor of the Province
Defined.

Yesterday Mr. Justice Walkem
handed down his written reasons for
concurring in the verbal judgment given
by the Full Court some weeks ago, up-
holding the constitutionality . of the

-Small Debts Act. The decision is &
highly important one, defining, as it does,
some of the extensive powers possessed
by the provinces.

The full text of the judgment is as fol-
lows:

‘ The Small Debts Act 1895,” appears
tome to be constitutional. Opinions to
the contrary are based on the notion
which, for some- years, prevailed, even
‘in very high lei‘al quarters, that the B.
N. A. Act, in' effect, ‘transferred all the
prerogatives of the crown whigh, before
its passagey were vested-in the governors
of the several provinces which now con-
-stitute the Dominion, to the .governor

general, as the head of the newly created
central government, and as sole repre-

- sentative in the Dominion of the

Sovereign—the lieutenant governors be-
ing regarded as mere ministerial heads
of their respective governments and as
appointees of .the governor general, and
not of the Queen. The provinces, it was
contended, occupied a- position sub-
ordinate to the eentral authority and

the Appointing powers specified, and
vesting them in the Governor-General,
It must, therefore, be construed strictly,
in accordance with the rule with respect
to statutes, that the crown is not de-
gnved of any of its. prerogatives except
y explicit or unambiguons language ;
‘“and where the language of the statute is
general, and its wide and natural sense
would divest or take away any pre-
rogative or right from the crown, it is
construed so as to exclude that effect.”
{(Max. on statutes, 3rd ed., p. 161).
The 8mall Debts court is not one of the
courts mentioned in the section, either in
name or nature. It is not a Superior
court; mor is it a District court, for
that court, within the meaning of the
section, is a court peculiar to the prov-
ince of Quebec; nor is it a County court
as that court is constituted here, or in
Ontario, Its jurisdiction is limited to
ciaims for debt, not exceeding $100; and
a!thpugh it may trench upon the juris-
diction of the county. court, that is no
reason, to my mind, for condemning the
act which creates it. It is, certainly, no
reason for hplding, in the face of the
rule above, stated, that section 96 de-
prives the Lieutenant-Governor of the
power to appoint the judge of it. Where
18 the specific language to that effect, or,
indeed, any language, to use Maxwell’s
words, which, “makes the inference
irresistible ” that the Imperial legisla-
ture intended to extend the operation of
the gection to all courts other than those
specified in the section? The section
must, be restricted to- its fair meaning;
and, in my opinion, the courts it refers
to are courts of a high class, as appears
by sections 97 to 101; for the judges are
to be selected from the bar and paid,
and, when necessary, pensioned, by the
Dominion. The Small Debts court is,
admittedly, not of that class. The divid-
ing line between courts of the class re-
ferred to and those of lower degree, must
depend on the circumstances of each
case, and be determined by the legisla-
ture; and that that body may aet un-

‘It is clear, therefore, that the pro-
vincial legislature does not occupy the
subordinate position which was ascribed
to it in the argument of the appellants.
It derives no authority from the govern-
ment of Canada, and its status is in no
way analogous to that of a municipal in-
stitution, which is an aunthority consti-
tuted for purposes of local administra-
tion. It possesses powers, not of admin-
istration merely, but of legislation, in
the strictest sense of that word; and,
within the limits assigned by section 92
-of the act of 1867, these powers are ex-
clusive and supreme.”’

Further on, the same eminent Judge
makes the following observations with
respect to the status of a Lieutenant-
‘Governor: * Bysection 68 of the act of
1867, the appointment ‘of provincial
governor is made by the Governor-Gen-
eral-in-Council, ¢ by instrument under
the Great Seal of Canada,’ or, in other
words, by the executive government of
the Dominion, which is, by section 9,
expressly declared to continune and be
vested in the Queen. There is no con-
stitutional anomaly in an executive of-
ficer of the crown receiving his appoint-
ment at the hands of a governing body
who have no powers and no furctions
except as representatives of the crown.
The act of the Governor-General and his
council in making the appointment is,
within the meaning of the- statute, the
act of the crown; and a lientenant-
governor, when appointed, is as mucha
representative of Her Majesty for all
purposes of provincial 'government as
the governor-general is for all purposes
of Dominion government,”

From this clear and forcible exposition']
of the statute, the inference is irresist-
ible that in respect of matters assigned
to the province by section 92, amongst
which 1s *‘ the administration of justice,
including the constitution, maintenance
and organization of Provincial courts of

civil and criminal jurisdiction,” the |

provincial legislature has a jurisdiction
as plenary as that of the Imperial Par-
liament (Hodge vs. the Queen, 9 App.

