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THAT EXPLOSIVES ‘BILL.

HOW THN MREASURE WAS RUSBED
THROUGH PABLIAMBNT.

The Alleged Reason Why Mr. l'.nqll Did
Not Come 10 America~Provisions of she
Bill—The Home Secretary’s Remarks.

In introducing his explosives bil), Sir
Williema Harcourt, the British home secre-
tary, said {n parliament 1

*1t is _not a matter of great aifficulty
with the British government to cope with
treasonable Irishmen, who live in either
Ircland or Eogland. That task is compar-
stively easy, because in these cases the
traitors are British subjects and the British
government is well orzanit:d to reach s

British subject wnerever ne may ve; for the
purpose of either punishing him for his
trimes or protecting him in' his liberties,
But for many years past the British govern-
ment lias been tnder obligation by a treaty
to recoghtite the renunciation of allegiance
of every British subject who chooses to go
to the United States and become & citizen
of that country, even though his sdop.
tion of citizenshi, be solely for
treasonable pu : Great Britainin 1871,
concluded with the United Btates the treaty
recognizing the renuntiation ef legiance
by British subjects who choose to become
American citizens, Before that time the
British mbf’oct was always a British subject
and conld be brought back and punished
for treasonable words or actions, whetiever
uttered or committed, Since that time
Irish treason has developed into a system
with refuge and means of atttck;but s ways
dependent on the inspiration furnished from
home. 8o long as Irish movements for
independence continue to be treason to the
British government, attempts at remedial
legislation for Ireland must continue to be
waste of time, unless there be s perfect
sandeting of the relationship existing be-
tween the men who thiuk out treason
here and those who act out that treason
behind the refuge of foreign  oiti-
zenship, No Irish traitor in Ireland or
England, no matter how powerful for evil
bg reason of his station, his means, or his
ability, need ever do an overt act or place
himself withia  the law’s cognizance, so
long as he can safely remain in communica-
tion with traitors abroad and move them,
The explosives act will put an end to this
commaunication, and will go further to-
wards restoring and securing peace than a
thoussnd volumes of remedial J:ﬁillution.
| repeut the sentiment 1 expre in the
house that England has to deal with men
who, like pirates, are the enemies of the
human race, and who, in my opinion, ought
to be treated like men who have no nation-
ality, Andsome of these men are men in
the higher walks of life, banded together
like assassins, organizing societies for the
avowed purpose of collecting to pay the
expenses of wholesale murder and national
assassination,”

To Englishmen it is plain that most of
Sir William Harcourt’s anguage, as quoted
above and as uttered in' the house of com-
mons, was directed straight at My, Parnell,
It is becoming equally plain to Evglishmen
that Sir William Harcourt 1n his bill, while,
of course, aiming at the breaking up of the
dynamite business, as it has been carried on
recently in Kngland, really took sdvantage
of the popular fury to rush through a mea-
sure better calculated to suppress land
leaguers and all similar organirations which
depend on Irish-American help than any-
thing heretofore devised.

To show how rive the people were for
some such legislation, and how ready Sir
William Harcourt was, it is only necessary
to say that the bili required but one hour
and twenty-eight minutes to be introduced,
explained, resd three times and passed in
the house of commons, and less than that
time to go through all the stages in the
house of lords,

On Bunday, April 8, Mr, Parnell was
about to go to Amerioa to attend a Fenian
convention. On Monday, April 9, the ex-
plosives bill was passed, and on Tuudag',
April 10, the bill was approved by the
Queen and became law. On Wednesdav,
April 11, Mr, Parnell announced that he
could not go to she Philadelphia conven-
tion, and on the same day Sir William Har-
court is reported to have given it as his
opinion that Mr. Parnell dared not go to
Philadelphia. The reason given for Mr:
Parnell’s change of mind and for Sir
William Harcourt’s expression concerning

punishable by life imprisonment for any

Section third makes the conspiring in any
way in her majesty’s. dominions, or by a
subject outside of them, to produce such
explosions a felony, panishable by twenty

Section fifth reads: “Any person who,
by the supply of or solicitation for money,
the providing of premises, the supply of
materials, or in any manner whatever pro-
cures, counsels, aids or abets, or is acceds-
ory to the commission of any crime under;
this act, shall be gniity of felony and shall
be liable to be tried and punishea for th&t
orime as if he had been guilty as principal.’!

Bection five is the section which, it is
argued, would have made Mr, Parnell’s at-
tendance at the Pniladelphia convention s
felony punishable under the explosives bil!,
provided the convention lhoultf bave adopt-
ed or approved ot amy poliey which the
British government should choose to con-
strue as leading to any violation of the aci,

Englishmen are beginning to believe that
this new and acute move on the part of the
government will bring about the complete
disintegration of the land league, national
league and kindred organizations by making
it vearly impossible for American ‘members
to even commagnicate with those remaining
at home as British subjeots withont subject-
ing the latter to arrest, ‘confinement and
punishment under some section of the bill,

His holiness has issued a manifesto con-
cerning Irish affairs, Like all declarations
of the vaticap, it takes the side of the gov-

' ernment concerned, It is one of the prin-
ciples of the papacy no! to quarrel with

" those in authority.  As a consequence the
English press and people are pleased at the
letter of the pope. His boliness tells the

* Trish people that in Ireland the Catholic
religion has ever been in a healthy condi-

. tion, and that this is mainly due to the lib:
erty of conscience allowed by the govern-

. ment, Organizations formed for the pur-
pose of either resisting the law or under-
mining the lawful authorities are therefore
denounced as enemies to the good of the
chureh, Todividual organized attacks upon
the authorities of the lawful power are pro-
hibited as acts inimical to the true inter-
ests of the church and coatrary to that pro:
found gratitude which is the real spirit en-
tertained by the church for the government,
The pronunciamento concludes with an
expression that while the church hopes that
all true friends of Ireland and the church
everywhere will do their utmost to conform

" their pocial conduct to their religious inter-
ests, the pope feels it #o be his solemn duty
to enforce thesc precepts into practice as far
as lies in his power, and to that end he
gives notice that episcopates will be forfeit-
ed by all priests who make themselves no-
toriously unfriendly to the British govern-
ment by active political agitation,

Ths great bulk of the Irish people will
resent this letter of their sovereign’pontiff,
especially Irish Americans, who, while they
are willing to admit the pope’s ccclesiastical
supremaey, think that they themselves

Now if the plumbing inspection you have
advocated were carried out, and only g
heavy pipe used (it has been stated that
oval pipe would withstand more pressure
than round) and the pipcs were well boxed
up in sawdust thronghout the house a large
proportion of this pipe bursting might
saveld and the waste of water prevented -

The writer once asked 4 plimber why
this was not done? The answer was yery
simple, ““It wouldn’t pay, we live K by re:
pairs as well a8 new wotk, and possibly
might die without them,’”” ''This was a very
fair reply of course, but the 'public / shouid
ucderstand that the inoreaied ~pumping
force reqnired is -largely - beeanse ‘of waste
which might be :prevented ~ by proper
