It will
thus be seen that the characters and
records of the two men do not come into
contact at a single point, Mr. Howland
and his too fond friends muet imagine that
the electors have no sense of the ridiculous
when they “indulge in such comparisons,
If » presidential comparison be necessary
$o their happiness, they will find that Mr.
Howland resembles Grover Cleveland much
Jess than he resembles Ratherford B.
Hayes. Mr, Hayes was of the good and
the beautiful school, He ran under fale
pretences.as a temperance man, bat witfn
a perfect understanding with the republi=
can whisky men, He was ‘‘too pure and
good for human nature’s daily food,” but
he became the beneficiary of a tremendous
fraud. He abhorred political trickery and
corruption with a mighty abhorrence, but
under his patronage great rascals perpe-
trated great frands, and still remained his
friends. Mr. Howland has mever had a
chance to show what he would do'in office,
but the example of Hayes teaches us that
it is not those loudest in profession who
ere most honest in performance. Cleve
land is not a lond promiser, He is a plain,
modest, -firm business man, and it is to
these qualities and mnot to profession and
gush that he owes his success.

The esteemed Mail having rashly tangled
itself up in & quarrel with the Typographi
cal union, is trying to get the tangle
straightened out, with what sucoess
remains to be seen. At any rave the
guarrel has no bedring upon the mayoralty
eontest, The attempt to make Mr, Man+
ning a party to it has failed. His state-
ment of his position is clear, conctre and
frank, and leaves no one any prefext to
oppose him upon that score. A foolish
writer has asked why that statement was
pot made sooner?  Because no one could
bave foreseen that supporters of Mr.
Howland, who claim to be honorable men,
would have attempted to prejudice the
mayor's case by saddling the Mail’s sins
upon him., Workingmen sare perfectly
right in voting for Mr. Howland if they
believe his advocacy of blue law is in the
interest of themselves and of the city gen-
erally.
