American Press Comments.'
New York, Aug. 16.—The local papers 

comment editorially on the Behring Sea 
decision as follows:

The Herald says: This country may well 
be satisfied with the decision of the Beh­
ring Sea arbitrators, given in Paris yester­
day. It is againsà the United States on 
every claim to exclusive right. But it calls 
for the protection of seals by the joint 
action of this country and Great Britain, 
and protection is the substantial advantage 
we have been seeking.

The World says: The decision gives to 
the Government and to its lessee, the fur 
company, all that was rightly asked. It 
only remains for the two interested coun­
tries to carry out the provisions. The tri­
bunal has decided against us, but the con­
tention was practically abandoned by Mr. 
Blaine and by our counsel on the argu­
ment.

The Sun says: So far as the position taken 
by the United States in the Behring Sea 
affair was the outcome of a humane pur­
pose it has been sustained by the decision 
of the tribunal of arbitration. So far as it 
may have originally been prompted by a 
desire to secure a monopoly of the seal tur 
trade for an American company it has been 
pronounced untenable.

CHOLKRA.

The Epidemic Spreading In the Towns of 
Austrian Gnllcia.

Vienna, Aug. 16.—A despatch from 
Lemberg, capital of Austrian-Galicia, states 
that cholera is spreading in the towns of 
Nadjdlna and Sniatyn. Within the past 
48 hours there were 24 new cases of the 
disease and 11 deaths reported.

Berlin, Aug. 16.—The Reicheanzeiger 
■ays the cholera in the eastern part ef the 
city was introduced from Russian Poland.

Vienna, Aug. 16.—A case of cholera has 
occurred in the military camp at Bruce, 23 
miles from the city.

Accident At a German Review.
Berlin, Aug. 16.—A review of the troops 

in the Moabit barracks was held to-day by 
Emperor William. As is usual at all mili- 
tary pageants, an immense crowd was 
present to witness the spectacle.

During the review the wall of a building 
collapsed. Many people were standing 
close to the wall when it fell and a number 
were caught under the debris. Seven of 
the number were seriously injured and 
were removed to the hospital'.

The7 accident caused much excitement 
among the spectators, who lent their aid in 
extracting those imprisoned under the 
ruins.

BLOODSHED IN ARGENTINA.

The Disarmament of the Revolutionary 
Troops is , Fiercely Resisted.

New York, Aug. 16.—In La Plata, the 
capital of the Province ot Buenos Ayres, 
war has practically broken out again, and 
this time it.is between the revolutionary 
forces who drove out Governor Costa and 
the Federal army. Notwithstanding the 
tact that 2200 revolutionary soldiers 
disarmed in that city on Monday without 
making the slightest resistance, there was 
hard fighting on Monday night.

A large body of radical revolutionists re­
fused to obey the order to surrender their 
arms when ordered to do so by Gen. Bosch, 
cotnmander-in-chief of the federal forces in 
La Plata. When an effort was made to dis­
arm them by force a fierce resistance was 
made, which developed into a bloody battle.

There is great excitement in Corrientes. 
The rebel troops have been attacked by the 
Government forces. All the women and 
children and non-combatants have fled to 
the hills.

The Federal Congress has resolved to 
proclaim a state of siege throughout Argen­
tina and to promote Federal intervention 
throughout the disturbed provinces of Santa 
Fe and San Luis.

A despatch from La Plata tells of » fight 
between a Radical crowd and Federal troops 
at the railway station in that city. The 
civilians fought desperately and did not 
give way until three of them had been killed 
and 40 others wounded. The Federal 
troops are occupying all the public build­
ings in La Plata. The Radical provisional 
ministers have fled.

The U.S. Should Be Satisfied.
The Times says: So far as one can judge 

as to the working of the regulations adopt­
ed, there is every reason why the United 
States should be entirely satisfied with the 
conclusion of the Board of Arbitration.

“The Complete Angler, “a fac-eimile 
reprint of the flrst edition, kindly loaned by 
the chairman of the teroentary night in the 
Queen’s Royal, Mr. Barlow Cumberland, has 
also been carefully read through for any 
clue as to the author’s early pas­
times, end si to whether he is 
likely to have had nee for such an article 
when he was yet a hosier, but without result. 
That such box» were in use by some anglers 
ot the day appears to be proven by the fol­
lowing extract from the book:

sight must not be lost ot the feet that be­
tween 1624, the lest year that he is known to 
have beea to tbe drygoods business, and 
1653, the year that be published TTie Com­
plete Angler, there is a big space of time, 
ample, indeed, for so susceptible 
and guileless a nature as bis to 
have become enamored of any pursuit 
that took firm bold of his fancy. Whether 
addicted to angling or not in his thirties it is 
fairly certain that he was given over to con­
templation and was possessed of much rever­
ence for piety and peace—wee one who. as 
he himself quaintly and charmingly puts it, 
“hated contentions and loved quietness and 
virtue and," he adds, “angling." Hi» habits 
about this time are almost sufficiently indi­
cated by hie marrying to 1026 a descendant of 
Archblsnop Crainner, probably a great 
granddaughter of the famous prelate and the 
niece Of Osiander of Nürnberg. His second 
marriage 28 years afterwards to a sister of 
Dr. Ken, Bishop of Bath and Wells, his sub­
sequent retirement to Winchester and bis 
works all prove that he maintained and 
strengthened bis connection with tbe church. 
But over his early days there is a mist. He 
was only a well-to-do tradesman and 
youthful burgher of a great city. 
As such the occupations of his 
hours of ease were not of sufficient moment 
to warrant chronicling by bis contempora­
ries; and as he is silent upon the matter 
himself, it is probably impossible to prove 
the point that many would like to prove, 
and none more so than the gentleman who 
has been kind enough to send the editor of 
The World a little copper box, presumably a 
bait box, of which the cut herewith is a fac 
Simile:

If the arbitrators had simply defined our 

rights and left the question of future regu­
lations severely alone Canada would have 
been much Better satisfied than she ia. If 
a week ago we had the right to hunt the 
seals to within three miles of the Pribyloff 
Islands, why should we now be prevented 
from coming within sixty miles of tbe 
shore? If we could carry on the industry 
at any time in the year, why should we now 
be tied up for three months inthe year?

