He sid
that Mrs, Bailey had quarrelled with him
over the furnishing of the house, With
tone and gesture dramatic to a degree Mr,
Ware told how he had been repulsed by
Mrs. Bailey.

Thought He Might Starve Haer to Danth,
She said: “If you are too stingy to furnish
the house you would be too stingy to fur-
nish me enough to eat,und 1 will not marry
you at all. Very likely your own first wife
who died died through starvation.” FShe
went on with the most insvlting words 1
have ever heard from a lady or a woman,
She said at the wind-up that I would not
get a chance ab her money for she would
not macry me.

Hud Sorrawed Six Months,
When did your first wife die?’—A, In
December, 1892,
And in July, 1893, you were hunting for
another wife?—A, You may-call it that.
When did you fall in love with Mrs,
Bailey? —~A. I can’t say what time,
Mr,  Fraser tried to show that in Sep-
tember, while Mr, Ware was wooing Mrs,
Bailey, he was stiil advertising for a wife.

THE OITAWA FREU PRESS 18
CENSURED BY PARLIAMENT.

It Stigmatized Him as “A Subservient
Presiding Officer,” a “Partisan” and
‘"Heeeler’’ —The House Fusses n
Motion Denoucing the Article as False
and Mallclous— Witnesses to Be Sworn,

Orrawa, April 25.— The House was
treated vo an unexpected sensation this
afternoon when the orders of the day were
called, and for the first time in many years
it was asked to pass a vote of censure
on a newspaper for publishing a libel
on » member. The circumstances are
that ‘on Monday npight the Speaker
called Dr. Landerkin to order twice
and objection being taken refused to allow
a motion to be put for the adjourament of
the House in order to allow the doctor to
speak. Last night The Ovtawa Free Press
came out with a violent attack upon
Speaker White, accusing him of parizanship
and abusing him generally for his conduct
in the House,

Denounced the Speaker ns Unfoair and
Puroizan,

On the orders of the day being called
thig afternoon Sir John Thompson cslled
attention to the article, which was read by
the Clerk of the House, The article said it
was:

Evident from the proceedings in the
House of Commons yesterday evening that
Keformers need nof expect falr or even
decent treatment from the Speaker,

It proceeded to stigmatize Mr. Speaker
as *‘a subservient presiding officer,” who,
‘“‘since the present session, has gone out of
his way to prove himeelf before all things
a Tory partizan.” The article concluded:

“It is only a few days since
Speaker ‘White appeared as priacipal
orator at a convention of North
Renfrew Tories called to nominate a canai-
date tor the Oatario Assembly Fancy
““The First Commoner” of Canada acting as
a partizan heeler in a local election cam-
paign,

A Tireach of Privilege,

Every authority in regard to the rules
and privileges of the House, continued Sir
John, declared that it was s breach of the
privileges of the House to unfairly at-
tack cr ascribe motives to any member of
the House. [Hear, hear.] The House had
on one occasion called to the
bar ot the House and dismissed
un officer who wrote an article in the
papers aspersing members of the House,
when on another occasion a. newspaper pub-
lished in u distant part of the country as-
sniled the character of a member the House
{:und u resolution declaring that article to

e a false, slanderous and malicious libel
and an interterence with the authority of
House, If it were a breach to impugn the
motives of & member, how much more for
+sho head of the House itself to
be assailed by language of the grossest
character, such as that to which
he had called attention of the House,
languago which assailed the conduct of Mr.
Speaker as to fairness and impartiality,
and in the vileat language that the editor
could inscribe upon the pages of that paper.
(Hear, hear.)
The Dignity of thes Speaker Must Be
roa Maintained,

There was nothing connected with the
eonstitution of Parlisment. in this country
or in Eogland which had contributed more
largely to the dignity to the authority
and public respect of Parliament than
the absolute unity of both parties
in Parliament  to maintain  the
dignity of the head of the house. There
was nothing more striking to those who
studied public institutions than to see how
public meu rallied to the support of the
Speaker in questions of discussion. No-
body supposed the Speaker here or in
FEogland was infallible, but it wos absolute-
ly forbidden by the Iaw of Parliament and
absolutely unknown in the practice of Par-
liament that his motives should be assailed
or that partizenship should be attributed to
his decisions,

