That Kitchener had
but one‘eye is not common knowledge
although many who saw him com-
mented on the peculiar stare of his
feft optic. S.M. Tomlin used to tell
of Kitchener’'s accident as follows:
“¥ was at-the Engineer’s Depot,
Chatham, England, in 1884. Major
Kitchener, as he then was, was ex-
plaining the danger of removing wax
from a detonator with a penknife. He
held a detonator and penknife in his
hand at the time and was illustrating
how mot to use it when the very thing
happened that he was warning us
against. The detonator exploded and
a piece of it struck Kitcherer in the
le& eye, which was blown right out
of its socket and hung right down on
his face, I was one of those who
assisted him to the hogpital.”

S.M. Tomlin was one of the party
of Royal Engineers who built the first
defences of Port Arthur in China.
These were turned over to the Chin-
ese who lost them to the Russians,
who in turn lost them to the Japan-
ese. He was also one of the first party
to land at Wei Hai Wei, Britain’s
Chinese outpost, which was taken
over after the evacuation of Port
Arthur. He also served through the
Black Plague in China and had to
assist in burying the victims. He al-
s0 served through the whole of the
South African war.

He came to Canada when his time
was up, living in London and later in
Watford where he conducted a busi-
ness as a cabinet maker.

Although over military age he en-
listed in 1915 for service in the
Great War and served for over
‘three years at the camp at London,
Ontario, being Quartermaster Segt.,
and late Sergeant Major. He was dis-
