The Old Doctor; or Stray Leaves from 
my Journal.

THE . ECCENTRIC. — A CHARACTER OF THE 
OI.DEN TIME.

While living near the Battery, during the 
early part of my practice, I had often no­
ticed an old gentleman, whose sole occu­
pation appeared to be to pore over the con­
tents of an old book stall which was kept 
by a Scotchman in that neighborhood. No 
matter what the weather, summer ur win­

(i Ye ken aboot as muckle ’o him as I 
do mysel,”. returned the man : “ I dinna 
ken who he is, but he spends hours, almost 
every day,, at my stall, thumbing over 
every volume on the shelves, and often 
reading old page* where anything, interests 
him. As to bis being a good customer, 
he’s weel eneuch for that, mair especially 
when I get a fresh supply ’o auld beuks fra 
my britner in Êdinbro’. Sometimes he 
buys the whole stock ; but at other times 
he comes as you Me to the stall, snâ thumps 
them over jolt. JL fancy he kens by heart 
tnaist avert’ line ef the standing stock 
my wares.”

This is all I oônld glean from MTavish,

a horse, cough, showing the cause of his 
unwonted change of attire.

Fer some days he was absent from his 
usual post, but the next time 1 saw him 
there, 1 stopped and noticed the same dry, 
hoarse, hacking cough.

I determined to address him on the sub­
ject fbr the morning was damp, and quite 
unfitted for an aged invalid to be abroad, 
especially to be standing in one spot, as he 
was, as usual, intent upon the books.

“ Yon appear to have a bad cough, sir?” J 
I said interrogatively.

“ Humph,” was his brief reply ; as I 
understood the tone, affirmatively.

“ Surely tkte-UjML unfit morning for you 
to be abroad iaf* I addod>

“And who may have given you the right 
to say when it’s fit for me to be abroad, 
pray ?

“ The question may well be asked,” I 
said with a smile, “ for, though for well 
nigh two years, we have exchanged greet- , 
ings of a morning, I believe this is the 
longest,conversation we have ever he^ to­
gether. I am a physician, sir. Dr.---------,
residing in this neighborhood, and, there­
fore, from my profession, I flatter myself 
capable of judging when it is proper for an 
invalid to be abroad.”

“Humph—a physician ! I thought as 
much ; and you want to get me under your 
hands, eh !—found you out, I don’t like 
doctors, physic, all humbug. It’s doctors 
fill the churchyards,” and so saying, 
the old mail pored more deeply into the 
book he was perusing when I came up, and 
designed qo further conversation.

He was now absent oftener than usual, 
and when I did see him at his accustomed 
spot, the cough which troubled him, still 
lingered, and evidently gave him some 
alarm ; for he glanced furtively at me, and 
often seemed as though he would have 
spoken, but desired me first to break the 
ice; but I had received such a rebuff when 
I ventured to speak to him before, that I 
was determined he should address me first.

Willing to humor the old man, I took it 
good temperedjyiotwithstanding the brules- 
que manner in which it was offered and 
the offensive expressions which accom­
panied it, and bowing a good morning, 
passed on my way.

No.— Maiden Lane, and recognized in ihe 
name one of the reputed wealthy men of
retired fite,onïy4avïnga fu>5Sfîeëpèr, slid 
to be eccentric as her master, to look after 
his household.

The next morning, punctual to my ap­
pointment, I called at the house. It was 
an old building long since pulled down, 
displaying no outward pretensions to wealth 
or even comfort, and having before the 
lower part a piazza with wooden jalousies 
reached by mounting a high, old fashioned 
Dutch stoop.

On Knocking at the door, it was opened 
by a vinegar face housekeeper, of prim and 
staid aspect, who answered my enquiry,— 
Does Mr. W---------reside here?” by pro­
pounding another :

" Who may you be ?” said she.
I am Dr.~------ ,” I replied, “ and Ie

have called at the request of Mr. W., whom 
1 met yesterday.” •

“ Come iu,” she said, and fèft me stand­
ing in the passage, while she went up 
stairs, as I imagined, to her master’s pri­
vate apartment.

A long conversation appeared to take 
place between the two, for I must have 
waited fully ten minutes and began to grow 
weary, when the prim mob cap appeared 
over the balustrade above and a shrill voice 
squealed out :

“ You can come up : but see and wipe 
your feet dry on the mat, and don’t d irt 
the stairs.”

I ascended the old fashioned stairs as re­
quested ; not without remarking that every 
article of furniture wore the appearance of 
being at least half a century old. I was 
ushered into a large dingy looking, but 
even painfully neat room, by the house­
keeper, and immediately confronted my 
old acquaintance, seated before the fire, 
diligently pursuing an old mouldy, moth- 
eaten volume, which I recognized as one of 
the late importations of my antiquarian 
friend, M’Tavish.

Last night, we had a new specimen of 
the wordy war, which has been continually 
waged in the House at an expense to the 
country of six dollars per diem for each 
member of the Legislative. Mr. Darche, 
the ultra rouge member for Chambly, had 
dlaced on the notice paper, a motion to add 
to the rules of the House the following ar­
ticle :—« At the time of taking the vote on 
any question before the House, no Member 
of the Administration shall be permitted to 
cabal with, visit and canvass the Members 
then present, to induce them, by promises 
or otherwise, to vote in favor of the Gov­
ernment.” Mr. Turcotte, not improperly 
as was agreed on all sides, moved to ex­
punge this notice as insulting to the House, 
and a breach of privilege ; yet notwithstand­
ing that in substance the Opposition agreed 
to the motion, the debate was protracted by 
amendment after amendment, for five or 
six hours, to the neglect of business and 
the injury of the Province. Had the ques­
tion been one of life or death to the Cabi­
net, it could not have been more pertin­
aciously contested, although the vote on the 
first division was two to one against the 
Opposition; and should have at once con­
vinced them, that further discussion was a 
mere useless waste of time.

