ROSSLAND’S OUTPUT.

Rossland’s 1897 output, up to the end
of last waek, amouunted to 36,561 tons.
The week’s additfon was again good,
though rather less than the record one
lagt proviously recorded. It amounted
to 2,085 tons, of which thoe Le Rol isine’s
output camo to 1440 tons. The War
Sagle sHghtly fncreased its yleld, making
it 265 tons for the week and the Columbla
and Kootenay alsu advanced, shipping
180 tons, as did the Iron Mask with 90
tons and the Ciiff with 60. The Centre
Star, however, made a reduced shipment
of 50 tons, though it will soon becomo
one of the big shippers of the camp.
The shipping mines of last week were,
thorefore, ‘the usnal half-dozen.

THE GOLDEN EARS MINE.

. The development work on tha Rocket
belonging to the Golden Ears Mining
Company, Limited, Is progressing satis-
factorily.

June was not in diny seuse a duil
month in the Trail Creek district in so |
far as locating and development of !

The recently fssued report of this well
known miue of thé Nelson district gives
the foilowing statement of the Company’s
operations :

* On the 13th day of May last the Bri-
Ush-Canadian Gold Llicld Company com-
menced active work, when it was found
necessary that a great deal of prelwmin-
ary work should be dene, such as build-
ing cabins, erecting platforms, making
roads and trails, cte. Since that time
we have built two large sized cabins
{one used as a buarding house and the
other as a4 bunk house). a four foot skid
road, one and a half miles long, from
the wine to the Hall mines tramway.
where we have built an elevated plat-
form or joading station from which the
sacked ore is loaded on to the tramway
and sent to the Hall mines smelter at
Nelson, and at the mine at a point oune
hundred feet from the mouth of the
main tunnel we have put up a large
incline upraise to the surface, a distance
of thirty feet, on about the same angle
as the ledge. for the purpose of ventila-
tion and blocking out ore. Krom the
upraise, back towards the mouth of the
tunnel about 5u feet. we have stoped
six and ten feet of the ore in height. At
a point fifty feet from the mouth of the
main tunnel a winze has been sunk toa
distance of seven feet, on which we
stopped work temporarily on account of
surfaze water and the inconvenience to
the stopers above  There are, however,
now four wminers at work in this winze
sinking day and night.

At the old shaft near the top of the
littde ridge, the ledge dips at i low angle
and ic comewhat broken. “This ledge is
being ssripped and some very rich ore is
beiny extracted.

One hundred and cighty feet from the
old shaft, south, crossing a little draw,
there is o stripping of forty feet, eapos-
the same character of rich ore, trending
nearly the same as the main tunuel,
where we intend to at once sink a shaft
following the vein.

The first shipmest of ore from the
mine was sampled and settled for on the
28th dav of June. From this shipment
of 34,265 uwunds, after the usual 1edue
tions for freight and treatment amonnt-
ing to $12.00 were made, netted the
Company $1,003.12.  There are 300 sacks
of ore ready for shipment, which has
been taken from two stopes—one huns
dred and fifty sacks from the tunnel and
once hundred and fifty sacks from the
upper or shalt workings This will be
shipped in two lots of twenty tons each,
The first fot from the shart workings
will be completed within two weeks It
is very high grade and, I think, will give
returns of over 8100 per von.

Thus our contemporary pointed out that the
famous Gold Fields of British Columbia, Ltd,,
retained of its total authorized capital of {500,-
000 no less than £ 400,000 for the bencht of
veridors and promoters; the Golden River
Quesnelle Co., Ltd., out of £350,000 retaining
£270,000; the British Queen Gold Mines,
Ltd., out of £ 300,000 reserving £200,000; the
Quesnelle River Gold Dredging Co., Ltd,, of
455,000 retaining 440,000, and the Galena
Mines Co., Ltd.,, out of £550,000 authorized
capital reserving no le.s than £500,000 to ven-
dors and promoters, £457,000 being offered to
be taken in shares and £25,000 in cash. These
exorbitant promotion demands, by enormously
handicapping the ordinary investors’ chances of
success in respect of money placed in the com-
panies concerned, must do great detriment, as
the Province correctly asserts, to the legitimate
development, on lines fairly profitable all round
to vendors, promoters and investors, of British
Columbia in precious metal mining. They will
assuredly tend to induce amongst the British in-
vesting public, which is, after all, ordinarily in-
telligent, a somewhat general belief that a Brit-
ish Columbia ‘‘promotion” means too usually a
game of ‘“chuck-sovereign,” in which a vendor
or promoter may say to himself with a chuckle:
“Tm all all right anyway, if only the venture
