It was not that it did not appreciate the
Kindness of sueh offers, or that'it had not
the proper veneration for the authoritios of
the church,  On the contrary, while such a
commendation would have hampered its
action, it would have laid upon episcopal
authority a very grievous burden.  The
chureh elaims a right of eensorship of the
press, and that right is most unguestion-
able.
