THE WORD “CHURCH.”

Is it proper to call the people known as
Disciples of Christ “The Church of Christ”?
This isa question which is receiving a good dea
of attention from our papers on the other side
It is proposed n these columns to discuss this
and kinJred questions, and by way of introduc-
tion we consider the word “church.”

What does the word “church” literally mean?
What did it originally mean? To what was it
first applied by Christians? Dr. Trench in his
work “On the Study of Words” says :—

“Iow much history lies in the word ‘church’. X
scono suflicient reason to dissent from those whoderive
it from the Greek Auriake, ‘that which pertains to
the Lord’ or ¢ the house which is the Lord’s,””

Dr. Trench is high authority; and according
to the derivation he accepts, the primary mean.
ing of the word “churzh”is “the Lord's house”.
His language however, implies that some do
not accept that derivation. The question then
arises, if the word is not derived from the Greek.
from what is it derived? “ Alden's Manifold
Cyclopedia ” has this note :—

¢The derivation of ¢Aurck from the Greok is open to
question notwithstanding the high authorities in its
favor. Tho word is found in the Teutonic and Celtic
hnguagcs with tho primary significatien ““n circle of
stones,” thus indicating the sites of the old heathien
worship on or near which Christian crossesand chrrches
were erccted in the canlest tinmes.?

If this be the preferableaccount of the origin of
the word, then we would say that the word
“ church # primarily meant 2 circle of stones;*
secondly “a site of the old heathen worship.”

There appears to be no other account of the
origin of the word proposed; and so which.
ever derivation be adopted, we are led to thic
conclusion that in the languaga of Christians the
word ¢ church ” was first applied to a place or
house of worship, and therefore it is entirely
proper to call cur meeting houses “churches.”
Upon consulting “Worchester's dictionary ” we
find that he gives as the first meaning of the
word ** church ;"—

8 A building con:ccntcd to christian rorskip and
ordi ances,”

And we observe, too, that -he favors the
derivation as given by Dr.Trench.  One's feclings
arc on the sude of the Greeh ongin, “TheLords

house” seems such an appropriate uwgnuon
for the building in which *the Lord's peole”
meet ta worship.

We notice that one hrother, who wr'lcsasWd

deal in one of our papess, is very anxious that
the brethren should sty le their meeting hosses
“chapels” rather than “churches”” But the
brethren will not to any larce extent, and we
predict that the use of the word * church "inthe
sense of & meeting house will increase rsher
than diminish among us. And why chould it
not? It is the primary meaning of the word—~
primary, certainly 50 far as our present usage is
concerned,
It 1s, of course. well known that the word
“church” occurs quite frequently in the Mw
‘Testament, but never means a house of wo_xship
Its New Testament, usage will be considered
next month, -

WHAT SOME WHO HAVE SURSCRIBED TO IT<ARE

It will peobably be 10 ue
yeats before a revisicn is reached. The conscrvative
element i very. slrong in the church, but there is no
doubt that the spirit of progress and common sense will
prevail. 1 do rot believe in accepting cvcrylhm" just
because it is new, but as little do I believe in smothering
ourselves under our grandfather’s old featherbeds, Evol-
ution is not such a terrible word,

‘This is rather a refreshing statement and a
candid confession that the horrible doctrines. of
the Confession can never be reconciled with the
Lord’s prayer.  In 1843, when Alexander Camp.
bell discussed the creed question with N, L.
Rice, if a Presbyterian preacher had made an
utterance like the above he would have been
excluded from every Presbyterian pulpit in the
land.  If Campbell were on carth to-day 'he
could see the fruits of some of the hard thrusts
made at dogmatic creeds of his time, Dr
Rondthaler nceds only one step.more, when
*‘the vencrable old document is put into a glass
case in some fire-proof muscum of ecclesiastical
antiquities,” and that is to open the New Testa-
ment and “hold fast the form of sound words,”
the words of inspiration, and the contrast will
be so marked that he will wonder how any body
as intelligent as the Presbyterians ever subscribed
to the dogmatism of the Westminster crced-
makers,

Dr. M. L. Haines, pastor of the first Presby-
terian Church, the one in which President Har-
nison, holds his membership, said:

Dr, Haines is one of the best and most liberal
Presbyterians in his practice we have ever met;
in fact is so much better than the old confcssion
of faith that it is plain to be seen that he is more
influenced in his life by the teachings of the New
Testament than by the dogmas of Calvin,

