DEATH OF BROTHER HICKEY:

Supromo Recorder of the Co M. B, A,
of tho United Stutes.

Our C M. B A. members through-
out Canada are grleved to hear of the
death of Bro. C. J Hlckey, Supreme
Recorder of the Association in the
I'nited States. Mr. Hickey was an
etlizlent and faithful otlicer and one ot
the most sealous and enthusiastic
workers fn the C. M B A cause
Uis namo will forever be prominoent in
the history of the Association he
labored so hard for.

Cornolius J. IHickey was born in
lreland forty five years ago. Hear
rived in Amerlc in early manhood,
and made an humble begiuning : no
kind of honest labor was beneath him.
His first employmont in this country
was on the track of the Erie Rallway
at Allegavy, N. Y. Later he learned
telegraphy and arose to the position of
station agent of the Erle at Allegany,
which position he resigned when he
became interested in the drilling of ol
wells in the ofl country of south
wostern New York.

Mr. Hickoy was one of the tirst to
grasp the possibilities of the C. M B
A., aud it was inevitable that when a
man of his calibie joined the Assocla-
. tlon ho would at ouce rise to a com
mandiug position in its councils. He
was olected Supreme  Recorder at
Mag~-a Fails tu 1-74, and re-elected
continuously at each succeeding con-
vention. Twenty years he held that
most important oflico and wisely
gulded the young aud growlug Asso-
ciation which was always noarest his
heart until it grow streng, avd tock
aud held for years the foremost place
in the fraterual orgauizations of this
country.

The Supreme 1lecorder was ona¢:
. the earliest, mcst forcible and logical
advocates of the IReserva Fund.

At an early ago Mr. Hickey took an
active interest in politics, and before
; he had reached his thirtieth year had
’served several terms as a supervisor
of his town in Cattaraugus county,
being at one time the chairman of the

Board of Supoervisors, and {ts youngest

'member.
' In the early portion of Presidon:
‘Cloveland'e first term, Mr. Hickey re-
ceived the appointment of chief of the
"gelzed and unclaimed gooda depart.
ment of the U. S. Custom llouse in
' New York City, and served with much
success through the different adminls-
{ trations up to the day of his death.
+ If there was one thing more than
another for which Mr. Hickey wasdis-
: tinguished, it was for bie big hearted-
ness and genfal, broad mind. He hrd
n0 onemies and more friends than it is
usually given to man to claim. Itis
, safa to say that not one of those frieuids
will fail to breathe a prayer for the
. ropose of his goul.

Mr. Hickey leaves a wife and three
children. The death of hls son & year

ARCHBISHOP O°’CONNOR

In his Farewell Sermon — To the
People of London ;Said - Regard.
ing Societies,

There were in the parish a cer-
tain number of societies some of whose
object is purely rvligious. The League
of the Sacred Heart is doiug good work:
it {s well directed and well patron
ired. The St. Vincent de Pau!
Soclety is an association for which
ho had the highest admiration. Itdoes
its allotted work in & qulet way and
no one knows of the good it accom-
plishes but Almighty God. This society
is said by some to be *‘ old fashioned,”
but we must romember that 20 is the
Catholic Caurch * old fashioncd," and
if this soclety is always careful to keep
its regulations, no matter how *: old-
fashioned * they may be deemed, God
would surely reward the members.
This soclety has always bad the blegs-

ing of the Church on its work. .

Amoiigst the women's societies we bave,
said he, the Children of Mary, the St.
Aune’s Society, the Cousolers of Mary
and the Sodality of the Blesscd Virgin
Mary. The last named soclety had
supplied the altars with flowers and
lights for this occasion, and, he con-
cldered, 1t was the best offering they
could have made. Some of the
members of these socleties were
10t actiux as he would like, hut on
the whole be had to thank the
members for mauy acts of kinduews
recelved. There are, satd ke, still
other sociéties-which bear the name of
Catholic, and of thede the best, to his
mind, was the C. M. B. A. Ithad an
entirely unselfizh objoct. The benefi:
10 bg derived from membdership would
bs coulerred only after tho member
had himaelf gone to hizs reward. Iao
thus referring to the C. M. B. A. ke
did not wish his remarks to be con-
structed as finding fault with the other
docletlos. With regard to the other
docieties they are very good. Stlll self
is not forgotien, as the demefit s con:
ferred upon the members while they

are living, Certaln people enter these
societies with this theught more than
any other in view. People 100 often
complain that they cannot contribute
towards the church because they must
pay their sociuty assessment. This is
no excuse. These cocluty obligations
are of our own contracting. They
are uot au obligation conferred upon
us. We are, however, under an obit-
gativn of contributing towards the
Church. He did not wish to find fault
with the socleties :—on the contrary
all those which he approved in the be-
ginuing had his blessing — but bhe
urged the necessity of careful inquiry
betore jolning any soclety whatever
Some people entered associations of
which the Church did not approve.
This was always dangerous. To do
this seemed to himm & want of proper
coufidence in Almighty God. Why
do they enter these secfeties? Sale
ly for the advantages they con-
fer. They may say they do
not see anything wrong in them:
but when the Church does not
approve of them this should be a suflic-
feut reason why we should not jain
them. They have their ritual, and of
this the Cathotic Church does not ap
prove WesayMassfor you, said he, but
oot one of us would think of offering in
it a prayer of hiz composition. The
Church, which is the spouse of Christ,
always prepares the prayers that are to
be offered in public to Almighty God
Some of the prayers of these societies
have in fact nothing Christtan about
them. A Catholic cannot conscienti-
ously be a Chaplain in auy soclety.
No person {u this country of ours wonld
be allowed to plead before an ordinary
court unless ho were fully authorlzed
. and qualified so to do,as these courts are
suriounded with a certain dignity and
honor which r¢quire a suitable train-
ing. Now, as the court of heaven is
infiunitely superior to any earthly court,
, we can eastly understand that any one
1 who 18 not propared for the work should
.not take partin it. Cousequently, a’
. Catholic should not act as Chaplain in
! any of thete societies.
1 Referrlng toamusements undertaken
i by Catholic societies, his Grace admon-
' ished the membert tobe careful. DBear
: ing as they do the prefix *‘Catholic,” {f
- anything unbecoming this name trans-
| pires, outsiders will blame the Church,
