Presbyterial visita-
tion has done much for many pertiens of
aur church, but it is questionable whether
any iustanee of greater benefit, trowm this
united counse! and supervision has yet oc-
curred, than in Merigomish, Last year
the scparation of the winister from his
charge scemed 1o be inevitable, but the
vatient and well directed influence of the
Presbytery secured his servieus for another
vear,—L80 being promised as salary.
This year it was found that the salary had
heen nearly realized, and » renewed effort
had scoured neurly £120 for the fulluwing
vear.

Ireland contained 1,517,228 Protestants,
and 6,427,712 Roman Catholics. Here
were fearful odds against Protestantism;;
here a fearful host ut the nod of. Rome;
here a vegion of darkness and despotisin
fearfully Jarge. But famine, emigration,
and other causes, huve effected an incal-',
culable change. As to numbers, the vast
proportion of 2,000,060, cead or gone,’
were Romanists, and henve the proportion
of Protestants and Romanists in Ireland ™
has so thoroughly changed, that some au-
thorities state, that Romanists do not ex-
ceed Protestants by more than 560,000,
while by others the statement made is this:
Such is the decrease of Romanists by dis-
ease, enyigration, and conversions, that,
laying out of account 500,000 shut up in :
workhouses, the Roman Catholic and Pro-
testant population of Ireland are nearly'!
equal. ¢ t
However inaccurate both these state- -
mems may be, und whatever be the exact
relation of numbers, one thing is certain,
thdt Romnish Ireland has become a much’
more manageable field than formerly; and -
the means and agencies in the hands of
Protestants are, with divine blessing, quite
adequate to her regeneration. Other con-
siderations, also, show that the Spirit of
the Lord is lifting up a standard against:‘
her great enemy. !
Polutical agiation, monster meetings, |
esciting speeches, roused the Romish’
mind, and taught it to think ; temperance -
gave it sober leisure ; hope deéferved on:'

gave to those who could repay him in
fees, or made it subservient to his own
seltish ends.

A GEM OF THE OCEAN.

Far away in the Pacific, two thousand
miles from the Sandwich Islands, a little
north of the equator, is a sweet island,
which they who dwell upon it, call Ualan.
On our maps, it is put down as Strong’s
Island. - Asthis is one of the spots where
thie mission to Micronesia has been com-
meénced, yeu will like 10 know something
about it and jis inhahitants.

Ualan is about thiity miles in circum-
ference. It can beseen at a great dis-
tance, for some of its mountains are two
thousand feet high. Numerous streams
of sparkling clear water issve from the
sides of these, and flow down through the
valleys into the sea. Tt has several har-
bors, in one of which 3 multitude of ships
cauld lie in safety. A corzl reef nearly

surrounds it, inside of which the natives

- [rgtyiey
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. can paddle along in their canoes, or they
can travel on the smooth beach, except
I'when the mangrove trees come down and
:stand in the edgeof the water. Nothing
-can exceed the luxuriance of the forests,
. which cover almost the whole island with
'the richest green, from the shore of the
acean to the tops of the hills. There are
‘no horses on it, no cattle or sheep, and
"scarcely any animals except lizards, crabs
.and vats. Pigcons abound. Near by is
an islund of considerable size, called Lela,
‘where the king and chiefs mostly have
"their residence: there are others which
jare quite small,—the group reminding
ll you of a full-blown rose, with onc partially
'opened leaning against it, while buds
{stand thick around them.

1 The natives seem mild and gentle.
‘Many of them came on board, the day the
_vessel arrived; but when, after avening
,prayers, they werc requested to leave,
‘they all went quiedy ashore. Some of

,and others make boats ; each hus his own
.trade : the father brings uf his sons to
practive the one which he follows; all
are industrious ; the woman, too, are busy
in their houses. The people are also
yvery observing and inquisitive. It was
isurprising to sec how well they tulk in
'| English.  Nearly all of them can use
_some common word ; can, at least, say
'« Good morning,” and ** Good tobaceo™;
|—which filthy weed, I am sorry to say,
‘they, like more civilized folks, have learn-
ed to love ;—and many of them can con-
verse in broken English on familiar things.
They find it so easy to catch the sound of
English words, and are so fond of doing
it, that perhaps they will all, by and by,
learn to speak our language; They also
want to know what our customs are, that
they may adopt them.

The homage which they pay their king,
amounts almost to adoration. No one
comes iato his presence without creeping
on his hands and knees. When he ap-
pears abroad, they sit with their heads
bowed towards him till he has passed.
.They love him very greatly, and speak of
him as ¢ good King George.” ‘Their
last king before him was very cruel ; and
when they could not bear his tyranny any
longer, they rose agoinst him and depos-
ed him, XKing George, who at the time
was ouly a low chief, took a leading pant
in freeing the people from the tyrant; and
they thought that he was the best man to
rise to thie vacant throne. He greatly pre-

-them fish, some cook, others build houses, *

ferred to continue at his trade of fisher-
man ; but they were so united and earnest|
in their choice, that he at length cousent-|
ed to be their king.  You would not sec:
much about him that corresponds with|
yout ideas of regal state. Several larpe:!
buildings, within an inclosure of reeds,!!
