CATHOLIC COLLEGE CONFERENCE.

Mgr. Conaty’s Address.

Tho vonferonce of the reprosenta-
tives of the Cathoiie colieges of tho
Tuited States, which was  held i
Chicago recontiy, and which, it i
hoped, willl de much to svive the
voslng educativnal probloms  which
from time to time present thomseives,
wae presided over by the Rt. Rev.
Monsignor Conaty, rector of the Ca-
thelic Umiverstry. The followiug s an
nbstract of the address of Right Rev.
Mousignor Counaty, president of the
conferenco,—

“The wwnole question of collegiate
succesd would scem to hinge upon the
teacher. Thoe ary wood of form tounts
for littlo with one who has the teach-
lng spirit and ;s equipped for his
work. Vocation, kuowledge, ability
to impars, devoteduess to study, ambi-
tion to excel, power to eacite inter
cst, cithusiasm, personality, arc vio-
ments that make for saccess. A thor-
ough aud critleal knowledgoe of tho
subjeots to pe taught, an intimate ac-
quaintance with one sclence calls for
tho traluing which wiil fit o man to
be o master and make it possibie for
him tc Inspire coufldenco i himsell
and love lo¢ scholarship in  others.
If there bo no mterest tho need falls
oun iand through which no plow Ins
pasged. Heace the demand for thoe
university trained man, who has been

Time,
vicissitudes, and revolutiors, succeed
each other: the Ine.'tution will
change its form, wiil undergo altera-
tions, wlil be effected more or less
by the weakness of men, by tho cor-
rosive action of time, and the destruc-
tive power of events; but it willlive
—it will nover perish. If one suvelety
reject it, 1t wiil seck an asylum In
another: driven from towns, it will
take refuge tn forests; if there pur-
sedu, it will fleo to the horrors of
tho desort. Thero will alwaye be, In
some privilegzed hearts, na ccho for
tho volve of that sublime religion,
which, holding In hor land a standard
of sorrow and fove—the sacred stand-
ard of the sufferings and death of
the Son of God—the Cross, wlil pro-
claim to mnn,~'Watch and pray, that
gon cnter not Into temptation; if
you assemble to pray, the Lord will
bo in the midat of you; all fresk ig
but grass; Ife Is a dream; above
your heads & an ocean of light and
happlness : under your feet an abyss;
