There's a good time coming. It is understond that pending the accept
ance of certain modifications supgested by the Goveranient, the contract fur
the Atlantic fast mail service has been awarded :0 the Harlington Syndicate,
of which Brice Douglass is the negotiating representative  The terms
require 8 weekly service of an average speed of nincteen knots. The
stearaers are to be of first-ciass cquipment in every respect and to mke
their exclusive western terminus in Canadian ports.  The proposed route is
from London to Cherboug, France ; thence to Piymouih, England, to call
for mails and passengers, and from the latter port to Quebee in summer and
Halifax in winter. The tnp across, either way, i3 to be made in five days,
a reductioz of three days in the nme now consumed in a voyage bstween
Liverpoo! and Halifax. The Naval Construction and Avmament Company
(limired) has its shipyards at Basrrow in-Furness, Lancashire, and the magni-
tude of its facilities may be guessed at when we mention that a short time
3p0 cleven ocean stoamships were in course of constraction there at the
same nme.  Brice Douglass was fcr years the manager of the famous Elder
shipyards in Glasgow, probably the largest shipbuilders in the world, He
left thero to become manager of the company in Barrow. He came to
America with the Iron and Steel Institwte people, uad while in Canada
utilized his opportunity to secure the contract for the fast Atlantic liners.
If the modifications pronosed by the Government prove acceptableand no
hitch occurs, next scason will see the launch of four fast steamships from
the yards at Barrow-in-Furness for the Atlantic scrvice. This long needed
improvement in our Atlantic ferry, together with & similar service on the
Pacific, between the western ports of the Dominion and ports in Japan,
China aud Indis, will prove of inestimable benefit in extending Canadian
trade. Tlie new steamers for the Pacific service are to be called respectively
the Empress of Japan, Empress of China and Empress of India. The
latter is ready for sca, the Empress of China is launched and the Enmpress
of Japan will be ready next June. Tho Barrow-in-Furness Company have
the contract for building them, and the cost is over a mnillion dullars vach,
The same company bave also bzen asked to open nsgotiations for the con-
struction of ahips required by Australia for a service between Australian
potts and Vancouver, B. C.  As a rule this company coafines itself to <hip-
building and does not undertake sailing contracts, but should the negotiations

now pending come to a succeasful issue another wealthy company of ship
operators is ready to undertake the task of managing and maintaining the
great accan liners in their work, The subsidy required is probably large,
but this is unavoidable, and the service we must have. A Glasgow des-
patch states that the Allan Liue people do not believe that the new line
will pay unless the Canadian Government guaravtees a ruinous subsidy,
but then it is scarcely likely that the Allans would approve of a new ser-
vice. It would take the wind out of their own sails.

It remains to be seen whether the spark will die out or kindle a
flame. Thenew leador of the Governmont, Delyannis, is the chief oi the
progressive Extremists. His elevation is the avowal that the people are for
extension of territory and determined hostility toward the Turks. They are
tired of the prudent policy of Tricoupis and wish to hasten, if possible, the
demise of the ““ Sick Man " who is taking so long to die. Greece wants a
great deal of what is now Turkey-in-Europe She wants Crete, and Thesaly,
and Epirus, and Macedonia. Eut she wants more than this. She wants
the leadership of the so-called Ialkan States, the chief place in what may
come to be a Balkan Confederation when Turkey-in-Europe i3 no more.
There are vast possibilities of cmpire in this corner of Europo, together
with mighty resources and a commanding situation. If Counstantinople
could be fixed firmly in the hands of such a Confederation one of the chief
difficulties of the Jiastern Question would bz at an cad. The new power
would be able to take care of itself without subservience to eith:r Russia
or Austria, both of whom are waiting so eagerly to divide the spoils. In
the Balkan Peninsula thero is the making of a state of the firat rank, with a
territory as large as that of Spain. Itis not strange that Greece should
aspire to such a northward extension as would enable hor to touch frontiers
with Servia and Roumelia and make herself felt in those sanguine and
expectant regions. By her thorough going devotion to liberty, together with
her firm constitution, to say nothing of the prestige of her past, Greece is
peculiariy fitted for the leadership 1o which she aspires, Bat in Dulgaria,
who has developed such undreamed of vigor and capacity, and in the ripe
digoity of Roumania, she has no mnsan rivals to outstrip. The problem
which must be solved between the Piracus and the Danuba mouth is one of
the most interesting in the modern world. The appointment of M. Dely-
annis 10 the premiership at Athens means that Greece is pressing for a
solution—and in the nature of that solution all the armies of Europe are
concerned.

