Aurelia, since ber eyes bad opened to divine
truth, bad been an example of what faith and
grace can do when they tuke possession of a
heart, She was nol long vnderstanding that she
must recounce the empwre, as her new beliet
would.prove an insuperable barrier ; and she ac
cepted with joy this sacrifice which formerly
would bave seemed to her an impossibifity.

Nevertheless, she had preserved hber love for
Vespasian, but she bad sacctified thes legitimate
affection by showing hercelf ready to sacrifice it
to God, tf His glory required this last proof of
devotion.

She wanted o give up her immense
wealth aud to place it in the hands of the pontifl
Clemens ; but the latter had refused and had

Those distinctions, so highly przed of old,
and now despised by the divine Aurelia, were a
greai burden to her, and she endeavored to com
pensate by voluatrry priv.tions and humble
deeds in her private life, the enjoyment and
secret vanity of the pompous exigencies to
which she must submit 10 public Thus, she taught,
hereelf, her rumercus slaves,. many of whom
she fod set free, but who had remained with ber ;
she pursed them in their sickness aad provided
with solicitude for all thewr wants, They were
frequently the auxiharies of iier charitable inten-
tions, 10 which she was aided, bowever, priner -
pally by Cecilia and Gurges.

Such was the hite of the divine Aurelia, when
the persecution broke out suddenly, which Do-
mitian determined to wage against the Jews so
long designated to lis veogeance.

The first persecution was Jue to the necessity
in which Nero fouad bimself of justifying the
buroing of Rome by accusing the Christians of
that lfearful catastrophe, But it is dvficlit to
set forth mith anything like precision, the real
causes of the second persecution, Domitian,
alter his many crimes, cavered with the bleod of
the most illustrious citizens, could not but feel
tbat he had become odigus to the people, and
that the desire for lus overthrow was not con-
fined to the ill-fated Lucws Antonius ard bis
uoknown confederates. The slaughter of all
whom be believed impiicated had pot thrown any
light upon the conspiracy. He lired m conti-
vual dread and anxiety, and took the most ex-
traordinary precauticns to guard against the fate
predicted by the Chaidean philosaphers, (Sueto-
pius, 10 Domit, Cap. XIV.) and of the approach
of which he had a presentiment.

Fearful omens were continually adding to his
anxiety. He felt tbat he was surrounded by in
visible and active enevaies, even 1n the imperal
household, He relented in his acts of cruelty,
hopwng to pacify the public mind, but 1t bhad ro
effect, and the warnings of bia approaching fall
cootinved reore frequent and explicit. He thea
gave full sway to his cruel instinete, avd woe to
whoever excited bis suspicions.  The parrative
of his cruel deeds would appall the reader, and
would be foreizn to the plot of our story.

At last, shut up ip his palace, like a wild beast
in its lair, and rearing with powerless fury, be
remembered the prophecy tbat the Jews would
become masters of all things, and be persvaded
himself that the danger lay with his own kindred.
He resolved, tberefore, opotmthstanding s
former fear of the powerftl God of the Chris-
liang, to proceed against s relations, 10 whom
he centered all ‘his appreheunsions; for, 1l the
Sibylhze books promised the empire of the world
to the people comiog from Judea, that s, to the
disciples of Christ, were not Flarius Clemens
and bis sons —Christians all —the secret choice
of the people of Rome ?

Such was, in our opiion, the only cause of
the second persecution: Iis character was more
political than religious. 'With the exception of
the martyrdom of St. Jobn and a few other
Christians, such as the holy priest, Nicomedus,
whom the excited populace beat to death with
clubs, it 1s not showa that this persecution
reachad any large number of the faithful, It
f2ll almost exclusively upon the members of the

Imperial fam.ly, and after the murder of his rela-

tions, Domitian countermaanded the arders e had
issued against the Christians.

Fiavius Clemens was put to death, and his
wife, F'lavia Domiilla, was bamshe?, bur Dom;-
tian attempted nothing agarst the youog Ciesars
aud Avureha, notwithstanding their refusal to sa-

crifice to the go-'s when urged 1o do so by the
city-prefect. The leatency of tive tyrant cannot
well be explamned ; it may have been owing lo
the strange omens which followed the death of
Filavis Clemens, and which are related by Sue.
tonws, It seemed, according to this historian,
that not only mankiod but the Gods bad united
'o avenge the death of the martyr, acd make
Dominsp tremble for his own fate,

But a tyraot ke D mitian could not resign
fumself to fose hia power and lis hfe, watbout
trying to exercise bis vengeance to the very Jast
hour, After the persecutioc of the Chnistians,
the Emperor’s suspicions turned, with more Jus-
tice this time, upon other parties, many ot whom
in fact were consprring agawost him. Diog Cas-
s us relates that the Yoy of whom he bad made
is plagibing, and who was po other than Hir—
sutus, found under bis pillow tableis containimg
the names of the principal officers of his house—
hold, whom be intended to put to death,

