telephone and telegraph lines, owned by the Government of Canada, and lo
along the Alaska Highway in Canada, between Edmonton, Alberta, anc
border of the territory of Alaska and Canada:-

A. for voice frequency only,
(a) Two channels, Edmonton to the said border,
(b) Two channels, Whitehorse to the said border,
(c) One channel, Whitehorse to Edmonton.

B. for standard teletype frequency only,
(d) Two channels, Edmonton to the said border,
(e) Three channels, Whitehorse to said border.

ARTiCLE 2

The Government of the United States of America shall pay the Goverr
of Canada for the use of the said communication facilities the sum of $27
in United States funds, for the year commencing April 1, 1947. Payments
in future be made in equal monthly instalments but payrment for the period
April 1, 1947 to February 29, 1948, shall be paid in one instalment fort
upon the conclusion of this agreement.

The Government of the United States of America agrees to pay for tb
of such addtional communication facilities as may be required by the
Government and as may otherwise be available for use, at such rates and ch
as are adopted as standard in respect of the telephone and telegraph lines 10
along the Alaska Highway in Canada.

The Government of Canada agrees to credit the Government of the
