GERRARD' STREET BRIDGE
REPEATEDLY CONDEMNED

Bylaw Passed Two Years Ago for
New One, But Nothing
Has Been Done,

The question of a new bridge over the
Don at Gerrard stréet is one of the main
topics of discussion in the Riverdale dis-
trict at present. Two yéars ago $200,000
was voted foy this work, but altho the
old bridge has been declared unsafe two
or three times since them, -nothing has
been done towards building a new one.
In an interview with Ttﬁ World last
night, Alderman A. BE.

A Question of Law

MINOR LEAGUES
Counsel for Feds Presents
Argument Against the Na-”

tional Commission, Etc.

CHICAGO, Jan. 20.—The powers tmt
control organized baseball, or at least are
said té control it, were descri bed as op-
pressors of minor:léagues ‘and play-
ers by Keene Addington,schief of counsel
for the Federal L.eague, in mi8 opening ad-
dress today in the anti-trust suit against
the National Commission, the American
Lieague and the National Leagu e

‘Addington cited features of the- Na
tional agreement,- decisions of the Na-
tional Commissjon and general practices
~of . baseball authorities to 'show that the
“game is governed by a group, having al-
most absolute power, with authority to
make laws, judge of infractions of the
lgws and impose penalties for infrac®

ons. . / :

Addington had not finished ‘his opening
address tonight when court adjourned.

At the afternoon session Addington de-
voted a large. portion of his address to
an attack on the waiver and draft rules
and practices. . Hé declared the former
vested control of the players, not alone in
the club he serves, but also - in other
clubs. His chance of becoming a free
agent is slight, according to ‘Addington,
since it’ requires action of many dif-
ferent entities. Addington charges that
the whiver method is used as a means of
humiliating or disciplining a player, and
then brought in the charge made in an
affidavit by Mordecai Brown that when
President Murphy of the Chicago Na-
tionals sold him to Louisville it was with
the agreement that Brown never would be
allowed again to join the majors.

Here Attorney George Miller, for the
defendants, called Addington's attention
to the fact that Brown later played with
Cincinnati, in a major league, but Adding-
ton said the agreement between Chicago
and Louisville was what he wished 1o
show was possible. \

“Even if it kept a player out of major
league ball only for a time, the harm of
the system is apparent,” he argued.

The fact that a player is = without
choice as to the club or league in which
he plays was cited by : the ederal’s
counsel as a case of oppression.

Changes in the players’ contract which
were made last year at the behest of the
Players’ Fraternity. were declared by
Addington not to have materially modi-
fied it. He called it remarkable that such
close associates as Chairman Herrmann
and President Johnson should disagree in
the interpretation of the.contract, as le
charged they did. Johnson, he said, in his
affidavit declared that the option extea-
ed a contract for one year only.

Judge Landis was particularly interest-
ed in the Brown case cited by Adding-
ton, and asked that it be re-told. He
showed a knowledge of the national game
by noting—which counsel had not done—
that a petition purporting to be from the
Players’ Fraternity to the National Co:n-
mission was signed by players from only
one club. It was.explained that the
players had petitioned by teams.

Leaders of organized 11 expr
sthemselves not surprised at anything the
Federal League presented today.

“We have nothing to fx‘ from what
was brought up today,” id President
Tener of the National League, and others
