At 11 a.m. sharp
Mayor Geary took his chair, and after
the opening prayer Ly Canon Cody his
worship proceeded to read his inaug-
ural address,

Law for Protection

Of Mmmg Investors

Northwest' Minlng Conventlon at Spo-
kanor to Recommend Legisiation
~—Blue Sky Law of Kansas.

A law for the protection of mining
investors will be one of the matters
discus:ied by the delegates to the
Northwestern Mining Convention,
|which will be held in Spokane, Wash.,
Feb. 15 to 17. A bill with this object
in view wiil probably be Introduced in
the Washington and Qregon State Leg-
islatures at the next sessions.

The proposed law is cop.ed after the
Kansas ‘“Blue Sky” law and puts strin-
s2ent - regulations - on real estate and
mining speculation. . Under the Kansas
i'law, a corporation is required, before
offering for sale  in that state, any
stock, bonds or securmes, to file with
the bank commissioner a statement in
full de.all, giving an itemized exhibit of
its financial condition, assets, Habill-
ties, description of property owned, the
plan upon which it proposes to do busi-
ness, a copy of its charter, bylaws and
of all contracts which it proposes to
make with its contributors and’ such
other information regarding its affairs
as may be required by the bank com-
miss oner.
