AUSTRIAN RACE WAR.

Signs of Increasing Hostilitles Be-
tween Csechs and Germans.

London, Nov. 19.—The Vienna correspond-
ent of The-Times says the Germans are
oppoging the fouwndation of a Czech uni-
versity at Olmutz, Moravia. Public meet-
i1gs have been held, at which it has been
proclaimed that the Czechs are determined
te revive the nationality contest in its
most acute form. The Pope has issued an
apostolic brief to the Moravian and Ro-
bhemian bishops, enjoining them to keep out
of the confiict, lest they inspire hatred and
aversion on one side or the other. The
Catholics of the Tyrol refuse to attend a
meeting addressed by Dr. Lueger, Burgo-
master of Vienna, and leader of the Ultra-
montane Christian Soclalists. It is report-
ed that the dissolution of the Reichsrath is
imminent unless there IS a speedy improve-
nent in the Parliamentary situation.

LIKE JAMESON RAID

Last Returhed Klondikers Tell With S8ome Circumstan-
tiality of the Daring Plot Which Was Nipped in the
Bud by the Northwest Mounted Police.

Vancouver, Nov. 19.—The Yukon insurrection story is not altogether
without foundation. Some hair-brained Americans drew up the plans for
forcibly deposing the government and police in the Yukon, somewhat simi-
lar to the historical Jameson raid in the Transvaal. :
! Major Wood, N.W.M.P., discovered the scheme and took prompt steps
to suppress it, American officials at Skaguay co-operating.

The discovery of the scheme is supposed to have nipped it in the bud.

The Yukon police force consists of about 250 men, who are provided
with Lee-Enfields. When the scheme was first discovered, Maxim and Colt
guns were mounted at White Horse, which was the first place to be attacked.
Major Snyder, in charge of the police there, also received reinforcements,
and patrols were kept on the alert night and day. It is said the scheme orig-
inated in Seattle, and $250,000 was available to aid the venture.

This information has been obtained from ex-police officers of the Yu-
kon force and members of the gambling fraternity, who have come to the
coast cities for the winter, and is guardedly confirmed by officials who
have just come down from the North.

CANNERS FORMING A TRUST.

Details of Joint Stock Company
Now Being Worked Out,
Ontario canners are working out the de-
tallg of a joint stock company, which looks
to control all the principal canning indus-
tries In the Province. The object of the

#malgamation is to control the output,
raise the prices and secure modified
freight rates from different points in On-
tario to the leading markets.

The scheme is under consideration at a

meeting now being held at the Walker
House. About twenty canners are pre-
sent. During the past year, the assocla-
tion has had seyeral meetings, and it was
decided to make an advance In the prices,
and endeavor to limit the output. This
had the effect of overcoming the glut in
the market, but the scheme, to be effec-
tive, and to satisfy the small canners, had
to make provision for these men. The
small canners could not afford to run
half time, and take chances of finding a
market at the increased prices agre>d
upon.
“They will have to be bought out,” re-
marked a large manufacturer of canned
goods to The World. “We are trying to
form a company to buy out all the fac-
tories, operate the largest omes, and get
fair prices for our goods. The competition
has been killing half of us, and there has
been no money in the business for the
past couple of years. The smaller fac-
tories will be shut down, and the ones
remaining will be run full time.”

Whether the arrangement it is proposed
to make will be satisfactory to the ma-
Jority of the canners, remains to he seen,
but nearly all are in favor of the trust
proposition.

The scheme, as outlined at this time,
embraces the organization of a company,
each canner receiving stock to the value
of his plant. The company will assume
control of all the factories, and continue
to operate those which can be depended
upon to yleld a good output of goods, and
the small plants will be shut down com-
pletely, at least until the surplus product
is all worked off. :

Yours,
CANADA AND THE EMPIRE.

