the British government intend® to propose 
a reform of the procedure of parliament to 
overcome obstruction.

The scheme will suggest that the House 
assemble at 2.30 p.m. Instead of 4, that 
government business be taken first, that 
an adjournment from 7.30 until 9 be taken 
for dinner, that questions then be taken up 
and ordinary business be carried on unm 
midnight.

Under the existing system questions form 
the first business of the House of Com­
mons and give rise to ranch obstruction.

It will also be proposed that estimates

$be first considered by a strong committee 
representing all sections of the House, m 
whose proceedings the duration of speeches 
would be limited, and that the existing 
cumbrous method of taking divisions be 
superseded by the self-registering 
machinery used in most Continental legist 
features.

Under the new scheme disorderly mem­
bers would -he more sternly punished for 
the first bffensc and suspended for a 
month .with increasing punishment for re­
newed offense, and offenders would be 
compelled to apologize before being per­
mitted to return to parliament.

SMALLPOX IN VIENNA.

MR. CHARLTON INVITED. London, Nov. 19.—A despatch to The 
Times from Vienna says the cold weather 
has greatly increased the number of cases 
of smallpox in that city, which appeared 
to be decreasing lately. Yesterday 35 fresh 
cases were reported, the largest number 
any day so far. The disease seems to 
have spread over most of the poorer neigh­
borhoods of the metropolis.

Detail* of Joint Stock Company 
Now Being Worked Oat.

Ontario cannera are working out the de­
tails of a Joint stock company, which looks 
to control all the principal canning indus­
tries In the Province. The object of the 
amalgamation is to control the output, 
raise the prices and secure 
freight rates from different points in On­
tario to the leading markets.

The scheme is under consideration at ft 
meeting now beiug held at the Walker 
House. About twenty cannera are pre­
sent. During the past year, the associa­
tion has had several! meetings, and It was 
decided to make an advance In the prices, 
and endeavor to limit the output. This 
had the effect of overcoming the glut In 
the market, but the scheme, to be effec­
tive, and to satisfy the small canners, had 
to make provision for these men. The 
small canners could not afford to run 
half time, and take chances of finding a 
market at the increased prices agnekl 
upon.

“They will have Vo be bought out,” re­
marked a large manufacturer of canned 
goods to The World. “We are trying to 
form a company to buy out all the fac­
tories, operate the largest ones, and get 
fair prices for our goods. The competition 
has been killing half of us, and there has 
been no money In the business for the 
past couple of year*. The smaller fac­
tories will be shut down, and the ones 
remaining will be run full time.”

Whether the arrangement It Is proposed 
to make will be satisfactory to the ma­
jority of the canners, remains to be seen, 
but nearly all are in favor of the trust 
proposition.

The scheme, as outlined at this time, 
embraces the organization of a company, 
each canner receiving stock to the value 
of his plant. The company will assume 
control of aM the factories, and continue 
to operate those which can be depended 
upon to yield a good output of goods, and 
the small plants will be shut down com­
pletely, at least until the surplus product 
is all worked off.

Sec. 10 of that Act 
provides that no bank can be incor­
porated with a less suscribed capital, 
than $500,000, and it is not likely that, 
under existing circumstances, any new 
venture would come out with less than 
$1,000,000 capital.

At this juncture, one such Institu­
tion would afford considerable relief 
to the business community, and help 
to facilitate the expanding tendencies 
at present noticeable ln Canadian 
trade and commerce, as well as prove 
a good source of profit to the share­
holders.
