GLACE BAY, N. 8., July 6.—(Spe­
cial.)—The first day In the Mg strike 
between the United Mine Workers of 
America and the Dominion Coal Com­
pany ends with both sides expressing 
themselves a* satisfied.

At 6 o'clock this evening the strike 
situation was a Jittle better defined, 
but any attempt at reaching exact fig­
ures Is attended with embarrassment. 
The coal company claims to have 60 per 
cent, of its regular force at work, a 
statement which Is strenuously denied 
by the officials of the U. M. W., who 
cteimed that only about 1000 of the 6200 
regular men employed were on the Job 
to-dag».

President James Ross was at No. 2 
Co’Uiery all day. This mine was Idle 
without a doubt. There was nothing 
doing at the banking station either, and 
It Is said that an attempt was made 
this afternoon to bring In men from 
Loulsburg to start that work. This re­
port cannot be confirmed.

At Dominion No. 1 the coal company 
i say that not more men are absent from 

work than Is customary after a pay­
day. This mine employs about 75b, and 
the U.M.W. Claim that 260 men Is well 
within the mark of the number that 
turned out to-day, and of those 136 are 
Italian laborers and not coal miners. 
There Is practically no skilled labor at 
this mine.

A number of men who were at work

If there are no fortifications of any 
account guarding the boundary be­
tween the Dominion end the republic, 
and no war fleets on the great lakes, 
that happy estate is due to the action 
of the British Government, whose 
policy In that regard Canada has fol­
lowed. A Canadian defence force, whe­
ther on sea or land, Is no more a men­
ace to Its continuance than are the 
fleets and army of the United States. 
No British statesman of either politi­
cal party has once said or hinted, and 
it Is quite safe to add, has ever con­
templated, that European continental 
conditions should be reproduced *n 
North America. The suggestion con­
trariwise made, and of late frequently 
repeated, has no foundation whatever 
In fact, and Its circulation Is calcu­
lated to hinder rather than help the

“To see the reports ln the papers, ■ 
you would think that Colbelt had been 
destroyed by last week’s fire, but from 
the station, visitors would scarcely 
know that there had been a Are. 
district burnt consisted only of Argen­
tine-* treet. northeast from the rear or 
the Imperial Bank out past the bridge 
for about a third of a mile. This was 
the poorest portion of the town, being 
built mostly of shacks. The Are will 
prove beneficial rather than otherwise.

Cobalt Is busier and: more active than 
ever. The population is now estimated 
at 7000. and lt Is certainly a busy spot.
In fact the visitor In the town a. year 
ago would hardly know lt now. Busi­
ness Is booming and the mines gener­
ally are being actively worked, giving 
employment to much larger forces of 
miners than ever before.

”|The development of the Lawson «■ 
now much In the public eye. I vm 
out there on Monday. It was difficult 
to see lt well as they were shooting off 
'blasts continually. I was fortunate, 
however, to have a look down the main 
shaft. There plenty of very rich ore 
was being brought up. It will no 
doubt develop into a great producer.

"Owing to the accident on the Crown 
'Reserve, In which one man was killed, 
and five others were almost suffocated,
I did not inspect this property again, 
but from what I heard It Is still show­
ing up splendidly, In fact, the whole 
Kerr Lake district Is humming with 
activity, all the properties there be­
ing actively worked. This includes as 
the principal properties Lawson, 
Crown Reserve, Kerr Lake, Hargrave 
and Drummond.

"The plant on the Temiskamlng is 
one of' the 'best in the district, hut the 
general Impression Is that they need 
to go ahead with development work to 
a greater extent than heretofore. They 
have started 1n to build a concentra- 

Durtng the construction period 
the funds of the mine will no doubt be 
used to pay for the new work, and It 
does not look to me as If divi­
dends can be resumed 'before January 
1, From then on, the mine should foe 
able to make better returns than ever.

