Wi, G. Gooderham, president o1
the derham & Worts Distillery Co.,
talked intérestingly to a World reporter
yesterday respecting the situation creat-
eéd by the Ontario Temperance Act.
“Our concern is nearly a century old,”

We
are not going to make any new departure
in that regard after the 16th. We are
not manufacturing and have not been
for some time, because our plant 1s n
the possession of the British Govern-
ment, We have a large stock of whiskey
on hand, enough to supply the country for
a year or two, and we will dispose of it
according to law unless Mr. Hearst
and his government decide to confiscate
it. They have pretty well confiscated
all our property, worth many million dol-
lars, but our stock on hand we are free
to sell under certain limitations.”

Replying to a question Mr. Gooderham
sald that the company disposed of a
great deal of its product in Montreal and
that the demand showed no sign of de-
creasing. No doubt customers of the
compeny in Montreal would sell to con-
sumers in Ontario, but the Gooderham &
‘Worts Co. would not supply blank appli-
cations and envalopes as the brewers in-
tended to do. FaE 3

"“WiH your whiskey have to be shipped
out of the province and then re-shippea
into the province agdin to supply house-
holders pesiding in Ontario?”

‘“That 1s a question in which T am not
interested. We do not propose to fight
the Ontario Temperance Act or take any
step to have it interpreted.”

Tho Mr. Gooderham would not dis-
cuss this phase of the question, a leading
official of the company who was present,
told The ‘World that he had no doubt a
purchaser in Montreal might have his
Hquor delivered directly to the Umtamo
householder from the Gooderham &
Worts bonded warehouses in Ontario. It
would be necessary, he thought, to actu-
ally transport the liquor to Montreal and
from Montreal back to Toronto. 'That
at least seemed to be the meaning of
Section 43 of the Ontario Temperance
Act. :

Section 40 1s the prohibitory section of
the law, Andl sectict 43 declares that ber- |
tain things will'iist T5e' coR@étdered In vio-
lation of section 40, /'This it exempts
certain judicial sdles. It exempts from
liability common carriers bringihg liquor
into the province to householiders, and it
dw that the law will'not'be violated
by ‘efrrying or conveying liguor ‘‘from a
place. where such Hquor may’ be lawfully
kept'and lawfully delivered in Ontario to
another p'ace in Ontario whére the same
may be lawfully kept.”

As lquor can be lawfully kept in the
private residence of a householder, there
would seem to_be ground for the conten-
tion that it may be carried and delivered
to a private résidence from a bonded
warehouse. Both are places in which
liquor may be lawfully kept. The Good-
erham & Worts Company, however, will
simply abide by the declsion of the courls
and will not, of its own motion, launch
any ltigation.

Let us for a moment discuss the
Manitoba scandals and others of a
similar kind, Frankly they amount te
this, that contractors are overpaid
and “divvy” up with the political
party in control of the government
The case of the dgricultural college
Was in a way typical.’ The contractor
g0t eight thousand seven o)iundred
dollars more than he asked, but gave

the campaign fund,

All government contractors are ex-
pected to come across with campaign
contributions when there is to be an
election. We all know that, and it
would be hypocritical to pretend to be
surprised if the Grits no less than
the Tories fry all the fat they ean out
of the contractor; they will probably

It is in bad taste, but not inherent-

. Bhis year we miss the usual oute
ery from financial men about the
heavy burden laid upon them by ecrop
moving, In the old days it was con-
sidered so heavy a strain upon the
banks that money and credit were

~
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almost unavailable to people in the
east, while the western farmers were
being served. :

Moving the crops seems now to be
as simple a thing, from @a financial
standpoint, as moving a grand piano.

Yet less than ten years ago American
bankers found the job so difficult that
we had on this continent something
like a flnancial panic. We were bolld
that there was not enough currency
in the United States to transact the
business of the country, and for a’
time indeed a “currency famine”
existed.
was hailed as a national benefactor,
because he in some way managed to
get some of the country’s money. into
circulation, We were quite proud of
ourselves in Canada because the banks
were able to keep their notes in eir-
culation, but we felt the effect of the
Squeeze, and our national debt in-
creased by many millions in a few
months’ time,

This year the crops are moving on
either side of the line with prime
coinmercial paper selling around. four
per cent. in New York and Chicago.
The United States is lending money to
foreign nations by the billion and
here in Canada we are financing our
part in a great war, and actually lend-
ing money and credit by the.hundred
millions to the mother counfry, For
any one to suggest that either Can-
ada or the United States could not
finance a harvest would be considered
absurd.

It will be sald in explanation, that
the big European war has created
something Hke flush times on  this
side of the Atlantic, and it is true that,
the entente nations furnish an eager
market for nearly everything we can
gather from farm, forest, mine, or sea.
But is this the entire explanation?
The United States was one of the
richest, perhaps the richest nation in
the world in 1907; her national debt
Wwas negligible, her credit was at the
highest, and the international rate of
interest was abfnormally low, Yet the
people of the United States found
themselves without currency, withofit
the mechanism for carrying on ordi-
nary business. Credits were, therefore,
congested and business stagnant. The
farmer with wheat on his hands of
undoubted value the world over, could
not obtain the ready money he need-
ed to pay the storekeeper, the imple~
ment man, and other creditors, The
énormous, almost unlimited credit of
the nation served no purpose whate-
ever in relieving the situation,

It was the Federal Reserve Bank
Act which corrected this anomaly, As
soon as the national credit wag avail-
able for the re-discount of good paper
all talk of “tight credits” disappeared,
The banker freely ‘discounted paper
for his customers instead of hoard-
ing vast reserves in anticipation of a
possiple “run on” the bank, All talk
of a currency famine disappeared,
when the government stood ready to
issue national currency against good
collateral,

This wise legislation, even more
than the war, put our neighbors on
their feet, Everyone today declares
himself in favor of the principle of
national currency and state hanks of
rediscount, The Republicans can
only try to divide the ‘credit with
President Wilson by saying that the
Information upon which he acted was
gathered together and digested by the
“monetary commission” in the time
of President Taft. No one is wild
enough to suggest that the law ought

It is true that farmers are holding
wheat for a rise, and that crop moving
less severely taxes finanéial and trans-
portation resources than in former
vears.

On the other hand, they wish
to be as liberal as possible with their
licenses to any person who shows a
genuine intention of keeping hotel in
the generally accepted meaning of the
term,
