Hfnnessy still was unconscious to­
day, and the others were so weak that 
they were hardly able to articulate.

Murphy has a troublesome cough, 
which he refuses to permit the doctors 
or nuns to do anything to alleviate.

The correspondent ot the Associated 
Frees again was permitted this morn­
ing to enter the Jail and talk with the 
government's physicians- He found 
that the physicians themselves were 
suffering from the effects of the severe 
strain they are under. Also, he learn­
ed the four nuns who, in pairs, are on 
duty day and night, and the prison 
chaplain are on the point of a break­
down, due to their unceasing vigils at 
the bedside of the hunger strikers. Dr. 
Pearson, it was learned, had had no 
sleep for 48 hours.

’"The history of the pioneers strikes 
the keynote of all Canadian life. If 

ever ldse that keynote a great 
national calamity would come upon 
us,’ declared Premier Drury when he 
addressed the annual meeting of the 
York Pioneer and Historical Society 
held at Sharon on Saturday.

The premier emphasised the Import­
ance of preserving something of the 
romance of pioneer life for succeeding 
generations. He felt that by so doing 
a strong national life would be built 
up to a higher degree. He contended 
that every county should have an or­
ganization similar to that of the York 
Pioneers and whose business it would 
be to collect and record all (the old 
stories and tales of their grand­
fathers. These, he said, were in a 
large measure ‘ being forgotten. His­
tory suffered thru the lack of such 
organizations. In- such tales as these 
was written the true history of Can­
ada, telling, as they didv of the strug­
gles, the hardships and' the triumphs 

• of sturdy forefathers.
The premier said he was .proud of 

his pioneer ancestry. He himself was 
the grandson of a pioneer and, lived 
on the homestead which his grand­
father and father hewed from the vir­
gin forest. He still retains the or­
iginal crown patent and lives in the 
house his grandfather built In 1886. 
He thought that In New Ontario, the 
solid scheme of settlement practised 
by the early pioneers in Old Ontario 
could be followed with success, 
great danger confronting us in Can­
ada is that we of the original stock 
should forgett o labor with our hands. 
We seem to think that manual labor 
Is a thing for the so-called 'lower 
classes’ only,” continued the premier, 
whe added that lie firmly believed in 
the old proverb, “In the sweat of thy 
brow shaK thou eat bread,” the prac­
tical application of which would solve 
the present day troubles of a work- 
shy world. He advocated the foster­
ing of a spirit of unselfishness and 
sacrifice as did the early settlers.

Wants Pioneer History.
The premier made a strong appeal 

for the compilation of a real pioneer 
history before It was too late. He 
considered the Present day history 
books reflected in a very dim manner 
the real life of the early settlers In 
thé country. ’’Such a history will not 
be merely a preservation of sentiment, 
but a real work Inspiring family, 
neighborhood and race continuity."

Senator Blain, a native of Peel 
county, briefly reviewed the work done 
by the York Pioneer Society.

Chief Big Canoe, a descendant of 
the original Canadians and one of the 
oldest members of the association, was 
reminiscent In the speech he deliver­
ed. He told the audience that he was 
86 years of age, tho he did hot know 
when - his birthday was. From his 
mother he learned that he was bom 
"at the time the frost leaves Its-win­
ter quarters." With him the chief 
brought relics of his tribe and pre­
sented a tomahawk which had beJong- 
ed to his great-grandfather to the 

- society. The tomahawk, bore the dark 
stains of paleface blood. The relics 
were examined with much interest by 
those present, as« was also Ms pictur­
esque and war-like headgear, which he 
announced he would present to the 
society on a future occasion.

I A nSIVAGRANT SUSPECT 
HAD AMPLE CHANGE

Full of enthusiasm over his plan to 
lift the America's Cup next year with 
a Canadian-built. Canadian-owned and 
Canadian - manned yacht. Commodore 
A. C. Ross of the Royal Cape Breton 
Yacht Club outlined the means-by 
which he hopes to realize his ambition 
to The World at the King Edward 
Hotel last night.

Commodore Ross has just arrived T A- 
from New York, and he states that 
public opinion in the States is all op­
posed to the freak yachts which can 
only sail in certain kinds of weather, 
and is longing for a real lionest-to- 
goodness sailorman's race, in which 
the boats will not have to wait for 
made-to-order weather before they 
can venture forth to race.

The type of boat with which Com­
modore Ross proposes to try for the 
America’s cup is that of the sea-going 
schooner used by fishermen off the 
Nova Scotia .coasts.

