Qfficers and. Representatives,
Tt is with feelings of pride, slightly mingled with regret,
that I have now the pleasure of presenting to you my first Semi-

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Annual Report. With feelings of pride, as I see the steady and
increasing advancement and progress of our noble order, not
only in Canada East,but also in every Province and State around
us, where its radiant star has shone. But while we feel thus
proud, let us feel humble and grateful to the Giver of every
good and perfect gift, f(g what He in his infinite goodness has
done, praying that the time may soon come when Intemperance
with all its concomitant evils will be forever banished from the
world, and truth and righteousness reign triumphart.

It was certainly feared by many well-wishers to our cause,
that as nore than ordinary exertions had been used by the friends
of Temperance during the past year, a reaction would take place,
and consequently great falling off in the Temperance ranks and
in our Order would be the natural result; but experience has
shown that these fears were false and groundless—and there is
at present a better disposition, not only by Temperance men, but
by all others, to forward the cause and to cry out for the Maine
Law. As to the assertion that our Order is on the increase, al- _
low me to refer you to the Grand Scribe’s Report, and for fin-
ances, to that of the Grand Treasurer’s.

I have to regret that I am unable to furnish any sufficient in-
formation upon the working of the Constitution, and new ritual,
and usages of the Order, in consequence of not having received
reports from the D.G.W.Ps., who generally, (with two honorable
exceptions,) have not displayed that zeal in the fulfilment of
their duties in this respect, which their Commissions and the
requisitions of the Order require. These two honorable ex-
ceptions are D.G.W.P. Easton, of Montreal, and D.G.W.P.
Clauson, of Aylmer, who deserve much credit for their zeal,
capacity, and promptness in their reports, and their constant en-
deavors to promote the interest and maintain unsullied the repu-
tation of the Sons of Temperance. As to the new Ritual, from
personal experience I can only say, that Tam convinced that the
more strictly it is followed in all its parts, newer and more har-
monious will it appear, until the whole is blended together in
beautiful and lofty proportions, like unto some beautifully chis-
elled and sculptured monument of ancient art.

Brother D.G.W.P. Clauson, in his Report mentions, thata
representntive of the Grand Division has violated Art.2. Breth-
ren, what circumspection should we manifest to the world, we
who, by our actions, and high positions in the Order, are liable,
after preaching to others, of becoming ourselves cast away.—
Let the disgrace of the Order, attending upon this brother’s fall,
be present to us in the hour of temptation, so that we may then
be strong, and let Fidelity then be the safeguard of Purity and
Love.

It has pained me much to learn, that there is no little dissen-
sion and ill feeling among some of the brethren of the City of
Montreal, by the opening of a new Division there. AsI under-
stand, the matter will be brought up for your action on the pro- .
ceedings, and I will refrain from comment thereon, only adding,
that T am prepared to show all documents I have received j the
matter, and I hope to be able to vindicate my conduct to the
satisfaction of the Grand Division when the proper time arrives.

With respect to the recommendation regarding the British
American League, I had not the means to organize it in any ef-
fectual manner, or so that it would benefically co-operate with
any of the other Temperance organizations in this part of the
province, and consequently have to regret that nothing has been
done in the matter.

It is with feelings of pleasure that I mention the very valua-
ble and praiseworthy efforts of brother F. W. Kellogg, during
the past fall and winter, especially in the District of Montreal,
under the auspices of the Montreal Temperance Society, which
have had the effect of winning many a deluded inebriate from
the error of his ways, and added large numbers, not only to the
Temperance ranks, but to our noble Order. But while I bear
testimony to his capacity and efficiency, I would not forget that
a kind Providence over-looks and directs these efforts of the
Montreal Temperance Society, and to His name be the praise
and glory.

Allow me, brethren, in conclusion, to mention, or rather sug-
gest, two things which have already occupied somewhat the

time and attention of previous Sessions of this Grand Division,
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and which I conceive to be of the utmost importance to the
good and welfare of this Grand Division. I mean, first, with re.
:j)ect to the obtaining of an Act of Incorporation of the Sons of
Temperance in Canada East, which, as the Legislature is now
in session, would be well to move in at once; and second, the
giving by the Grand Division every assistance and encourage-
ment to the passage of the Maine Liquor Law, the agitation of
which, I conceive, at the present moment would be productive
of the best results to the community, and would insure its pas-
sage into a Law with the least trouble, and then the importation
of aleoholic and intoxicating liquors would be almost a mora]
impossibility, for in another year, Lower Canada wonld be fenced
in by all the Lower Provinces, the States of Maine, of Vermont,
and I may safely add, that of New York. What a glorious pros-
pect is thus held out to us in the future, the inhabitants of onr
land enjoying peace and plenty—freed from the reign and power
of the tyrant King Aleohol. Intemperance, drunkenness, crime,
misery, shame and degradation, no more to be found, and peace,
faith, virtue, love, purity and fidelity, reigning éverywhere tri-
umphant.

