CITY WATER MATTERS

The new system of keeping records
of the water pressures at the fire hy-
drants has enabled the water and sewer-
age department to locate six or eight
leaks in the water mains of which there
was no other evidence and which would
not have been noticed otherwise. When
the pressure falls below what it should
be an investigation is made and usually
a concealed leak is the cause. A bad
leak at the corner of Main and Bridge
streets was located today in this way.
There was no sign of the trouble as the
water was escaping through a sewer. A
search also is being made for a leak
which is indicated in Nelson street.

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A LESSON FROM ENGLAND
The high cost of living in England is

shown thus far in Canada. It is charged
‘that the British government delayed ac-
tion too long. An illustration is given
in connection with the potato market.

Wiiting from Lincolnshire to the Week-
ly Dispatch, Mr. H. R. Stannard says:
- “Before the war the cost of produc-
fng an acre of potatoes was from £12
to £16; now it is £15 to~£20. But even
if you put it as high as £20—a most
generous estimate—what justification is
there for prices ranging from £40 to
£80 to the merchant?

«Some weeks ago one of the biggest
farmers in the country thought he had
4nade a very smart deal by selling more
_than 1,000 acres of growing potatoes al
€40 an acre (£5 a ton), a profit of
£26,000. Those potatoes today have not
been moved, and the purchaser can sell
at £10 a ton—£80,000—making a profit
of £40,000, which means a total profit on
the two deals of £60,000. What will the
price be by-the time the merchant has
put those potatoes on the market and
made his profit? Fortunes are being made
almost every day; farmers and mer-
chants are dazzled by the great gold
deposits in potato-land.

“Everywhere I went I heard of won-
derful deals. There was the case the
other day of a smali Yolder who sold
his 18 acres of potatoes for £1,400, a
clear profit of at least £1,000. The little
man is sharing the proceeds as well as
the big mau.

«I heard of one farmér who sold 200
acres of potatoes for £10,000; profit £6,-
800. The merchant will probably make
quite as much, if not more. I am told
jt is quite a common thing for a mer-
chant to make - £6.000 without any
trouble.

“But it is too late—the mischief has
been done. That is what the people of
Lincolnshire think—and they know.”

We have had a somewhat similar ex-
perience in New Brunswick. The price
of potatoes advanced very rapidly until
it touched $4 per barrel. There was a
man in Carleton - county wlio declared
during the reciprocity campaign that he
did not want any more than $1 per bar-
rel for his potatoes. Apparently he died
without issue, as we have not heard of
any farmer who failed to take advantage
of the recent advances, although subse-
quently there ‘was a’ decline until last
week potatoes were said by the Monc-
ton Times to be selling in that town at
60 cents per bushel.

That is to say, the farmer loses no
opportunity to sell at the highest price
obtainable, and the larger dealer takes
quite ‘as. quick advantage of any chance
%o inorease his. profits.

In England there is a-demand from
working people that the government as-
sume full control of food and fix the re-
Lail prices, although it is contended by
many that state control would come too
late to do what should have been done.
A national labor food conference is to
e held- in Central Hall, Westminster,
m Deec.

BENNETT AND RECRUITING
M# R. B. Bennett, M. P., Director

General of National Service, does not give
much hope that the activities of the
board will stimulate recruiting to .ny
great extght. In an interview on Mon-
day he said: :

“The regulgtions outlining the respon-

sibilities of the National Service Board
provide that the chief duty imposed upon
our organization is to make investigu~
tions and formulate plans that will en-
able the agricultural and other esseatial
industries to be maintaincd at the high-
est state of efficiency without impairing
the public services of the country. This
would necessarily imply that the non~
sessential industries must ve prevented
from absorbing an ufidue proportion of
the man-power of the countyy. Our board
must determine the manner in which men
ean better serve the nation at this titne,
whether in a -military or industrial cap-
acity, also the extent to which it may be
possible to provide for the substitution of
women for men to efficiently iaintain
the industrial life of Canada.”

Mr. Benneétt, it is true, goes on to say

that it will also be the duty of Lhe teard
to co-operate with the military authori-
ties in recruiting, but he lays ihe chief
emphasis upon that form of national ser-
vice which relates to agriculture and the
“esgential industries.” No doubt the in«
formation gathered by the board will be
valuable, but what will the government
do with it when it has been secured?

For
the past seventeen days nothing had been
seen of the hermit and the villagers
feared that he had been taken ill and
was starving in his unheated shack. So
grave did the fears of the villagers be-
come that a public meeting was held
after church on Sunday, and it was de-
cided’ that some one must go to his res-
cue,
