“There has been no infantry action along the remainder of the front, but
we report vefy effective shooting on the part of our heavy artillery in the
environs of Tracy-Le-Val; on the Aisne and in Champagne, as well as in the
Argonne and in the region of Verdun. :

TWO PERIODS OF SHELLING

Piece of Shell Fractures Skull
of Babe in Arms of Mother—A
Father and Son Both Wounded

Scarborough, Dee. 17—*The Queen of
English Watering Places” has recovered
today from the umexpected bombard-
mentanilthefeellngkmeofbltﬁn
anger at’the helplessness of the town,
when under the guns of the German
squadron, !

The first warning sound of distant fin
ing, which attracted little excitement,
except among military authorities, came
at ﬂ;e ‘?’doek in f;:ne morning. The big
resort hotels on the la and the

to fall in this section, doing great dam-
age to the hotel and shops in the poor-
er districts. A woman in one of these
shops was blown to pleces.

One of the light cruisers seemed to
be doing the firing. At first she let go
witn her stern guns, and then, manoenv-
ring farther out, devoted her broadsides
to the most conspicuous buildings on
the heights. Three shells found g tar-
get in the Scar hospital, one
tearing a chimney from the roof, another
striking the nurses’ quarters, and the
tnird demolishing ornamental fixtures
above the entrance. The wall of the
castle, which

dreds of years, was breached by an eight
inch shell. The gunners got the cor-
rect elevation of the wireless station but
failled to injure it, most of the shells
falling in an adjacent field.

|@’clock, the town of Waitby was the
victim.

During the early stage of the bom- -

bardment the screeching shells caused an
indescribable pandemoninm. Later the
people became still as death, under the
thunder of the guns which rose to a
tremendous crescendo when the full
broadsides were used.

Scenes of Distress

When tae ships drew off, the sad
search for killed and wounded began. In
the hospital, when the wounded began
to arrive, the large entry hall witnessed
many pitiable scenes as anxious rela-
tives awaited the result of the surgeons
examination. Among the wonnded
were many women and children, one, an
infant of four months, had its skull
fractured by a bit of shrapnel while in
the arms of its mother, who escaped un-
scathed. A hospital surgeon also had a
marvellous escane when the casing of
an eight inch shell burrowed into the
ground at his feet. !

The military authorities, assisted by
the police, directed the exodus of the
townspeople from the citv. Women were

The early cables today brought further
news of the German cruiser squadron
rald on the east coast of England. The
most striking phase of the comments on
the incident is the expression of belief
by French experts that Wednesday’s
dash and bombardment will be followed
by a general German exit from Heligo-
Jand in an attempt to get to the open
water of the Atlantic. That may be
essayed but if so it will not be a matter
of displeasure or uneasiness for the of-
ficers and men of Britain’s navy. They
will welcome the sea fight which must
attend on any general movement of the
German war vessels from the shelter of
their base |

Women, children and elvilians were
the sufferers by yesterday’s shelling of
undefended towns. It was quite the
German method of warfare and goes to
prove, as one writer says, toat Germany
will disregard all rutes of war and do
things in her own way. ‘What that way
4s has been well exemplified in Belgium.

English papers see in yesterday’s
events a stimulant for recruiting. This
wlew is shared by Major-General
Hughes, Canada’s minister of defence,
and he expressed himself in the Imperi-
al Theatre last night as delighted that
the raid had been made. It would, he
said, tend to remove from the minds of
many able-bodied young men in Eng-
land, who should be in training, the
easy-going bellef that there was no
danger to be apprehended—the feeling
that “There’s our navy and there’s our
fine army on the firing line and so what
need is there of me” As a matter of
jmportance affecting the general war
situation the German cruiser raid, how-
ever, is regarded as of practically no
eonsequence. The regret is that a fog
blanket enabled the enemy’s ships to
escape without an encounter with the
Britishers that promptly dashed to sea
to head them off on their return.

On land the Allies’ forces continue
pressing the Germans backward in the
western field. In Poland a re-arrange-
ment of the Russian plans is fore-
shpdowed.

BRITISH AND GERMAN SHIPS

The British board of trade has issued
an interesting comparison of British and
German shipping. When the war broke
out Britain owned 10,128 ships, aggre-
gating 20,528,706 tons; and Germany
owned 2,090 ships, aggregating 5,184,720
tons. After sixteen weeks of war only
1.9 per cent of the British ships were
unavailable, and only 2.9 per cent of
the tonnage; whereas 58.4 per cent of
the German ships and 89.8 per cent of
their tonnage had been rendered un-
available. The board of trade estimated
that only ten German steamers were
then known to be at sea, as against ten
thousand British steamers. All tais of
course refers to the merchant marine of
the two countries, and it shows how
thoroughly the British navy has done
#ts work, not only in protecting British
trade, but in destroying the commerce
of Germany. Now that there has been
renewed activity by the German fleet
in the North Sea, there will of course
be much anxiety regarding British ship-
ping, and the possibility that some Ger-
man cruisers may be set free to prey
on British commerce. The danger from
this souree, however, is not at all likely
to become serious.

