“Her 'de*vqtion was heroic,” said her
brother. *‘She stayed up night ant day,
and Lefore ‘she. disappeared ;she was u phy-
sicai wreek from exhaustion. Margavet
was very low then, and Mary was on the
point of collapse. . Margaret seemed to be
hopeless, and Mary brooded over her cons
dition and became worse herself. i

“Finally she disappeared. Her mind had
been’ shattered by her suffering and her
grief. Margaret died a few days after
Mary " disappeared, and our grief is doub--
led now that Mary is dead.”

The body was found off the foot of West
Seventy-seventh street by John [Keith,
who saw it floating with the tide. He
called a policeman and the mody was made
fast to the piling.

STRATHCONA MAKES

Ottawa, Nov. 13.—Lord Strathcona has
given another striking evidence of his
sterling patriotism and great generosity.
He_has written to the minister of militia
and defence, Sir Frederick 'Borden, an-
nouncing a further gift of $200,000 to the
Strathcona Trust for the encouragement of
physical and military training in the pub-
lic echools of Canada.

With the $300,000 which he gave for this
purpose last year this - further generous
gift brings the total of the fund up to the
splendid sum of $500,000 and assures the
committeé in charge of the administration
of the fund an annual amount of $20,000
to assist in the joint work of the federal
and provincial governments towards the
establishment of a uniform eystem of
physical and elementary military training
for the youth of the dominion.

Rev. A. J. O'Neil and Hon. J. L.
Carleton Heard By Large
Gatherings

Rev. A. J. O'Neil,pastor of St. Joachim’s
church at Silver Falls, delivered an in-
structive address before the members of
St. Peter's Y. M. A. m therr rooms in
Douglas avenue yesterday aiternoon. He
took for his subject Father Ryanm, the
Poet Priest of the South. Starting at the
time of this famous priest’s birth, the lec-
turer told of his life and works in the

south. :

He told of how Father Ryan, in his
writings, chose subjects from a spiritualis-
tie rather than a mnaturalistic point of
view, and to illustrate this point read lines
from a few of his most famous poems. He
also spoke of the kindly disposition of the
poet and of his undying fealty to the
south. In conclusion, Father O’Neil said
that in his opinion one of the best poems
that the poet priest ever wrote was Rest.
Sir John Macdonald, he said,.after read-
ing this poem, said that it was one of the
finest he had ever read.

" John (. Boyd, who with seven small chil-

dren, had to flee from one of the burning
buildings, there is evidence that the con-
! flagration was the work of a fire fiend and
| was a dastardly deliberate act.

The houses destroyed were a three tene-
ment, the property of Mrs. Alice Waring,
and two houses, a two and a four tenement
belonging to William Walsh. In the War-
ing house there were John C. Boyd and
family and Isaac Kierstead, with his daugh-
\ter, Mrs. Rymes, and her small child, while
in the Walsh houses the owner and his two
sisters lived in the ‘two tenements, and
Ollie Wright and family in the four tene-
ment. None of the families carried any
insurance and little of their effects were
saved. The loss on the Waring house is in
the vicinity of $3,000, with $2,100 insurance
with Jarvis & Whittaker in the Queen, and
the Yoss to the Walsh buildings about $2,-
00, and insurance $1,500, with Knowlton
& Gilchrist in the Phoenix of Hartford.

'ASCEPTIC DRINKING CUPS

ON CANADIAN RAILWAY

C. P. R.Intruduce Innovation on
Their Standard Sleeping Cars

Montreal, Nov. 13— Aseptic drinking cups
are the latest improvement introduced by
the (. P. R. on all their standard sleep-
ing cars, in order, as far as possible, to
follow out the recommendations of health
experts with regard to the indiscrimiuate
drinking out of the same glasses by people
on cars. The cups are made by a special
process. They are simply a circlet of par-
aftined cardboard. superimposed on a sim-
ilar base, the whole being neatly folded in
a waxed paper envelope. When a passen-
ger goes to the wash room and wants a
drink of water, instead of using the glasa
which has been used by numerouns other
passengers, he will simply demand a glass
from the porter. He will then be banded

a neat envelope containing the aseptie
drinking cup, open it, unfold the cup, have
his drink and then throw the thing away,
thus avoiding the possibility of receiving
or distributing contagion.

