and a motion was made for their expulsion. The 
motion prevailed in the cases of Neal and Ellison, 
but Mr. Bennett an^ Mr. Fearing shared a better 
fate. It was decided that a reprimand would be 
sufficient punishment for them.

Another meeting of the Governing Committee 
was held to consider what action should be taken 
in the quarrel between Mr. Bennett and the waiter.

The following entry is made in David Sim Mar­
shall’s Bible, and signed by “ John Marshall, SL 
Ann’s Point, (Fredericton) Oct. 16th, 1785” :—

“ In memory of the 16th of October, 1785, which 
was so dark at half-past three o’clock in the after­
noon that one could not see another three yards 
distant. It lasted from half-past two till four 
o’clock.”

This Bible was printed in 1767, and purchased 
in 1774.

There stands beside Mr. Marshall’s well a stone, 
weighing about 250 lbs., which his grand-father 
hollowed out and used for hulling barley.

He bought of one party 
last spring 3*000 three-year-old heifers at $9 in 
gold each. Carrnthers à Brother, north of Austin, 
have 60,000 cattle on the plains. O’Brien, on the 
Gaudaloupe, has 35,000 head of cattle. Mr. Lowe, 
west of the San Antonio river, has 40,000 acres in 
pasturage and 120,000 head of cattle. A widow- 
further west has 140,000 head of cattle on the 
plains and sells annually 15,000 beeves. Mathews, 
Coleman & Mathews, Rock port, Texas, have 200,- 
0Ô0 acres of pastnràge and 130,000 cattle. They 
ship annually, including purchases, 30,000 beeves. 
Duvuae & Ellison, San Antonio, drove last spring 
tf Kansas 66,000 cattle, and must have at least 
double the number on the plains. Mr. King, west 
ojf the Nueces river, drove to Kansas 33,000 beeves 
from his own ranch, and sold at $33 per head. He 
has 200,000 acres of pasture, 160,000 cattle, and 
10,000 horses and mules. Mr. Kennedy, his 
neighbor, has 190,000 acres of pasture, 8,000 
horses and mules, and 130,000 cattle. There

Peters. Caleb and Abraham, sons of Gilbert, 
moved to Wéstern Canada, the former in 1807 and 
the latter in 1859. Abraham was killed by the 
falling of a tree in 1861. Elizabeth, Phoebe and 
Mary are still living. The former, who was wife 
of the late James Itobinson, has greatly aided in 
this history. Rev. Benjamin Merritt, son of Gil­
bert and gran4-soh of Robert, owns and occupies 
the homestead.

still there is a very large diminution of the cattle 
op the plain in five years past. I will give yon 
onje of the many instances to show the immense 
profits of this business, when they can graze all the 
year round. (I withhold the names, as it is not 
my province to make public the details of any 
man’s private business.) Four years ago certain 
friends of mine discussed the pasturage question, 
and began to buy and fence in cheap lands. They 
have now 230,000 acres of pasture, are systematic 
in all their business, and opened a stock cattle 
account separate from beef account, debited it #ith 
all purchases of stock cattle (all ages) and credited 
it with all sales from said stocks at the prices ruling 
there. The account shows now $410,000 paid out 
in four years for stock cattle of all ages, and $520,- 
000 sales from said stock with 110,000 cattle on 
hand, worth $6 per head, or $660,000 and the ac­
count out of debt, making $770,000 profits in four 
years, and perhaps did not use over $35,000 cash 
in these purchases. Some others have done as well 
or even better on a smaller scale. The wool grow­
ers are equally as well satisfied with their business 
in the past, though wool is declining, while cattle 

growing scarcer atod higher every year (for 
people will eat), and the vast grazing plains are 
being gradually but surely taken up by email 
farmers emigrating to the southwest.

TIC'KET AC I.NCIKS.
The Si. John agent for the sale of Inter-Colonial 

Railway Tickets has had a snug thing. The Gov­
ernment pay him §1500 a year for selling their 
tickets, besides $100 a year for office rçnt, and 
allow him at the same time t<> sell for rival routes. 
These other railways pay the agent a commission. 
Being certain of his salary from the Government 
his interest lies in increasing his income and work­
ing up the sales of tickets by these rival lines,from 
which he receives commissions. The Government 
Ticket Agent is also sole agent for Western Exten­
sion, 1'ie Grand-Trunk, and several United States 
roads carrying passengers to the West. Within a 
few days past this arrangement lias been the sub­
ject of a good deal of comment in business circles.

^ TOKRYBURN STATION.
Passengers who are obliged to wait at Torryburn 

station complain jof a want of protection from the 
biting cold and winds of this season of the year. 
The station building—a mere apology for a station, 
—has hecn allowed to go to pieces. At the best it 
is a dreary and exposed place wherein to wait for 
the oft delayed trains of the I. C. K., hut at present 
it is particularly so through want of ordinary re­
pairs and attention by the Management. For 
female passengers, especially, it is about the most 
uncomfortable look-out that can possibly be im­
agined. We fulfill a promise to aggrieved passen­
gers by calling public attention to the defects of the 
shanty, and now we trust the Management will 
give the matter their attention.

“ ACCOMMODATION.”
The railway Management, at the request of J. 

& J. Miller <St Co., placed a large platform at the 
north side of the South West Bridge (Miramichi) 
for the accommodation of shippers generally, pro­
mising that the accommodation train should call 
for freight or passengers when signalled. Large 
quantities of fish are now offered at that locality, but 
the uncertainty in regard to the trains calling 
induces shippers, rather than suffer disappointment, 
to haul their freight to Newcastle Station, or three 
or four miles further. The papers are calling on 
the authorities to keep their engagement with 
shi pliers.

PROFESSOR FOSTER'S LECTURE ON. TEM­
PERANCE.

To the Editor of the Watchman.
. The lecture of Professor Foster at the Academy 
of Music was avowedly intended to mould public 
opinion in the direction of repressive legislation in 
regard to the liquor traffic.

The lecturer viewed the temperance reform ip 
“a way of vhis own,” from ^national point, especi­
ally as affecting this Dominion, which he called 
“our Canadian Nation,” showing.how liquor sell­
ing and drinking prevents men from becoming 
good citizens'by depreciating industry, “ stabbing” 
at the intellectual capacity of individuals, as well as 
at their intellectual and moral education in gener­
al, thereby eP*5angering the very life of the nation.

The gist of his remarks were well calculated to 
lead ta the conclnsion that a large percentage of 
the evils afllictiug our Anglo-Saxon society was 

to spirit drinking; that the drinking habits, 
largely, if not exclusively, chargeable to the 

traffic; and hence the repression of liquor selling 
by legislation was the obvious remedy ior the great 
mass of existing evils.

This, it may l>c remarked, is the essential posi­
tion of the m|Witr of men at present prominent 
in the temperance reform, and though Professor 
Foster does not assert the position in the same 
offensively dogmatic way ns some of hisjeo-workers, 
he aims more surely at this result by profusely 
elaborating and illustrating the salient points 
favoring his views, till he can safely leave the 
average listener to draw bis own inference, assured 
that they ean reach no other conclusion but that 
rum is the only evil, and 
•worthy of consideration.

It is to be regretted that the learned Professor 
’ found no time to notice the difficulties which minds, 

possibly as earnest as his own, find in the way of 
carrying out the pleasant Utopian dream of pro­
hibition.
