..uer unrestricted reciprocity Canada
would be obliged to adopt the tariff of
the United States. Messrs.
Weldon and Ellis have
dishonestly attempted to conceal thisim-
portant fact from the electors, and have
sonught to show that under unrestricted
reciprocity Canada would be allowed to
maintain its own tariff. This statement
was made in the Halifax Chronicle and
fell under the notice of the New York
Tribune, the leading organ of the admin-
istration in the United States. That
Jjournal very promptly hastened to cor
rect the error and in its issue of Thurs-
day last, the 12th inst., declares that if
Canada is to have unrestricted recipro-
city with the United States it mustadopt
the United States Tarif. We quote a
portion of the Tribune’s article:—

The Halifax Chronicle makes siate-
ments which appear te meed prompt
correction. It argues in favor of umne

and P be-
tween Canada and the United States,
“‘with each country at liberty to adopt
such tariff as it may prefer,” and re-
presents this, and no more than this,
as the deliberate purpose of one party
in the Canadian contest. If this is the
fact, one party of Canadians closely
resemble the baby which cried for the
moon and got inte a rage because the
meon would not consent to be grasped
This nation has not the slightest mo-
tioun of allowing Canada to opem
the back door as wide as it
may please, while tariff enact-
ments by the United States are
closing the fromt door against sune
dry importations at N.w York and
Boston. If any one is silly enough teo
suppose such a plan is entertained by
Americans he does mot live im this
country, Allsuchrepresentations may
ns well be put aside as utterly and
wildly at varianee with anything
A can be to

adopt.

This ought to settle the question and
to convince our wholesale men that uu-
restricted reciprocity with the United
States willforce on wus the United
Btates tariff with all that this implies.

WHAT THE UNITED STATES TARIFF IS
LIKE.

The United States tariff which is to be
imposed upon Canada will practically
donble the cost of all the better grades of
clothipg worn by our people. Our im-
porters sometimes complain that the
present tariff of Canada is too high
but it is absurdly low compared
with  the United States tariff
revisel by Mr. M:Kinley.
The Canadian tariff on woolen goods, in-
cluding blauvkets, cloths, doeskins, cass-
imeres, tweeds, coatings, overcoatings
and similar goods, is ten cents per Ib and
20 per cent ad valorem. The American
tariff on similar articles is a very com-
plicated affair, but we will take for ex-
ample the duty on blankets, flannels
and cloths which will sufficiently illus-
trate its character :—

Blankets and flannels valued at not
more than 80 cts. perlb. ‘164 cts.

per 1b. 44 cts. per Ib.and 50 per
cent advalorem.

On woolen and worsted cloths, shawls,
etc. valued at not more than 30 cents
perib, 83 cents perid and 40 per
cent. ad valorem.

On woolen and worsted cloths, shawls,
etc. valued at 30 cts. per ib and not
more than 10 cts, per b 38} cents
per Ib and 40 per cent.

On woolen and worsted cloths, etc.
valued at40 cents per b and upwards
44 cts. perih and 50 per cent. ad
valorem.

Our dry goods merchants who under-
stand the application of these figures
will see by this statement what the
United States tariff would do to their
business. To those who have not time
to work it out for themselves the follow-
ing-facts may be stated.

1st. Blankets of the best quality which
pay at the rate of 40 per cent ad
valorem under the Canadian tariff would
pay at the rate of 117 per cent under the
United States tariff.

2nd. Flannels of the best quality
which would pay at the rate of 40 per
cent under the Canadian tarlf would
‘pay at the rate of 138 per
under the American tariff.

3rd. Woolen and worsted cloths of
the best grade which would pay at the
rate of 40 per cent under the ‘Canadian
tariff would pay at the rate of 160 per
cent under the United States tariff.

These figures prove conclusively that the
price of imported blankets, flannels, and
cloths, would be at least double under
the American tariff the price paid un-
der the present Canadian tarif. How
do our wholesale merchants, our mer-
chant tailors and the customers of both
like the prospect ? 5

It is well that we have dream
readers in ministers like Sir John A.
Macdonald and Hon. George E. Foster;
-and the interpretation thereof which such
wise statesmen forsee and give us in the
national address of the first minister,
and Saturday’s exposition of the finance
minister, be unheeded by St. John. We
note that some of the sharpest, keenest.
brightest young merchants and manufac-
tures are working day and night in our
wards for their trade and their future
homes here. We hope every one meet-
ing those will give them a lift of their
heavy load,and they will never have
such a burden forced on them again by
ignorant, designing, unprincipled politi-
cians of the Laurier-Cartwright brand.