Moreover,
the appointment being one of the in-
cidents of the administration of justice,
and of the constitution of a court, the
same would be the result in view of the
maxim that, ‘‘whenever a power is
given by astatute,”’ as, for instance, in
section 92, to constitute courts, *‘ every-
thing necessary to the making of it
effectual is given by implication.¥ (Pot-
ter’s Dwar. on statutes, 123.)

Section 96 is as follows: * The Gov-
ernor-General shall appoint the judges
of the Superior, District and County
courts in each province, except those of
the Courts of Probate of Nova Scotia and
New Brunswick.”

THE SUGAR INDUSTRY.

Within the past ten or fifteen years
sugar has become g0 much cheaper and
better that it will surprise many to hear
that the planters in the British West
India Islands, in Guiana and British
Honduras are losing heavily every year,
and that if some remedy is not discover-
ed they will in a short time be ruined.
They have appealed to the Home Gov-
ernment, and an Imperial Commission
has been appoiuted ‘‘to proceed to the
West Indies and inquire on the spot into
the conditions of the sugar industry,
with a view to ascertaining whether any
effective measures can' be devised for its
development and relief.”

Among the causes given for the losses
of the planters are the immense increase
in the production of beet-root sugar and
the great cost of production of the West
Indian article. The beet-root sugar in-
dustry in France, Germany and Austria
isfostered by a bounty, and foreign com-
petition in the home markets is shut out
by heavy duties. .
The only part of the British Empire
where the raising of cane sugar pays is,
according to the London Times, Quééns-
land, Australia. The reason given for
the success of the plantersin that colony
is that they have ‘small plantations and
large central mills. It is said thdt on
the small plantations the labor does not
cost nearly so much as on the large ones.
The Times says:

‘‘ In evidence given before the commis-
sion held in British Guiana, in was
stated that a ton of sugar cost almost
£14 to produce, and that one-half the
cost—that is £7— might be put down to
labor. It has also been estimated that a
well-equipped estate 1n British Guiana,
producing about 3,000 fons of sugar,
will employ about 1,600 laborers, be-
sides mechanics and a management
staff. Under the new system of organ-
ization in Queensland an estate of sim-
ilar capacity will employ about 212
whites, including mechanies, and 420
colored laborers, giving a total of 632
hande. Throughout the plantations it
has been found that the new system .of
small proprietors has had for one of its
effects the general reduction of the labor
bill by one-half.

‘*To assume that the conditions are ex-
actly similar and that any exact paral-
lel can be drawn would be unjust until
the conditions have been more fully in-
quired into. The argument indicates
only postibilities which may exist, and |
may, for causes unknown to us, have
been overlooked.”

LUMBER CONVENTION.

A Convention of American lumber-
men met in Cincinnati, Ohio, on the
14th of this month. There were one
hundred and fifty delegates present,
representing twenty-seven States. The
Convention was called for the purpose
of securing a tariff on lumber. One of
the speakers, J. E. Defenbangh, editor
of the Chicago Lumberman, spoke
against the free importation of Cana-
dian lamber, and showed that the trade
had increased and is increasing rapidly.
Referring to the Convention the San
Franciseo Call says:

‘1t is estimated that about 1,000,000,000
feet of coarse Canadian lumber is pour-
ing in upon our markets in competition
with the home product, and the ruinous
effect is felt in all the lumber districts
ot the- Union, South as well as North and
West as well as East. As a resalt of
this condition of affairs we now see the
lumbermen of all sections of the Union
g’oining in the demand for a tariff on
lumber sufficiently high to afford protec-
tion to the home industry.