The arbitrators no doubt reasoned this 
way: If we allow the sealing business to go 
on as heretofore the industry will 
soon become extinct. Canada undoubtedly 
has the right to kill seals wherever 
found (except within the three-mile limit), 
and exercising that right she could in a few 
years exterminate the species. In her own 
interests, therefore, it ie better that she 
ehonld be subject to regulations, and such 
regulations we have agreed upon. Under 
the old system the Canadian sealers might 
have made a good thing ont of it for a few 
years, but they would soon come to the end 
of their tether and destroy the business 
completely. Better to render the industry 
perpetual than to work it to death in a few 
profitable seasons.

Tbe spirit with which the arbitrators ap­
proached the question as to regulating the 
industry was commendable. But it ap­
pears to us they have regulated us down to 
a very fine point, while the Americans have 
not only not been regulated at all, but they 
actually gain distinct advantages. It ia 
admitted that, acting under our rights,

. we were in a position to wind up 
the seal industry at _ our pleasure. 
The case is the same as that of a man A 
who possesses land in the centre of a block, 
which is useless to him unie» he can have 
acces^ to it through B’s property, which 
faces inthe street. Canada is B. She held 
one of the keya of the situation. Her posi­
tion would be much stronger with that key 
in her hand than it ie to-day without it. 
We have handed over to the Americans a 
lever that would eventually have let ns into 
a storehouse of considerable wealth. We 
wish the arbitrators had merely de­
fined onr rights and left ne to deal 
with them instead of dealing with them 
themselves. Wo notice that Sir John 
Thompson was not a party to the regula­
tions that have been forced upon us.

The question as between Great Britain 
and the United States has been settled, but 
with other nations it is still an open one. 
Other nations still have the same rights of 
pelagic sealing that Canada heretofore has 
enjoyed, and if any of these nations choose 
to avail themselves of their rights we fail 
to see bow the industry will be in any 
better position than it was. Why should 
Canada agree to be regulated, unless she ie 
aisured that other nations will consent to 
be regulated in the same way ?

' The most satisfactory feature of the 
question-ie that it is settled, and settled in 
an honorable and sensible way. Arbitra­
tors may and often do make mistakes in 
deciding international questions, bat it ie 
more in the interesta of humanity that we 
should abide by their blunders than that 
we should seek to settle onr disputes in any 
other manner.

Editor World: W. H. Howland made 

the statement that tbe Street Railway Com­
pany would make $100,000 a year by the 
Sunday service. Mr. W. McCabe then 
takes up the case and shows that this would 
amount to some $5,000,000 In 28 years. .

How wonderful all this isl These gentle­
men have been calculating on the basis that 
the Sunday car service would not cost the 
company anything. The old anti-car chest­
nut is made to do duty—that the men will 
have to give their Sundays free of charge. 
In other words, tbe exploded notion of seven 
days’ work for six day# pay is called to to 
do duty. '

But the men are paid by tbe hour and 
the day. Therefore, it is as clear 
staff that the Sunday car service is going to 
cost the company a great deal for wages, 
power, breakages, etc.

This will trim down tbe earnings Very 
materially. I have gone over the figure». 
The company cannot make much over *20,- 
060 a year. This would amount to about 
$1,000,000 to 28 years at 4 per cent, com­
pound interest. Mr. E. W. D. Batter is 
about correct in this.

But while the company may be making 
something for their time, trouble and outlay 
of capital see what tbe city will make. The 
percentage of the Sunday earning» in one 
year will be about $8000. This improved 
annually at 4 per cent, for 28 years amounts 
to lbe splendid sum of $415,728.

Thus, if the city took the Sunday percent­
age and put it out at interest at 4 per cent, 
it wonld wipe ont half a million of the city’s 
debt 28 years hence. Is tbe city going to be 
so foolish as to throw this away by voting 
down Sutiday cars? Surely not

But this city is bound to grow. The re­
maining streets shall be converted to the 
electrio system. By these two means the 
earnings of the company per day will be 
greatly increased. This will have tbe effect 
of increasing the city’s share. In the course 
of some years the city will be receiving 
double the percentage that it is now receiv­
ing. From this simple fact, which admits of 
do possible dispute, the city’s net gain by the 
end of the present agreement would be at 
least $1,(XX),000. Toronto is not so flush of 
money as to be in a position to throw away 
such an immense sum as the above when the 
only berm that would arise from tbe method 
of earning it is that the people of this 
city would be blessed with a Sunday car ac­
commodation.

This is just wbat the anti-Sunday car peo­
ple wish to deprive us of. Shall we be 
guided by them?

He thinks that if it is proven 
that Canadian-grown eggs prove healthier, 
and hence less liable to be attacked by the 
diseases peculiar to warm countries, that the 
raising of eggs would soon prove a very 
paying industry here.

Proposal to Honor Capreol and Laidlaw,
Editor World: I have read with interest, 

jour article descriptive of the new Union 
(Station about to be erected, and I have a 
suggestion to make which I trust will be 
favorably received by the citizens of To­
ronto.

This city owes its progress and position to­
day chiefly to the enterprise of two men who 
by chance located here—Mr. F. C. Capreol 
and Mr. Georgo Laidlaw.