.A False and Malicious Libel,

After some further remarks Sir John
moved the following: ‘‘That the article
published in the newspapers called the
‘Ottawa Free Press,” dated 24th April,
1894, and read by the clerk of the House
at the table is a scandalous, false and
maiicious libel upon the honor, character
and integrity of the Speaker of the House
and & contempt of the privileges and of the
constitutional authority of the House,

Laarier Partially Agrees,

Mr. Laurier agreed in the main with the
remarks of the leader of the Govern-
ment as far as the first part of
the afticle was coucerned, but thought the
last point referred to Mr. Peter White in
his private capacity, If the motion re-
ferred merely to Mr. Speaker he would be
disposed to agree to it, but he would not as
it stands.

Sir John Thompson pointed out that the
reference to the public meeting was only
introduced to emphasize the attack upon
the Speaker which preceded it and to show
that his impartiality is not to be depended
upou.

The Motion Carried

The Speaker then "put the question,
AmidstConservativecries of **Carried” Hon,
Mr. Laurier was heard to say, “‘Carried on
division,” and so it was recorded.

Behring Sea Witnesses to Be Sworn,

Hon. Mr. Laurier called attention of the
leader of the House to the understanding
arrived at the day before that the third
report ot the Public Accounts Comunittee,
asking that persons be examined under
outh re the Bebring Sea accounts, be taken
up to-day.

Sir John Thompson agreed that the
matter should he brought up at once,

Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper said he wasin
hopes that ucting in the spirit in which the
subject had been considered yesterday, to-
day’s congideraticn would be very short.
An understanding had been reached touch-
ing the points of difference, and it would be
idle now to waste time in fighting out the
question on the old lines. He pro-
posed that the House should, as
a eolution ot the question, pass the
following resolution: ““I'hat this House,
having expressed a desire that the law and
practice of Pariiament respecting the ex-
aminution ot witnesses before the commit-
tees should be so amended in order to give
power to tha committees of this Ilouse to
examine witnesses funder vath; therefore,
the Standing Committee on Pablic Ac-
codnts be authorized to examine under oath
Joseph Pope and other witness respecting
the Behring Sea arbitration accounts.”

Sir John Thompson to-day presented no
return in answer to an order of -the House
on April 10 for o statement showing the
number of permsnent civil servants in
euch depurtment, inside and outside
service, who contribute to the super-
annuation service, and the gross amount of
wages paid. From the statement prepared
by the Auditor-General it appears that the
total number of the ingide service is 865,
with wages amounting to $1,023,242 and of
the outside _service 35343,. with wages
amounting to $2,564,397.

Mortality in Penitentinries,

From a return brought down to.day it
appears that during the last ten years 115
persons have died in the different peniten-
tiaries in the Dominion, 43 in Kingston, of
whom 12 were insane, 25 in St. Vincent de
Paul, I8 in Dorchester, 17 in Manitoba and
12 in British Columbia committed suicide
by hanging.

Purlinmentary Marksmoon,

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COXEY'S MEN STEAL A TRAIN

500 OF HOGAN'S ARMY PURSUED BY
z 75 MARSHALS,

A Train ou the Niorthern Pacific Seized by
the Industriat Commonwenlers—Five
Hundred Fedekal troops Ordered Out
~Marshals Attempt to Make Arrests,
But Are Outnumbered,

Lirre Rock, Ark., April 25.—Judge
Henry C. Caldwell this evening received a
telegram from Judge Sanborn at St Paul
giving particulars of the seizure of a train
on the Northern Pacific by the Industrial
army. Judge Sanborn states that similar
siarmies” are now located at several other
towns on the line of the Northern Pacific
and closes by stating that traffic and
business on the road is in a confused state

owing to the danger involved.