From 
these few figures the actual war and finan­
cial relationships of the country will be un­
derstood. But no one can fail remarking 
how utterly impossible it is to meet the ex­
penses of war as we go on. Towards £77,- 
000,000 of war expenditure,all that has been 
raised by direct taxation will not amount 
to more than £26,000,000, about one-third.

b) the Government on this item is,it seems, 
that after the vote of the House deciding 
upon that place as the scat of Government, 
the appropriation was unavoidable. We 
adhere to our opinion already expressed— 
that the House did wrong in passing the 
resolution, and a majority would, have done 
right in committee of supply, in out-voting 
the item, notwithstanding the former reso­
lution.

Meantime 
we doubt very much if ever the Lower Ca­
nada members have any serious expectation 
that buildings will really be commenced, 
or the seat of Government permanently 
fixed at Quebec. It is curious enough, that !

mittee upon items which it was worse than 
useless to debate, this item was passed 
without discussion. Had all the patriotism 
of the opposition oozed out on the « non-es­
sentials,” and was all the indignation of

and acquire when here, the Gipsey and 
wandering customs of the neighboring States 
must strike an observer as difficult of solu­
tion. The incessant toil and never ceasing 
devotion to business at present spread over 
so much time, being compressed, might 
prove a very salutary change for the better 
in another way, viz : that parties who care 
not to keep appointments and unnecessarily 
waste time, would then, being limited, ac­
quire business habits of punctuality, and 
thus business being confined within a lim­
ited time would afford pxrties the remain­
der of their time to themselves and to their 
families, even the few occasional holidays 
which Law proclaims to be observed here, 
are only partially observed. Young men 
who hold subordinate situations are unable 
even to enjoy what the law intends should 
be their own time, from the grasping de­
sires of their employers to keep open for the 
half-day ; besides, on ordinary business 
days, the very late hours some establish­
ments remain open, shew that our remarks 
are correct. The experience of business 
men in England has been that when they 
afforded relaxation to those in their employ­
ment, they have been repaid doubly by the 
energy and zeal which their employes 
on their return to business have uniformly 
exhibited, in fact getting over in half the 
time double the amount of work.

So that we gain 
nothing either by the accusation or the 
explanation, unless it be ,the casting of an 
Austrian ingredient into the diplomatic 
cauldron. Instead of nations and cabinets 
fast returning to their proper labors at home 
as ought to be the case jusi after a peace» 
we find all Europe agitated with a dim ap­
prehension of some still impending trouble 
On the one hand we have Russia humbled 
and offended by an insinuation of her dis 
honesty ; and Prussia said to be stung to 
quick by Austrian adherence to the Wes­
tern Powers. On the other we'have Austria 
effectually estranged from the Czar, and 
doubly bound by the General and the sep­
arate treaty, to the cause i of England and 
France. Nay, it would seem as if Austrian 
duplicity had been once for all admirably 
overreached, for, with her Italian policy re­
pudiated, if Jnot threatened, and her old 
friendship broken up, just now she appears 
thoroughly isolated. As to the complica­
tion of the Italian question, who can predict 
how and when it will terminate ? The 
present agitation on that point is no doubt 
the price of the Sardinian alliance ; which 
latter power can never assume her long 
desired place in Italy, so long as French 
and Austrian soldiery proclaim the prepon­
derance of these two powers.

Grand Trunk Railway» Government 
Proposition.

The Inspector General has at length laid 
before the House his proposition for afford­
ing relief to the Grand Trunk Railway 
Company, as follows :
RESOLUTION TO BE MOVED BY THE HON. MR. 

CAYLEY, IN COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE.
Resolved,—1. That for the purpose of 

enabling the Grand Trunk Railway Com­
pany of Canada to complete their. under­
taking, it is expedient to authorise the 
Governor in Council to carry into effect an 
arrangement provisionally entered into be­
tween the Government of Canada and the 
said Company, based upon ^ie following 
terms, viz : ^

That the Railway Company shall be al­
lowed to issue Preferential Bonds to the 
extent of two millions sterling. The hol­
ders of such bonds to have priority ct claim 
therefor over the present first lien ot the 
Province.

That such issue shall not take place un­
til the Railway from St. Thbmas, Lower 
Canada, to Stratford, Upper Canada, shall 
have been finished and in operation.

That the proceeds of the said Bonds shall 
be paid over to the Provincial A^eits in 
London, and released on the certificates of 
the Receiver General, upon proof of progress 
of the work.

That the said proceeds shall be appropri­
ated to the aid or construction of the fal­
lowing works, and in the proportion herein­
after mentioned :

That in order to restore to the Trois Pis­

toles Road, the guarantee diverted from it 
by the Act of 1854 and expended on the 
Toronto and Stratford section, there shall be 
reserved from the proceeds of the Preferen­
tial Bonds as they are paid over to the sec­
tion of the Road from St* Thomas to Riviere- 
du-Loup, as shall ensure its progress equal­
ly with the other works above mentioned.

That the interest accruing on the Pro­
vincial Bonds during the period of five 
years, being the time necessary for the com­
pletion of the works and for the Province, 
and such advances as they are made shall 
be repaid to the Province in share capital of 
the Company.

That the lien of the Province, subject to 
the preceding condition, shall rank, as to 
dividend or interest, with that of the Com­
pany’s bondholders.