S. S Mitchell, pastor of the Sixth Church,
said!

Lam in favor of a change in the confession of faith,
The old days of the General Assembly ate gone. They
were too natrow and limited; too conservative. The
intense radicalism of the men and doctrines of those days
has gone. The tendency is to better things; eliminate
everything that is intolerant; leave every essential gospel
principle untouched. My creed isChrist and him crucified.
The Gospel 1 preach is salvation to any who believe in
the Lord Jesus Christ; elevation of the standard of life
and duty, The chuzch of to-day wants no less of God
but more of Chijst,

Dr. R. V. Hunter, pastor of the Scventh

‘T'he naive way in which he says that in case a
man wanted to unite with the church, *cxperi-
ence has proven it best not to be able to find
the book” is one of the expressions that show
that there is something so inhercily horrible in
the doctrine of the decrees that no man in his
sober senses can read it without a shock to his
sensc of right and justice. Let the discussion
goon. 'We csuldalra volumc with “like senti
ments, but publish these because they are by
men we know to be good men and leaders of
Presbyterianism in Indiana.

Elsewhere in this number will be found a
report of the proccedings of the Annual Meeting
of the Forcign Christian Missionary Society.
It will be seeu that the $ro0,000 propos.
ed to be raised was not reached, the total
contributions for- the year being $57,280.15.
Nevertheless the friends of the Society have no
reason to feel discouraged; on the other hand
+here -are-vanous reasons for: encouragemen

as indicated by the report we publish. There
are many grounds for believing that the con-
tributions of the Disciples to Foreign Mis-
sions during the current year will far exceed
those of any previous year.

In comparison with the whole amount raised,
the sum contributed by DlEClpiC‘ in Ontario is
quite ereditable.  Not that there is any ground
for hoasting, But if the increase in the States
had been as great as in Ontario, the whole sum
raised wvould have been upward of $70,000.00.
The EvANGELIST was urging the Disciples in this
province to contribute at least $1,000.00 during
tne last year; and our readers will be glad to
%now that though that amount was not reached,
about $950,00 was contributed, being anincrease
of some $200.00 over the previous year.  This
is unquestio.able evidence that we are a missio-
ary people. Let us make it a good round
$1,000.00 this year, if not more.

GOING TO COLLEGE.

D ]

A letter in the November EVANGELIST written
by Bra. G. O. Black on the eve of his departure
in company with other young brethren for Beth.
any College, W. Va,, stirs up a few ideas both
new and old.  For jnstance, is it necessary to
leave our own couniry, Ontario, to be educated,
even for the work of preaching the gospel? Is
any one prepared to say, that, Toronto University,
for example, is inferior to any college in America
in the matter of a thorough “broad, liberai
education,” moral surroundings, economy and
healthy location?

The students and graduates of our Canadian
colieges and schools have demonstrated repeat.
edly thit they are able to compete successfully
in trade and profession with the educated of
forcign colleges. It appears to me that the
tendency of education in a public or state-aided
College is 10 make the man become more toler-
ant, independent, liberal and broader in his
knowledge, ideas and views of men and things

in general. Because he comes in conta with'

men of divers minds and faiths. For exam.ple, in
religious matters the studenis converse, on
quire, compare, read and discuss these matiers
and when they find that points of difference
cannot be sustained by Scripture or other infal-
lible standard, the tendency is (if not to abia.
don such idcas) at least to moderation and tol-
erance, with and of one another, in brief * the
corners are rubbed of.”  Any young man, of
fair upderstanding, who has completed a course
of study at one of our Universitics in Ontario,
and has taken his ro2gree of B A, o M.A, and
whose purpose is to preach, ought to be able to
open his Bible and prepare and preach a com-
mon sense discourse before any audiente in the
land, and if pot, why not?

Again, the denominational or party college
has a tendency to narrowness in thought and
culture. The students, as a rule, come in con.
tact with one class of men, one school of thought,
one set of ideas, and the teaching is of necessity
injine with that particular denomination or party.
It is also a great hindrance to that oneness in
religious life and practice which we hope and
pray for, and which is delayed rather than promo-
ted by those rival fortifications, located through.
out the Jand and known as “Theological Colleges,’
‘Separate Schools,’ &c, The theological school
may have its uses, but its use for the future might
or ought to be what the Normat School is to the
public school teacher, a place to give the inteng.
ing preacher a brief course of instruction o1
pastozal work and preaching.