Thc flood of attracious revelations precipitated by the action of Mr.
Waiter Barttelot in publishing his dead brother’s disries contaiuing charges
against Stanley must have reached its highest mark now that Mr. Bonny has
spoken. Ile makes thiugs out far worse than Stanley hinted, and not only
Majar Barttelot bat Mr. Jameson also have had horrible accusations made
against them. The story of the poor girl, whom it is alleged that Mr.
Jameson had parchased and killed in order that he might take sketches of
a cannibl feast, is ton ghastly to relate, and swithout some further proof it is
imposuible to bLelieve that any civilized being could bs so lost to all humane
sentiments. It appears, however, to bz a fact that Major Baritelot was a
very hasty and violent tempered man, and treated the men under his charge
with great cruelty, a course of action that eventuated in his own death It
is almost incomprehensible why Walter Bartrelot should bave siarted this
investigation, unless he knew nothing about his brother’s disposition and
character. The most charitable construction we can put upoa Barttelot's
hehaviour in Africa is that he had lost his reason and was not responsible.
The Emin Relief Committee have decided not to take any iminediate action
relative to the charges and counter charges made by membery of the expedi-
tion. It wasalso decided to leave it to Mrs. Jamzson as to whether or not
she would publish the letter from her husband regarding cannibalism. Mrs.
Jaweson has, however, published the letter, which was written about a
fortnight before he died. It tells the story of the cannibal feast of which
Jameson was the willing witness. The sketches he made were done in the
cvening after the events. Mr. Stanley has placed at the dispossl of the
Times all the documents connected with the rear column, including Bonay’s
original teport and the officers’ log-book. This will shed more light upon
the subject. Meanwhile Stanley’s reputation, which is of more value to
the world than cither Barttelot's or Jameson's, has been vindicated, and to
judge by the reception accorded him in New York a few days ago, the
countroversy has done him no harm, A searching investigation ought to be
made into the whole matter, and the rights and wrongs of it placed where
they belong.
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Some months ago it was announced that Professor Koch, the great
German physicist, was on the high road to a discovery which would rob
consumption of its terrors. For atime there was not much said about it,
and it was feared that another failute had been made, but now the good
news has been proclaimed that the experiments have been successful, and
the Professor will give his remedy to the world. If subsequent cvents
prove the correctness of the claits that the lymph kills the baccilus of
consumption, Profeasor Xoch's nitch in the temple of fame will be secure.
He will indeed have made a discovery of value to maukind, and will receive
not obly honors from msny sources, but tho gratitude of those who are
aflicted with the dread disease. His remedy cannot supply new lungs, but
it professes to check the disease in its carly stages, Dr. Koch will now
experiment with a view to obtaining a cure for diphthesia.

Smuggliog has become so conunon in Quebec that Cardinal Taschereau
had 2 mandement on the subject read in all the Roman Catholic churches
in the city of Quebec on a recent Sunday. The sin of smuggling was
dwelt upon, and it threatened the withdrawal of the sacraments of the
church from those who pemist in it. This decisive action on the part of
the Cardinal should have sn immediate eftect in checking the illicit trade,
Jor in Quebec, where the population is largely Catholic, the displeasure of
the Spiritual superiors of the people is a stronger detriment than almost
anything else, The illicit trade, which is mainly in spirits brought from St.
Pierre and Miquelon, is said to bave a very demoralizing effect upon the
settlers upon the banks of the St. Lawrence. The profits made upon the
smuggled spirits is enormous. The stuff is sold by the smugglers at about
$2.40 a gallon, and a8 it is very much over proof, $he purchasers water it
unti} one gallon becomes three, and then they retail it. The Quebec
Chronicle suggests that a revenue cutter be placed upon the Lower St.
Lawrence, to the end that the men who are protectionists by day may not
forget their principles at night. Smuggling is a sin not generally considered
serious unless the offender is found out, then the enormity of it is demon-
strated. In the matter of spirits especially, something should be done to
preventit, It is siated that the Customs have been defrauded of half a
million dollars during the past two years With a revenue cutter on the
aleri, and the Catholic church setting its face against the evil, it ought to be
suppressed before long.

When people hear of 2 pump in connectic. with milking apparatus,
they are often inclined to laugh and make jokes about it, but now it seems
that a process, which is but an adsptation of the principle of the pump, is
about to be brought into use for extracting the milk from the cow, It has
been tried on the estate of the Duke of Portland, and is said to have worked
in the most satisfactory manner. Oune person cau attend to the operation of
milking six cows at once by this process, and it only takes ten minutes to
milk each cow, while an almost unlimited numb:r can be milked at the
same time. The apparatus necessary consists of an ordinary iron pipe, one
inch in diameter, which is carried around the cow-house at a convenient
height above the shoulders of the cow, This pipe communicates with a
hand pump, whereby the air is drawn fr.m the pipe, a circular tank con-
necting with a shallow well of water serving as a regulator of the vacuum.
Opposite the space between every pair of animalz is a projection on the
pipe, finished with a stop-cock, for making connections with the milking
apparstus. To any one of these connections a length of Indis rubber
tubing may be attached, the other end of which is made fast to a nozzle
near the top of the milk pail. The pail is cylicdrical in form with a trun-
cated conical top. Its opening, which is four inches wide, is closed by
meaps of a thick glass disk, which rests inside flush with the outer rim of
the pail, supported by a thick rubver band, held in place by a projecting
ledge underneath. On one side of the shoulder of the pail is the nozzle,
before mentioned, and on the opposite side are four similar nozzles, all ot
which are like the small connections on the iron pipe. Thesc tour nozzles
are to be connected by means of tubing with specially constructed teat
cups, each of which receives a teat of the cow under operation. The cups,
as well ag the pail, are of tinned iron, and each onc is provided with a siop
cock. The miik pail has, in addition 1o its handle, a couple of haoks, by
means of which it can be suspended a little in front of the cow’s udder, a
broad band of girthing beiog laid ac-oss the animal's loins for the purpose.
‘When the time comes for milking, the operation is proceeded with as fol-
Jows:—The aitzndant works the hiad pump and exhausts the air in the
pipe. A pail, with its cups attached, is then adjusted under the cow, and
the long rubber tube is joined 10 ooe of the cunnections on the pipe, the
stop-cock is opened and a partial vacuum is established within the pail.
Then the cups are moistened and placed in position on the teats, the stop-
cocks are opened, and the teats are thus brought under the influence of the
vacuum, and the greater external atmospheric pressure at once causes the
milk toflow. In from eight to ten minutes the cow is milked * dry.”
The glas in the top of the pail enables the operator to observe when the
milk stops flowing. The great cleanliness of this method recommends it
almost more than any other advantage, for it would be impossible for any
dirt 10 fall into the air-tigkt peil. DBesides this, an obstreperous animal
would find it difficult to resent the milking process by the tmc-honored
method of kicking the pail over, or switching her til into the milker's
face, Once the machine was placed in position there would be no help fur
the cow, and the iron milk-maid would go through the work with quick
despatch, The cows are said to take very kindly 1o 1t, for it frees them
from much rough handicg, The expease in the first instance would pro-
bably begreater than sny wilkiug apparatus at prescut ta usc, but 1t appears
to us that ft would 2000 make up for 1t 1n the saving of tabor and 10 the
cleanliness of the milk. It would be especially beaceficial on large dairy
fazme, where & number of cows bave to be milked.