The name of the Empress Domitia Longina
headed the list of victims,

It became urgent to act, and for this purpose
the nocturnal meeting was held, m which we
have left Parthenius. ~ Bat if all agreed upon the
necessity of nciion, the leaders of the conspiracy
had not yet been able to agree upon the choice
of the successor wha should be prociaimed in
Domtian’s, place. Parthenivs belonged to the
varty who favored the election of the two youp
Cux:ars provided they renovnced Christianity,
and he had accepted the mission of scunding
them. Ifence bis joy upon meeting Gurges, of
whose intimacy with the young Ceesars bj was
aware,

Great was the disappontment of his party
when Partheuius communicated the result of his
interview with Gurges. A long aad stormy
dircussion ensued, but the conspirators, knowme
all the danger of further delay, finally agreed
upon the chaice of the Conzu'ar Nerva, a map
who commanded general respect and confidence
by tis moderation and justice, and many other
emnent viriues, but against whom militated am
important ohjectior.

Kalends of October. This was precisely the
day fixed by Domitian’s presentiments.

Parthenius, who was the Emperor’s chaxmber-
lain, would introduce Stepbanus under the pre-
text of presenting a petition 1o Domntian ; 1he
otbers were to rush in if Stepbanus failed to kill
the tyrant outright, and help to fnish him.—
Hirsutus would see that the Emperor would
have no weapons within his reach.

"These prelimmaries settled, the conspirators
separated after swearing to each other fidelity to
the cause they had embraced, ’

At last the Emperor got to the end of the
long list of cames ; and he was in the act of ris-
ing from his seat, when Stephaous epringing for~
ward, dealt him a fearful blow with bis dagger.
The weapon was buried to tbe hilt in the tyrant’s
abdomen, but the wound was not mortal, and
with & cry of rage and pain, he sprang back and
seized his sword which lay near the bed. But
35 be pulled it from the scabbard, the hilt only

" yemained 1n bis haod ; the blade only bad been

broken off. Hirsutus laughed eloud,and making
a hideous face at his master, pointed to the clos-
ed doors,

The Emperor understood tbat be had beep
betrayed,and that be was lost. Then com-
menced a feacful struggle between the wounded
man and bis assassin.  They setzed each. other,

- and rolled upon the flaor, Stephanus s'rikiog re-

peated blows ; and Domitian tryiog to wrest the
dagger from his adversary’s band and to gouge
bis eyes, whilst he called in vain to hus pretor-
1808,

Hirsutos bastened to open the door behind
which the otber coospirators waited, and the
struggle was soon ended.  Seven daggers buried
in Domitian’s breast, wade bun a corpse !

‘Meanwhile, the pretorians were bursting the
other door. The assassios fled, with the ex-
ception of Stephanus, who, exbausted by
the fearful struggle be had sustained lay
panting by the aide of bis victm. The pre-
torians immediately put him to death, They
then hasteped to scour Rome 1 search of a
leader who could belp them to aveoge the mas-
ter they regretted. )

But they could find nothing but indiflerence
for the fate of a tyrant, and they had to submat
to Nerva’s being proclaimed emperor.

The Senate assembled immediately and placed
Nervain possession of the throne. A decree
was promulgated ordering the destruction of all
statues and portraits of Domitian in the temples,
before which the people had hitherto bent the
koee as before the images of a god. His name
was erased from the pubhc monuments and
triumpbal - inscriptions. [t seemed as thougk
they wished to sambilate even the memory of
the tyrant.

The news of the murder spread into the ad-
jacent country, and scon an aged woman Was
seen to enter Rome, aod basten to the Palatine-
Houve. It was Phyllis, omitisn’s old nurse,
#who loved with a mother's tenderpess bim she
bad beld to ber breast, There was no one near
the gory remains except Hirsutus, who, seated
upon the dead mau’s chest, was enjoying his long
expected revenge, He fled at the sight of the
weeping old nurse.

Phylis wrapped the body in a sbroud, and
nided by snme bired vespillos, hade. it carried to
her little houee on the Latin Way—the gift of
Domitian, There, during the night, she burned

Liater, when time had si-
Jenced the hatred with which the memory of the
tyrant was surrounded, the faitbful womao car
_nied secretly bis ashes to the temple erected to
the Flavian race.