According fo the statistical year book, the total imports into Canada
for the year 1200 amounted to $189,622,513. Of this amount $116,972,6564, or
61.69 per cent. of the whole, came from the United States, and $45,472,294,
or 23.98 per cent., came from Great Britain. Between them both, the United
States and Great Britain supplied 85.67 per cent. of our total imports. Can-
ada, like all other countries, is more or less helpless in regard to its ex-
port trade. We are permitted to export only such goods as foreign countries
are willing to receive. They tax us as they see fit, and we are altogether
at their mercy, as far as our exports are concerned. But in regard to im-
ports it is quite different. It is within our power to prohibit the importation
of a single dollar’s worth of goods. Canada could, no doubt, exist with an
absolutely prohibitory tariff, but it would be manifestly foolish for us to
prohibit the importation of such products as are not indigenous to thisl
country. We maintain, however, that it i§ equally foolish for us to import
such articles as can be manufactured by ourselves. We do not know what
proportion of the 189 millions of imports consists of goods that we could
make ourselves in Canada and of products that are not indigenous to the
country. The writer of the foregoing communication states that we import
from the United States eighty million dollars’ worth of manufactured goods.
This estimate may or may not be in excess of the true amount, but we all
know that we import large quantities of manufactured goods from the
United States, and if the total amount is not eighty milions it is somewhere
in the neighborhood.

If-Canada gave her industries the same amount of encouragement and
protection as is given to United States industries by the government of that
country, it is safe to say that our imports could be reduced by at least
eighty millions, and our domestic trade increased by that amount. To get
this eighty million dollars additional business for the people of Canada, it is
not necessary to go to Washington, or to the capital of any other country.
The acquisition of the tradg rests entirely with ourselves. It can be se-
cured by simply raising our tariff to the necessary height.

A question that vital‘fy concerns Canada is whether it would not benefit
the country to transplant the industries represented by this eighty x}lillion
dollars from the United States and other countries to Canada. We know
the transfer can be made. The only point to be considered is whether the
cost would be too great. We agree with the writer above that the cost, what-
ever it might be, would be only a temporary charge, because, with the in-
creased output, the manufacturer would reduce rather than increase his
prices. But we have more than mere theory to back our contention that it
would cost us nothing to obtain this eighty million dollars’ worth of busi-
ness. We have the actual experience of the United States. The cost which
that country was put to in transferring business from other countries to its
own has been repaid one hundred times over. Witness the iron and steel
industries of the United States. No sane busines man can dispute the wis-
dom of the United States in placing prohibitory duties on iron and steel, in
order to establish the iron and steel industries within the limits of that
country. By adopting a policy of effective protection, the United States has
become the greatest manufacturing country in the world. The cost of ob-
taining such distinction, whatever it may have been, is insignificant com-
pared with the benefits the country is now enjoying as a result of it.

The one great question before the people of Canada to-day is the trans-
fer to the Dominion of this eighty million dollars’ worth of business. Most
of it is now done in the United States, but quite a bit, in the aggregate,
is done in Germany, France, Belgium and other countries, as well .as, of
course, Great Britain. Our total export trade in 1900 was $191,894,723. It
we were to succeed in transplanting into Canada industries aggregating an
output of eighty millions a year, we would increase our business by an
amount equal to 42 per cent. of our total export trade. Eighty million dol-
lars is more than double the amount of our export trade to the TUnited
States if we exclude coin and bullion. It is hard to imagine what such an
increase in our business would mean for the country. It would easily in-
crease our population by a million people. It would eclipse any and every
immigration scheme that has ever been devised or put into force in Canada.
And the great feature of the project is that we can put it into execution with-
ouit consulting any foreign government. And as to the alleged cost of put-
insignificant it is compared with the resultant
advantages!

The most that can be said against the policy is that it would cause an
increase in the price of some commodities. But this increase would only
be temporary, and it would be hardly appreciable by the average individual.
Not a soul would emigrate from Canada because of any increase in the
price of goods that might result from an effective protection tariff.

GRABBING THE INTERCOLONIAL

Some years ago a movement was or-
ganized for grabbing Canada’s nation-
al railway, known as the Intercoloni-
al,by the Canadian Pacific. Politicians
on both sides and newspapers were
secured by one means and ancther
to aid this enterprise. It failed for

a time, but apparently it has now
been started anew in the City of HAl-
fax, and to-day a resolution (printed
in our news columns) is to go before
the Board of Trade of that city,which
declares, in substance, that govern-
ment ownership is a failure, that it
costs more to run the road than it
would if it were a private enterprise,
and that the best thing to do is to
give it over to the Canadian Pacific!
We are sorry to confess that we be-
lieve that some of this opinion is be-
ing bought and paid for. Politicians,
for a consideration or in the hope
of future benefit, and newspapers for

a price, either present or prospective,
are advocating this idea; and even
Ontario newspapers and politicians
are also joining in with it. If the
Intercolonial weré given to the Cana-
dian Pacific, it could be bonded for
from fifty to one hundred millions
of dollars, and this money could be
used partly to improve the C.P.R., as
they' claim, partly in establishing a
fast Atlantic service and partly in
boodling among the politicians and
newspapers that would aid and abet
the scheme. That is the whole plan.
The people of Canada have had
enough experience of this kind, and if
they imtend to sit quietly down and
see themselves robbed further
and put still further under the
heel of railway monopoly they
will only have themselves to
blame. There is ten millions of bood-

le in it for somebody, and this will

be distributed round, so as to do the
most good.