"I had an opportunity on this trip 
of inspecting the Kerr Lake mine to a 
much greater extent than on- any of 
my former trips. What I saw was 
amazing to me. Great, quantities of 
rich ore are exposed everywhere all 
thru the mine. It surprises me that 
more has not 'been heard In Toronto of 
the Kerr Lake mine, as to my mind, 
if Is the most Impressive sight In the 
whole Cobalt camp to-day. It has evi­
dently 'been the policy of the manage­
ment to take out only such ore as is 
necessary to pay expenses end the 
present 24 per cent, dividends. !Thls 
takes about 200,000 ounces a month. 
All the rest of the ore has been left 
In the mine. I was down the No. 7 
shaft to the 160 foot level, and walked | 
northerly out on the Kerr Lake. The 
property extends to the centre of the 
Lake up to the Crown Reserve line. 
At this level you can walk out on the 
Kerr Lake to within 60 feet of the 
Crown iReserve line, and thence easter­
ly down to the Drummond line. In 
this section I saw four very rich veins; 
they were opened up to a few U et, and 
then left with drill holes bored ready 
to shoot out at any time. There are 
rafts of rich ore alii thru the mine, 
lying ready for stoning. In fact there 
has 'been practically no stoplng done 
yet, expenses and dividends being 
paid out of the ore taken ln the course 
of development. Ore reserves are pil­
ing up week by week. A month ago it 
was announced that three .tons of ore 
were being put Into sight for every one 
taken out, but since then the 'big dis­
covery of an ore body 20 inches wide 
anti running 6000 ounces to the ton was 
made. There are four rich veins com­
ing into the property from Kerr Lake. 
There Is the No. 7 vein, the Macdon­
ald vein, and the No. 3 or Jacob’s 
vein, the average ore of which runs 
4300 ounces to the ton. They could 
easily block out half a dozen tons for 
each ton taken out. In the course 
of development they are now compel­
led .to block out fully four tons for 
each ton taken out. The mine Is 
shipping 200,000 ounces a month and is 
adding about four times that to Its 
ore reserves. If the management wish 
they could undoubtedly add far more 
than that to the reserves. This would 
mean that with silver at 50c an ounce, 
$400,000 a month is being added to the 
a>set value of. the mine. In the next 
upward movement in the Oobalts, I 
expect to see Kerr Lake become the 
market leader, and It will ln a few 
months’ Lime be seen selling at doable 
Its present prices.

Neêbitt was told by the policeman on 
the comer near the Metropolitan 
Church that If he wanted the Ameri­
cans to stop the outrage, he Miould■ go- 
and do 1t himself. Begot no mor satis­
faction at police headquarters, where 
a sergeant said he "supposed If any 
persons wanted to buy British flags 
they could trail them along thru the 
dirt or do what they liked with them.

iA “Canadian” takes notice of the In­
cident, writing as follows:

"I was not greatly surprised to read 
the account of the British flag being 
trailed In the dirt by a crowd of Amer­
ican motorists, for scurvy treatment 
of the British flag has become habitual 
with certain classes of. United States 
visitors. These people know that we 
are not Jlwrolstte about our Hag, In­
deed they must be of the opinion that 
w« Are altogether indifferent to It. 
There is no country under the sun— 
not excepting even Germany—euppoe- 
ed to be an enemy—which so persist-' 
ently and systematically Insults the 
British" flag, as the United States. In 
most parts of the States, a British flag 
would ibe tom to pieces If anyone dar­
ed to plant» it In a conspicuous place, 
and in any event, It is tolerated only 
when accompanied by a larger Ameri­
can flag placed above the British. Now • 
bear in mind, they make no objection 
to a German, French or even Chinese 
flag, but our flag le talbooed, and sub­
jected to continual Insult. Vet they 
talk of amity and friendship between 
the two nations! A one-sided friend­
ship I calf It.

But in spite of the disgraceful treat­
ment accorded the Union Jack in the 
United States, we calmly allow the 
Stars and Stripes to be flown in Can­
ada on all occasions. No national 
holiday or celebration seems to be com­
plete without the presence of a few 
“etarry eruptions," while at summer 
reeorts everything Is simply '-mother­
ed with them. And we say never a 
word, No wonder so many Americans 
think we would jump at annexation.

"Now I believe in International 
courtesy, but I like to receive as well 
as give It. If Americans want to fly 
their flag in our country, let them re­
spect the Union Jack when It Is dis­
played in the States. To «ay the leMt 
American display howling taate Ai» 
the worst possible manner*. They im­
pose on us because they think we will 
stand it. If to raise an American flag 
in Canada meant a mob of angry and 
bloodthirsty Canadians would they fly 
It so often? '

“Now about this automobile affair. 
The gentleman who witnessed It, 
could do us a favor, by giving us the 
number of the policeman who failed to 
Int- refer and arrest the offender,also the 
name of the poBce sergeant who re­
ceived the statement of the outrage 
with so little concern. We would like 
to know who they are, and »o, doubt­
less would Mayor Oliver and the Chief 
of Police, Colonel Grasett-eboth loyal 
citizens.

"And for God's sake, let Canadians 
put a stop to this national disgrace of 
allowing the American flag to take 
first place In a British country.”