"The men who will sail her," said 
Mr. Ross, "will be men whose every 
day .at sea witnesses not a race for 
sport, but a race for livelihood." He 
then went on to describe how a man 
was stationed aloft to watch for 
schools of fishes. Flocks of sea birds 
always followed the schools, and as 
soon ns the birds were sighted the 
men aloft gave the signal to the 
crews below, and then ensued a race 
among the various schooners to get to 
the school first, for the first to arrive 
got the biggest catch.

“Then,” said Mr. Ross, “after the 
fish are taken there Is another racé to 
port, for the schooner that gets there 
first can get the highest price for its 
catch. From these fishermen^ wlhose 
dally toll is a race for livelihood, we 
shall recruit the crew for the chal­
lenger, and the captain of one of 
these fishing schooners will be chosen 
to sail the Maple Leaf, for that Is what 
the challenger Is to be named.”

Named “Maple Leaf”
She is to be called the Maple Leaf 

for, according, to Mr. Ro?s’ plans, she 
is to be a nationally-owned boat. 
Every citizen of Canada will be given 
an opportunity to become a share­
holder in her.

The plan by which the building of 
the chllenger Is to be financed has not 
been finally determined, 
probable that one or two newspapers 
in every city thruout Canada will be 
asked to open subscription lists.
-The money handed into the 

papers will be turned over to desig­
nated trust companies, who will 
as trustees of the fund. The trustees 

HI .then Issue a certificate to the 
contributor certifying that he is a 
Shareholder in Canada's national 
yacht.

-Mr. Ross hopes that the Royal Cape 
Breton Yacht Club will be able to 
challenge in time to have the 
sailed next fall. The terms governing 
the competition'demand that the’chal- ■ 
lenge,, with a full description of the 
challenger, be in the hands of the de- 
venders, the New York Yacht Club, 
mouths before the race. This makes 
necessary immediate preparations for 
raising the money to build the "Maple 
Leaf" and full details are likely to be 
announced in a few days.

Besides- the newspaper subscription 
lists Mr. Ross has in mind a tag day, 
to be hejd all over Canada about the 
middle of October. Subcriptions will 

-be limited from $1 to $100, and with 
one exception none but Canadians 
Will be allowed to subscribe.

Asked by whom the boat would be 
built, Mr. Ross replied: “No Nichol­
son or no Fife will design her, but a 
real Canadian fisherman, who knows 
a ship from keel to topmast. She will 
be about 130 feet overall, 80-foot 
wâter-llne and about 27-foot beam.
She will be built of steel plates at 
Sydney, where there are great steel 

j works, and the plates will be. welded 
instead of riveted, if necessary, and 
then enameeld, so she will glide thru 
’■he water with the minimum of resist­
ance.”

The So­
cialist Deputy Daragona presented „ 
resolution in the name of the Genera] 
Confederation of Labor, favoring a 
compromise. This was adopted by a 
majority of 200,000 votes. The total 
representation present was 1,094,000.

Darcgona’s resolution says that the 
dispute of the metal workers cannot be 
solved now by simply settling the dif­
ferences which arose when the dispute 
began. and declares :

"Today’s historical moment renders 
impossible hereafter the present re­
lations between masters and work­
men; determines that the further di­
rection of the present movement be 
taken over by the General Confedera­
tion of Labor, with the assistance of 
the Socialist party, and that the aim 
of the struggle be an acknowledg­
ment on the .part of the masters of the 
principle that their works shall be 
controlled by the men’s union.”

This, said Signor Daragona, will 
open the way to further conquests of 
the workmen, which must Invariably 
lead to collective management and 
socialization, tfcus solving completely 
the problem of production. Mean- 
While contiÿl of métallurgie work by 
th> uniolis will give to the working 
classes the ‘ possibility of preparing 
themselves technically to substitute 
for the masters with the assistance of 
a technical staff.

worse or better oft? They had a re­
stricted home market with no large < 
cities and few Industrial centres. They 
lived comfortably, but ready money 
was scarce. Their net profits were 
largely absorbed by the purchase of 
imported goods. It was the National 
Policy which brought about the won­
derful transformation. The purchas­
ing power of the towns and cities was 
enormously increased. The earnings 
of the people remained in the country, 
for the manufacturer, like the farmer, 
exported only a small percentage of 
his production.