G, W.P. read his Report as follows:

G.W.P.'S REPORT.
MoNTREAL, October 18, 1854.

Officers and Representatives,

Another year of labor has passed, and we, through
the guardian care of The Great Patriarch above, are again per-
mitted to assemble, to discuss, and adopt measures for the pro-
motion and advancement of the Temperance cause.

The great Ruler of the Universe, has seen fit, in His wisdom,
to afflict our land with epidemic, which has carried many of our
fellow mortals to the tomb; and among those who have been
taken from our midst, I cannot but make mention of two of
our number, by name, Brother Scholfield and Brother
O’Connor. The latter, you will remember, met with us in his
own Division Room, in Lacolle, at our last meeting, and mani-
fested the deepest interest in the promotion of our beloved cause ;
but to-day his place amongst us is vacant—he is gone—he will
no more occupy a place among us on earth ; but may God grant
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that he with us may occupy a better and a happier place around
our Heavenly Father’s throne in hecaven.

It is to be lamented, that many have had a mistaken notion
with respect to the using of intoxicating liquor as a preventative
for cholera, and thereby have again become the victims of the
glass.

Since we last met, the printed proceedings of the National
Duwvision have come to hand, and some important alterations have
been made, which will require your consideration at this time.

I would suggest, for your consideration, the necessity of col-
lating, compiling, and publishing, in a convenient form, for the
use of Subordinate Divisions, and members ot this Order, the
Decisions of the National Division, and the Decisions and By-
Laws of this Grand Division, together with the Constitution as
amended.

I have to regret to inform you, that defection, desertion,
luke-warmness, neglect of stated meetings, non-payment of
dues, laxity of discipline, disregard of moral and civic duties,
as well as neglect of the great principles of our Order, have ex-
isted in some sections to a fearful extent, while iw’others, amid
fearful discouragements, our band have sto}d ‘manfully to the
contest. . ¢

The Order has arrived to that period in its history, when it is
incumbent upon it to act, and to act efficiently. It is the only
organization, outside the Christian Church, that is calculated to
promote the work to which it is engaged, and if the great heart
of the Order can be brought to consider its position, its responsi-
bility, and its duty, the day is not far distant, when we shall have
a Prohibitory Liquor Law for this Province ; when thousands
who are now oppressed, will rise up and call us blessed.

It gives me pleasure, to be able to speak in the most favorable
terms of the manner in which your Grand Scribe has performed
the duties of his office.

I have again to recur to the neglect of my D.G.W.P.’s in
making their official reports, in consequence of which, I am un-
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able to give you a full particular account of the working of
our Order. I would recommend, that something be done
this Session to oblige those who may fill the important office of
D.G.W.P. to be particular in sending to the G.W.P. their official

reports.

I have been pleased to see, how much public opinion has been
drawn towards the Maine Liquor Law. Throughout this Pro-
vince, a large proportion of the people, if not a majority, are in
favor of abolishing the Liquor traftic.

Since we met last, a petition has been forwarded to our Legis-
uture, asking for an Act of Tncorporation for this Grand Division

and Subordinates.

The Grand Scribe’s Report will contain a more statistical ac-
count of the Order, showing, with other information, its strength
in numbers and Divisions, also, what Divisions have made their
Quarterly returns, and those that have failed in that all impor-
tant duty.

The Grand Treasurer’s Report will show the financial state ‘of
the Grand Division.

In conclusion, the remarks ought not to be withheld, that the
Order of the Sons of Temperance in this Province is destined to
go down, unless its members shake off’ their sloth, and determine
that, abandon it they never will ; but this one thing they will do,
work with it,and for it, and by it, until it shall have done its part
in achieving the victory. Inaword, they must devise such mea-
sures as shall put into it new life and vigor, and that speedily, or
its days are numbered.

Having served the constitutional term, for which I was elect-
ed, and being about to retire from this elevated and honorable
station, and this being my last communication, I will take this
occasion to tender my sincere thanks to the Grand Division, for
the unexpected and unsolicited honor conferred on me, at the
last Annual Session, and for the uniform courtesy and kindness I
have received from the members of this Order, in all matters
relating to my official duties.