SENATOR JAFFRAY.

Senator Robert Jaffray, whaose death
wras announced yesterday, was one of
many natives of Scotland who came to
Canada and pursued a successful busi-
mess career, filling also an important
place in the public life of the country.
Senator Jaffray did not take a very ac-
tive interest in politics, however, outside
of the eity of Toronto; but he has been
aince 1888 the president of the “Toronto
Globe, the leading Liberal ngwspaper of |
Canada. Senator Jaffray was born near |
Bannockburn, Scotland, and in a little
more than a month, had he lived, would |
have attained the age of eighty-three%
years. He came to Canada in 1852, and |
established himself In the wholesale |
grocery business in Toronto. For more
than thirty years past he has devoted |
his attention to various industrial, com- |
mercial and financial undertakinge, and
has had a good deal to do with rail-
way building in the province of Ontario.
He was a vice-president of the Imperial
Bank of Canada and a director of more
taan half a dozen very large corpora-
tions. He was one of the strong men in
financial circles in Toronto, and filled
e very important place in the life of
that city.

CONCERNING RIOTS.

When and how military forces may !
aid the civil power in the suppression of
riots was the subject of an address to
militia officers in Montreal last week by
Col. Sir Charles Davidson. After defin-.
ing tae various types of public disturb-i
ances Sir Charles said:—

“While three persons may constitute
a riot, twelve must be gathered together
to make trouble before the Riot Act is|
to be read. The magistrate must stand
as near the rioters as he safely can, and
then must read the Act in a loud voice.|
If twelve rioters remain together for
thirty minutes after the reading of the

\g‘:&t they are flable to fmprison-

ment for life; if they are aurt or killed,
the peraons called on to disperse them
are indemnified according to law.”

It will be observed that those who
participated in the last riot in St. John
might have been dealt with much more
severely than was the case. No doubt
the eity will yet suffer because on more |
than one occasion in recent years the
mob spirit was aroused and was permit-
ted to work its will witaout adequate
punishment.

A despatch from Itsly indicates that
the needs of the Servian soldiers rival
those of the suffering Belgian people.
Ambulances, doctors, nurses, medicines,
all are reported as urgently required.
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The German cruiser raid brought
under fire the first of Earl Kitchener’s
new army to face the enemy’s guns.
Their bearing in the baptism of fire
proved them well worthy of places
among the Soldiers of the King. 1

ARE KILLING CHRISTIANS.

Turkish Barbarities Winked at by
German Officers. -

Petrograd, Dec. 17—It is reported by
an Armenian who has escaped from
Erzerum that 20,000 Christians there are
suffering every outrage at tae hands' of
the Turks under German command. The
town contains 800,000 Turkish soldiers,
1,500 officers, apd an enormous amount
of stores and ammunitions, and the Ger-
mans are complete masters both of the
town and the fortress.

The Turks threatened to massacre all
Christians on account of the sympath-
fes of the latter for the Russians.

STRONGLY JUSTIFES CANADA'S
DART IN THE ENPIRE WR

Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s Ringing Speech-to Mon-
treal Reform Club — For Party Truce Till
Enemy of Motherland is Crushed

Strongly justifying Canada’s partici-
pation in the war and defending the
continuanée of the party truce until the
power that is seeking to erush the moth-
erland is itself crushed, Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier on Saturday evening delivered to the
Reform Club an address that was

~warmly applauded.

A passing reference to his naval pol-
icy, and its parallel in tae case of the
Australian navy, during the war, was
made by Sir Wilfrid. His chief em-
phasis, however, was placed on the im-
mediate, and super-important, necessity
of helping Britain and the allies to win
the war.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, after an opening
reference to the satisfactory progress of
the allies against heavy odds, said:—
“We, too, have had to fight against tre-

‘mendols odds,, but if I were to ask any

one of you, ‘Are we downhearted? you
would answer wita such a ‘No’ as would
almost lift up the roof of this building.
This is the proper spirit, ever to meet
difficulties, to face them with unflinch-
ing courage, and ever to be ready again
to take up the fight.”