THE UNTRUTHFUL STANDARD

Having violated the established principle’

among reputable newspapers that damaging
statements should not be made without
some basis of fact to sustain them, the St.
John Standard, in the matter of the Tor-
rey meetings, brazenly asserts this morn-
ing that its sensational article had “the de-
sired effect” of bringing out proof of the
complete - innocence of Rev. Dr. Torrey,
Rev. R. P. McKim, Rev. J. C. B. Ap-
pel, and all the other ministers and prom-
inent business men whe were accuged of
being fools or knaves.

The view of the Standard apparently is
that it is quite proper to administer pois-
on, in order to be able to come around a
couple of days later and administer an
antidote.

The ‘course pursued by the tory (mot
Torrey) organ in this affair may be illus-
irated in this manner:—

Let us suppose that the Times today

“published a statement to the effect that

it was believed in some quarters that the
four or five editors of the Standard had
come to blows over the policy of the pa-
per, and that while one of them had bit-
ten off the nose of another, the latter had
breakfasted on the ear of a third, and the
fourth had lost all his teeth in a frantic
efforts to push back the fist of Editor No.
5. Suppose that two days ater, having
in the meantime been assured by the edi-
tors themselves that their noses, ears and
teeth were still in place, the Times.took
to itself great credit for having given cur-
rency to a falsehood which it could easily
have proved to be a falsehood in the first
instance.

Not content with having made a gross
attack upon the ministers and other lead-
ing citizens, who are responsible for the
evangelistic campaign, the Standard today
tells a falsehood about Dr. Torrey, quoting
him as having said that ‘“‘the Times had
attempted to interview him on Saturday
with the object, he thought, of getting him
to severely condemn the action of the
Standard.” Dr. Torrey flatly denies that
he made any such stalement about the
Times, He says further that the Times
accurately reported him in that interview,
except that in referring to the Standard
story it omitted to say that he had quali-
fied his reference by saying that Lc had
never seen such a story in a “reputable”
newspaper.

A reputable newspaper, if it heard such
rumors and thought it desirable to have
them set at rest, so that the usefulness of
the evangelistic campaign would noi be
affected, would go at once to Dr. Torrey
and the executive committee and tell them
about it. This the Standard failed to do.
It has become so accustomed as a political
organ to distort facts and make reckless
charges and accusations, sometimes sup-
ported by affidavits, that it simpty cainot
be fair in its treatment of a scries of 1c-
ligious meetings.. Generally, “if you see it
in the Standard, it isn't so.”

Making Bread in S—heets

Women of the Moki Indians in the des-
erts of New Mexico make bread in sheets
no thicker than a sheet of paper. The
corn, of which the bread is made, is
ground between two heavy stones until it
becomes very fine. Then it is mixed with
water and a very thin batter prepared.
This batter is spread on a hot stone over
the fire, where it is allowed to bake for
considerable time.

When one side is baked the other is
turned. Sheet after sheet is baked in this
manner. No salt is used in the batter, and
the bread has a sweetish taste. It is usu-
lally blue, taking the color of the corn
from which itfis made.

DUTCH BULB INDUSTRY

Almost $4,000,000 Worth Are
Exported Annually

The, Duteh bulb growers are organized
into a general federation which now nur-
bers nearly 3,000 members, and is arvided
into thirty-seven local groups. A paper
is published twice a week, weekly ex-
changes are held during the trade season.
novelties are examined and reported upon
by a committee of judges and a trade coun-
¢il enquires into and decides all trade dif-
ferences.

Since 1750 the cultivation and export of
bulbs have been regularly cairied on in
Holland, says the Journal of the Irish
Department of Ag®culturé. The trade
reached its present enormous ‘proportions
durinz the last decades of the nineteenth
century. ~

The bulb growing industry was first con-
fined to Haarlem and its vicinity, but has
gradually extended “wherever a suitable
piece “of ground was available. In order
to grow bulbs meadows have been trans-
formed and dand dunes levelled. The pre-
paration of land for this purpese is often
very costly, and the value of the best
plots varies from £320 to £500 ($1,557 to
$2.433) an acre,

The export statistics of the industry,
which have been carefully kept since 1897,
show that the total export has very large-
ly increased in the last ten years. The
value of this export cannot now be less
than £800,000 ($3.893,200). England is still
Holland’s best customer. for bulbs, taking
nearly 40 per cent of the total exporti.
The number of bulb exporting firms in
Holland is about 200; there are also over
2,500 growers who®do not export directly
but send their produce through the larger
firms. The number of persons employed
in the bulb industry is estimlated at 4,000.