POLICE MATTERS.

The Common Council meet tomorrow.
Perhaps the most important item of
business is the consideration of the re-
port of the safety department on police
matters. Since Chief Clark took charge
of the police department things have
not always been conducted to the liking
of the council. Changes have been made
which are contrary to their ides of right.
There have been numerous dismissals
for what appeared trifling causes, while
men charged with serious offences have
to all outward appearances obtained the
confidence of the chief. Whether that
official or the combined wisdom of the
safety department is right could only be
ascertained by a painstaking inquiry
under oath.

The citizens of St. John are only in-
terested in police matters when the
general efficiency of the force is affected.
Judged from his actions Chief Clark is
of opinion that but very few of the older
officers of the department are fit to be
policemen. Carrying out this idea he
has dismissed a number of men without
proper investigation and filled their
places with his own appointments. That
in some cases his selections ha%e been
good goes without saying. That other
men totally unfit for service have been
chosen is equally true. In fact there is
an impression abroad that other influ-
ences than the fitness of the men
have governed the chief in making ap-
pointments. Such at least is the opinion
of the safety department, and in any
event there is one man on the force who
got there by a false statement as' to his
age. This fact has been brought to the
knowledge of the chief, but he has taken
no action that the public know anything
about.

The workings of the force for the past
six months have not given general satis-
faction and are not likely to do so until
some important reforms are made at
police headquarters. The safety depart~
ment has recommended a reduction of
the force. This is not in the public in-
terest and it is scarcely probable that
the department means to make a reduc-
tion, but simply desires to prevent the
chief from creating vacancies without
proper cause. It is not well for the coun-
cil to hamper the chief too much, but it
is extremely desirable that that offi-
cial ‘'should thoroughly  under-
stand, - that, while he i8
an appointee of the local government,
he i8 not wholly independent of the
e¢ommon council, and that it is his duty
to apply the same law to one man in the

BOSTON T0 BE CANAD 'S WINTER PORT, The Destruction ofour

Wholesale Trade.

One of the first results
of unrestricted reciprocity
would be the entire destruc-
tion of our wholesale trade.
Some of our merchants have
in times past complained
that they found it difficult
to compete with Montreal
which having larger com-
mercial houses with more
capital at their disposal ob-
tains an advantage over us.
But whatis the competition
of Montreal compared to
that of New York ? In com-
petition with New York we
®,u1d be literally no where.

ew York in the year 1889
received more than 63 per
cent of the total volume of
the imports of the United
States, while Boston receiv-
ed less than 9 per cent.
Even Boston, wealthy as it
is, could not hold its own
inst New York, and was
barely able to hold the trade
of New England. As to
Portland, with all its advan-
tages of harbor and position,
it was out of the race. Its
imports in :--1889, only
reached the insignificint
value of $906,291 or about
one-fifth of the value of the
imports of St. John for the
same year. During the
same year there were landed
at Portland for transit to
Canada, goods to-the value
of $4,972252 and the
handling of these goods was
the only thing that gave
Portland any business as a
port. If it had to depend
on -its domestic trade it

restricted reciprocity. Now

GLOUCESTER SALT FISHERMAN.
Fleet Promises to be a Large One—Anxe
ious About Bait.

GrovcesTer, Feb. 14.—Already the salt
fishing fleet has begun to fit away, and
it bids fair to be the largest that ever
went from this port in the early western
and Grand bank codfishing.

The cause of this accession to the fleet
is the close season and the failure of
mackerel upon our shore, the growing
scarcity of which has become conspicu-
ous. No provisions have been made, so
far as known, by our government and
Canada to enable American fishermen to
call at Canadian ports for bait, ice and
other articles of outfit they may need
without any molestation.

As the codfishing season is now com-
mencing, the matter of obtaining bait at
Canadian ports is being canvassed, and
the question as to whether the Dominion
gover t will e the d
vivendi is exciting greatinterest. The
American fishermen largely availed
themselves of that privilege last season
although these licenses were not recog-
nized by the Newfoundland gouernment
as in past years, and a license for like
privileges are to be taken at Newfound-
and.

Vessels now fitting away require large
quantities of ‘bait and it being scarce
here and prices extremely high, the
bank fishermen fitting away intended to
R0 to the provinces for a supply.