While the evil of the Canadian ecompe-
tition has been felt in the South, it has
been even more disastrous on the Pacific
Coast. The facilities of transpertation
between British Columbia and Califor-
nia enable the lumbermen of Canada to
gain admission to our markets with ease,
and the competition is the more unfair
to the lumbermen of Washington, Ore-
gon and California because of the differ-
ent conditions under which the industry
is:earried-on in British Columbia ang in
this country.”

The Montreal Star, writing upon the
same subject, says:

*‘The Northern mills at least must have
Canadian saw logs or they cannot pro-
duce the lumber which is to supply the
American demand the awiul Canadians
are now filling. A stiff Canadian export
duty on theee logs would prevent their

 flow into the Michigan and other mills:

and it would be very easy for the Cana-
dian government to neatly offset any
American duty on lumber by just such
an export duty and thus leave the com-
petition between the mills on the oppo-
gife sides of the boundary exactly where
it is to-day.”’

This does not look much like reci-
procity. It is to be hoped that the duty
will not be imposed, but if it is Canada
can find other markets for the lumber
which is ome of her most valuable
resources.

Loxpox, Dec. 23.—A Constantinople
despatch to the Chronicle says that the
Sultan has invited the Armenian
Patriarch, Mgr.

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AN IMMIGRATION POLICY.

Before leaving Winnipeg for Ottawa,
Hon. Clifford Sifton was banquetted by
the citizens and his political friends. As
might have been expeeged, the new Min-
ister of the Interior devoted the greater
vart of his speech to Immigration mat-
ters, and in this respected it was of more
thgn local interest. Perhaps no greater
problem confronts the present admin-
istration than that of how best
to fill up the vast Western coun-
try and Hon. Mr. Sifton approached
the consideration of the subject with a
due sense of the responsibility attaching
to the office of Minister of the Interior
and of the importance of the task which
it involves in regaxd to immigration.
Mr. Sifton pointed out that mach money
had been spent in endeavoring to attract
people westward, especially to Manitoba
and the Northwest, but that notwith-
standing this fact Manitoba in ten years
had lost as many settlers as it had
gained. Hundreds and thousands had
come and stayed a while and gone away
again. That certainly is a surprising
state of aflairs in view of all that has
been done by the Dominion Government,
the C.P.R. and the local government to
settle the country. Mr. Sifton ‘did not
blame his predecessors in office, the
C.P.R. or the local authorities. He sim-
piy said that something was wrong with
the methods that had been pursued, and
his duty would be to study the whole
question from the top to the bottom.

To some extent and for some time
Canada has followed the policy of the
United States railway companies, which
for a period was very successful, and
that was of advertising by various meth-
ods in foreign countries. Latterly, how-
ever, the tide of immigration to the
United States has been checked and
especially to the western part of it. We
have been accustomed to hearing of the
great enterprise of our American cousing

" in inducing immigration and of the sur-
prising way in which they filled up their
country; but if one draws a line north
and south. midway between the Atlantic
and the Pacific there are only about ten
million people, out of 75,000,000, on the
western side of -that line; or- in
an area one-half in extent of
the whole of the TUnited States.
Besides there is the still more surprising
fact that nearly every city of any. size or
importance on the European continent
has grown more rapidly of recent years
than any one of a similar size on the
American continent, not excepting such
wonders as Chicago and New York.

The laws relating to the movement of
population are hard to understand, and
are nqt all wholly understandable by re-
ference to ‘‘ the star of Empire ” which
is supposed to guide it Westward—ever
Westward. As a matter of fact there
has been a decided arrest of the immi-
gration movement, and the United
States and other newer parts of the
:world are not receiving anything like the

, population they did. This is to belargely
accounted for by the great industrial ex-
pansion in the countries of Europe, every
one of which is devoting attention to
wiilizing waste Jands and economic pro-
ducts to supply land ahd labor for the
people.