An order has been issued by Judge Han-
ford of the U.8, court, Spokane, directing
Deputy-Marshal Venson to swear in a suffi-
cient force of deputies to guard the trains
of the Northern Pacific from seizure by the
commonwealers. This action was taken
because of a report that a concerted move-
ment was on foot to seize trains at Spokane,
Seattle and Tacoma,

Hogan’s army of Coxeyites from Butte,
Mont., that left Livingston, Mont., last
night with a stolen train, reached Colum-
bus, 50 miles this side of Livingston, and
went into camp, spending the night there.
The U.S. marshal with a large force ot de-
puties started after the runaways and vver-
took the stolen train at Columbus to-day.
When the 75 deputies reached Colum-
bus and discovered the 500 Coxey-
ites, who are mostly hardy miners,
reckless of the consequences and dotermined
to proceed they found their suthority was
a¢ little regarded as their force was insuffi-
cient. The Northern Pacific officials were
advised of this position and they ordered
that no sttempt be made to stop the train
at Columbus, and it again started from
there, coming this way. 15 was decided to
attempt to stop the train and seize the men

Lbefore reaching Miles City. Fort Keough

is near that city and troops have been
ordered to geize the train on its arrival
there.

It
ean no longer bo denied thut the
peculiar movement now in progroess through-
out the west has aroused the apprehensions
of the national authorities, As long as the
numerous “armies” and other organizations
conduected themselves in a peaceable and
law-abiding fashion there was no disposi-
tion to interfere with them. But as the
true character of the agitators is revesled
by euch acts as the seizure of trains and
other lawless doings, it is made evident to
the officers of the Government that they no
longer can stop at a policy of non-inter-
ference,

Constables Outnumbered in Baitle,

BiLLixos, Mont,, April 25, —At noon to-
day the 500 members of Hogan’s army, oo
their stolen train, arrived in this city, and
close at their heels was a train bearing 75
deputy United States marshals. The f‘nd-
ers of the Coxeyites were order-
ed to surrender, and on their
refusal a conflict between the deputies and
the army was at once precipitated, which
resulted in one man on each side being
severely wounded, The marshall, deciding
that his force was insufficient for arresting
so large s mob, withdrew his men. The
train bearing the army soon afterwards
started eastward again,

It is expected that the National troops
will succeed in regaining possession of the
train at Miles City., At that place there is
o force of 500 United States regulars, snd
Hogan’s march, “On to Washington,” is
likely to be rather suddenly interrupted, so
far at least as traveling by rail is con-
cerned,

Mr. Garrow objected to this, saying
that what he sought was to protect the in-
terests of creditors, He had not considered
the debtor at all in the matter, His view
was that an execution once ssued ought to
be good until it was satisfied, without re-
newal or any further expense to the credi-
tor. The House went into commitiee, &
little group of members, all lawyers,

etting their heads together over it, and
adopting Mr. Meredith’s amendment and
some others, the agricultural and other re-
presentatives, who form the great majority,
having nothing to say about the matter
from first to last,

Judges Have to Much Power,

When the bill aménding the Judicature
Act came up in committee, during a
flickering and intermittent  discussion
among the legal members of the House,
Mr. Fraser warmly Aassailed one of the
evils of court proceedure, viz., the holding
of courts at inconvenient times. Judges,
he said, were too prone to fix the
hours at which courts should sit to
suit their own convenience, without
cousidering that of the parties to
suits counsel, witnesses, jurymen or any-
one else, There was far too grest s
tendency to protract the sitting until late
at night. Many judges, as soon as they
strike an assize town, seem only anxious
to rusk through the court and get away.

Messrs. Meredith, Whitney and others
agreed with these observations, and an
amendment was adopted prov;ding that at
sistings of the High or County Courts no
jury cise should be tried on the first day of
holding court before 1 o’clock in the afier-
noon.