This proposition includes, it will 
be seen, the celebrated scheme styled 
the “ Cayley Omnibus,” the only alteration 
therein being, that the grant of £100,000 to 
the Cobourgh, Port Hope atid Ptèscolt lines, 
instead of being made compulsory on the 
Grand Trunk Company, is apparently, but 
not really, left to its discretion. The Three 
Rivers and Arthabasea absurdity is re­
tained in its fall extent j as well as the 
litoasiifl from It. Thomas to Refers***- 
Uepi
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The features of the scheme which have 
not hitherto been made public, are fits1, 
the permission to the Company to issue 
preferential bonds to the extent of £2,000,- 
000 sterling, to have priority of claim over 
the present Provincial lien ; secondly, the 
payment by the Province of the accruing 
interest on the Provincial bonds for the 
next five years, such payments to be con­
verted into stock of the Company as made ; 
and thirdly, the lien of the Province to rank 
with the stockholders so far as regards pay­
ment of principal and interest.

The first of these latter provisions is in 
all probability, the least objectionable mode 
in which the Company can be assisted to 
obtain funds for the further prosecution of 
th^Sarnia and Riviere-du-Loupextensions. 
The preferential bonds are not to be 
issued until the railway from Stratford to 
St. Thomas has been placed in actual oper­
ation ; which is also a wise precaution. 
But it appears that the Company is to com­
plete its works according to the understand­
ing of last year, without assistance ; and we 
think the whole scheme should be deferred 
until the works are finished.

The provision, that the Province shall d*‘e 
the interest of its own bonds for the next 
five years, is perhaps only making a virtue 
of necessity ; and we are too well disposed 
to give the Company all legitimate aid, to 
make any particular objection to this clause; 
but not so with respect to the proposal to 
accept payment for such interest in Stock 
of the Company. That Stock can scarcely 
be worth par ; but even if it were to be ta­
ken at the market value, still there would 
remain the objectionable feature, that the 
Province will become a Shareholder in the 
Company, and as such, liable for its debts ;

, a liability which may ultimately involve 
the most serious consequences.

The third recited provision, that the lien 
of the Province is to rank with the Stock­
holders, as regards principal and interest, 
will substantially convert the Province into 
a Stockholder to theTulL^rnount of the Pro- 
vidcial guarantee, except in so far as the 
liability of Stockholders is concerned. This 
is a most important boon to the Company— 
so important, that we cannot think the pre­
sent legislature justified in consenting to it, 
without a direct appeal to the country. We 
do not say that the Railroad should not be 
thus assisted-; we are not sure,indeed, that 
we would not go further,and with Mr.Merrit 
make the Corfipany an absolute present of 
the whole Provincial claim rather than al­
low the Province to be mixed up with its 
affairs hereaft*r>; but to surrender so import­
ant a right as tlie priority of lien for Four 
Millions of money, is a matter that should 
be left to the people themselves. If they 
are willing, no one can have a right to ob­
ject.

We shall notice the other features of the 
proposition in our nëxt issue.

• Will of the late Mrs. Sarah Kelly-
The contents of this document, so long 

and anxiously expected, has just been offi­
cially disclosed, the will having been duly 
proved in the Prerogative Court. Subjoined 
is an abstract :—“Probate was taken ont by 
Dr. Baily, of Rookwood, in the county of 
Roscommon, who is one of the executors.— 
The property is sworn under £250,000, but 
is supposed to be under £220,000. The in­
strument, which is of a most volumnious 
nature, anil which has evidently been pre­
pared with great care and precision, bears 
date August, 1854. There is no codicil, and 
in almost every' instance, the names of the 
legatees, and the4meunt of the legacies are 
filled in in the handwriting of the testatrix 
herself. The will commences by stating 
that the testatrix has prepared the document 
Wlth the greatest possible care, attention, 
and deliberation, and expresses in the 
strongest terms her anxious wish that there 
may be n* litigation with respect to it. She 
gives as her reason for expressing this wish 
that she keenly remembers the sufferings 
and trials to which she was subjected in 
proving the will of her husband, notwith­
standing that it was made with the utmost 
publicity, and that every precaution was ta­
ken to g.ivawL aurainst disputes. She states 
that she, the object of Mr. Kelly's DOurny 
and affection, was subj^t—i protracted 
litigation and persecution by disappointed 
relatives,'who had offended and insulted 
herihuaband during his lifetime ; and that 
they were added in their improper conduct 
by partial,prejudiced,corrupt or incompetent 
and weak-minded judges. She calls in the 
most emphatic manner upon all judges be­
fore whom the will might come, to recog­
nise it as her solemu and deliberate act, and 
to disbelieve all parties who might assert 
the contrary. The legacies are very nu­
merous,and are nearly all made to relatives, 
who are principally described as of Broad- 
stairs, Kent. She bequeaths £10,000 to ner 

v. eldest sister, Mrs. Strevene, wife of George 
Strevens, of Broad stairs, Kent. It is the son 
of those persons who has been committed 
to stand Ins trial for the murder of Mrs. 
Kelly. In the case of each bequest there 
are numerous limitations over. Of the 
bequest of £10,000 already mentioned, there 
are limitations over to George Strevens, the 
party in custody. Certain lands of Kiltown 
are demised to Dr. Baily and Mr. Robert 
Orr in trust for Mr. George Strevens during 

' his’life, with power to him to will or assign. 
\ sum of £30,000 is demised to another 

Sister of the testatrix, a Mrs. Cox, also of 
V>adstairs,Kent. £10,000 is demised to her 
“rkeul and agent,” Christopher William 
Campon, whom she directs to be-discharged 
from af. debts he might owe her at the time 
of her death. Her executors are also directed 
to hand ovor to him such notes, bills, or any 
secerities for money from him as might be 
found among her papers at her decease, and 
to satisfy all judgements, if any, in her name 
against him, without calling on him for any 

* payment in consideration thereof. He is 
demised her pioportiea of Westmeath for his 
life, with all her plate,cattle,sheep,farming 
stock of every description, &c. (money and 
securities for money, excepted), that might 
be in the residue or upon the lands sf Bal- 
linderry.