Birchall, the Woodstock murderer, paid his debt to justice on Friday
motuing last at 8.27 o’clock. I{e msde no confession, but on the contiary
published a document expressly stating that there would be no confession,
He met death without flinching, and we cannot help admiring his pluck.

One of the evils inseparable from party-government is that the system
postpones almost indefinitely the consideration of measures upon theirowa
merits, We do not agree with Professor Goldwin Smith in thinking that
party-government can be dispensed with, for not even Professor Smith him-
self has yet succeeded in devising a good working substitute for the present
system. But we do think the inevitable defects of the system should
be borne clearly in mind, and the difticuliies arising {rom them thus mini-
mired. It requires clear and frequent warnings from the independent
section of the press to induce people to question impartially as to the real
dnift of a proposed measure or policy. It is so hard to look far ahead, It
is s0 easy for party.speakers and partizan journals to juggle with catching
generalities, the answess to which are difficult with detail and qualifications,
and hence not listened to with patience. If a cortain line of policy seems
adapted to the exigencies of party leaders, the mass of their followers are
ready to adopt it with enthusiasm, even though its real tendency boe directly
opposed to their most cherished principles. The appeal to pitizinship
shuts off a too closo examination of the policy. It should be one duty of
the independent prese to drag measures out of the mists of party prejudice
and force men to view them in the plain light of common seuse and honest
patriotism.

Our public schools and those who instruct and train the minds of the
pupils who attend them, are, as a general rule, of an excellent character,
and inspire feelings of pride and confidence-in the breasts of our citizens,
but it is advisable that teachers should carefully abstain from actions that
excte adverse criticism. A case recently came to our eats, in which a
teacher committed a grave breach of etiquette. A pupil, it seems, had
been absent, or for some reason or other was required to take a written
excuse to his teacher. His motber accordingly sent one, which happened
to have some little error in it. ‘This was seized upoun by the teacher as a
good opportunity to “show off his lcarning.” He read the lady's note
aloud to the class, and commented upon the mistake in a manner better
calculated to teach bad form snd ill-manners, than to instruct them ia the
principles of English composition. This is one example from near home ;
others from a distance are not lacking. In Montreal a teacher was recently
fined for boxing a boy's ears. This was right. 1f such antiqusted methods
of correction atill retain their hold upon the favor of people supposed t> be
intelligent, it is juite time mesns were taken to put a stop to them. The
ear is a sensitive organ and might be seriously injured by a blow. Not
long ago a discussion took place in Hamilton on the subject of the punish-
ment of recalcitrant Sunday Scholars, and one speaker said that ia a certain
school when a boy developed a streak of naughtiness, his teacher took him
kindly but firmly by the ear and marched him up and down the room sing-
ing a gospel hymn. If boxing the ears is bad, pulling the ears to a pious
accompamment is wotse. Teachers have a strong influence upon the minds
of those under their charge, and should be ever ou the aleit v see that it is
for good and not lfor evil. What the effect of such actions as we have
mentioned would be, can be imagined. The influence would certainly not
be elevating.

Two particulatly sad occurrences took place last week. We allude to
the loss of the British turpedo cruiser Serpent, about twenty miles north of
Cape Finnisterre, on Monday, the 1oth, and the drowning of Captain
Lindall, of the stcamship Vancouver, on ber voyage from Liverpool to
Quebec.  The first mentioned was a most deplorable disaster on account of
the tremendous loss of life entailed, as well as the destruction of one of
the best of British cruisers  The Serpent was a twin screw vessel of 1,170
tons and 4,500 horse power.  She carried six guns. A heavy mist prevailed
a% the timo sho went on the rocks, and owing to the violence of the storm
it was impossible to send assistance from the shore. Of the 276 persons
on board only three managed to get to shore. It is well to note the strong
contrast between tho reception of the news of the disaster in different quar-
ters. The Duke of Edinburgh was attending a Patti concert when he was
informed of the loss of the Serpent. He at once left the hall and hastened
to obtain further details of the cstastrophe, and thea went directly home,
expressing the utmost sorrow at the fate that had overtaken 80 many brave
men.  Lord George {amilton, First Lord of the Admirslty, who btoke the
news at a Conservative binquet at Acton, must be made of sterner stuff.
He simply stated the sorrowful facts and then proceeded 1o make  roliicking
speech, provoking frequont outbursts of laughter.  This Las been denounced
as scandalous, and it is stated that it will be used as an offset to the accusa-
sation that Mr. Gladstone attended the theatre on the cvening of the day
when the news of the death of Gordon at Khartoum was received. Inci-
dents of this sort form no unimportant part of the steck in trade of political
pattics.  As to the sccond tragedy, nothing but umversal rezret is expressed
for the luss of the brave captain of the Vancouver. The ship had bzen out
six days, and the captsin had been on the bridge two days and two nights
without an interval for rest, and had only just retired to the chart room to
ury and secure the much-needed refreshment, when the sea which struck the
stcamer carried away the bridge and chart house, and with thom the cap-
tin and quartermster, who were so dilligent at their duty. Capuin
Lindall was an officer universally liked and respected, and was a great
favoritc with children. His unumely death will Le regretted by ali who
have kvown himi. lle never neglected his duty, nor the responsibility that
tested upon him. He metthe death of a sailor, and we can but say How
can man dis better than facing fearful odds ” in the discharge of his daty.