Such was the end of Domitian, one of the
most odious mensters that ever dishonored man
kind,

“We must now say what became of the other
characters which bave appeared.in this oarra-
tive. Aurehs and the two young Ceesars hved
m peaceful obscurity, their virtuss and the ven-
eration o which the pames of Vespasan and
Titus were beld 10 Rome, protected them during
the fearful persecution of the Christians which
henpened under the Emperor Trajan.. Ther
friendshin for Olinthus, Cecilia and Gurges also

presérved these young people from harm. Such:

at least is the natural inference we must draw
from the silence of history eoncerning them.
Mlemans, the holy poatiff, ane of the most il-
lustrious caceessors of the apostle, was put to
death during Trajan’s persecution, in the year of
an Lioed 100, . :

THE LAND QUESTION OF IRELAND,
(FROH 'nius £PEOIADL OOIKKBSIOHSB.)

No. 22 .
ENxEiLuex, Nov. 11.

The line from Galway to Mulllogsr runs over a
country the greater part of which I have briefly de.
scribed io the previons letters. At Mullingar a tra..
veller to the north torng from the main route of the
Midland Great Western to a branch which, by Oavan
snd Olones, conpects itself with the Uister reilway
system. It was raining go fiercely during the fizgt
three bours 1 was npon this part of my way ihat I
was able to see hardly anything; the landscage.
bowever, seemed blenk and dresry in tbe thick drift
that shat fo the horizon, After leaving Cavan the
November gnn shone out towards evening in a faeble
ray, and I caught a glimpee of a pleasing succession
of gontle eminences snd green uphnds,. here ond
there tringed by dark woods ard planuations, The
fi;st sight which attractads my eye at QI_ones was 8
tropby of orange and crimsen flags, trailiog from the
parapets of the parish church, to commemorate the
zloriona 5th of November, the apniversary of the
Gunpowder Plot and of the landing of William IIL
at Torbay ; and the spectacls reminded me that by
this time | had passed far within the precincts of
Ulster. If the sentiments which prompt displays of
this kind have something in them that commauds
reapect, the conversion of what ought to be a centre
of peace snd goodwill to all men Into an offeosive
monument of ancient diacord is odious to'a well-re-
gulated mind; and it would be difficult to over esti-
mate its galling effect on those to whom it _recalls
the imagre of bitter subjugation and & prog%ibed re-
ligion. Flags and banoers are barmless thioga in
Eagland eigos usoally of village revelry and mirth;
in Ireland. and especially to the Irish Oatholic, they
are often the emblena of ahame and defeat; and the
view of that charch, to me at least new, gave me
some notiona of the faelings engendered by the Pro
\estant ascepdency in this ieland, From Olones
night closed over tke scens; bat as I have &ince
driven over the country between Enniskillen and
that place, I cau describe it 8s & tract of low hills
and plaing, for the most part fertile and bright with
verdure. bathed slong ita sonthern verge by the wa-
ters of Erne, balf lake. half river, winding through
labyrinths of wooded islets. As for Boniskilles, it is
» neat little town, of clesned Streetd and well buift
bouses, which, atanding on sn island in the Kroe, and
commsnding the only passage aloog the water line
from Belleek to Beltarbet, was once sn importa:t
military station to the ecolovista of the Ulster Pale
but it hes few featured of modern igterest. Its name,
howerer, will live in bistory in the deeds of 8 past
generation of citizens ; and though the standards of
Newiown Batler ate no longer seen in the tuwn-hall,
the place abounds in 1raditions of a day that went
far to tarn the scalea of & fortane in the memorble
steaggle of 1688-9, :

I am writing from the capital of Fermanagh. one
of the six connties which compose the area of the
celebrated  Plantation of Ulster,” and which, in dit-
feront degreos, bear, to thiz day, the character of
that tematkable gattlement. Fermanagh, formerly
the land of the Maguires, came finally under the do-