There is only one future for the
Intercolonial, and that is to take it
out of politics at once and give it to
a man like Mr. Hays to manage as a
business proposition. When this is
done, the Intercolonial could be made
a splendid investment and could be
used to regulate the rates of other
roads owned by private corporations.

Government ownership is in the air
these days, and is coming to be a great
fact; and it is because of the fear
that the Intercolonial may become a
great independent railway that will
regulate other roads that the grab-
bing scheme is now on foot to destroy
its usefulness and to take away from
the people of Canada their best and
greatest asset. The public must keep
an eye on those politicians and those

newspapers who are favoring not

only the absolute giving away to the
Canadian Pacific of an asset that cost
them about $70,000,000, but who at
the same time are declaring that pub-
lic ownership is a public curse.

CANADIAN BANKING FACILITIES

One of the most interesting features
of Canada’s material history has been
the recent enormous increase in the
banking business of the country. With
the rapid industrial and commercial
development that has marked the past
few years, the demands upon our
financial institutions have grown
apace until many have been taxed to
their utmost limits, and in cases they
have been unable to meet the calls
made on them. Their capital has not
been equal to the requirements of
their customers.

Partially foreseeing this state of af-
fairs, the alert financiers who preside
over many of our leading banks have
taken care during the past few years
to increase the capitalization of their
several institutions. That these in-
creases in capital have been fully
warranted is proven by the high prices
at which the new stocks have been
gobbled up by the old sha.reholder,s.
For instance, the Bank of Toronto’s
new stock was issued at a premium
of 100 per cent.; that of the Domin-
jon Bank at a premium of 100 per
cent.; that of the Bank of Hamilton at
66 per cent. premium; and those of
other banks at the folowing premi-
ums: Imperial, 75 per cent.; Molsouns,
75 per cent.; Royal, 76, and Ottawa
and Nova Scotia at zood premiums.

But in spite of these and other in-
creases; totalling in all some $8,000,-
000 during the past ten years, the
banks are still unequal to the exdct-
ing position in which the existing
era of prosperity places them. In
proof of this it need only be stated
that some banks are sending away
first-class mercantile and manufactur:
ing accounts gimply because they
have not notes to handle them. They
are likewise for the same reason re:
stricting business on the Stock Ex-
changes by refusing to make call
loans on good colla.tom‘_?t high rates.
In meeting applicants théy admit that
the securi&y offered is excellent, but
that they fctually have not the money
to lend, ‘and not only do they turn
away new business,but in many cases
they are unable to meet the increas-
ing requirements of old customers of
long standing. It is as bad for a bank
as for a store to refuse business,so the
reader will readily realize the cramp-
ed position actually occupied by these
financial institutions to-day.

A most striking ‘indication of the
marked stringency in the country’s
currency is found in the fact that sev-
eral of the banks, having exhausted
their own resources, have of late been
issuing the notes of rival institutions.
Everyone who is aware how desirable
it is for a bank to circulate its own
notes will appreciate the acute situ-
ation to which this fact points.

Again in the strain to meet the
business demands upon them some of
the banks have come almost danger-
ously near the limit of note circula-
tion permitted by the Canadian Bank-
ing Act, which imposes a severe pen-
alty for any excess of such circula-

tion over the unimpaired paid-up capi-

The above figures show that there
has been same pretty close sailing.
On Sept. 30, the Bank of Toronto -
maintained a safety margin of only
$67,000, while Dominion was down to -
$10,000, Ontario to $25,000, Standard-
to $31,000, Hamilton to $110,000, Mol-
sons to $41,000, Nova Scotia to $33,000
Royal to $96,000.° The Banks
Commerce and Montreal, as excep+
tions, preserved large margins.

At the end of September, the note
circulation of the banks stood at $66,-
037,407, against a paid-up capital of
$67,486,687. At this date the aggre-
gate margin has been greatly reduc-
ed.

In short, Canada seems to be face
to face with a decided need for fur-
ther banking facilities, and, if we do
not get them, there appears to be a.
danger of our trade being crippled
and our general commercial progress
handicapped.