All this is so manifest that one is 
permitted to wonder whether anyone 
in Ontario seriously advocates free 
trade. Even the leaders of the Farm­
ers’ party balk at the free trade con­
clusion toward which, by their own 
arguments they are irresistibly 
drawn. They evade the point by say­
ing they do not want a majority in 
the next parliament or the control of 
the government, but only the balance 
of power. They said much the same 
thing in the provincial election last 
October, but they found power more 
or less thrust upon them. \

The danger to the country is the 
possibility of the Liberal and the 
Farmers' parties having a majority 

between them in the next house of 
commons. In that event it trHI be 
the farmers, with strength in many 
provinces, who will absorb or domin­
ate the Liberals, with strength only 
in the one province of Quebec. It will 
be the Farmers’ party, with definite 
views on the tariff question, that will 
prevail over the Liberal party, which 
in the past has preached free trade In 
opposition while It practised protec­
tion while In office.

In any event, such a coalition would 
mean business uncertainty and busi­
ness stagnation. The home market of 
the farmer would be in danger and he, 
like the manufacturer, would learn 
that the export market is more spec­
tacular than profitable. Especially 
will this prove to be true if Europe 
devotes herself to war and revolution 
instead of getting back to hard work. 
The home market is a cash market, 
and, best of all, it makes a nation 
self-sustained. The country which 
leans on Europe for support may get 
a serious tumble. Ontario people who 
bought Russian roubles are learning 
this to their cost, and who can say 
where the Italian lire, the German 
mark, or even the French, franc may 
be a year or even a month from now?

Montreal, Sept. 12.—T did not find 
evidence of any enthusiasm for feder­
ation with Canada during my recent 
visit to Newfoundland.

Transfer of Railway Control.
In 19Ô3, parliament decided that the 

control of railways was to be re­
moved from direct departmental and 
political Interference, and provjkllon 
wafe made for a board of railway 
commissioners. The board was subse­
quently constituted, and has since 
discharged the statutory and judicial 
functions assigned to It In a manner 
undoubtedly, on the whole/' in the 
public Interest, and to the general 
acceptation of the people. It has not 
byen interfered with by this or any 
other government. Instead of being 
a mere governmental department, the 
board is. by statute, constitued a 
court and has the rights, privileges 
and independence of a court.

Act Provides for Appeal.
The act, however, provides for an 

appeal to the governor In council, alid 
reserves the right of the governor in 
council on such appeals to vary or 
rescind any order, rule or decision of 
i he board. The practice that has 
grown up under this rulè is well set­
tled. The decisions of the board can­
not be lightly interfered with, 
matter ot fact, since the board com­
menced its operations no judgment 
or the board has been set aside by 
the governor in council.

The question of a stay of the board's 
judgment has been as carefully con­
sidered as the very short time at the 
government’s disposal 
sibie. The board’s judgment goes in­
to effect on Monday, the thirteenth 
instant. The government has had be- 
iore it the complete judgment of the 
railway commission embodying refer­
ences to the evidence and the reasons 
tor juugment. 
studied.

Report Judgment Unanimous.
The pudgment of the commlsisoners, 

which, it snould be pointed out, is 
animons, being concurred in by all the 
commissioners who sat upon the case, 
luither. indicates that the objections 
now urged were taken into account, 
and emphasizes that such objections 
went to the measure of relief that 
ought to be granted rather than to the 
claim thatno Increase should be made. 
The official judgment of the inter­
state commerce 
United States has, as well, been avail­
able for reference. This judgment, it 
may be noted, is now in force. A 
perusal of this judgment discloses that 
more general, and, in many cases, 
heavier increases have been granted 
to railways in that country. For 
ample, on coal the interstate 
merce commission has increased the 
rate 35 per cent, in western territory, 
and 40 per cent.» in eastern territory. 
In Canada, the. rates on coal are In­
creased 10c per ton on all existing 
rates not exceeding 80c; an Increase of 
15c per ton on all existing rates over 
80c per ton’ and not exceeding $1.60 
per ton, and 20c per ton on all exist­
ing rates over $1.60 per ton.

Coal Rates Lower Here
It will be noted the increase in Can­

ada is very considerably lower. Coal 
constitutes a large proportion of the 
total traffic -of Canadian carriers. The 
rates on sand, 
stone in the United States have been 
increased 40 per cent, for the eastern 
territory, and 35 per cent, in the west­
ern. In Canada, no increase whatever 
is allowed. On cordwood, slabs and 
mill refuse, used for domestic fuel, the 
same increase has been granted in the 
United States, while in Canada the in­
crease is held down to 10 per cent.