Grand Scribe read his Report as follows :

GRAND SCRIBE'S REPORT,

MoNTREAL, October 18, 1854,
Officers and Brothers,

The return of the period for holding our Annual Meeting,
again calls upon e for a Report, and in doing so, I feel happy
in being enabled to state, that harmony prevails in the Order,
within our bounds no question having occurred, so faf as I am
aware, to disturb its peace.

Since our last meeting, one new Division has been opened at
Bristol, on the Ottawa, and which bids fair to be eminently suc-
cessful in disseminating the glorious principles of out Institution.

The Returns for the past Quarter, are as yet incompleté, the
whole not having yet come to hand ; but referting to the Returits
for the Quarter enditig 30th June, I find a small increase in our
numbers over those reported at last Annual Meeting. The ap-
parent smallness of this increase, must be attributed, I coneéive,
in a considerable degree, to the change in the mode of raisiitg
the revennes of the (itand Division, substituting a per eapita tdx
i place of the per centage, paid on the arhount of imoniés re-
eeived, which has caused Stibordinate Divisions fo strike fioin
their Roll, all members who contributed nothing pecuniarily to
the benefit of the Order. So that, in fact, there has been a eone
siderable increase of efficient members, and a decresse in thé
drones of the hive.

The journals of the last Session of the National Division have

D
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come to hand, and one copy has been sent to each Division,
within our jurisdiction.

Many matters affecting the interests of our Order, were brought
under the notice of the National D.vision, and action had there-
on. I would beg to direct your especial attention to the follow-
ing subjects :

.. The Gommittee on Article X., of the Constitution of Subor-
dinate Divisions, report by submitting the following asa revised
form of that Article, which was agreed to.—p. 38.

ArticLe X.— Violating Article 2d.

Sec. 1.—It is the duty of every member who has evidence
that another has violated Art. 2d, to prefer the charge und specify
the offence to the Division within three weeks after coming into
possession of such evidence.

Sce. 2.—The charge for violation of Article 2, shall be pre-
sented in writing, duly signed, when it shall Le referred toa
committee of five members, who shall, as soon as practicuble,
summon the parties and investigate the matter.

Sec. 3.—The committee shall organize by appointing a chair-
man and secretury.  The secretary shall make a correct record
of the proceedings, with such testimony as may be presented,
which record shall be produced to the Division on the call of uny
member, after the committee have reported.

Sec. 4.—If the commitlee agree that the charge is sustained,
they shall report the fact to the Division by reso.ution, with a
second resolution to the cffect that the member be reinstated, if
they think proper, which report and resolutions shall lie upon the
table at least one week, and the offending member shall be noti-
fied of the character of the resolutions by the R.S. and request-
ed to le present at the time appointed for considering the same,
with a view of giving an opp rtunity to make a defence.

Sec. 5.—If the committee agree that the charge is not sus-
tained, they shall report a resolution to that effect, and if the re-
solution be adopted, the charge shall be dismissed.

Sec. 6.—When the committee report the charge sustained,
and a majority of the members present at a regular meeting
ballot in favor thereof, the offending member shall forfeit mem-
bership, and the W.P. shall direct the name to be erased from
the Constitution. If a majority of the Division vote in opposi-
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tion to the resolution, all further proceedings shall be stayed, sub-
ject to appeal.*

Sec. 7.—If two-thirls of those voting are in favor of reinsta-
ting a member who has been found guilty of violating Article
2d, such member shall be restored to membership by re-signing
the Constitution. The power to reinstate shall not, however,
extend over th: term of one month from the tim: of receipt of
notice by the offending member that the charge has becn proved.
But if a member neglect to come forward to sign the Constitu-
tion for one month after receiving no ice of reinstatement, or if
amember is not reinstated, the W.P. shall declare such mem-
ber expelled. :

Sec. 8.—The forfeiture of membership under this Article shall
involve the f[urfeiture of all honors possessed by the member
when the name was erased from the Constitution.

Sec. 9.—If a member come forward and acknowledge a vio-
lation of Article 2d, the Division, after erasure of his name, may
at their option reinstate the member on the same evening, in the
manner prescribed in See. 7.

Sec. 10.—No member against whom a charge hasbeen bronght
under this Article shull be present when any vote is taken in the
case, either in Committee or in Division.

The following Resolution was passed.—p. 40.