He went on to refer to his visit a
vear ago, when he opened the new Re-
form Club.. “It was understood then,”
he said, “that every year, if God spared
me, I would try to come and spend one
evening with you here. We are meet-
ing tonight under very different circum-
stances from those of our meeting last
year. We are meeting under the shadow
of the war which is now devastating
some of the fairest portions of God’s

earth. The occasion of this great war!
has brought a new condition of things;

“Still, though I refuse to contemplate
the possibility of a defeat of the allied
army, with conditions as they are, there
is one danger. from which Canada is
never wholly free. It is the possibility of
a raid upon our border cities. British
Columbia was trembling at the open-
ing of the war. They were glad to have
the small and much despised Rainbow
to fall back upon; glad to put a crew
once more upoh the Rainbow and the
Niobe; and to fit out what they had
been pleased to call Canada’s tin-pot
navy. The result of this was that there
has been security for our shores and for
our border cities,

The danger was lessened some three
weeks ago, when the Emden was run
down and sunk by the battleship Aus-
tralia, which belonged to the Australian
navy. The danger was lessened still
more, oniy three days ago, by the vic-
tory of Admiral Sturdee off the Falk-
land Islands. But there is always some
danger to be guarded against. I believe
that the government is wide awake to
the situation, and that they are taking
precautions against such a danger as I
have indicated.

“Such being the situation when the
war began, there arose the question
whether or not we were bound to take
part in the war. Everybody admits that
we are bound to defend our own shores,
our trade, our commerce; to provide
against the possibility of a raid; and to
repel an invasion if that should hap-
pen. But were wesbound to send troops
to the front?

Portuguese Army and Navy. ‘

The army of Portugal is a militia
raised by conscription. It is in three
categories, the active army, the reserve,
and the territorial army. The active
army consists of thirty-five regiments of
three battalions, eleven cavalry regi-
ments of four squadrons, and eight field
artillery regiments. The peace estab-
lishment of the active army has been
fixed of late years at 30,000 men. The
total effective force on a war footing, in-
clusive of reservists, municipal guards,
and fiscal guards, is something about
180,000 men. 'The reserve army is to
consist of thirty-five regiments of in-
fantry, eight squadrons of cavalry, and
twenty-four “field batteries with other
units. Portugal’s navy comprises one !
armored vessel, flve protected cruisers,
two third-class cruisers, nineteen gun-
boats, one torpedo gunboat, four tor-
pedo boats, sixteen river gunboats, four
transports, and three training ships.

make what has been voluntary, obliga-
tory. There are men who believe that
the British Empire can be maintained;
only upon the lines on which it has been
established—freedom and diversity. In
war is not the proper time to discuss
problemis of such magnitude and far
reaching consequences. At the present
time the only thing we have to do is fo
finish the war, and to adjourn to a fu-
ture date these problems which will have
to be taken up at a future date,

“Such being the constitution, Canada
being perfectly. free, the next question
arose, should we, in the exercise of our
freedom take part in this war The ne-
cessity for providing for the defence of
our shores and our trade was obvious.
But should we also take our share in
the fight, and send men to Belgium and
to France to help repulse the German
invader. I am surprised that it ever
was a question.

“I ask you, my fellow countrymen,
would it be possible to contemplate that
we should remain passive and quicscent
when the French and English armies
were fighting against the German hosts
for the freedom of France, and Belgium‘
and the civilization of the world. I do
not hesitate to say that, to apply to
Canada the words of Mr. Asquith to
England. ‘If Canada had remained passs
ive and quiescent when such efforts were
called for by such countries as England
and France, to which we owe so much,
we would have covered ourselves with

dishonor.’
Where Responsibility Lies

“The German Crown Prince stafed a
few days ago—at all events he is re-
ported as having stated—that this war
was the most stupid of all wars. In
this we all agree with him; and he
might have added, the most criminal of
all wars also. The reporter might have
asked the Crown Prince. ‘Where does
the responsibility lie” We know only
too truly that the responsibility must
rest upon Germany. We know that the
immediate cause was the assassination
of the heir apparent of Austriz. But it
is a matter of history which cannot be
explained away that Sir Edward Grey,
Britain’s Foreign Minister, tried again
and again to prevent this incident de-
veloping into a general European war,
to have a Europcan congress to settle
questions arising out of the assassina-
tion. All the nations were ready, but
the German Emperor -alone would not
give his consent. {

Moreover, we have to come to the}
conclusion—a conclusion forced upon us|
by the accumulation of evidence—that

the whole German people is behind the |°

military caste, and that they are for this|
war, The German people are a great
race, but no one knowing the history of |
their development during -the last forty,
years can deny that the success they
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achieved in the war against France in
1870-1 seems to have turned their heads,
and made them believe that they are
super-human beings.

“These are the motives which inspire
today the British people, The British
people might have withdrawn within
their island and been free from this war.
‘They might have left Belgium to be
crushed, France to be dismembered, and
reaped the benefit which would have ac-
crued to them commercially. But the]
British people are not fighting this war
for self-aggrandisement, or to gain ter-
ritory. The British people are fighting
for the civilization of the world. Could
we afford to remain indifferent in such
a test as this.