LARGE LEBACY

Record Bequest for Missionary
Work—Nearly a Million Pounds

‘ (London Mail).
At noon today a emall party of men,
assembled in a room at the headquarters
of the London Missionary Society, in New
Bridget street. E.C., will distribute nearly
a million of money, part of the proceeds

of the estate of Robert Arthington, of
Leeds, who died ten years ago at the age
of 77. The two chief _cipients will be
the Baptist Missionary Society, whose
share is £466,926 11s, 6d., and the London
Missionary Society, who will receive £373-
54t bs 3d. /
These sums constitute a record in res-
pect of legacies for missionary work. The
money must all be spent within the next
twenty years; and as part of the princi-
pal only will be expended each year, and
interest will accrue on the balance, it fol-
lows that the amounts actually devoted
to the missionary objects will far exceed
those already mentioned. .

M:. Arthington the testator, amassed his
fortune, which has realized £1,119,848 158
2d, by shrewd dealings in real estate and
various commercial undertakings. For
many years before his death he lived prac-
tically as a recluse. The simplicity of his
life in no way proceeded from any want
of appreciation of the luxuries and enjoy-
ments which his wealth would have en-
abled him to provide, but was due’ entire-
ly to the self-denial which he imposed up-
on himself for the purpose of making sub-
stantial grants for missionary work.

He was an undergraduate of Cambridge
and a man of high culture. Geography was
an absorbing study with him, in order
to enable him to discriminate in his mis-
sionary gifts; and his knowledge of the
physical and social features of foreign
countries and peoples was very remarkable.
Originally, he was a member of the So-
ciety of Friends, but in the latter part of
his life he became closely associated with
the Baptists, although he did not actually
join that body.

An Appeal to Scotchmen to Send

aforesaid act. \

The committee further suggests that the
granting of free sites, as before mentioned.
at the discretion of the comriion council
be made applicable to those non-competi-
tive manufacturing industries already es-
tablished in St. John, in cases only where
said established manufacturing industries
may require a larger area of land for the
enlargement and extension of their plant
and operations, and in such cases the right,
title. and interest in and to such land upon
which the old industry operated is to be
exchanged with the city for the new site.

The advertising committee also suggests
that the principles of exemption from tax-
ation, already authorized, shall also apply,
in the discretion of the common council,
to the before-mentioned, established, non-
competitive, manufacturing industrie_es
which smay enlarge and increase their
plant and premises, provided, however,
that such exemption shall only be in res-
pect to the enlargement or increase in their
otherwise taxable property.

The family man
is lucky indeed if he does mot mortgage
his office furniture as well as the house
to sufficiently equip the family for correct
and, modish motoring.
" A woman may keep quite warm in a
wool coat, of course, but there is some-
thing in the very appearance of a fur coat
that is attractive and almost irresistible
to a woman. The feminine fancy tends to-
ward the line of a great, shaggy fur coat,
and most women prefer a fur coat of an
inferior grade to a beautiful tailor-made
suit.

The grays absorb all the bleak
tones and throw into bold relief the cold,
pinched faces and frost-reddened noses. Of
course, sealskin is the ideal pelt for the
motor coat. It has a velvet texturg and a
warm-brown color, but there are many wo-
men who cannot afford this expensive pelt.
Hudson seal or French rat makes a very
successful substitute for the real seal and
French women are boldly wearing the imi-
tation pelts. Not a great many years ago
it was considered almost a disgrace {o
wear imitation seal, but then the pelts
were more plentiful than they are now.
Tne French imitations are trimmed with
skunk to a great extent, which gives a
pretty effect.

More skyscrapers are in the process of
construcfion in the lower part of the city.
Where they stand there stood a row of
small brick houses, with their gable elis
to the street.

The workmen could ak
most throw a stohe to the spot where
Fort Amsterdam used to raise its frown-
| ing battlements that citizens of New York

for twenty miles over the second city in
the world; the first sa far as its stu-
pendous slyuctures arve concerned.

dred and twelve fect high, divided iuto
forty-one stories; the Bt. Paul building,
three hundred and eight feet high; the
Times building, four hundred and nine-
teen feet high and the Pulitzer building
over three hundred and seventy-five {feet
high.

The list of buildings which range in
height from t{wo hundred to three hund-
red feet is a long one and is constantly
growing. The new municipal building.
when completed, will be over four hundred
feet high.