But the ‘Halifax' Chronicle
makes statements which
appear -to need  prompt
correction. It argues in
favor of unrestricted and
absolute ' reciprocity be-
tween - Canada and the
United States, ¢ with each
eountry at liberty to adopt

Nothing
can ever induce this coun-
try to forfeit or surrender
the industrial * independ-
ence which is the source of
such prosperity here -as no
other land-has ever attain-
ed. If Canadians would
like toshare that prosperity
it must be on condition
that they also share with
us in a large ‘measure the
industrial independence of
other ‘countries.

HIS SIMPLE PLAN FOR REC-
ONCILING ALL DIFFER-
ENCES.

By Giving up Everything to
the Americans, Including
Our Flag and Constitution

[From the Globe, Dec. 14, 1887.]

There is one simple way by which
the whole trouble over the fisheries
and all the other troubles on this
continent between Great Britain and
the United States can be settled. We
invite Mr. Chamberlain’s attention to

-1it as being simpler than reciprocity,

restricted or unrestricted, than com-
mercial union, than anything else that
can be proposed, and that is by a pol-
itical union of Canada and the United
States. By union of this kind, all the
great interests of the American nation
and the British colony will become
one to the immense benefit of the
mother country, to the advantage of
Canada, and to the satisfaction of the
United States. The people will then
have one common interest, and Great
Britain will be strengthened where
she is now weak. She is now weak
because, as against the United States,
Russia, France or any other power
with a navy, she would have to de-
fend these colonies in case of war.
She would be strengthened on this
continent by the fact that five mil-
lions of loyal Canadians would be-
come citizens of the United States, and
they in all matters would give the
preference to the mother land over
every other land but their own, as
Canadians do to-day. What is there
to keep these two people apart,

quarrelling over the petty questions
which they quarrel over,whether they
shall fish on this side or the other of
a three mile line, whether they shall
charge each other two cents duty on
old tin cans, whether they shall be
governed through a government re-
sponsible to a parliament or directly
to the people ? They speak the same
language, they have the same litera-
ture, they worship around the same
altars, they have the same aspirations,
they intermarry, live in each other’s
lands, visit each other at their homes,
in their fraternal organizations, and
are so near alike in every way that
they cannot tell wherein they differ.
Why are they apart? Whatever was
the original cause, the reason for sep-
aration exists only as a sentiment to-
day. Let any reasonable man soberly
ask himself the question what cause
exists for a dividing line and he can-
not answer it to his own satisfaction.

To the Canadian full of nationall;
aspiration and seeking national life,
where can he secure it as he can in
the United States? If he think over
the matter at all he must reflect how
foolish it is for generation after gen-
eration of Canadians to toil slowly up
the hill that leads to national inde-
pendence when they can at once, by
removing the boundary line,enter into
the full citizenship of an American,
with all that that opens before them
in science, in law, in literature, in
politics, in the work of religion, in the
national greatness which appeals to
the higher nature of man to fill up
the measure of the best work he can
do for mankind and for God.

The need of England at this mo-
ment is that the difficulties between
the United States and herself shall
be settled. But, it seems that Can-
ada is not willing to make the con-
cessions which England thinks she
should make in the interests of the
empire, and which the Americans say
should be made in the interests of
fair play and justice. Let the diffi-
culty then be settled in the way we
have suggested. Canada will lose
nothing, for all that she has will still
be hers, and she will have entered the
sisterhood of states and the brother-
hood of nations. England will have
gained the settlement of the disputed
question, and have secured the eter-
nal friendship of America, while Am-
erica will have added five million
people to her population, a great area
to her territory, and will have settled
all the questions left unsettled be-
tween her and the mother land at the
close of the revolutionary war.

Let Mr. Chamberlain take this
matter up from this standpoint.
There are men by tens of thousands
in Canada to-day who do not favor
political union with the United States
because they believe that England is
opposed to it. Mr. Chamberlain
himself, as a disinterested spectator,
must see what our_ true interest is,
and whither our steps are now tend-
ing. What is England’s view of the
matter? How would England regard
the settlement of the question on the
lines here suggested? Is there any
way by which he can speak and in-
terpret for us the voice of the nation?
“] see”—said the English tribune,
John Bright— “a brighter vision be-
“fore my gaze * * * [ see one vast
“confederation stretching from the
“frozen North in unbroken line to the
“glowing South, and from the wild
“billows of the Atlantic westward to
“the calmer waters of the Pacific
“main—and I see one people, and one
“language, and one law, and one
“faith, and, over all that wide con-
“tinent, the home of freedom, and a
“refuge for the oppressed of every
“race and of every clime.” This is

the voice of a great Englishman. Is
it the voice of England?