®Hon. Mr. Sifton is right in saying that
some new methods should be adopted,
and in the long run it'will be found that
the solution of the “problem is not so
much in finding the people as in obtain-
ing for them profitable and permanent
employment, without which all im-
migration efforts must be a failure; be-
cause, after all, it is not the number of
people which counts, but the produc-
tiyeness. In British Columbia the de=
-velopment of our mines, fisheries, farm-
ing lands and timber resources ‘will
bring people to meet the requirements

of that development. Similarly in t;heW
Northwest the bringing into cultivation
of the vast areas of grain growing land
alone will cause a population that will
stay with it. The finding ot profitable
markete, however, is required. With
wheat at 35c. and 40c..a bushel no
amount of free land, no matter how good
it is, will attract farmers. The solution,
therefore, of the immigration problem
is in improving the conditions
for the immigrant rather than
trying to force the immigrant to
accept conditions as they are. The
Coronist has previously referred to the
cut and dried methods for colonization
that have been adopted or recommended
by theorist, but it will be found that
faddists in these matters, as most others,
are failures, and that it is better to de-
pend on common sense methods-and the
industry of the people than to expensive
experiments for success. The Dominion
Government can do much in the way of
providing communication, new markete,
and assisting development, and this is
the best immigration policy it can pur-
sue.

THE MUNfCIPALITIES g
ACT AGAIN.

If persistency be a virtue the Times
is worthy of commendation. Its per-
sistency, however, consists in reiterating
misstatements of fact. In the matter of
the Municipalities Act of 1896, the
Coronist ppinted out that the changes
about which so much fear was expressed
do not involve the disfranchisement of
Kamloops, Vernon and Kaslo, and that
by express enactment they still possess
all the powers conferred by their letters
patent. Therefore, if the Government
were especially responsible for the Muni-
cipalities Act of 1896; which it is not, it
could be accused of no blundering in
this respect. So far as appears from a
plain reading of the sections referred to
by us there was no blundering. .

The Times does not pretend to deny
the applicability of Sections 6 and 7 of
the Municipal Clauses Act, but never-
theless continues to assume that some
grave defect exists. In this connection,
the Province, which is an echo of all the
opposition papers, big and small, with-
out rhyme or reason have to say, wants
to know why the ‘ Order-in-Council
which it alleges Col. Baker, at Kamloops,
promised to have passed remedying the
defects in the act was not forthcoming.”’
We are safe in saying that Col. Baker
never promised any such thing, because,
although not being a lawyer, he may at
the time have taken for granted that the
defects alleged did exist, he is perfectly
well aware that a legislative enactment
canhot be altered or modified by an or-
der-in-council; and a newspaper editor
of any pretensions should know better
than to seriously suggest the possibility
of such a remedy being applied. It is
well that editors so wise in their own
conceit, but so deplorably lacking in
practical knowledge, should be confined
to a sphere where they have not an op-
portunity to put into effect their badly-
digested theories of government.

NOT DEFENCELESS.

A great deal has been said of late years
about the isolation of Great Britain. If
one paid attention to what unfriendly
critics say he would be led to the con-
clysion that Great Britain is without a
friend in the world, and that she is com-
pletely at the mercy of her enemies as
soon as they find it to their interest to
unite to secure her downfall. There is
another side to this -story. Great
Britain has been wide awake and has
taken sufficient precautions to guard
against surprise. The Duke of Devon-
shire, in B speech which he delivered a
short time ago in London, made this
sufficiently clear. Among other things
he said :

Ihave found with very great satisfac-
tion on my return to office, after an ab-
eence from official life of a good many
years, the large progress which has been
made in the consideration of the great
question of Imperial defence. A body
is now in existence—has been for many
vears in existence—called, the Colonial
Defence Cox%mittee, compoeed of repre-
sentatives of the Admiralty and War
Office and the Colonial Office. That
body has made a complete study of the
question of colonial defence, as it affects
every colony of the British Empire. It
hag studied the question from the point
of view of eaech colony, and every
colony, whether it be a Crown colony or
self-governing colony, is now in posses-
sion of the views of Her Majesty’s Gov-
ernment as to the nature of the attack—
the possible attack—to which any of
them may be exposed, and as to the
means of defence which it is possible to
oppose to such attack. Every colonial
Government now knows what the Im-
perial Government is prepared to under-
take in their defence, and what must be
left to themselves to undertake. Now,
although the instructions to this com-
mittee and the plans which this com-
mittee has prepared are and must be
to a very great extent of a confiden-
tial character, there is no secret what-
ever as to the principles upon which
those plans are based; and I am not
only permitted, but I am asked, to make
as public an announcement as can be
made of the principles upon which those
plans are based, so that not only the
public at home, but every one of our
colonial fellow-subjects, may know how
much it is that Government are pre-
pared to undertake in the defence of the
colonies, and the duties which in their
turn they think ought to be undertaken
by the colonies themselves : )