Yoronto’s Polling Sub-Divisions,

Mr. Tait’s bill to amend the Ontario
Election Act providing that in cities having
100,000 population the polling sub-divisions
shall be limited to 400 electors instead of
200, which divisions shall be the same for
legislative and municipal elections, was
read a second time, and was referred to a
special committee,

Mr. O'Connor’s bill respecting assign-
ments of book debts was withdrawn, and
Mr. Busi’s bill providing against frauds in
supplying milk to cheese and butter tac-
tories received a second reading.

Uame Protection,

The Heuse went into committee on the
biil amending the Ontario Game Protection
Act, The bill was anended by a provision
enabling any man to shoot deer in season
on his own property, provided he has no
reason to believe that they belong to any-
one else.

but ten shillings, equivalent to two dol-
fars and a balf of American money,
‘When one considers the aggravations
one is spared by having a guide, and the
surety one feels of not having spent too
much for anything purchased, it will be
found that this amiable courier has sav-
ed her employer fully the amount of
salary, In New Orleans one of the fin.
est orchestras is composed entirely of
women, and the leader and her corps of
well-trained musicians are seen at every
entertainmeut of note in that gay city.
In Astoria, L.1,, many of the largest
hothouses are controlled .and managed
by women, In Gotham is a blacksmith’s
shop managed entirely by the three
daughters of the blucksmith, who are
inwfligenc young women, The father
died years ago, and
the mother ~<took’ charge of
the establishment; and looking to
the future, she bad her girls instructed
not only iu the art of horseshoeing, but
in everything pertaining to the trade,
Since the motiier’s deatir one of the sis-
ters married, and now tho married sis-
ter and the two young girls employ five
meun, but personally superintend every
horse that is shod. Among their pw
trons are numbered the wealthiost own-
ers of horses in this city, and during the
racing season they will open a large
branch at Monmouth, N.J.  One of the
busiest importers of urtificial flowers in
this city died three years ago, and left
his business in a most distressingly tan-
gled state, His wife, a woman of ex-
quisite taste, goes downtown to the offide
duily, roes abroad to do her purchasing
in the Parisian market, and her business
is now in a most flourishing condition,

T'he largest typewriting business in the
whole world is also in this city, and is
conducted by two sisters, The eldest
took a course in stenography for her
own pleasure, 8lie became so proficient
in thig art that ehe became auxious to
utilize her kmowledge, and accepted a

osition in a well-known law office.
i‘rescutly hier mother died and the
father became incurably ill,  She then
taught the two younger sisters this art,
and opened a school with twelve pupils,
whom she taught every evening ufter
getting through with her duties down-
town. To-day this young woman is in
partnership with one sister, has five
offices, one school, and employs fromn
sixty to sixiy-five stenographers and

typewriters and owns all her machines,
One rule which they invariably follow,
and which has ipsured their marvelous
success, is that any work promised is
delivered at the time stated if it takes
balf of their working foice all night to
finish it.

MODERN TELESCOPES,

The Grent Progress Made fin the Manu«
facture of Iustruments,

In an informal address before the Bos-
ton Scientific Society Mr, Alvin G,
Clark, the famous telescope maker,
spoke of the telescopes of the earlier as—
tronomers, among them that of Galli-
leo, who was the first one to apply this
instrument to celestial obseryation,
showing some of the difficulties under
which the earlier opticiang labored. The
difficulty lay in t{xe fact that in its pase
sage through the lens the light of tlie
stars becomes separated into the differ-
ent colors of which light is composed,
and each of these colors comes toa dife
ferent focus within the telescope tube,
This results in confusion and injury te
the image, The first step was the ine
vention of the reflecting telescope,differ«
ent forms of which were made by differ.
ent men, in the manufacture of which
delicate processes were undergone, and
with which some remarkable results were
achieved, Mr, Clark explained the
means wereby the older opticians tried
to avoid this dispersion of light by means
of long tubes, and paid tribute to Dol-
land, the English optician, who firss
gave to the world the achromatic ob-
Jective, In this combination of lenses
the imperfection of the image is elimine
ated to a large degree by the use of &
second lens, the unperfections of which
are equal in amount to those of the
first lens, but opposite in quality or die
rection,