The Hew Government Divorce BUI.
Among the many reforms required in our 

Statute Book, there is, perhaps, none that 
more urgently presses than that of the law 
of divorce. In every other country m Europe 
the laws are simple and inexpensive ; in 
England alone is it almost impossible, when 
the tie is once formed, to break the link, no 
matter what may be the conduct ot the re­
spective parties. At present, none but the 
very rich have the opportunity ot obtaining 
redress. Let the wife be ever so unfaithful, 
or the husband ever so incontinent, there is 
no help for themk they must mutually bear 
the fetters whicl/ under such circumstances 
are intolerable. That the saorednéss ot the 
marriage tie should be difficult of solution 
evenr right-minded person must ieel,and no 
one would desire that vows solemnly taken 
•should be easily broken and set at naught ; 
but, at the aame time, that is no reason why 
the law should be so iranged that a severance 
of the marriage bonds shofil^be ;.ll but iin-v 

lDrkcticable, As the law now stands, suppo­
sing 1*93 w^8 *hould have committed adul­
tery the ^#*band must bring an action for 
crim. eon. id *ne of the ordinary law courts.

! guilt, it puts it in the power of even the poor- 
: est to obtain redress by simplifying the pro- 
i cess and by reducing the expense.
1 The bill proposes that a divoice court 
shall be established in the motropolis in 
wind, all cases of crim. idh. shall be tried, 
and the parties sinned afiainst, should they 
obtain a verdict, will obtain at once a di­
vorce a mens(L et thoro, which, if not ap­
pealed against within three months, will 
permit parties to marry again. To this 
measure we should imagine there cannot 
be any reasonable objection, further than it 
does not go far enough, and that it seems 
rather framed for the convenience of the 
man than the woman. The bill will allow 
a divorce to a man when adultery on the 
part of the wife is proved, but the woman 
cannot obtain the same redress unless in­
cestuous intercourse shall have been prov­
ed to have been committed by the husbanti, 
which, according to the interpretation clauV 
»es of the bill, means that the husband shall 
have commited sin with a person who, if 
his wife had been dead, he would not have 
been permitted to marry, on the ground of 
cousanguinuity. Why the woman should 
be placed in a worse position than the 
man is not clear. The crime of adultery 
in the one is as great as in the other. Both 
have taken the like Vows, and made the 
same solemn promises, and both, therefore, 
ought to be treated alike. It is true that in 
the present false position of society a man 
who has been found guilty of adultery is 
not slimmed exeepM>y what arc designat­
ed straight-laced people. He may be look­
ed coldly upon for a short time, but in a few 
months all is apparently forgotten. With 
the woman, however, the case is very dif- 
feient. When she is fallen, every eye is 
turned from her ; every heart is closed 
against her. She is driven from commun­
ion with her former equals, aad is lost for 
ever. The crime, however, is equally 
great in both cases, and the punishment 
should be equally dealt out. Under the 
present marriage laws a woman may ob­
tain although at great cost, a divorce on 
the ground of cruelty. The bill, however, 
aiiords no such redress, and, except in the 
case of actual adultery, the poor woman 
must continue to be united to her brutal 
husband.

It is to be hoped, ere the bill becomes 
law, that alterations in it to the above effect 
will be introduced. The dissolution of a 
marriage unquestionably ought not to be 
alight and easy affair ; but at the same 
time it is fearful to contemplate the misery 
cieated by the continued union of persons 
between ’whom there is no sympathy, and 
who have no feelings for each other but 
those of hatred and contempt. The women 
of England by the present laws, and even 
by the new bill, are worse off than those of 
any country in Europe—worse even than in 
Scotland. There the same redress is af­
forded to the wife as to the husband ; and 
we cannot see why a distinction should 
be made in England, where it is our nation­
al boast that women are treated with greater 
deference, than in any nation on earth. 
The Government and the Lord Chancellor, 
if they only consent to modify the measure, 
so that equal justice shall be dealt to both 
sexes, will have merited the thanks and 
gratitude of that portion of the community 
who are now suffering 'from the cruelties 
and anomalies of the present ecclasiastical 
laws, which are wholly unfit for the pre­
sent generation.

The French Evacuation.
The French aray is rapidly retiring 

from Russian sofï. General Failly’s di­
vision, consisting of the 10th, 57th, 61st, 
and 63rd Regiments, left Eupatoria on the 
8th and 9th inst., and embarked on board 
the Wagram, Jena, Duperre, Mogador, and 
Sirene, which soon afterwards proceeded 

two oft^ese vessels 
two of the VmfA- and one a. frigate. Ihe 
division left the 17th Chasseurs and its ar­
tillery behind. Kinburn has been evacuated 
and is now in the hands of the Russians, 
and the 95th Regiment of the Line (French), 
which formed the garrison, has returned to 
the Crimea in the ships which formed the 
blockading squadron of the Bug and 
Dnieper. All the soldiers of the class of 
1848 will be at once sent back to France as 
soon as the means of transport can be pro­
vided for them, but the means of our ally 
are not ample in proportion to the enormous 
amount of living and inorganic material 
with which she has to deal, and ther ; is se­
rious talk of her seeking permission to send 
her artillery and cavalry horses round to 
France, all through Europe. The French 
have about 35,000 horses and mules in the 
Crimea, and, as the distance to France is 
about 3,500 miles, it would take such a 
cavalcade not less than 10 or 12 weeks to 
accomplish the journey. It/is not quite so 
easy to see how they wouldrmnd food on the 
road. The eagerness of the French to gel 
sway from the Crimea generally is unde- 
liable. As for your Englishman, “ He’s a 
turr—he’ll stick he makes tours and 
promenades, and is in no hurry to depart. 
Ail along our route the ether day the con­
stant question was put to us, “ Why don’t 
;he French come up here ; why is it only the 
English who visit us?” But, in addition to 
ihe fcwant of bat ponies and baggers 
among the French officers, there is an in­
disposition to make such expeditions, and to 
expose themselves to some roughing and a 
good deal of imposition.