‘The municipal elections took place throughout Nova Scotia on Tuesday.

~ The Provincial Normal School at Travro was formally opened on the
12th inst.
The Gripsach for November, with its usual contents of wit and wisdom,
is received.

The weather at sea has been very tempestuous during the past two wecks.
Many steamers have arrived overdue and much battered.

The house of Mr. E L. Thorue at Dartmoath was almost entirely
destroyed by fire last Suuday afternoon. It was weli insured.

The Halifax City Council has authorized the Board of Work- to obtain
the services of an expert hydraulic engincer to prepase a thurough scheme
for improving the water works,

The Furness Line will shortly have four fine steamers runuing between
London, St. John and Halifax. The new stcamer Offara, with the Damara,
Taymontl Castle and Duart Castle, will give a service every sixteen days.

Arrangements have becn made for a parcel post between Conada and
Jspan. The privilege of sending five pound parcels at the rate of 25 cents
a pound will serve a useful purpose in transmitting samples, which should
give an impulse to trade between the countries., The American Government
has not yet obtained similar facilities.

It is now stated that the husband of Mrs, West Jones has been arrested
for embezzlement. Mrs, West Jones and Mrs. Birchall will not go to
England until the latter fully recovers. Mrs. Jones states that the story of
her husband’s arrest is a newspaper lie, but a confirmation of the story is
esid to have been received by a person in Toronto.

‘The Halifax Illuminating and Motor Co. have received orders from the
Department of Public Works, Ottawa, to wire up the Dominion Building,
Post Office and Customs House for 240 sixteen candle power incandescent
clectric lights at a yearly rental of about $2,000. They have also orders
to furnish lights for the new immigration buildin g at the deep water terminus.

The Washington correspordent of the Toronto Glole says: ¢ Those
who are in a position to know say Blainc and the stale department officials
are a good deal irritated over the condition of affairs in the Behring Sea,
and that little progress thus far has been made tcwards a settlement of the
difference between this country and Great Britain relating to the seal
fisheries.”

Messrs. A. & W. Mackinlay, commercial stationers and blank book
manufacturers, have just issued a calendar of the Sundays in 18¢r, which
will without doubt prove vety useful both to business and professional men.
They also send us a perpetual mechanical desk calendar, issued by Carter,
Dinsmore & Co., for whose well-known Carter’s inks the Messrs, Mackinlay
are agents,

The steamship Corean arrived at Grosse Isle quarantine station Saturday
with two cases of small pox on board. The patients were placed in the
hospital, the ship was fumigated and the passengers vaccinated, after which
the veesel proceeded to Quebec. During her passage she experienced a
succession of heavy gales and hurricanes, and on the 7th instant she lost a
blade of her propeller and her steering gear broke down, besides sustaining
other damage. .

The libel suit, Steadman »s. St. Jobu Sun, which was commenced at
Fredericton, N. B. before Chief Justice Allen on the 4th iustant, was finished
on Thursday of last week, the jury giving a verdict for the plaintiff for
§2,500. Judge Steadman sought 810,000 The case arose out of the Suxn
cditorially asserting that Judge Steadman, as revising Darrister of Queen’s
County, had unfaitly trs ~ted Conservative spplications und rejected many
cligible voters from the lists.

A Montreal despatch states that the Beaver Line steamer Lake Huron
passed Father Point, inward, on the 16th inst.  She lefc Liverpool on Oct.
31at, and passed through the same terrible hurricane that was fatal to the
Vancouver. The vessel has a largo hole in her forward, but, fortunately,
above the water line. The Allan liner Sarmation also passed Father Point,
and the Donaldson liner Admaranthia is also reported, s all the missing
vessels are safe. These ure the last ocean arrivals of the season.