minion of the Crown at the commencement of the

reign of James I.; and the attention of that Sove.
reign and his Ministers was directed to the colooizs
tion of the tract, together with that of the greater
part of Ulster. The genius of Bacon in some mes.
sure presided over the proposed plantation, and
thaugh bis projects were not wholly carsied into ef-
feat, they have lefs their mark-on the work that wag
dove, apd ite comparative success may be asoribed to
him. In sll the preceding settlements of Irelaud,
and, it must be added, in ‘those which followed,
awarmg of colonists were let in o the land, with lit-
tle provision for matusl support, and with no regard
for the rights or feslinge of the aboriginal race which
remaithd on the soil. The strangers occupied tbe
fertile places, often isolated, and apart from esach
other ; they lived on them without the protection of
dependenta of the same origin or blood; and they.
wero sorroapded by the flcod of the vanquished Irish-
ry, too often reduced to mere thraldom, and impla-
eable because wholly despoiled and outlawed.. The
consequences were, either tbat the colopists ssnk
gradually into the mase of the natives, and growiog
“ymore [righ than tha Irish themselves,” formed no
toundation for tbe power of Englsnd ; or, se usually
happened in later times, thoy were marked off into &
distinct caste, which, upheld by Bnglard and Penal
Laws, did not amalgamate with the conquerad peo-
ple, and continued morally separated from them.
These mischiefs were, in part at least, avoided in the
aettlement of Ulater, and the resnlta are, to this day
manifest. Fermanagh and the other forfeited coun-
1ies wers Iargely divided smong * unfertaker,” for
the moat part of English and Boottish descent; bat
care was taken that the new comers ehould be '‘ re-
gimented,” 80 to epeak, on the goil, that they sbould
hold all the points of vantage, and should build for-
feited dwe'lings in close conmexion; and, At the
ssme time, it was made a condition of their grauts
that they ehould bring over a considerable number
of tenants, who, curiogsly enough, were in no in-
atance to be in the position of tenants at will, and
who were to become a thriving yeomaary, sllied to
their lords io race and religion. Nor wers the con-
quered Irieh left out of the scheme, or dsiven to the
resources of fury or despair. Lisrgs allotments of
land were regerved for them, and though they were
placed [n an inferlor position, sud kept segregated
from their foreign neighbours, thia probably was a
merciful errangement, and whatever bardship ap
peara in it may bo ascribed fo_the exigencieg of the
time, Unfortunately, they were denied the free ex-
arcise of their religion, though Bacon argued couclu-
gively in their favour ; yet, though they were treated
aa 5 gubject race, their lot waa certainly & much bet-
ter one than that of the vanquighed Irish in the reet
of the igland. . .

The general result of thig settiement was that large
English sod Beottish colonies eatablished themaelves
Gemly on the goil of Ulstor, overbare the influence of
the aboriginsl peopls, and have graduslly built up
the state of soniety whioh, for ite comparative tran-
quillity and wealth, distingniabes the province from
the rest of Ireland, The ‘f underiskers,” with their
train of depandents, rooted themselyes in the Babjn
galed districts, and formed communities bound to each
other by the strongest and most induring tied; the
obildren of the aoil, though of course gallenly, ae-
quiesced slowly in a change of fortuns, {mposaible
to prevent or alter,and not imoonslatent witk tolera-
ble comfort, Twice, when the Settlement was still
recent, 1o 1641 and 1688, they rose against theirali-n
saperiore, but on both cecasions they were ultimately
subdoed ; snd since that period they have not only
sbetained from: anything like o real insurrection but
they bave been generally more peaceable than thair
brethren in the rest of the ieland. Meantime the
coloniats, in the relation of landlord and tenant, from
the firat clung together throngh all chances of fortuce;

| what is more" Temarkable, thoogh to this daf their

dascendants havs little in common with the  nstive
race, though they treat them too much as a distioet
caste, and 1hey are separated from them by differencce
of religion, too often lésding to violence and discord,
still they bave formed for themselves s type of life.
of which that raco sbares the full benefit, and they
by.ve raised it 10°s position’of sacarity, in all relstions
connected with land, which it does not erjay in the
rest of Ireland. . Bovietv.accordingly, in this part of
the island, is fashioned upon a happier pattern than
in Leingter, Muneter, or Oonnaugbt ; and the resu'ts
are geen in comparative' prosperity snd progress.
For evidenoce of thia izis only neotesary to paga rapid-
ly, as I bave dons, from the Southand West, into thia
part of Ulster,  Fermansgh io not a very weslthy
county, it8 agriculture is pot particularly good, and;
in driving throngh several districts in'it, Teaw a
grest desl that would shock a scientific husbandman.
But, contrasted with Jonnanght, it is anotber world ;
and, indeed, the contrsst more or lesa applies to most
of the other counties I haveseen. The peassalry
here have & look of independence and even of boldness
that ia very striking ; their intercourse with their su-
periors is free and open ; and, as for their dwellings,
neat, tidy, acd clesn, I bave geen nothing hike them
since, weeks ago, { left Bargy and Forth in Wexford.
Fermanagh, I ehould add, is decidediy & progressive
county, though the holdings are geperally extremely
gmall ; and, though its population hss declived a
great deal, I have reason to believe that bnt few
families have been aliogether detached from the soil.
Large * clearances” and evictions were never koown;
the rate of wagesis something higher than in "ibe
Sonth; the land novhere seems worn ont ; and regard
being had to i's present condition, I thought it low
rented unon AL Rverage, the rentd varying from sbout
129 to 408. the Irish acre ‘
Those who believe that everything wreng in Ire-