The question arises: What is the
remedy? g

Two remedies have been suggested.
The first is that the existing banks
further increase their capital and the
second is that new banks be establish- -

ed.

In view of the increases which
have already taken place in the capi-
tal of many of the banks, it is not like-
ly that their shareholders will consent
to the first suggested remedy being
carried out. In many cases, they feel
that they have of late authorized suf-

ficient increases of capital, and will -
make a stand for increases of divi-
dends, instead of enlargement of the
capitalization, on which dividends are
to be paid. ¢

As to the second suggested re-
medy, viz.,, the establishment of
new  banks, that ghould mnot
prove a difficult matter. ‘In
view of the fact that on a total capl-
tal of $67,000,000 our banks have, in
25 years, built up a reserve of nearly
$37,000,000, shareholders for such
fresh enterprises should not be hard
to secure, especially when we consid-
er that this reserve fund has been -
built up after dividends, expenses,
etc., have been pald.

Under the restrictions imposed by
the amended Canadian Banking Act,
any new institution will have to be &
substantial one. Sec. 10 of that Act
provides that no bank can be incor<
porated with a less suscribed capital,
than $500,000, and
under existing circumstances, any new
-yventure would come out with less than
$1,000,009 capital.

At this juncture,

Petitioner in Beauharnois Election
Trial Offered Money to
Throw the Case.

BERGERON'S LAWYER SUBSTITUTED

A Nice Game Worked, But It Was
Discovered in Time to Undo
the Damage.

Montreal, Nov. 19.—A. scandalous tran-
section has just come to lght in connec-
tion with the Beauharnois contested elec-
tion case, and one that shows the Liberal
mechine in this province to be quite as
devold of honor as its sister organization
in Ontario and Prince Edward Island.

It appears that some Montreal Liberals
have for months past been endeavoring to

corrupt Mr. J. G. H. Bergeron’s petitioner,
Mr. J. E. Poider, and when the prelimi-
nary objections were on they offered him
$150 it he would not go to court.

A day or two ago, Mr. Lorandean, advo-
cate of Valleytield, to his great surprise,
received a notice from a Liberal hwyer
in Montreal, whose otfice is in the New
York Life Bullding, stating that he had
been substituted in the Beauharnois case.

A few hours after this Mr. Bergeron and
Mr. F. J. Bisailion, K.C, discovered
Poirier in Montreal and learned the whole
story. ''he Liberal worthies, so Poirier
relates, promised him $200 as soon as the
dirty work would be accomplished, but
the petitioner knowing his men, wisely
demanded the cash at once. The office of
a well-known Montreal politiclan was com-
municited with, the result being that
Poirier received $100 in Ontario Bank bills
and a promise made before two witnesses
that he should have $100 six months
hence. The Montreal hug-the-machine
boys also asked Poirier if He had any of
Mr. Bergeron’s letters, and, replying in the
affirmative, he was told that they were
worth money to the great Liberal party.
Poirier soon after this delivered over one
of these letters, for which he says he
received $50, but Mr. Bergeron says they
are at liberty to publish it just as soon
as they like.

When Messrs. Bergeron and Bisalllon
found Polrier on Sunday evening, he told
them he was glad they had come, as he
intended to go to Beauharnois and undo
what he had done. 'The papers were ready,
however, and the Conservative lawyer was
at once reinstated as the petitioner’s legal
representative, and the man 4n the New
York Life Building was deposed.

CHINA SELLS WARSHIPS.

France Gets 2 Cruisers and Russia
8 and 2 Torpedo Boats.

San Francisco, Nov. 19.—Oriental advices
recelved at Tacoma report the sale by
China of two cruisers to France and three
cruisers and two torpedo boat destroyers to
Russia. The vessels sold to Russia are the
Haishen, Haishao and Haiyung, all built at
the Vuleau yard, Stettin. The price paid
for the cruisers and topedo boats is given
as $5,000,000. This makes the transaction
a pritable one for Russia, as three cruisers
alone recently cost China $6,500,0000. These
vessecls comprised China's Pel Yaung sqaa-
dron, which China found an expensive and
unnecessary luxury.

The Jupaa Times reports the vessels sold
to France to be the cruisers Kienwel and
Kienon,now nearly completed at Foo Chow.
China started work on the vessels by the
advice of Frenchmen, the material neing
| imported from France. Being unable to