The general increases allowed in 
American territory are reduced in the 
cost of milk movement, the increase 
allowed there by the interstate 
merce commission being 20 per cent. In 
Canada no Increase whatever is allow -

Time Limited By Canada.

Over and above this, the increases 
tn the United States are not limited as 
to time in the manner as to which 
Increases in Canada are. The general 
increases of 35 per cent, in western 
territory and 40 per cent, in eastern 
territory allowed by

ment, to 30 per cent, and 35 per cent., 
effective January 1 next, and. in addi­
tion, the railway companies are bound 
to eu'bmit monthly statements so that 
their earnings may be checked and re­
ductions made in rates, in case the 
rates allow’ed proved unnecessarily 
high.

The above references are such mere­

ly as have been open to the ascertain­
ment of the government In the short 
time intervening before the date fixed 
for the application of the Commis­
sion’s order. They have been deemed 
as necessary to be taken into account 
when the government is asked to take 
responsibility for the confusion and 
possibly the injustice that may be 
done, at this date, interfering with 
the commission’s order to suspend its 
application. The whole subject can, 
however, be fully gone into on appeal, 
livery tacility will be given to argue 
the merit» of all contentions advanced 
and to review the entire order. If it 
should appear to be a case where the 
appeal should be granted and the deci­
sion modified or reversed, there could, 
if deemed proper, be provision for 
rebates of rales charged -beyond those 
ultimately fixed.

The government, white deciding that 
It could not justify now a suspension 
of the order, will facilitate in every 
way the early hearing of the appeal.

In the village of Port Dalhousie dozens 
of shade trees were- felled on the main 
street and the electric light system 
was put out of commission and trol­
ley Service between St. Catharines 
and the N. P- & T. Nav. line at Port 
Dalhousie interrupted, trucks being 
provided to transport passengers from 
Toronto on the steamer Dalhousie 
Ciiy to St. Catharines.

Niagara Falls Suffers.
Niagara Falls. Ont., Sept. 12.—(Can­

adian Press.)—Many severe storms 
have hit Niagara Falls this year, but 
the worst one came yesterday, caus­
ing a great deal of damage in the city 
end district. The factory of the Ni­
agara Falls Canning Company, a 
branch of the Dominion Cannera was 
unroofed, and large sections of roof 
carried hundreds of feet away. The 
roo was struck by lightning, and the 
storm wrecked the upper storey. The 
property damage will amount to $20.- 
000. Besides tho property damage, 
thousands of cans have been damaged 
by water.

Queen Victoria Park today presented 
a scene of ■ devastation. Hundreds of 
fine trees were uprooted and broken 
off. Power and light standards made 
of iron were bent like putty, and lie 
flat on the ground. Heavy limbs lie 
scattered all over the grounds.

In Niagara Falls hundreds of trees 
have been felled by the storm, and all 
the streets are littered with tree 
trunks and heavy limbs. Century- 
old trees on Lundy’s Lane have been 
torn out of the ground, as by a giant. 
The streets of the city became raging 
torrents, and metal was stripped off 
some of the steeper slopes. Power, 
telephone and telegraph lines are 
down all over the districL and It is 
expected to be a week before telephone 

81 lines can be restored.
In spite of the severity of the storm 

no accidents have been reported, altho 
there were many narrow escapes, 
pec tally In tfcV park, where maniy 
took shelter beiow the trees, and only 
panic-stricken runs saved them.

Niagara Falls, N. Y., is also badly 
battered, the state reservation being 
in as bad a condition as Queen Vic­
toria Park. Several windows of stores 
were blown In.

Several Narrow Escapes,
Niagara Falls, N.Y., Sept. 12.—Pros­

pect Park and Goat Island on the Am­
erican side, and Queen Victoria Park 
on the Canadian side of the Niagara 
River were laid waste by a storm of 
terrific violence late yesterday. Giant 
trees were uprooted by the force of the 
gale, wihle others were split by light­
ning.

There were no serious injuries as a 
result of the storm, but there were sev- 
eral. narrow escapes. Miss Anna-belle 
McAfasters, Saskatoon, Saak.; was cut 
by flying glass when the wind broke a 
window In the Prospect Park Administra­
tion building.

?nc®. rule of the Intercollegiate rugby 
football union, the rules commiseionàt 
a meeting on .Saturday afternoon, at 
the students union placed an interpra- 
tation on the rule, which in their opiinog. 
win eliminate the encouragement of off- 
side Interference.