Resolved, That permission be granted to Su'ordinate Divi-
sions to omit such portions of the New Ritual as they may think
proper, except the forms for examioing candidutes, and adun-
1stering the obligations of the Order.

It was resolved.—p. 41.

Resolved, That Sec. 2, Art. V., Constitution of Subordinate
Divisions be amended by adding thereto the following words :—
The amount of initiatory fees and weekly dues shall be regula-
ted by each Division.

The Committee on Constitutions submitted the following
Resolution, which was agreed to.—p. 46.

Resolved, That Sec. 1, of Art. 1X., be amended by striking
out the words “ unless he has served a regular quarterly term as
W.A., nor shall any brother be eligible to the office of W.A.”

* Erasure of name for violation of Article II, as per Article X., Sec. 6, is not
expulsion.—An expelled member cannot be reiustated. M.W.S.
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Also, the following.—p. 47.

Resolved, That Rule 15, 3d paragraph, Constitution of G.D, >

be amended by striking out 5 and inserting 20.

The Special Committee on Degrees reported the following,
which was agreed to.—p. 50.

DEGREE CONSTITUTION.

ArticLe I.—Each Grand Division may determine whether it
will introduce these Degrees within its jurisdiction, and each
Subordinate Division may introduce them or not at its option
after its Grand Division has done so.

Art. II.—A Grand Division introducing the Degrees, shall
notify the M. W. ~cribe of that fact as soon as practicable, and
shall procure of him the Dcgree Books and necessary Cards.

Arr. 1I1.—A brother expelled from his Subordinate Division
shall, withont further trial, be expclled from each of the Degrees,

Art. IV.—A brother charged with violating any obligation of
either of the Degrees, shall be tried for that offence in the De-
gree the obligations of which he is charged with violating, un-
der the regulations adopted in Subordinate Divisions. From any
decision thus had, an appeal may be taken to a Standing Com.
mittee of Degree members to be appointed by the Grand Divi-
sion.

Art. V.—The amount to be charged for these Degrees, to-
gether with all other necessary regulations, shall be adjusted in
:ipprupriate By-Laws in each Subordinate Division adopting them,
and the necessary Regents to superintend the working of the
Degrees shall be appointed by the Grand Worthy Patriarch.

Upon Report of Committee on Constitutions, it was

Resolved, That the per capita tax should not be assessed on
suspended members, )

On the recommendation of Committee on Constitutions, the
following Resolution way passed.—p. 30.

Resolved, That Article 5, Sec. 1st, Constitution of Subosdinate
Division be so amended, . s to strike out 18, and insert 16—Pro-
vided, That no youth shall have the right to vote in Divisions on
any proposition, hold office, or receive the Degrees, until he shall
have arrived at the age of 18 years, and to this end on the pro-
posal of any youth under eighteen years of age, the day and
year of his bixth should be stated as near ag may be. '
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The Committee on Constitutions, likewise submitted the fol-
lowing, whigh were adopted.—p. 81.

1. That any Subordinate Division may, by a two-thirds vote,
determine to admit females over sixteen ycars of age, as visitors,
at such times as may be deemed uppropriate, on their being pro-
posed, reported by a committee, and balloted for under the rule
observed for the admission of members ; and that a form for their
introduction, together with the law on the subject, be furnished
on Cards by the National Division.

2. The visitors shall not be entitled to vote, or participate in
the deliberations of the Order.

3. That any By-Law which shall determine the question, &ec.,
as to the admission of visitors generally, or any one in particular,
may for satisfactory reasons be suspended.

4. That the following shall be the Card of address to accepted
visitors t—

Having been invited by this Division te visit its Sessions and
witness its Ceremonies, we would respectfully ask your assent to
the following PLEDGE :

Do you, in the presence of these witnesses, solemnly promise
that you will not, either by precept, or the influence of your ex-
ample, countenance or approve the use of Spirituous or Malt
Liquors, Wine or Cider, as heveragcs, or the manufacture there-
of, or the traffic therein ; and that you will not, in any manner,
make known the private affairs of the Order of the Sons of
Temperance to any person not a member thereof. If so,answer
—1I do.

A copy of the Initiation service to be used on the admission

of females into Subordinate Divisions, has been furnished us by
the M.W.S,, and is herewith laid before the Graud Division.

I'have also received two communications from Maryland, in
regard to the requisite Paraphernalia for the Degrees, allowed to
be instituted, with the expense of the same, which are likewise
laid before the Grand Division.