“It so happens that I have some posi-
tion in the ranks of the Liberal party. I
have been entrusted with the confidence
of ‘my fellow Liberals of Canada, now
for something like 25 or 26 years. I
was asked by someont: ‘why should you
support. the. government in their policy
of sending men to the front - Why not
leave all the worries to the govern-
ment?

On' the contrary, in order that full ad-
vantage may be taken of the strength
of such positions as described it has
been found essential to prevent the ene-
my’s rapid approach by the use of ad-
vance posts supported by artillery, in
order to gain time for deployment and
the reconnaissance of the main position
and under favorable conditions for its
entrenchments.” §

Good March Discipline

The ‘same officer makes, a remark
upon a subject the importance of which
civilians are apt to underrate.

“Men who have not been with the
colors during the last four or five years
do not understand the necessity for good
march discipline. It should be impress-
ed upon all ranks and should be reso-
lutely insisted upon at all training pre-
vious to arriving in the theatre of war.
There has been straggling, no doubt in

great measure due to exhaustion during

the first phase, but it is most necessary
to tighten up the march discipline again
and to prevent undue opening out and
straggling.

“Horsed wagons should not be parked
on the road.

“Wagons should never be halted when

passing through a village.

“When a halt is necessary it should

be made before reaching or after pass-
ing a village. . :

“Men accompanying trains should car-
ry their rifles and should march in form-
ed bodies.

“Fach unit should detafl an officer
with a small party of selected non-com-
missioned officers and men to march in

rear of the unit in order to enforce or-

ders against straggling, leaving the ranks
for water and so forth.”
Aircraft

Two new features of this war have
been the use of aircraft and of machine
uns.

French Fighting

French fighting has been a feature of
the use of infantry. This officer says:—
. “Owing to the accuracy of the ene-
my’s artillery fire, it is desirable that
ground which is to be held defensively
or to assist further advance should be
;entrenched. Trenches should be com-

ing tool and improved later as opportu-
nity occurs. They should be deep and
narrow and should show above the
ground level as little as possible, and
all trenches should be traversed at in-
tervals of five to ten rifles. When siting
trenches it should be borne in mind' that
the enemy is adept at bringing enfilade
artillery fire to bear from flank posi-
tions. At any point, such as a salient, at
which trenches are particularly. liable to
this form of fire, great care should be
taken as to their siting and they should
be especially heavily traversed. Where
head cover cannot . be provided, cover
from shell fire for the troops when not
actually using their rifles, can readily
be obtained by making recesses in the
trenches on the side nearest to the ene-
my. It has been found that head-cover
or anything that in any way interferes
with the rapid use of the rifle is a dis-
advantage in positions where the trench-

There was no
loser’s end, and consequently John L.
did not receive a cent for all his train-
ing and twenty-one rounds of milling.
He lost everything.

But Jack Johnson is built on different
lines. He is not going to take a chance
to lose his crown for nil. All remember
how he turned down Sam Fitzpatrick
after the latter spent months of diplo-
macy and traveled thousands of mi]es|
to nail Tommy Burns down to a ﬁghti
for tae heavy-weight championship in!
Australia. It was Fitzpatrick’s brains,
experiénce and tact that gave Johnson|
the great opportunity of his life, and
made a large fortune for him. But he|
soon became swell-headed and cut loose
from Sam after he was the king of Fist-
iana. However, he has shown the same
ungratefulness to other managers.

They say that Sam Langford is very
loyal to ‘nis shrewd manager, Jog Wood-
man.

New St. Peter's Structure In Elm

MODERN IN EVERY WAY

Two Stories With Eight Class Rooms,
Teachers’ Room, Library and Large
Basement — Excellent Precautions
Against Fire

Excellent progress is being made by
Contractor Mooney with the erection of
St. Peter’'s new brick school in Elm
stxeej:. The new school is built on the
site of the old convent where the Sisters
of Charity formerly tanght, and is
within a etone’s throw of St. Peter’s
boys and girls sehool. The new build-
ing was designed by Charles W. West,
of Wakefield, Mabs. It is most admir-
ably. adapted to ' its ,purpose and -the
architect is being congratulated on the
way in which ‘he has combined regard
gor hygiene with other considerations
in drawing up his plans.

The new school, which has been in
process of erection less than six months,
is two storeys high, 96.4 feet long, and
70 feet wide. The foundations are of
concrete facéd with brick. The school
is of the most modern type and is being
built according to the plans of the
standard schools in the United States.
It contains eight .class rooms, teacaers’
room, library, and large basement, con-
sisting of store room, tool ‘room, eéte.
The class rooms are thirty-two feet
long, twenty-seven feet wide and thir-