The maintenance of sea supremacy
has been assumed as the basis of the
system of Imperial defence against at-
tack from over the sea. - This is the de-
termining factor in shaping the whole
defensive policy of the Empire, and is
fully recognized by the Admiralty, who

tecting all British - territory abroad
against organized invasion from the sea.

o fulfil this great charge they claim
the absolute power of disposing of their
forces in the manner they consider most
certain to secure success, and object to
limit the action of any part of them to
the immediate neighborhood of places
which they consider may be more effect-

tance. It is recognized, however, that
Her Majesty’s ships engaged in hunt-
ing out and destroying the squadrons of
an enemy, may not be in a position to
prevent the predatory raids of hostile
cruisers on British ports. The strength
of such'an attack will vary in the differ-
ent parts of the world, according to the
strengths bf possible hostile navies, the
proximity of their bases, and the troops
that are or could easily be brought there
in anticipation of war. It also varies
from time to time with changing politi-
cal combinations. But it isin the high-
est degree improbable that this raiding
attack would be made by more than a
few ships, nor could it be of permanént
effect unless troops could be landed.

In no case could a greater force than
a few thousand men be collected and
conveyed withoutsuch arrangements and
preparation as would bring the opera-
tions under the category of those which
the Navy has undertaken to prevent.
Against a raid of the nature indicated,
it has been considered necessary to make
absolutely secure thoge places which are
esgential to the Navy for eoaling, re-
fitting and repairing. Ports for this
purpose have been selected by the Ad-
miralty, and all Imperial resources in
men and money available for use abroad
have been concentrated on their defence.
Apart from the harbors fortified for the
Navy, there are other ports which,
though they do not enter into what may
be called the general strategic scheme;
are also liable from their commercial im-
portance to predatory raids, and which

tection of the special interests involved.
The ‘resources of places which, in the
opinion of an enemy, would justify the
very considerable risks which a raid on
them would involve, are generally suf-
ficient to admit of the provision of local
defence by local means, and where the
liability to attack and the resources to
resist attack eo-exist, it has been held to
be the duty of the cdlony to make pro-
vision for adequate defence.

This is a statesmanlike utterance and
shows without boastfulness that Great
Britain is making preparation against
every contingency, and we have no
doubt that when the day of trial comes
she will prove herself to be prepared for
all emergencies. Great Britain is not in
any proper genee of the word isolated.

CORNWALL ELECTION.

CorNxwaLL, Dec. 21.—Full returns of
Saturday’s election show that Mr., Snet-
zinger’s majority was 602.

Mo~TrEAL, Dec. 21.—The Gazette says
the Cornwall defeat does not reflect on
the Conservative candidate or on the
leaders of the Opposition, who shared
with him the activity of the campaign.
They strove against the most determined
efforts of the government, one half of
whose membership at various times ap-
peared in the constituency to help Mr.
Snetzinger by speech-or adviee or device.
Fortune, temporarily, says the Gazette;
‘‘is against the Conservative party, but
it will neither discourage nor affright
them.”

La Manerve says the constituency was
bought out.

U.S. AND CANADIAN WATERWAYS.

Detrorr, Dec. 21.—The United States
and Canadian waterway commission
began a joint session to-day. The Cana-
dian commissioners are as enthusiastic
over the prospect as the United States
members. Comrhissioner J. E. Russell,
of Massachusetts, said to-day: “In our
forthcoming report to congress we shall
not undertake to say that a deep water-
way from the great lakes to the seaboard
should or should not be established.
Considering the amount that will have
to be expended to get at the exact con-
dition of affairs, it would be nonsense
to suppose that we could reach thht
point. with an appropriation of
$30,000. The same is true regard-
ing the route' to be selected. Our
report, which we shall -present at ther
present session of congress, will simply
submit the great mass of information
which we have collected and compiled,
and will recommend legislation neces-
sary to continue the work.”’