Mr, Clark reviewed briefly the story
of the increase in size of the telescopes,
a story of exceeding inverest, since this
increase has come to us maiunly through
the eflorts and eflicient work of the firm
of which he is now the sole remaiuing
member, The aperture of fifteen incheg
was for many years the maximum, bug
of late vears, with increased facilities
for the manufacture of large discs and
experience in the handling of the same,
the aperture of telescopes has been:
rapidly increased, until we have now
the great Lick telescope of thirty-sig
inches and the still larger lenses of fort
inches diameter, upon which he is no
at work, This increase in aperture, in
connection with the sharpness of defini-
tion, which by the care of the optician
of these days is possible, gives groas
opportunity for the use of high magnie
fying powers, and it is estimated thas
the Lick telescope is capable of showing
at least one hundred million stars, Mr,
Clark’s address dwelt briefly upon the
manufacture of the glass, the caroful
methods of shaping the lenscs, the
elimination of the spectrum colors and
many other points of interest, showing
that the work of the lensmaker demand 8
not only great and delicate mechanical
skill, but also artistic feeling of high
erder,

the finsl examinations of that institution.
Within five minutes’ walk of McMaster
College, which originally was merely 8
theological institution, stands the Provin-
cial University, fully equipped in all the
branches of an arts course. Why, then,
should McMaster College go to the expense
,of duplicating teaching machinery that is
_ “already in existence and available for all
its students? Why should they engage &
<clagsical professor when the state univer-
“sity hus already provided three or four of
them? Why should the Baptists pay for
mathematical and modern language pro-
fossors when they can avail themselves of
the services of abler men than their own,
and free of charge? The money paid in
salaries to these arts professors .would
serve the interests of the church much bet-
ter if 1t were devoted to the establishing of
missionaries in uncovered districts at home
and abroad. We fail to see why the
Baptists should insist on setting
up & one-horse university  under
the shadow of our great provincial
institution, The grsnting of degree-con-
ferring powers on the denominations has been
a mistake, which all who have the welfare of
the province at heart should endeavor to
rectify if possible. It was as much a mis-
take to allow the Baptists to set up a uni-
versity in opposition to the provincial uni-
versity as it was, in the first place, to allow
both Separate and Public sohdols to co-exist.
The State of Michigan has, we understand,
but a single university, and that isa state
institution, the same as their Public school
system. The result of this policy has been
the establishment of one of the greatest and
most successful universities on thecontinent.
The Baptists, of course, ought' to be loyal
to their church, but they owe loyalty to
the state also. In our opinion [they would
be more loyal to the interests of their
church by giving up their university and
taking advantage of that of the state. But
we in Csnada are deep in the mire
of sectarianism, and there is little hope
of our ever getting out of the tangle.
To grant to. any religious denomi-
nation degree-conferring power is not
different in -principle from permitting
each séct to bave its own separate school.
In either case the result of the concession
is to weaken our provincial educational
system,

THe -most deplorable feature of the situa-
tion is that while these small institutions
weaken the Provincial University they de-
tract at the same time from the energies of
the denominations that are responsible for
them. Their existence isa dissipation of

. energy snd therefore unjustifiable.

Gas and Electricity.