Important from the Digging.

reefs at the M‘Ivor field, which will very 
probably give afresh start to that locality. 
At Anderson’s Creek the diggers have been 
succesfully working on the private land in 
Thompson’s Gully, and several instances 
of fair success can be recorded. There can 
be little doubt that many of the untried gul­
lies around this place, jrould also yield well 
but the population has always been so small 
—only 15v persona are at present there. A 
new rush has also been made at the Cale­
donian Diggings, to some hill near the old 
diggings. A lull seeras to have taken 
plaee at the Steiglitz digging, from what 
reasons there are many conflicting state­
ments—some accounts are favorable, while 
others say, the whole affair is a complete 
hoax. A correspondent at the Aveca Dig­
gings says, there Is no longer any|doubt as 
to gold being there in paying quantities : 
and although the sinking is deep, wet, and 
often uncertain, shares m holes 10 to 16 in 
advance of the land, are freely purchased 
at 6 to i&&P-

It 
appears that a writer in the Times had 
made some remarks, reflecting on the 
character of Lola as a woman, and notas 
an actress, and a few evenings afterwards 
the^ditor (Mr. Seeharnp) called at the U.S. 
Hote^vvhere she was residing. Hearing 
he was below, she came down with a whip 
and laid it on his back with a hearty good 
will. Mr. Seekamp retaliated with a riding 
whip, and ere long the combatents had each 
other literally by the hair. Some of the 
parties interposed, and they were separated, 
but not before life-preservers and revolvers 
had been groduced. At the theatre next 
evening, Lola Montez made the following 
speech:—! thank you most sincerely for 
your friendship. I regret to be obliged to 
refer again to Mr. Seekamp ; but it is not 
my fault, as he again in this morning s 
paper repeated his attacks upon me. ion 
have heard of the scene which took place 
this afternoon. Mr. Seekamp threatens to 
continue his charges against my character, 
and I offered, though a woman, to meet him 
with pistols ; but the coward who would 
beat a woman, ran from a woman. He 
says he will drive me off the diggings ; but 
I will change the tables,and make Seekamp 
decamp. (Applause.) My good friends, 
I atrain thank you.

The advicesYrom Sydney state that some 
fresh discoveries of gold had been made at 
Ophir Creek. The .total of twenty-eight 
day’s earnings of a party of diggers was 
400 ounces, consisting principally of nug­
gets, one of which weighed from 21bs. to 
31bs. The opinion generally prevalent is, 
that the Ophir county is one large rich gold­
field.

The latest advices from the colony of 
Victoria speak of the great want of labour 
in that fine country. General farm servants 
were in great demand at from 32s to 37s 6d 
yer week ; haymakers receive from 30s to 
35s ; and a hut-keeper from £40 to £50 a 

. year. Every available man is eagerly taken 
up this season, but still the complaint oj 
scarcity prevails, and crops perish on the 
ground for the lack of labeur. From South 
Australia, there are also loud demands for 
lubour—carpenters earning from 10s to 14s 
a day : plasterers and smiths, from 12s to 
14s ; saddlers,from 10s to I2s ; shoemakers, 
7s to 9s ; labourers, 6s to 8s ; tailors, per 
hour, from lOd to Is. Domestic servants 
command from £40 to £50 a year—farm 
servants (married couples), £55 to £65 
single men. £40 to £50—and shepherds, 
£35 to £45 per annum. At New South Wales 
and Western Australia the same rate of 
wages, with slight variations, exist. Anck- 
land, Wellington, Nelson, and Ottaga, in 
New Zealand, are not less anxious to obtain 
an increased supply of labour at rates of 
wages which, to the pauperized and unem­
ployed population of this country, appear 
almost incredible.

Count Cavour, in answer to interpella­
tions addressed to him in the Chamber of 
Deputies, declared that the négociations 
now pending on the subject of the afiairs 
of Italy rendered it necessary for him to 
speak with great reserve. The Italian 
question had been brought before the Con­
gress, and France and England had Frank- 
jy adopted the views of Piedmont. Austria 
had endeavored to exclude it, but the 
Italian question had not the less become a 
European question. The Minister declared, 
in conclusion; that the relations between 
Sardinia and Austria had not improved.— 
The Piedmontese Government placed its 
whole reliance in the might of public 
opinion.

New Zealand.
SASISFACTORY PROGRESS OF THE COLONY.

New Zealand advices to Jan. 29 have 
been received. The Governor had recently 
paid a visit to Nelson,which had added con­
siderably to his popularity. The^iVefeon
fhe^comflnerce, the increased area of culti­
vation, and the improved appearance of the 
town. Some very fine specimens of copper 
ore had been found in the Dun Mountain 
Mines. The third session of the Provisional 
Council of Wellington was opened on 
Thursday, Dec. 29. The Superintendent, 
in his opening address, estimated the re­
venue for the year 1856 at £38,000, which 
includes a balance in the treasury, of $15,- 
000. The cost of the several departments 
of government does not think will exceed 
£10,000—a balance of £28,000 will thus be 
available for public works and underta­
kings. The Provincial Government is re­
presented as being very pupular at the pre­
sent time.

Foreign Items.
As regards ordinary crimes, unconnected 

with politics, in the city of Bologna, which 
is governed by priests and Austrians, there 
were,in the first six months of 1845, 900 
offences against property, robberies of all 
kinds, &c", without taking any of extortions 
.by threats and denunciations.

At Vera Cruz, in consequence of the 
clergy having-been the principal fomentors 
of political disturbances, the Government 
had issued an edict for forfeiting the pro­
perty of the Church. The edict was very 
severe a-zainst any person who concealed 
any of the Church property. The Bishop 
of Puebla refused to deliver the books con­
taining statements and accounts of the pro­
perty of the Church. The officials then 
procured a body of troops to enforce the 
demand. On arriving at the gates of the 
episcopal palace, they found that the bishop 
had posted a notice excommunicating any 
one who should assist in carrying out the 
design of the Government. The property 
was seized notwithstanding.