The military authorities here received a powerful gun by the stzamer
Gothenburg City, and three others will {ollow at an carly date. The guns
are twice as Jarge as any on the forts here and the weight 32 tons, the bore
10 inches, and the charge 250 pouncs. It will throw a five hundred pound
shell at two thousand yards and the shot penctrate wrought iron for 19}
inches. The new guns will be placed in the new fort at MacNsb's Island.
These are the largest guns this side of the Atlantic and will add greatly to
the defence of Halifax,

There was another pleura-pneumonia scare recontly. A Montreal paper
circulated a2 report to the effect that the steamer Linda, from Montreal to
Newcastle, Joaded with catile, had lost over 300 animals at sea, and the re-
mainder were held in port on arrival through being affected with pleura.
pneumonia. The Montreal Gazette’s Ottawa correspondent called at the
Department of Agriculture in Ottawa and learned that no information of
this kind was received by the departinent. There is very little doubt that
if any caltle were held on a charge of being affected with pleuro-prncumonia
Sir Charles Tupper would have wired the Minister of Agriculture, as the
Iligh Commissioucr is very vigilant, and in the absence of any despatch
from him the accuracy of the report is extremely doubttul,
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The oxcittm_cnt.ovcr the Sudbury nickel deposits continues, and a num-
ber of local capitalists are considering the propriety of investing some money
in mines alpng_thc Iinc.of the railway between Sudbury and Algoma mills.
Mr. . J. Ritchie, the chief promoter of the nickel industry, was in Ottawa on
Tuesdsy of last week, endeavoring to obtain 8 promise ofa Government
subsidy in aid of the extension of this railway, the Central Ontario, from
Coe Hill to Sudbury. ‘I'he Government has the matter nnder consideration,
Mr. Richie wants his railway extended to Sudbury in order that he may ship
his nickel matter to Lake Ontario to be shipped thence by water to American
lake ports.

The Warren Linc steamer Aunsas, which sailed from Liverpool for
Beston Nov. 1, has not yet been signalied, and it is feared she has niet with
some mishap. She carried 120 stecrage passengers.

BRIDGETOWNX.

Bridgetown is a pretly and stirring little place with a population of about
1,000, mostly engaged in trade and maufacturing. The town, which is the
most important ono in the township of Granville, Annapolis County, is
pleasantly situated on a gentle slope on the right bank of the Annapolis
River, at tho head of navigation. It dorives its name from the circumstsnce
of the principal approach to tho town being by the way of a large bridge, which
here spans the river, and forws a coouecticg link betweon tho towaships of
Granville and Annapolis. It owes its origin aud support priucipally to the
trade of the surtounding country—a country spacislly adapted for fruit
raising, farming ana pasturage. To tho east and west there strotches for
miles a large tract of nearly level land, diversified by wooded knolls, by
river and moeadows, by orchurds and farm houses, merging off on eithar side
into the sloping foot-hilla of the North and South Mountains. It would be
quite irrelevant to here cnlarge upon the appearauce of the surrounding
country, fur Bridgetown is situated dircctly in the midst of tho beautiful
Annapolis country—the so-called * Garden of Nova Scotia,”—that far-
famed land of meadows and crcharde, whosoe tepute for beauty and produc-
liveness is so wide-spread that it has gained s general acquaintavce far
beyond tho limits of the Province, and has come to be quoted as a standard
of comparison,

‘Tho town, which is laid out in squares, is rathor compacily built, and
shows t0 a good avantage. Tho buildings, which aro altogether of wood,
are gonerally of a chsracter correaponding 1o tho sizs and importance of the
place ; whilst the streots aro fairly well laid out, and are rendered attractive
by large numbers of ornamental shade troes. A litile back from the town
rises the ridge of the North Mountaiu, whence a plentiful water supply is
obtained from springs, which give a ries of over 100 ft.  Along the front lies
the Annapolis River, with its skirting of meadows, whilst far beyond, across
the valley, the South Mountain is to bo seon. Tho W, & A Railway, which
has a station south of the river, at a short distanco from the town, furnishes
means of trangportion for the cxports of this district, and is tho only chanuel
for free and convenicnt intutcourse with the outside world. The distance to
Aunsypolis alung this Jive is 14 males, to Kentviile 45 miles, and to Halifux
115 miles. The cxports ars 1mportant, including mauufactured goods, hsy,
small fruits and apples, of the latter more than 100,000 bbl-. a1e shipped
snnuslly. Amongst other importsnt institutions dovoted to tho intoresis of
the public and to meel the demands, may be mentioned a2 printing office,
where is issued a weekly psper called tho Monifor,a brass band, two hotels,
where physical wants aro provided for, and five churches and one hotel,
where they minister unto tho Spiritual wants.

The most important manufacturing firms aro Messrs J. B, Ieed § Sone,
manufacturing ail kinds of furniture and upholstery, Lesides dealing in
mattresses, b inds, shades, curtain poles, mouldings, picture frames, caskets,
coffios &¢.  Messrs Fisher and Shate, manufacturing doors, sashes, blinds,
windows, window frames, dovr frames, balusters and all kinds of mouldings
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sud house and church fixivgs. Bridyetown fron Foundry Co, manufactur-
ing stoves, castings, agricultural implements &c. §. Deerness and Foyt
Bros., manufacturers of monuments, hoadstones, tablote, table-tops ete., and
The International Brick & Tis Co, only lately started, manufacturing
bricks, draine-tiles, otc.

INDUSTRIAL NOTES.

‘The Amherst Stcam Launery, C. R. Casey and Son, waes burned down
in March last, but the proprietors, with commendable push and activity,
mansged to build and have a new ono in operation by the first of July.
They are now employing nineteen men, and their buildings and machinery
are in bettor condition, and thoy aro in a position to manufacture better
stock than before the fire. Under theee conditions they find no difficulty
in finding a ready sale for all tho stock they can put on tho warket.