land is to be ascribed to * Popery” slone will'.d of

ne
wholly to the predominance of * Protestantism”
among the cecupiers of the soil in Fermanagh; and
thoge wbo read history on a theory of raes will point
to their Ssottish or English extraction. Now I am
inelined to thiok, slthongh with difidence, that
Protestactism, as compared with Rowanism, bas 8
tendency to develop more individual energy; sad
perhape, though the fact adwits of dispute, a Teatoric
breed 18 more apt than a Qeltic 1a surroundiog itself
with material comfort snd with the riches and con-
veniences of life. But that neither of these caunses
will fally explain the seperior condition of this cour-
ty, or giva a complete account of the matter, may be
gathered from & simvle consideration, Persons of
all ranks, from the peer to the pessant, bave sgsured
we that co difference cen be traced, in point of in-
dustry, self-reliance, and thrift, between tbe Protes-
tant and Saxon farmer of Fermanagh and his Roman
Oat3olic and Celiic fellow ; that both coltivate the
goil ag wel), that both have equally comfortable
bomes, that both are equally hardworkiog; and
thongh the Roman Oatholic tenantry of this county
are certainly not a favoured class, and, even yet, do
oot stond 88 bigh io the gocial seale as the Protes-
tant, they, in all respetes, compate fairly with them.
This would clearly sh.w that we must geek another
roason why this part of Ulster is more proapereus
tban most of the other Provinces, nor ig that reasnn
difficult to discover. The clagses connected with the
goil in this county which have shaped ita destiny.
and given it its sorial form, bave for centnries lived
together in goodwill ; and 1 the re'ation of landlord
and tenant, bave trested each other with matu.l
regard, have considered their respective rights and
doties, and have even extended the graciou: usiges
wkich have beea the fruit of thie state of thiogs to
thoge once in a thoronghly anbjact poaition, and atill
widely separated in race and religion, Bociety, ac-
ocordiogly, hag grown op under Kindlier and more
hsppy auspicrs than in less fortunate distriots; snd
the great relation of owner and oocupier of the soil
having been placed on fonndations comparatively
sound, security and progress have been the cobse-
quente. This leads me to examine the famons cus-
tom, which, Pe ‘o apeak. ia the visible expression ef
this harmony between the landed classes, and which
ia considered by 2omae persons as the model’for & re-
form of the land system of Ireland. Fermanaghis a
Tenant-Right couniy ; the usage exists on most es-
tates in i, in different forma and varions dacrees, its
spirit ie upiversally prevalent, and I have done wy
best during a brief atay here to make myself familiar
with its natore and working.

The enstom known by the name of Tenant-Right
exiats in a kind of loose way, half recognized, yet
not acknowledged as bindiog in othe: parts of Ire-
land besides Ulster, In my judgment it may be ul-
timately truced to a sentiment implanted io human
natare that when, ag 15 asually the cage in Jreland, a
tenant bas done moch for his holding, and has been
long in occapation of it, he scquires a kind of in-
terest in it which is more er less at his disposition.
But though Tenant Right exists in & erude form on
janlated estates, and in exeptional cases, in many,
perhaps most, of the counties of Ireland, it is no
whare & local Rocial custom, it bas no where so-
quired a binding force, eave in a certain nomber ot
counties in Ulster This circomstance ia beyond all
doubt, due to the good feeling that prevailed betwaen
the colom zing landlords and temants of the !Plan-
tation,’ and which has continued throuvgh the two
centuries and & half ; and, a8 I have said, the ene-
tom, onee formed, extended itself indifferantly to all
in the position of occaplers of the soil, and enured to
the bepefit of the conquered natives. The colomint
tenant when he had bmilt hie boomse on the rude
waste on which Le had settled, and had enclosed it
and made it profitable, felt that he had a property in
it; the colonist landlord, his brother soldier, and his
frieud through & geries of generations, acquiesced in
what was natarally just, and the practice gradually
become general, wag applied to tenanta of sll kicds,
and received the eanction of unbroken uaage.
détrange: than law in certain &tages of socety. In
this way Tenant Right grew up, and, to this
hour, it affects estates o this' county more or
leas sensibly, though I have resson to believe that its
binding force ia lasg powerful than it has formerly
been. The custom, as 1t exiats now, may be gaid to
be that the Fermanagh tenant, whather his tenure
be by lease or at will, hes a kind of interest in his
holding, which his landlord 18 nnder an obligation
to respect, and which realizoa itself—if I may use
the expregsion ~on whatever 0Geasion, or by what-
ever meangd, his landa are trsusferred to & new poa-
sessor. During his occupation his oaly atatus is
that of a tensnt measured by hls tenure ; bat, should
be surrender bis land to bia lacdlord, or ahould ke,
even, bs evicted from it, he beccries entitled toa
.money payment for his goodwill, and he haa a right
to obtain & similar eum, or whatever sum he can
reasonably obtain, should he alienate his holdwg to
a purchager, As the landlord, too, on the one hend,
ought to protest this peculiar interest of bis tensaut,
and not impair it by raising rent eapriciously, or by
any undne exergise of poawer, B0, on the other hand,
{t ia the duaty of the tenant to s2e that the landlord'a
tights are upneld: and, sccordingly, tbe custow
always gives a landlord a title to conteol and re.
gulate the transfer of the interest of the
tepant and emables him occasionally to raise his
rents, acenrding to eome rude standard of justice,
not well defined, but pretty fairly adjusted.