The offside interference rule as revised 
permits interference for a distance of 
four yards from the line of scrimmage.
Since that rule was adopted, it was dis­
covered toy some of ttoe members of the 
rules commission thaj plays could be 
deveioped by which the permitted oft- 
side interference rule would be detri­
mental to rugby football in place of 
having the desired effect of opening up 
the play. The following interpretation 
was placed on the rule:

That a hole in the line of scrimmage 
cannot be made by charging at rigid 
angles to the line of scrimmage; 
man preventing of a hole being made 
must be taken sideways.”
1 Even this will permit of advantages 
being taken of the rule which perhaps 
would have been better had it been left 
as a year ago.

Line of Defence for 
Australia. UNDERWRITING ARRANGED 

FOR THE STEEL MERGER
(From Sunday World.)

London, Sept. 11.—The Times, de­
voting its maio^ editorial today to a 
discussion of the na,w Australian de­
fence proposals, thinks the modifiée! 
citizen training scheme proposed by 
Premier Hughes will consort with 
Australian opinion, which will also be 
pleasantly surprised to find the esti­
mated cost of the government’s policy 
appreciably less than the military 
pendlture of 1913. The editorial states 
that those who know Australia will 
not think £ 600,000 for aircraft de­
velopment too large. Turning to naval 
matters, The Times notes that Pre­
mier Hughes and Lord Jellieoe are 
both Inspired by the same conviction. 
The navy is the first line of defence 
for Australia.

Continuing, the editorial states: "The 
same truth continues to hold about the 
security of New Zealand, Malay 
states, India, and even the Pacific 
coast of Canada, for the Indian and 
Pacific oceans are strategically one, 
and the power which would wrest 
command of them Iront the British 
peoples in war would be free to 
dertake at its discretion the subjuga­
tion of any territories whose shores 
they wash. Happily these speculations 
belong to remote regions of strategy, 
but that is no reason for ignoring them 
altogether. The truth is the needs of 
empire defence must be reconsidered 
wholesale in the light of the results 
of the war. The centre of sea power 
is no longer !» the North Sea, and it is 
for statesmen of the British nations to 
decide where it is likely to fall within 
the lifetime of the present and next 
generation."

The Times finally notes that Pre­
mier Hughes suggests present appro­
priation of £4,000.000 for naval de­
fence, and says it is a great sum for 
a population of less than 5,000,000, and 
the prospect of. such a burden may 
well rouse opposition, but Lord Jelli­
eoe told Australia that their share of 
any scheme of naval defence would 
be much the same, and his report 
accepted by the commonwealth 
ernment without serious demur.

Sugar, as It is generally 
known, is the product of sugar cane, 
beets, fruits and starch. Cane and 
beet sugars represent the great bulk 
of that now used. The production of 
these for the past year was about 
16.000,000 tons, which is about 6,000,000 
tons under the amount produced dur­
ing 1913-14, and Xvhich accounts for 
the present shortage and high prices

“Today this country is fairly well 
supplied with sugar, tout the rest of 
the world is practically doing without 
it, and it will toe years before the 
shortage is relieved if the old sources 
of supply are depended upon. For the 
year ending July 1, 1920. the sugar 
consumption per capita in this coun­
try was a little more than 90 pounds 
per year, giving a grand total of about 
4,500,000 tons, of which less than 1.- 
000,000 were produced in the United 
Stâtês.^

Mr. Gardner said that the new pro­
duct has aH of the physical and chem­
ical characteristics of honey, and is 
white In color and about 80 per cent, 
as sweet as cane sugar.

"The unlimited supply of this new 
sugar is understood when it is known 
that one bushel of corn will produce 
about forty pounds of the syrup, and 
that the annual corn crop is more than 
three billion bushels. Just about 7 per 
cent, of this crop wolrld produce all 
the sugar this country can use," he 
added.

The reaction in exchange, for which 
no very definite explanation was forth­
coming, forced the British rate below 
$3.50, the lowest quotation for-demand 
bills since the early part of last March. 
French, Belgian, Italian and German 
remittances also broke sharply in the 
face of the most extensive gold im­
port movement of the year.

News of the day bore little relation 
to the financial markets- The com­
mercial agencies reported improvement 
in some lines of business as a result 
of seasonal conditions, but reports 
from industrial centre» were of a cau­
tionary character.