Being asked whether he believed that
the final outcome would be a deep water-
way to the sea, Mr. Russell replied :
‘“ We have met with very great eneour-
agement, and shall so report to congzess.
As to the final outcome, many things
have vet to be done before any definite
result of our work can be determined.’’

WEST INDIAN SUGAR.

British Inquiry Into Its Conditions
—Cooler Relations Betiveen
France and Russia.

Foreigners in the Philibpines——Hon.
A. G. Jones on the Loyalty
of Canadians.

Loxpox, Dec. 21.—The accident which
caused Sir Henry Irving to announce
that he is compelled to close the Lyceum
theatre was that he strained a ligament }
on the inside of his knee, by stumbling
on the stage stairs at the close of the
performance on Saturday.

A case in the Paris law courts has re-
vealed the fact that Henri Rochefort de-
rives an income of $50,000 yearly from
L’Intransigeant. The Debats reproaches
him with theoretical socialism and with
giving no benefit to his employes. It is

believed, however, that Rochefort is ex-
ceedingly generous to political refugees.

President Faure presided yesterday at
a meeting of the French supreme coun-
cil of war. The President intends shortly
to visit the Italian frontier to inspect
the defences.

The total defalcations reported through
the disappearance of Ludwig Hegele,
manager of the Constance branch of the
Imperial bank of Germanyat Constance,
Switzerland, is 610,000 marks, of which
sum He is said to have taken with him
260,000 marks when he fled from Switzer-
land. The balance is understood to have
been lost in bourse transactions.

In the Italian chamber of deputies to-
day, Signor Imbriani, the Socialist lead-
er, submitted a motion instructing the
government to ascertain the truth of the
death of the *‘The brave and generous
Maceo.”  Marquis di Rudini, the pre-
mier, begged Signor Imbriani to with-
draw his motion, which, he said, might
disturb the friendly relations of Italy
with the brave Spanish people.
Signor Imbriani persisted in his
motion amid an uproar which arose
in the chamber. The President loudly
called for order. The Marquis di Rudini
protested against Signor Imbriani’s re-
marks, and said if Italy wished to main-
tain her independence she could not in-
terfere with the independence of others.
Therefore parliament could not judge of
an incident which had not been verified
in Cuba. The premier’s statement was
greeted with cheers and the matter was
dropped.

A- despatch to the Cologne Gazette
from St. Petersburg says that the en-

sian alliance has somewhat cooled owing
to French attempts during the Czar’s
vieit to Paris to prejudice him against
the proposed gold currency, the F rench,
it is explained in the despatch, being op-
posed to that policy on political grounds,
urging that the-gold standard is the
cause of dwindling the huge .stock of
gold collected by M. Dewitte, the minis-
ter of finance, which, France contended,
was Russia’s greatest suppott in case of
war. Russia, the dispatch concludes,
refused to acquiesee in this view, and
firmly intimated to Franée that Russia
strongly objects to any interference in
her internal affairs.

In anticipation of severe fighting the
two German men-of-war, the Arcona
and Irene, have been ordered from Hong-
kong to Manila. The German govern-
ment is acting in this matter in agree-
ment with other powers for the protec-
tion of their subjects.

It is stated that the special commis-
sion of the British government, which
has been appointed to inquire into the
sugar industries of the West Indies, is
not alone to confine iteelf to the British
colonies, but is to visit New York. The
members will arrive in that city about
the middle of April, after leaving Jama-
ica. Their particular inquiry in New
York will concern the manner in which
the trade of the United States affects the
West Indian colonies. It will'also em-
brace the sugar trade in the States gen-
erally.

A long interview appears in the
Chronicle this wmorning with Hon. A. G.
Jones, in which he declares that it is
wrong to suppose because a Canadian
ministry is pro-American in its sym-
pathy it is therefore anti-Im»erial. The
ministers, he says, desired commercial
reciprocity with the United States, but
they utterly reject the idea of discrimin-
ation against British goods.. An undy-
ing sentiment of attachment to England
existed in Canada, Mr. Jones added, and
would not be affected even if she were
obliged to contribute her share to the
national defence.”

A letter from Havana to the Times,
dated December 5, dwells upon the fact
the white element now predominates
largely in the rebel ranks.