United States Consul-General Mason at
Frankfort, Germany, is credited with hav-
ing made a minute examination into a new
system of propelling street cars. He shows

that while the Germans have not built | pe

nearly as much street railway and cable
and trolley roads as they have in America,
they have investigated the subject of an
ideal motive with their usual thoroughness,
and as the result of exhaustive experiments
have determined that the gas motor is the
cheapest and beit of all means of power of
propulsion. The trend of the best expert
opinion is in that direction, and this has

_ come at & period when electricity seemed
to be on the point of replacing and super-
all other forms of motive power. The
report tells of the great qypense of
the cable in construction, the mnoise
and danger of “the trolley and of the
high operating cost and unreliability of the
andergroynd electric system, and then com-
ing back to the gas meter he describes ex-
periments that have been madeé with it 1o
Furope.  Practical trials® have been made
at Neufchatel, Switzerland, and at Dresden,
and the results in both cases, while perhaps
not wholly conclusive, have been 8o favor-
able a8 to be worthy of examination, . The
Naufchatel cars cost §2856 each, pass 100
{oot currents, run backward or forward,and
with 7.9 horse-power traverse any part of
the lie, which is 40 feet higher at the mid-
way points thun at the ends, at a speed of
11 miles an bour.  Gas compressed to six
atmospheres is furnished by the cily gas
company st §1.09 per 1000 feet, and it is
found that under such conditions the cost of
gas for the round trip—six and one-half
wiles—is 19.3¢, or about lc per passenger
for a filled car (twenty passengers) or half a
cent for the “single run, This brings the
net operating expenses per passenger so far
below the cost of electricity, horse power,
steam or compressed air that although the
experiment is still new the problem is
thought to be solved in favor of gas for all
gimilar roads. Touching the cost of con-
struction the Consul-General quotes results
at Dresden of experiments with electrical
and gas motors and horsp cars as follows:
For a 5-mile double track road, 20 cars, all
wires, horses, motors and equipment in-
cluded: Electrical, $180,880; gas motor,
§142,800; horse cars, §133,280. Net operat®
ing expenses: Horse cars, 54 to 7 cents per
kilometre; electric, 5 cents; gas motors, 4
cente; an economy of 25 per cent. in favor
of gas motors as against electricity.

Reciprocity in Coal,

Io the matter of coal the nearer the
United States and Canada come to reci-
procity the better it will be for both
countries. A reduction from 60 to 40
cents on bituminous coal coming into
Canada would be appreciated in this sec-
tion of the Dominion, and -if the United
States do not place a higher duty than that
at their end of the line the people of the
Maritime Provinces must profit consider-

them there, too. New England consumes
annually 9,000,000 of bituminous coal. 8o
that even with an adverse duty of 40 cents
s ton the Nova Scotia mine-owners ought
to beiable to find a market for great quan-
tities'of their coal. The Boston Herald
says that free coal means & saving of
W,Ow-yur to New Eogland con-
sumers, and it argues in favor of the pro-

i3 40 cent duty being done away with
altogether.

DR, BULL DEAD,

A Well-Known Medical
FPnsses Away Fall of
and of Honors.

There died at his late residence,
Elmsleigh, 131 Bloor-street west, yester-
day morning a man well-known in Toronto
and surrounding counties in the person ‘of
Edward Bull, M.D,, at the ripe age of 71
years, The deceased was a son of the late
Bartholomew Bull, and was born
at the corner of Davemport-road and
Dufferin-street, in York Township, in
December, 1823. He studied medicine
under the late Dr, Rolph, and secured his
degree from Victoria University in 1845,
He began the practice of his profgssion at
Bondhead, where he remained until 1847,
afterwards going to Lloydtown, remsining
there until 1864, He then removed to
Weston, where he successfully practiced
until 1876, when he disposed of his busi-
ness and retired, removing;to Toronto.
The deceased was married’ in 1852 to
Miss Grafton, daughter of the late
Stewart Grafton of Somerville, His
widow, by whom he had two children,
Mr. B. E. Bull of Kerr, Bull & Rowell, bar-
risters, and one daughter, still' survive.
Two brothers survive, one being T. H. Bull,
clerk of the peace, and the other J. P, Bull
of Walmer-road; also two sisters, Mrs, Dr.

The report of the year 1893
shows a defifit on the whole system of $2,-
595,841, compared with the surplus in the
previous year of $2,069,757, The heavy
decrease was due to the silver crisis, the
failure of the Kansas wheat crop and the
general prostration of business.