The Dowager Empress of Russia is too 
unwell to undertake the journey to Ger­
many. x

It is officially proclaimed by a manifesto 
of the 29th of April that the coronation of 
the Czar is to take place in Moscow next 
August.

Ac. insurrection has broken out at Mecca. 
The Schenff, who had been dismissed 
from his post, refused to give it up, al­
ledging the infidelity of the Sultan as his 
excuse. He is supported in his resistance 
by 50,000 armed Arabs, who, it is said,■I'ciusc crrcraiicNTTurn-rrrc oity to ill6 pftgiima,
under pretence-that the Ottoman empire is 
defiled.

The Duchess Regent has abor.doned Par­
ma, and the whole civil authority has been 
placed in the hands of the military Austrian 
Commandant.

The Sardinian Gevernment has published 
the Peace Treaty. The protocols have 
caused a great sensation in Piedmont. No­
body is pleased with the results of the con­
ferences.

The King of Wurtemberg has arrived in 
Paris. He was receivad at the Strasbourg 
Railway by Napoleon (Jerome) and Count 
Baeciocchi, and conducted to the Tuileries.

In Bologna, haying a population of 100,- 
000 souls, the Papal Government have cau­
sed 178 persons to be shot by the Austrians. 
At Ferrara, Lugo, Imola, Faenza, Singi- 
gaglia, and Ancona, the number of victims 
has been enormous. Besides the Prisoners 
condemned to death there are—1st. pri­
soners damned to be publicly bastinadoed, 
and whose names are published In the Go­
vernment journals ; 2d, prisoners condemn­
ed* to be bastinadoed in tneir dungeons, and 
the uumber of whom is unknown : 3d, the 
admonished, whose number exceeaiitwenty 
thousand souls ; 4th, the ou laved and exiled 
should be added to the account of the happy 
citizens of Roman State», but the number 
of these latter is not known.

A Genoa paper had announced a political 
amnesty as imminent in Naples, The 
Paris Univers (the priests’ paper), profess­
ing to have intellieenoe more authentic 
than that of the Italian paper, indignantly 
repels the ealymny, ana denies that there 
is the least pretence lor affirming that its 
idol the King cf Naples is about to lay aside 
or soften the terrors of his fiendish rule.

Belgium Press.
The Independence Beige, received on 

Friday, contains a full report of the inter­
pellations relative to Count Walewski’s 
speech, addressed to the Belgian Ministry 
in the chamber of Deputies on the 7th of 
May:—

Mr. Orts addressed three questions to the 
Ministry. He prefaced them by a lone: 
speech, in which he admitted that though 
some Belgian newspapers might have 
abused the liberty of the press, he .denied 
that what Count Walewski had said could 
apply to the Belgian press in general. He 
pointed.to the law of 1852 as à remedy for 
any attacks on foreign governments, and 
asked what Belgian judge or jury had ever 
refused to do justice to any person or Gov­
ernment attacked by a newspaper? 
few newspapers (continued Mr. Orts) which 
do abuse the liberty of the press, you know 
what circulation and what influence they 
possess here ; you know well how little 
they are in accord with our public opinion. 
In the rest of his speech, Mr. Orts reviewed 
the services of Belgium to the cause of 
Europe, and concluded by putting three 
questions:—“1. Whether ministers had 
taken any steps to make known to the 
French Government, or to any Gevernment 
represented in the Paris Conference, tne re­
ply of Belgium to the accusations that have 
been made against her? 2. Whether any 
of the Government that signed that protocol 
of the 8th of April, had asked for any modi­
fication whatever of the Belgian constitu­
tion? 3. What should be the reply of the 
Belgian Ministry if the proposition was put 
to it, to ask from the Chamber a vote for 
the revision of the constitution?”

M. Vilain XIV., Ministers of Foreign 
Affairs, rose amid Jeep silence and said— 
“ Gentlemen : I have the honour to reply, 
in a very few words, to the three questions 
put to me by the hon. member, M. Orts. 
He asked me, in the first instance, whether 
the Cabinet had made a reply to the French 
Government, or to any of thé Governments 
represented at the Paris Congress, since 
the publication of the protocol of the 8th of 
April? When I read that protoooHn the 
newspapers, I thought it mv duty though 
haviqg other duties of a sad nature to per- 
form/at the time—to prepare in case either 
the French Government, or any other" Gov­
ernment represented at the Congress, 
should officially forward the treaty of peace 
and the protocols to the Brussels. Cabinet, 
the draft of an eventual reply which might 
be communicated to all the governments 
that draft of reply four days ei™.»-, 
ready; and if I were allowed to read fit 
here, perhaps the Chamber might find that 
it contains some of the considerations 
which M. Orts has just pointed out to our 
attention [hear, hear]. All that is wanting 
to this document, which, as I said before, 
has been ready tor four days, is my signa­
ture. My idea was to present it only on 
the morrow of the day upon which one of 
the powers represented at the Congress of 
Paris should have thought fit to make an 
official notification of the treaty of Paris 
with the protocols. Secondly, M. Orts 
wishes to know whether any one of t he 
governments represented at the Congress 
has asked the Belgian Government to pro­
pose any modification in the constitution? 
None of them has made such a proposition.

The ,hon. member desires, finally, to 
know whether the Cabinet, in case such a 
request should be made, was disposed to 
propose to the Chamber any change in the 
constitution? Never ! [loud and reiterated 
applause.]

This last word (says the Independence 
Beige) was pronounced in a firm voice bv 
the minister, and was received with loud 
and polonged cheers from the left, the 
centre, and from some -members of the 
right, and was joined in by the galleries.