1t is rather unusual to find a manufacturing firm suflering a5 completo
dovastation by fire as A. Robb and Sons of Ambheyst, recovering their feot
us quickly aa they are doiug, and even regarding their heavy loss, and the
complete destruction of buildings, paiterns, machines and tools, which it
hastaken years to accumulate, as a necessary although rathor sovers mea-
sure to ensble them to build more safely and conveniontly, so that thoir
business will eventually be on a more perwanent basis. Thoy have erected
temporary buildings which evable thom to ewploy about two-thirds the
number of hands originally employed, and to fill ordors without much inter-
ruption, Their boilar shop was not destroyed ; and as it was fitted with
travelling cranes and several new and expensive machiunos, they are enabled
to keep paco with thst important and incressing branch of their work.
They have & large force of pattern-makers at work, and by the time their
new brick machine shop and fouudry are completo, next year, thoy will
have improved pattorns in all their various departmonts, which will place
them in advance of thoso who are still using old and defunct patterns.

AN ExteRPRISING Fivm.—Mr, D, S. McDonald, of McDonald Bros.,
Glendyer, hus just returned from sn extended trip through the New Eng-
land States snd tho Uppor Provinces, He has visited many of the woollen
mills on his route, and made a study of the various improvements in wool-
leu manufucturing, and to carry out some of these improvements at home
they have had made to order, besides some minor pieces of machinery, three
bundred spindle mules and a broad loom. By this addition to their plant
they expect to incroase their output by fifty per cent, and at the same time
be able to supply the growing demand for home-manufactured blankets.
This lot of machinery will be the best of its kind in the Maritime Provinces.
It is expected to havo it in operation before the end of Novembor.—North
Sydney Herald,

The work on the Missing Link is progressing rapidly, and it looks as
though it was going to be opened this fall. Another engine from the I. C.
R, has gono down, and this certainly moans that thero is something in the
wind. When this road is completed it will shorten the routs to Boston
considerably, and will no doubt be one of the paying lines. 1t is reasonable
to expect that the Iuternational S.S. Co. will then run a boat from Digby
to Boston, and the cotupetition between that Jine and the Yarmouth line will
be kecnor than ever.— Exchange.

The largest order yet received by the St. Croix Shoe Co., Cslais, was
one of recent date, amounting to twenty thousand dollars. This order will
keep tho factory working up to its full capacity for somo time to como.

Tbe fruit canning industry is assuming vast proportions in Dritish

Columbia. During the past year or 5o several factories have gone up, and

one at Vancouver is putting up about 2,000 pcunds per day.

A genuine building boom is now in progress in our town, and carpenters
aro in demand. Quite a number of houses are in course of covstruction,
and will be rapidly pushed on to complotion.— Walfrille Acadian.

The St. Jobn Exhibition association accounts show that the receipts of
the recent fair, including the grant of 86,000, worc nearly twenty-two thou
sand dollars, while the expenses were probably one thoussnd dollars in
excess of that sum.

The Kerr Vegotable Evaporating Co. of Nova Scotia and the Wilmot
Spa Spring Co., will cach be largely represented at the Jamaica Exhibition
this winter. Both companies have manufactures that admit of extensive
use in those latitudes.

The I C. R. Ticket Oftice at Awherst will shortly undorgo oxtensive
tepsiss, alterations and improvements. ‘T'ho conductor’s counter in tho rear
will Le removed to the iront. Tho prosent ticket windows will be done
away with, and othors will bo placed at the back part of the office. There
will bo a solid glass partition across tho cntiro room at the back, making a
division between the oftice proper and the portion devoted to the accommo-
dation of tho public. An archway will be cut through the present panition
at tho back, s6 seto make access to tho ticket windows more convenient.
When completed the office will be similar {o that in Moncton, Messrs
Rhodes, Curry & Co. have the work in hand.—dAmbherst Record.

I think it wiii be seou that the first touch of real life applicd to your
scheme of Imperial Fecoration reduces it to as dilapidated a condition s
tho schoolboy’s bubble when pricked with a pin.

Thezre are, however, other and oqually fatal obstacles to the realization of
the Imperial-Federation dreat. Not many years will puss away before the
« United States of Australasia,” to bo called into existence noxt year, and tho
« United States of South Africa,” soon to follow, will demand recognition
among the independent nations of tho carth.

COMMERCIAL.

‘I'he now nuar approach of the closing of navigatiou of the St. Lawrencu
for tho winter will of courso sond froight to this port in very largely
increased volumo. No more vassols will clear this season from Luropean
for Uppor Province ports. Business in lines of heavy matorials, as usual
at this timo, shows some restriction, and this is naturally the caso now as
regards iron, chemicals, etc. On tho other hand buyors of groceries and
other allied lines have been 'purchaeing protty freely of late, but having
stocked up fairly well, seom now disposed to proceed moro cautiously, con-
sequently the movement in thom is somowhat narrowed dowan,