Bach, T believe, ia the true conception of the
Tenant Right that existain this connty, apart from
‘modifying and aoccidental circumstances 1t is &
¢t oit condition annexed to a tenancy, that, gubject
to the just rights of a 1andlord, a tenant shall have
an intorest in bis land which shall escare him a vrice
for the guodwill of it on & losd or & transfer of .the

poeseasion, In this coonty it i to be found in o
vuriety of forma on different estates; and, on the

a8 a ritle, con‘orm. "It oscurs on!y ifi a few inatances,
in what [ may’ call its most simple 1ype, that the
tenant shall have vompiete liberty to diapese of his
interest in'market avert; to s parchager.at the high
est price, subject only to a veto onthe part of the
landlord, in order to exclude an improper. purchaser
and to secure a reagonsbly gaod incomirg temant.
Not wazy Fermanagh lsndlords, I, believe, directly
sanation or countenance a practice which, aa I have
pointed out befofe, bag & tendency to reduca an
owneér to'the position of a mere rent charger, and
gives 8 tenant or a purchassr from him an mtersas

akio to reai cwoership on the payment of an annusl

reater. -In most {nstances, landiords have set re-
strictions on the ‘tenants’ power of disposition, and
either Appraise the value of the goodwill, and buy
out 1he Tensnt Right themeelves, disincombering
their eatates of the charge; or else comprl the ten-
ant to trapsfer the goadwill to & fellow tenant only ;
or put 8 maximum price on tte Tenant Righ, which

forded that thelsnds have been improved during the
tensn's possegsion. - Through these- ¢xpediente, ob-
viously intended to reconcile the dominion of the

i, '..he Jus disponendi of the tenant is fettered iu a
variely of waye, hig interest may be considerably
modified, and, in some cases, complaints sre made
that the Tenaot Right is beieg gradaally redvced
and undermiced by all kinds of proccswes. Never-
theless the Right exiata as a fact; it iz recognized in
gome a%ape or other on elmost all estates in this
county; it is sustained by what iz 8 local law; and
bardly a Iandlord, I venture to 8ay, woald Invade it
directly, eitber by evicting a tenant at will without
some payment or by destroying the Tenmant Right
by raising rent suddenly on an intending purchaser
Sua~h acta certainly wsy ocour, and have perbaps
occnrred in rare instauces, but they are thoronghly
condemned in general opinion, and, were tthey at-
tetapted oo snything like a large scale, they wounld
be stopped by & combination of all classes which, I
bave po doubt, wonld prove irresistible, The Teu.
ant Right, secur@ in this wey, varies greatly in
valae ou diff:rent estates, according t0 & variety of
cirqumstances. depending partly oo the reatrictions
on it, and in some degree oz tha character of the
Inndlord. It seldom, I thivk, falls sbort of a price
equivalent to three yeare' rent of a holdiog, aod it
may rise to a price of six ot eight years' renmt bat it
finctuates so much that it ie, pertaps, imposeible to
form an estimate of the realaverage. Hubject to thia
rgght. such ag it is, the lindlord enj-ye all other
righta of property and he is cousidered entitlad to
raise bis rents, sccording to fair dealing and jastice,
proviled the rise doea not encroach on wWhat is
thought the tenant's sacred peculium,

I 1s not difficalt to point oat the economic defects
91' thia singular custom. Ido notattach apy great
importance to the objection that its tendewcy is to
prevent the spplication of capital to land, inasmnuch
8 an jncoming tenant often pays his predecessor
large sum which otherwise hs weunld 1ay ont on his
farm. This objsction is fairly answered by the fact
that the tenantry of this connty, though seldom weal-
thy, pursne a course of culiivation reasonably gnod,
and very much better thaa that of the corresponding
class in the greater number of the soutbern counties;