M. Orts then rose and said : “ I thank 
the minister for the reply he has just made 
to my questions. After the reception that 
reply has met with from the Chamber, I 
have but one sentiment to express—the 
pride I feel at having heard that reply from 
the mouth of an old member of the Nation­
al Congress” [renewed applause.]

Considerable emotion was visible in the 
assembly, which adjourned without any1 
further business being transacted.

If we would take Mivart’s Hotel, and drop 
it into one of these: take Farrauces, and 
drop it into the second ; lake Morley’s, at 
Charing Cross, and fit it into a third ; and 
adjust the Great Western Hotel, at Padding­
ton, and the Great Northern, àt King’s 
Cross, into compartments four and five^we 
should get some faint idea of the accommo­
dation to be afforded. Each compartment 
will be a distinct hotel, with its splendid 
saloons, upper and lower, of 60 feet in 
length, its bed-rooms, its kitchen, and its 
bar. The “big ship” is destined, be it re­
membered, to carry 800 first-class, 2,000 
second-class, and 1,200 third-class passen­
gers, making a total of 4 000 guests, inde­
pendent of the crew. The total length of 
the vessel will be 692 feet. To make the 
capacity of these figures better understood 
it may be stated that neither <irosvenor nor 
Belgrave Square could take the Great Eas­
tern in ; Berkeley-square would barely ad­
mit her, and when rigged her mizen-boom 
would project some distance up( Davis-St., 
whilst her brow-sprit, if she had one, would 
hang a long way over the Marquis of Lans- 
downe’s garden. She is the eighth ot a 
mile in length, and consequently four turns 
up and down her deck will afford the pas­
sengers a walk of a mile. Her width is 
83 feet, the width of Pall-mall ; across her
paddle boxes her breadth is 114 feet ; and

would scrape the Houses on 
This floating town will be propelled by 
three powers—paddle, screw, and sail. 
Her paddle-wheels, 59 feet in diameter, or 
considerably larger than the circus at Ast- 
ley’s, will be propelled by four engines. 
The screw is 24 feet in diameter, and the 
four fans remind the spectator of the blade- 
bones of some huge antediluvian monster. 
Its shaft is 160 feet in length, and weighs 
60 tons. Thus the ship will be pulled and 
pushed in its course like an invalid in a 
Bath-chair, and sails will only be used 
with a strong wind in the direction of her 
course, say a breeze going twenty-five 
miles per hour, for which she is prepared 
with seven masts and 6,500 square yards of 
canvas. As speaking-trumpets would be 
useless aboard a vessel of the dimensions 
of the Great Eastern, a semaphore will be 
used to signal to the helmsman by day, and 
a system of coloured lights by night. The 
engineer will be communicated with by 
the electric telegraph. A standard com­
pass will be placed upon a stage forty feet 
in height, and the helmsman will either 
read off the points through a transparent 
card illuminated like a clock-front, or the 
shadow of the needle will be projected down 
a long tube upon a card below, so as to 
avoid the necessity of the helmsman look­
ing up, and to obviate the difficulty which 
would be felt in fogs. Her ten anchors will 
weigh 55 tons ; her 800 fathoms of cable, 
88 tons ; and her capstans and warps, 100 
tons ; totol, 253 tons of appliance for mak­
ing her fast. Gas will be manufactured on 
board, and laid on to all parts of the ship ; 
and the electric light will be fixed at the 
mast-head. The operation of launching 
will be as great a novelty as the vessel her­
self. Nothwithstanding that her weight 
when that moment arrives will be no less 
than 12,000 tons, she is to enter the water 
broadside on, by means of an inclined 
plane, which is the reason why she is buil­
ding parallel to the River.

Market- ' 1

Saturday Evening, Jurte 7, 1856.
The month of June is always the largest 

Marketing Month of the Summer Season ; 
coming as it does in the interval between 
sowing and harvesting^ when the farmers 
Spring work is completed and his hay­
making not commenced we may naturally 
expect him with any surplus supplies not 
already disposed of. This year in conse­
quence of so many having held back for a 
return of the high prices, and that “ good 
time” not having reappeared, the market 
through the past week, has been quite a 
large one, and on some days b|tween 3000 
and 4000 bushels of grain have been sold. 
The roads pretty good, fine weather, with 
occasional thunder storms, and showers of 
rain to settle the dust, no serious obstacles 
have been in the way to prevent those from 
a distance, once more to find their way to 
town, iand lately we have noticed many 
who have come a distance of forty miles to 
obtain the London prices. #

Wheat still constituted the bulk of the 
Grain Market, and we do not think • better 
samples have been sold since last harvest, 
than during the week, not only plumper 
and brighter colored wheat, but less mixed 
with red and better cleaned— still there is 
great room for improvement, and while we 
enjoy a name for sound.wheat, and plenty 
tif it, we should aim at producing such 
qualities as are most in demand by our 
customers—to this end, we would suggest 
more care as to the cleansing of the land, 
before sowing and being more particular as 
to the purity of the seed, let it be also one 
thing or the other, either white or red, bald 
or bearded, and all of some one sort, even 
if the seed wheat should cost double or 
treble the current price of that sold in the 
market, and also when cleaning wheat for 
sale, it is much better to put it through a 
fanning mill once more, even if it should 
loose one bushel in forty, rather than loose 
6d. a bushel on a load, on account of its 
fowling», ’Frequently we hâve observed 
loads upon the market that would puzzle 
the farmer who raised it to tell really what 
it was, whether spring or fall, red or white, 
bald or bearded, White flint, Sales, Blue 
Head, or Swamp, such a medely as if ap­
peared, and so foul with Class Cookie and
smut.