As wo havo stated in several ¢f our late issues, the world's monoy markets
has in the past few weeks boon subjected to extraordinary disturbances, and
very large and unusually sbrupt shrinkages in tho values of oecurities have
occurred, A fortnight ago one of the severest panicky blasts that has been
exporionced for years swopt over the London and Now York stock markets,
shaking down values in a mest ruthlessly indiscriminate manper. On
Friday, tho 7th instant, a sudden and uuexpected impetus was given to tho
downward movoment in securitics on both sides of the Atlantic in the
advanco of the Bank of England’s rate of discount to 6 por cent, What
imparted great forco 1o the significance of this rise in tho bank’s rate of 1
per cent. was tho fact that an oxtra meeting of the directors was convened
on Friday to mako the change, and ss this action was taken immediately
aftor their regulsr weekly meeting oo Thursday, it suggested the develep-
ment of some unforseen omergency, the explanation of which is thal the
bank recoived intimstions of the probable withdrawal of £750,000 for export,
and at once put up the rate to check the outflow of gold. The deprossion
in the value of stocks which followed this advance in the rate of discount
was almost unprecedented, and securities in New York tumbled down like
nine-pins at tho rate of 4 and b per cent. por day, till at the commencement
of this week they had fallen to & lower dopth as to prices than any roached
for tho past six years. This great panic affected not only the daily stock
scalpers, but also tho Jarge investors who have beon holding shares for
months past, and wero forced to unload at tremendously hoavy losses. Nor
wers the baunks of the United States wholly unaffected, as the regular
Saturday statemont of the Sth instant showed that they woro $2,544,250
below their legal requiremonts for reservo. The above bank statement
exhibited a decroaso of £3,246,225 in surplys resoerves, caused by a docreaso
of 84,254,000 in specio and legal tonders, which corresponded with a
decreaso of 84,031,000 in the deposits. On the following Tuesday Meossrs
Decker, Howoll & Co. and G. W. Whitney & Co. went under with heavy
liabilities, those of the latter being in tho neighborhood of ten millions of
dollars. It was, thorefoto, no wonder that three or four New York banks
had their foundations pretty well shaken, and there can be no doubt that
had it not been for the timely assistance of the Now York Clearing Houso
Association and other banks these top-heavy monetary structures would have
bitton the dust along with the Deckers and the Whitneys. On Ssturday the
15th instant the suspension of tho great London banking house of Baring
Brothors occurred, but other banking institutions rushed to the roscue, and
by Monday night had placed at tho disposal of the suspended firm over
£14,000,000, which, with their swn immedistely available resources, will
enablo thom to woather the storm in safety.

In genors] bardware a
good movoment is roported in heavy goods, but in light shelf goods the

business is light.
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Breavstures.—The local flour market rules dull ss a general thing, and
thore is little to note. In Lngland wheat ix quiot and steady whilo corn
has an upward tondency. U.S. morkets havo heon vory weak, becoming
almost panicky at times.  Wheat declined ahout 2}c., corn 13c¢. and oats Je.

Provisions.—Thero is nothing new in the local provision market. Pork
and lard continue to move out in a jobbing way, but tho volumo of busi-
ness is amall. At Liverpoo), Jard advanced 3d., but tallow was easior. The
Chicago provision market was weak and pork dropped 5c. to 10c.  “Tho hog
tnarket thore continuos to rule steady.

Burter ANp Curese.—Business is principally confined to a jobbing
movoment in the highor grades at top figures.  Shareholders are beginning
to urge offers, but their figures are still too high for buyers to einbrace.
Thera haa been no material change in the cheeso markot.  Some odd move-
mont occurs on spot duo to orders on hand, but business on new orders is
nil. On tho whole the matket coutinues dull with an ersy and unsettled
undertono, which is iikely to be apparent until there is gome chango in the
disposition of the English demand,

Svear —Tho local sugsr market is steady with little doing. Lust yoir
the Brazilian sugar crop was coneiderably bolow the average and lLarely
sufficiont to supply tho wants of the Svuth American trade; consequently
very little Brazilian sugar found its way to Ca “da and the United States,
This year the crop is reported large, tho good prices received by planters
twelve months ago having induced them to extend their cubivation, and
alrcady bueiness in Brazil eugar hes been reporied ou Csnadian account,
although the torms have been kopt private. Sules of Bruzil have also been
msado for account of American refiners, the terms of which we ars onabled
lo give, two cargoes boing digposed of for New York acervnt at 113 64 wod
one cargo at 11s. Od. FKor Philadelphia sccount twu &' nmer eargos o have
been secured at 11s. 6d. and ono do st 11s. 0d, a cargo of 1o Grando el
ing at 10s.

In beet sugars thore iz a complete absenco of life in the London
matket, recent spot sales being made thero at 12s. Gd per ewt, whilo Java
is steady at 15s. and fair refining at 13s. 6d.

Morasses.~—The molasses market contipues very unsettled sud holdors
are waiting anxiously to hear of the shipment of the balance of tho Boston
purchases, Thore is little or no demand at the moment, but the market is
very firm,

Tea —The tea market rules very quiet. Agents of Japauese housss
have beon cabled not to press sales, ag there is nothing of any consequonce
now to be shipped, the market in Japan being virtually closed. The stocks
iu dealers’ bands throughout Canada and the United Statos aro said lo bo
smaller than for some years.

F1enn Q:18.—Reports received regarding fish oils are as follows :—Mon-
treal, November 18th—* Quite a largo lot of Newfoundland cod oil has been
recoived sinco our last issue aud is selling at 37c. ¥ 38c. for prime.

Largo mackerel coutinuo to
hover in considerable numbers ofl our coast, and amall schools of them have
visited tho coves along the shore, a few fair sized catehes having been secured,
Thu large ones are at once packed in ico and sent to Boston, whero they
command very high prices. No special changos have occurred in tho markets
of the United States and tho West Indies, and this deters our morchants
from shipping as heavily as they would if tho indications were moto pro-
mising.