and these small farmers have nsually some savings

sod an ample fand of that great epring and creator
of capital, sturdy inddstry. This objection, more.
orer, at bottom assomes that the outlay for Tensnt
Right 13 sheer waste, and that it secures.omly the
mere logal tenore, whereas in trath it ja a purchase
of what is & valaahle interest guaranteed by a Jocal
law ot opinion. Tbe true economic objection to the
custom I conceive to be that it bas a tendency to
confose the rights of landlord and tegant—to make
them concarrent ownerg of the lind with interests
imperfeally defined ; and, accordingly, it may pos-
sibly operate, throngh thia partiticn, to retard im-
provemerts. Land distributed in this curious way,
80 to gpesk, ¥ falla batween two 6toole” and, pere
baps, neither landlord nor tecant is 8o stimalated to
call out it resources ag they would be if the one re-
tained the sbsolute dominion of the fee, and the other
held by a defirite contract Oua the other band.
where it has taken root the custom worka vecy well
on the whole, and,.as compared with the precarious
teoures of the south, prodaces good social and econ-
omic resnlts. In the first place, as tha landlord’s
arrears are & Srot charge on the Tenant Right, his
rent ia always practically safe; evictions really are
Ealdom hesrd of; and, as [ have 8aid, the Terant
_;-,nab_l: doea not interfare with s fair risa of rent ac-
cording to the nataral agvance of -society. In the
second place, even if an eviction should chance to
be mads, its hardships are lessened, the outgoing
tenant having the certainty of a provision, and he ie
not, 88 he t00 often 1g in the south driven euddenly
from his bome to the workhoass, Lastly, and moat
important of &il, the custom, as it i3 found herp, es-
‘ublubes really that security of tenure which in [re-
‘and iz supposed to be the first condition of agricul~
taral progress and of social wellbeing and peace. It
is well undevetood that the Tensnt Right, whatever
it fa, ia to be respected ; it shlelds, s0 to #peak, the
tenant's title, and. the ealeable interes* of the tenant,
whether in bis hands or in those of & purabager feom
bim, is not only not to be invaded by the lacdlord,
bat actually supports bis claim to the. possession.
Althoagh hia statud {s meagured by bis legal tenare,
the jus disponendi he enjoyarelates, 83 lawyers would
pay, to proteot him, and gave bim virtually an ooca-
pation hardly ever digturbed.

1t wonld be, however, shallow to. imagine that this
oustom ls the oaly or the main cauge of the compar-
ative proapsity of this county. . That proaperity 'is
to be traced, I believe, to the fortunate relations
whioh, duriog centuries, have existed between land-
lords and tenants desoended from the.originai colon-
{nte, spd which have so thoroughly monlded the type
of aociety that they bave even protected the aborigi-
nal race, which, though certaiely even to this day s
cagte rather distinct, merertheless enjoys security
and justiee on the soil extensively occupied by 1t.
Tenant Right, i trath is merely a visible sign of the
general goodwill which kaits the landlords and ten-
auts of Fermanagh togsther, and which is the real
cauge of the wellare of this distriot. It will be ob
gerved, too, that viewed oritically end apart from its
gocial conditions, the custom is really s vague thing,
thearatically of no great value, and liable to be des
troyed or invaded—nay, conceivably, worthlees, if
disergaged grom the peculiar circumetancea which
have given it being. Tenact Right is unknown to
the law of the land, though sustained here by a iocal
law which no landlord, perbaps, would direotly
bresk ; and, accordingly, held in respect as it is, it
caonot afford that absolute protection which the
agthority of the State can alone give.

Foes she has without who merace: a few trait-
ors withm her bosom there may he, as there
have Geen ever since Judas betrayed his Lord with
akiss: but never in any former period of her ex
wstence, bas ste presented a firmer or bolder
front to her external foes, or to mternal traifors,
1o proof of thid we oeed but read what the Ga-
zetle of the same issue as that from which we
have already quoted, publishes from a Roman

Rome, do oot apply duriog the first three cen
turies of ber existence. Any place o the Em
pire would bave beeo better suited, humanly
speaking, for the site of such a beadship than the
political capital of the Roman Empire whilst it
and under the rule of 2 Nero or a

Diocletian,

Aond when it became Christian, almost imme
diately the ©political headship” of the Empire
was traosferred to New Rome, or Constantino-
ple: and also to that City wouald bave been
transferred the spiritual headship of Christendom,
had that beadship been a mere human stitution,
or the outgrowth of political acadents. Ac-
cording to the Gagette's thenry the Papal See
would bave been transferred to Constantinople :
and the Pope, “ the chief person 10 pomut of dig-
aity 1o the Church,”’ would bave had lus seat
placed there,  where the rulers of the then
koown world bad their court.,” Yet it was not
so. TFacts are subborn things and refose to
bend to the plausible theories of Janus and the
Gazette : .and these facts show that, contrary to
all human wisdom, the headship of the Cberch
was always placed there where, according to
these theories it had no right to be placed. At
Rome, when Rome was the cruel “yersecutor of
Christiamity : still at Rome when she had ceased
to be tie mmstress of the world ; when shora of
ber Imperia} dign:‘y, the political headship was
taken from ber, and given to anotber. God’s
ways are nol as man’s ways, It is false there-
fore to pretend that it was because of the po'li-
ncal digmty of the City, that the spiritual
digmty or primacy of Rome’s Bishop was ad
mitted : for we find tbat, just as the political
digmty of Rome waned, the spiritual dignity of
her Bishop shone forth with greater lustre.