Remarks on the Home.
Sakdfoed Howard, Esq., editor of the 

Baton Cultivator, was appointed to open a 
discussion on ** The Morse and Farm 
Stock,” at the Legislative Agricultural 
Meeting at Boston, on the 1st ult. He con­
fined his remarks to the Horss, promising 
that it would be impossible to say all that 
should be said on this noble subject in a 
eingle lecture.

He noticed the horse, as a native of the 
old continent only. The. horse wag still 
found wild in the vast wastes of Central 
America. It had been a theme for poets, 
from the days of Job.

There was a great contrast between the 
French draught horse that weighed a tçn, 
and the Shetland pony that weighed twe 
hundred pounds.
\ The Arabian race of horses were of great 

antiquity. Little change had been made 
in that race for thousands of years.

The horse was not a native of America. 
In one section an importation advance had 
been made toward “ originating a breed.” 
He considered a horse under the idea , of a 
machine. The motions were, running, 
galloping, trotting, and slow motion. The 
hare was built of a form good for leaping. 
Strength was in its hind quarters. The 
horse Eclipse approximated to the hare-like 
model. In trotting the motion was differ­
ent, and a different mechanism was re­
quired. A more equal distribution of 
strength to the fore quarters was requi­
site.

Besides form, what may be called “ tex­
ture” was of consequence. One expressiqn 
.sometimes used in handling was, “he 
handles like a glass bottle.” In general, 
the nervous energy accompanies the 
“closest texture.”

He said the term “thorough-bred,” was 
first used in England to denôte Eastern 
blood. As frequently used, it was a term 
of mere humbug.

The Morgan horse was the one meant in 
Jiis allusion to originate a breed in this coun­
try. The horse Was a colt produced at 
Springfield, Mass., in 1792. It was taken 
by the owner, Mr. Morgan, to the State of 
Vermont, in 1795. 'The sire of this colt 
was called “True Britain,” which was 
stolen by one Smith from Gen. James-De 
Lancey when the “ Rangers” and “ Cow 
Boys,’ had their border quarrels. After the 
difficulties were generally terminated, the 
same Smith undertook to visit Gen. De 
Lancey. Smith was invited to breakfast, 
and De Lancey is said to have ordered his 
slaves to make certain preparations in the 
barn. After breakfast he caused a halter to 
be put around the neck of Smith, and hung 
him in his barn. This was in the' State of 
New York.

The horse “ Blackhawk” was bred from

He thought the idea of combining all 
qJfcilities in one horse preposterous. This 
was sornetirites advocated. But race horses, 
draught horses and roadsters should be 
each of different forms or models, in some 
respecta. Ile considered it indispensable 
to keep the best specimens of each model 
as sires.

Management of Rabbits.
An experienced correspondent of the 

Country Gentleman says :
“ Allow me to take this occasion of offer­

ing to the breeders of thèse little animals, 
some corrections of my former statements 
as fo their breeding and management. I 
then wrote from my English knowledge, 
and now from my American experience. 
This has taught me that in so warm a cli­
mate, three feet is too small for the length 
of a breeding hutch ; its dimensions should 
be four feet long, two feet wide, and six­
teen inches high. The descent of the flow, 
towards the back, should not be more Shan 
one inch, and the permanent opening- for 
drainage not to exceed half an inch when 
this space is wider, the animal in its play­
ful racing rour.d the hutch is liable to catch 
its foot and break a leg. The floor should 
be covered by a false bottom of half-inch, 
unplaned hemlock, ffot only to protect it 
item being gnawed,; but to prevent slip­
ping. It is true a rabbit will breed every 
month in the year ; but I advise the does 
remaining idle in our severe winter months, 
as the young produced at that season sel­
dom attain much perfection.

“A moçt thorough ventilation is absolute­
ly necessary, to the health of the rabbits, 
while a close impure atmospher.e is. the sure 
source of much disease. Better an open 
woodhouse than a confined^ worn. Rather 
than my rabbits should' Ijreathe a tainted 
atmosphere, 4 allow the thermometer in my 
rabbitrary to stand at from 10 ° to 15 ° of 
Fahrenheit, and occasionally it will, in the 
night, register, the temperature to have been 
as low as zero—and this without any injury 
to the rabbits.

“ On the subject of feeding, I would offer 
a caution against vh-e- use of lettuce when 
going to seed, *11(1 recommend green corn 
sown broadcast as an excellent substitute.

1 bits must not be allowed water, I have found 
no ill effects from it, and have even substi­
tuted it for roots in the winter time with 
success.

“ 1 recommend the novice nevier to buy 
voting rabbits that have been only lately 
weaned from the.doe, but take such as are 
tore than half grown, say from five :o six 

months old. They are then ready tp,com­
mence breeding, and require na other-care 
than regular feeding and cleaning.

Distemper in Dogs.—W,.. S. Sampson 
gives the Ohio Cultivator the following re­
medy for the distemper in.dogs :

“ When first noticed, and before the ani- 
yïrial drags his hind legs, if possible, im- 

/4merse him all but his head in warm water, 
as hot as the flesh will comfortably bear, 
rubbing" with the bare hand over the kid­
neys, small of the back, urinary organs, 
and under the whole length of the belly, 
for half an hour at a time* until no symp­
toms remain : always when taking the ani­
mal out of the bath, rub thoroughly dry 
with coarse towels. The disease is simply 
a disturbance of the’ secretions about the 
bladder and urinary organs, and all it wants 
is to restore them to equilibrium as soon as 
possible.”

Custard Pudding.—Beat up six eggs, 
add a quart of new milk, a little lemon peel 
ahred fine, live er six bitter almonds 
blanched and grated, or crushed, and sugar 
to your taste, and mix altogether ; then have 
ready your dish, covered with a good stiff 
paste, into which pour the custard ; grate 
over it half a nutmeg and bake it. or put it 
into a basin without paste and boil it. If it 
is boiled, serve with melted butter.