A mill test of somo tons of the
ure f1om Pambroke is now being mads at Cariboo, and we hopo to have the
esult in time for our noxt issue. Low grade ores are recsiving great atten-
tion just now in California, and tho rather astonishing statomont is made
that quartz carrying gold to the maximum value of §2 por ton can be mined
and reduced at a profit. This statemont appeared in the columns of the
Mining and Scientific Press, and in answer to a correspondent asking for
more detailed tnformativn that journal continued its cuinments as folows :—

* Nut generslly can the gold bearing quartz of Californis be wined and
milled with profiz if it yields no more than 32 per ton.  Still we havo largo
quantities of quartz that form an exception to the goneral rule, this materjal
vccurning usually in the luoad porphyritic belts that run with the mother lode.

Vo have made inquiry of Mr. lreiay, state mineralogist, as to the probable
oxtent of these deposits, and are informed that thoy aro of greater magnitudo
thau bas generally been supposed.  Uatil recently very littlo has in fact
been kuown about these porphyritic belts, foir even of our best informed
unpers having looked spon them as appendages of the groat central oro
chanuel that traverses the conutry from Mariposa to Placer counties, a dis-
tanco of nearly 70 miles.

¢ During the past summer Mr. Irelan, as superintondent of the Stato
Mining Burcau, has had the mother lode with all its accompanimonts care-
fully examined from end to end ; and it is probable thst the report of the
expert having charge of that work will provea revelation as regards tho
leading festures of this, tho largest ore-bearing zone in the world. This
report to appear in tho next volume issuing from the State Mlining Bureau,
will establish that thoro occurs ou and in the vicinity of the Culifornia
mother ludo many milliou toas of 32 ore, tho most of which exist under
conditisis that will admit of its being handled with profit.

 Cowmparing the facilities that oxist in Califorais for utilizing low grade
ores with thoss found in Austrlia, tho buziness stands liko this: Capital
and labor aro choaper thera than heso ; our wmachinery, as a whole, is better
than their's, wo have also tho advantage as regsrds wood and water for sup-
plying motive power, timber for making lumber, otc., the motallurgical pro-
cess iu veo being in both countries much the same. Cheap transportation is
avother clement in our favor, there being moro railroads in California
extending in or near the mining districtsthanin Australia, thoso districts
beiug in that country situated farther fromn the seaboard and navigable rivors
than here. Everything considered, there is no doubt but wo can handlo a
lower grade gold-bearing quartz than can be done by the people of the
Auntipodes or of any large goll-producing country.”

If ore canirying 82,00 worth of gold to the ton can bo actually mived
and reduced at a profit in Califrornia the conglomerates of tho Stewiacke
Valley, which if reposts sro correct yield fromf to 3 dwis. tothe ton, aro des-
tinced 10 make that region thy most famous gold preducing district inthe
woild.  We have great advantages ovor California in cheaper labor, cheaper
transportation and choaper fuel and water power. Qur will men are ox-
periencad, and our mining machinery manufactured in tho Pravines is of
ko he=t de~cription.  Tho congloincsales aro casily worked, in fact may bo
quatrird cut on a large seale, thus reducing tho expenses toa minimum.
With all theso advantages we should be able to mine and reduco ores moto
chicaply than Califoraia, and if $2 ora will pay there, conglowmeratss yield-
ing from $1 to $3 per ton should prove a bonanzy here.

At TuE Gotv 1y Tne Wontn.—In regard to woney the popular notion
is wonderfully erroncous, and scems to be founded on fiiry stories, which
spozk recklesly of mountans of gold and silver and roomsdull of guineas.
To those people who think that all the gold in tho world, if gathored in one
heap, would wzke a respectable-sized mountain, it would be a surprise to
hiear that it woull uot ma2ke a small hill. 1t is quite easy 1o find the fizures
which justify this cozciusion. Atthe commencement of the Christian cra
thore was in thy world §127,000,000 ju gold. This is an estimato based on
careful calculation, aud wust bo nearly correct. Ilut gold is very soft and
wears away {0 an asionishing oxtent; in consequence, this amount had
Giminished 10 57,000,000 at tho timo America was discovered. Then it
began tv incroase. Peruand Mexico added to the world's supply. Cali-
fornia increased it still furilier, and finally came Australiz and South Africs.
With all thezo sources of sapply, tho amount of gold increased nutil at the
present day it i5 estimated at §6,000,000,000. Six billions of dollars. And
is that 0% a meoantain of gold, you ask 2 No, mothing like it. Tukiog gold
at 318 an onnce, which is balorw ita coin value, a cubic inch is worth 2210,
a cubic food {352,880, a cublc yard $9,707,960. Thus the total amount of
gold isaboul 613 cubic yards. Now supposo you had a room 24 feet oach
way—Ilength, breadth and height—that is 1o zay acube of 24 feet. This
cuba will cantain 651 cubic yards, within a fractidn, and in this room you
could pat ali the gold in the world ! OF course the gold would have to be

one solid masx, but oven with that proviso, does it ot aeem almost incred-
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itablo? Yot it is absolutely true. Asto silver, that is a ditferont aflsir. In
all tho world there is probubly a vory respectablo hifl of silver, but all the
gold, 8s yout have seen, might ho easily stored in an ordinary dwelling.

New Fixp At Muuesic—Mr. Jos. Zink, who has Ueon doing much
wark on his gold mining property daring the past seasutt, was successful iu
striking a rich lead one day last week. The load is ard te bo about tw,
foet in width and the quartz is well filied with gold. The property on which