We may be permitted to indicate oge or two
other errors into which our coantemporary has
heen betrayed by following the lead of a guide
s0 untrustworthy as is Janus. We bave not
space to do more than this: but oue false state.
ment brought home to bim suffices to iovahdate
all his other statements.

# Unless” so we read in the Gasette,  the

sies begn to work, denied a God Creator of
heaven aod of earth, Then Arius and hus fol-
lowers denied the divinity of the Son: Mace-
donius followed with his attacks upon the per-
sonnlity of the Holy Ghost : and so wn every age
tbere may be foued 1mpugners of some article of
the Chrishan faith. The rule therefore of St.
Vincent that * quod semper, quod ubigue, quod
omnibus is to be held as of the faith, is true:
but its converse, that nothing is so to be beld
which has ever, anywhere, or by auy oune been
devied, i3 a palpable sbsurdity. -

Agan in its issue of the 20ia the Gazetle
says :— : .

We will not stop to insist upon the sbuse of
words indicated iu the passage by us Italicized,
or to ask how a system which is ¢ compulsory™
can be % free” except amongat Liherals, who
pervert language, who call serfdom, freedom, and
evil, good : but we will eall the attention of-the
reader to a very §flgular allance that the Wes-
leyens 10 England/titherto generally the advo-
cates of the denominatiozal system—are about
apparently to contract with the Liberals of the
Birminghame school, the advocates of a tyrao-
nical system of State-Schoolism.

The Wesleyans bave generally msisted upon
the vital necessity of positive religious education ;
and as religious education is impossible under
such a system a3 that which the Birminghem
Education League bas adopted, 1t was first
thought that respect for principle would have
induced them to tkrow their political weight,
which 13 great, into the scales of the other, or
Manchester parts. In so thinking more credit
was piven to the Wesleyans for conmistent ad-
berence to principle than they deserved. They
may love Christianity 2 good deal, but they bate
Romaoism a great deal more ; that 1s fo say
as their love for Christ 18 not so strong a passion
as is their hatred of the Pope, and as they see
alsb that the denominational or free system 1s
favorable to Cartholics, so they are about to cast
thewr vote 1 favor of serf or compulsory educa-
tion, against which they bave oft times taken up
their parab’e. They, the Wesleyazs, see as the
Witness says, that, if they sist ugon ther rigits
as freemen, as parents, to control the education
of their own children ¢ they must grant tle
claims of the Irish Romanists :” and rather then
accord freedom of education to the latter,they are
ready to submut themselves, souls and bodies, to
(be most degrading and beastly of all forms of
slavery. This fact 1z well brought out io the
Correspondence of the Montreal Herald of the
29th ult.:—

week where there was much divieion it waa candidly

~gnd that was urged ag a final objection agairst
it. Mr, Arthur geems to kave given his justly great
influence to the secolar platform, and other gentle
men appear to bave talked bigotted folly aboat mak-
ing 20 concession to the ¢ man’ of sin.

We are not surprised at this, fér we know
trom the history of the past taat when once the
No-Popery deril bas fairly possessed a mau, that
when be 1s once fairly in for an attack of Romaan-
ism upon the brain,there 1s no sacnfice of honesty,
principle, or consistency that he is not prepared
to make to gratify his bellish passion. For the
sake of putting down Popery, and setting up the
Protestant faith, Englishmen of the smxteenth
centary under the resga of the Tudors, basely
sacrificed all those glortous Iiberties which therr
Catholic forefathers had, with the aid of the
Cburch, wrested from the bard hands of the
Plantagenets ; and of which their children recon-
quered a portion only after a bard struggle in the
seventeenth century, and under the weaker rule
of the Stuarte, Hitherto 1o spite of their faults
Enghshmen have been too manly, too noble to
oend their necks to the degradieg yoke of com-
pulsory State Schoolism: aghast at the rapid
progress of Popery within their borders of lafe
years, they seem now content to submit to any
tyranny which sball promise to arrest the pro-
gress of the evil.

direction, which was refused. A dreadful acc:»
dent, the nature of ehich has not travspired, oc-
curred there yesterday, whereby several of tbe
miners were killed. This has bad a tendency
to wincrease the general excitement. The semt.
official journals of this eity state that the trou-
hles at Lia Creuzat bave been greatly increased
by tbe distribution of extreme radical journals
among the workmen. M. Schoeider, the Pre-
s.deat of the Senate, and one of the largest pro-
pr.utors of the works at La Creuzot, has arrived
“there. Several companies of troops have also
arrived on the scene, and others are on the
Wa.y.
