Seal-Annual School Examinations.

Wc continue 'bur report of the Middle 
District School examinations held last

On Tuesday morning (29th) the semi-an­
nual examination of the pupils of the Gram­
mar and High School,under Mr. I. B. Oakes, 
commenced at 9.30. The Trustees pre­
sent were Messrs. F. F. Winslow and Wm. 
Murray. (There were also present during 
the day the Rev. Mr. Forsyth, Rev. Mr. 
McKeown,. Messrs F. J. Letson, D. Fer­
guson, Dr. J. S. Benson, A. W. Paterson 
aud quite a number of ladies.

The school-room was tastefully decor­
ated for the occasion by the pupils, with 
festoons of evergreens, mottoes etc.

This school has 45 pupils of both sexes 
on the roll, the average attendance being
35.

The proceedings were opened with devo. 
tional exercises, after which the pupils 
sang “ Murmuring Sea ” with good taste 
and effect ; the singing at this school is 
unusually good.

The French Class was first called upon, 
and read and translated an extract from 
Gil Bias (selected at random by one of the 
vjfcitors) very fairly, after which they 
parsed a number of sentences in a satisfac­
tory manner.

The 3rd. Arithmetic Class was examined 
in Fractions, the changes in Position of 
Scales, such as from the nonary to the 
octenary, and from the quartenary to the 
decimal ; also in Mensuration, such as 
finding the contents of solids, multiplica­
tion in duodecimals, &c. A number of 
questions in practice were also given, the 
class appearing throughly at home iu their 
work.

On the class in Botany being called up, 
Mr. Oakes explained that during the past 
6 months the pupils had gone as far as 
page 84 in the text book, “ How Plants 
grow,” (Gray’s Botany,) and they had en­
deavored to illustrate the study as they 
proceeded. The members of the class 
then explained the growth and structure 
of flowers, which they shewed by the aid 
of natural specimens to the visitors. Mr. 
Oakes stated that the pupils had gone out 
into the fields, and classified many speci­
mens unknown to them before. Several 
of the pupils explained the germination of 
flowers and gave descriptions of roots and 
leaves. They also shewed the specimen 
books in which specimens were neatly 
pasted, illustrating the different forms and 
classes of leaves. They were then ques­
tioned as to the growth of flowers and 
fruit. Miss B. Ferguson explained with 
the aid of the blackboard, how she made 
out a specimen of the mallow. Miss 
Davidson, Charles Blair and Albert Pat­
terson also gave similar explanations.

amined in Mythology, and General His­
tory aud answered questions very readily 
and correctly.

The 2nd Arthmetic Class on being call­
ed, worked questions in Profit and Loss, 
which were explained at length, also in 
Allegation, V'ul>e Root etc., working their 
questions on the blackboard with great 
readiness.

In the Geometry Class, Albert Pat­
terson demonstrated the 69th, 83rd, 43rd 
and 51st propositions on the blackboard 
and Chas. Blair the 70th, 71st, 34th and 
54th, propositions of WormeU’s Geometry, 
supplying their own demonstrations, as 
there are none given in this Text Book. 
These problems ami propositions were 
selected by Rev. Mr. Forsyth.

This closed the morning proceedings.
AFTERNOON.

There was a good attendunce of visitors 
in the afternoon, many of whom had been 
present in the morning. The proceedings 
were opened by the pupils singing “ Cold 
the blast may Blow”, with their usual

The 2nd Composition Class was called 
and gave definitions of the woul “ Com­
position ” in the first place, and afterwards 
of sentences, phrases, and clauses of 
various kinds, both of simple and complex 
sentences, also the various rules relative 
to the formation and punctuation of sen­
tences.

The 2nd Algebra Class answered readily 
a number of questions in this branch 
which were selected by Rev. Mr. Forsyth, 
several questions were worked upon the 
blackboard by different pupils, while 
others worked them on their slates.

Of the Latin Class there я ere only two 
members present, one of whom, Chas. 
Blair translated one of Horace’s Odes, 
Book II, afterwards scanning some of the 
verses. Another verse was scanned by 
Albert Patterson, who afterwards read and 
translated the 6th Ode in Book II. Both 
boys then parsed briefly. The examiners 
were the Rev. Mr. Forsyth aud the Rev. 
Mr. McKeown who appeared to be well 
satisfied with the result.

A recitation entitled “Many, ” was given 
very nicely by Mias Minnie Coigley ; an­
other recitation “The Difference,” by 
Miss Maggie Mo watt followed, both being 
well received.

The Class in English History was ex - 
amined by Mr. Oakes, on the period ex­
tending from the 1st invasion of the Ro­
mans to the end of the reign of Richard 
1st. The answers were accurate and 
prompt.

Miss Bessie Fçrgusou now 
hymn “ Rock of Ages”, in Latin, in 
a manner which justly elicited applause.

The members of the 1st. Algebra Class 
explained a number of difficult problems, 
selected by visitors present which they 
had been working on the blackboard.

A Dialogue, “The Unfortunate Scholar” 
was nicely given by Misses Florence Kelly, 
Ettie Loudoun, Annie Davidson, and 
Bessie Creighton.

Mr. Oakes briefly announced that there 
would be three prizes given on nearly the 
same principles as those imposed on the 
Trustees by the Board of Education, 
namely for deportment general profi­
ciency and regular attendance.

Prize—Maggie Mowat, the Netr 
Dominion Monthly, for 1 year worth $2,00, 
presented by Miss Jane McCuIly.

Another prize, consisting of fret saw and 
patterns, worth $1.50, given by Miss Jane 
McCuIly, was awarded to Ernest McKay, 
for superiority in Algebra.

A prize of a cut glass inkstand worth 
$1,20, was awarded to Willie Snowball 
for greatest improvement in writing. 
Presented by Mr. F. E. Winslow.

The Rev. Mr. Forsyth in presenting the 
prizes, said he was very much pleased 
with what he had seen, and heard, and he 
trusted the pupils would continue their 
progress. They would see by the distri­
bution of the prizes how important it was 
to have different objects in view, as both 
learning and good deportment were made 
the necessary conditions of success. This 
was the object of a broad education ; he 
y as pleased with the proficiency in 
Algebra and their improvement in gram, 
mar, and he believed they were all in 
earnest.

Mr. A. W. Paterson said he had much 
pleasure in endorsing the sentiments of 
the Rev. gentleman who had just address­
ed them. It was nearly a decade since he 
first attended an examination at this
school, and in former years they were not 
pleasant to attend, on account of the 
want of disciplina. He was pleased to 
see the efficiency displayed that afternoon, 
the pupils when right, seemed to know 
that they were nght. This was the great 
secret of He also noticedsuccess.
that those who won prizes had been 
diligent and punctual in attendance. He 
was glad that they had gone back to the 
old system of granting prizes for proper 
conduct, proficiency and regularity of at­
tendance. In conclusion he congratulated 
them on their marked improvement, 
generally, especially those who had been 
attending the school for the last five years. 
From what he had seen he thought the 
school was fully entitled to rank as 
a Grammar and High School, and he 
was glad to see that some of the pupils 
were preparing for the University. He 
trusted that at the next examination 
the attendance of visitors would be lar­
ger.

In conclusion it may be added 
cerning the prize list, that there 
several pupils who had almost an equal 
number of marks with those who obtain­
ed prizes. The award was based on the 
highest attainable number, 95, and be­
sides those who stood highest, the fol­
lowing deserve honorable mention ;—Thos. 
Marquis, Bessie Creighton, Bella Mc- 
Laughlan, Stafford Benson, Bessie Car­
michael and Maggie Perley.

PRIMARY DISTRICT NO. 1.
On Wednesday afternoon the examina­

tion of the Primary School in District No. 
1, in charge of Mr. Simon Crumley, was 
held in the school room, St Patrick’s 
Hall.

F. E. Winslow Esq., was the Trustee 
who attended ; there were also present 
the Rev. Mr. McKeown, A. W. Paterson, 
Miss K. Williston and Miss C» Alexander, 
and a number of pupils from the other 
schools.

The children of this school range from 
the ages of four to fourteen ; the number 
on the roll is 73 and the average attend­
ance is 46. There are no girls.

The pnpils, though some of them are 
very young, seemed generally lively and 
intelligent and are divided into three 
classes. They were examined in Read­
ing, Writing, Arithmetic, Grammar Dicta­
tion and Mental Arithmetic and showed 
very satisfactory progress. - •

An amusing incident of the afternoon 
was a spelling match in which two boys, 
John S. Hickey and Thos. Steele selected 
their respective- sides. An obstinate con­
test ensued, in which the ranks became 
very thin until the victors John J. 
Hickey and a few chosen followers remain­
ed.

At the conclusion, Mr. F. E. Winslow 
addressed the pnpils, who he said, though 
very young, had made considerable pro­
gress, and their general proficiency was 
satisfactory. He trusted when they got 
into their new school house they would 
make still greater progress.

THE ADVANCED DEPARTMENT.
The examination of the Advanced De­

partment in charge of Miss Williston com­
menced at 2.40 on Wednesday morning 
the 20th inst, in the Academy building, 
the room being nicely decorated by the 
children with evergreens mottoes and 
pictures for the occasion.

The pupils entered, singing a march, 
the effect of which was heightened by the 
aid of a drum beaten by one of the boys. 
After the children had taken their places, 
devotional exercises were conducted by 
Miss Williston, the children singing, “Try 
to be like Jesus.”

During the morning there was a large 
number of visitors, the Trustees present 
being Messrs. William Murray and F. EL 
Winslow. There were also the Rev. Mr. 
Forsyth, Rev Mr. McKeown, Messrs. F.

The first exercise was a number of 
arithmetical questions involving the 
practical application of the elementary 
rules, which the pupils readily worked on 
their elates.

Class A were next given three arithme­
tical questions, in fractions which they 
worked out correctly.

Class В read selections in prose and 
poetry from the 4th book, and were fol­
lowed by Class A in a selection from the 
5th book, “The Chemistry of a candle.” 
The reading of both classes was very

The В Grammar Class was examined 
in “ Grammar and Analysis,” and after­
wards parsed very creditably.

A Recitation, “ Infantine Enquiries ” 
was nicely given by Mabel Murray.

Class В shewed some very good speci­
mens of drawing on their slates.

The Senior Grammar Class was re­
quested to analyse three sentences given
on the blackboard, and was afterwards 
required to parse the different words. 
The class acquitted itself very well.

A Dialogue, “ Temptation Resisted ” 
was spiritedly given by Ernest Murray, 
Clifford Wyse, and M. Snowball

The В Class was examined in Geo­
graphy, principally that of Nova Scotia, 
and New Brunswick, Miss Williston re­
marking that the school possessed no 
maps of the United States. The class did 
very well.

The Senior Geography Class followed 
aud was examined in South America, its 
boundaries, nationalities and physical 
features. The pnpils were also examined 
on the geography of the West Indies, and 
a number of questions were put to them 
by the Rev. Mr. McKeown, the progress 
shown being generally satisfactory.

A valued correspondent, whose at­
tention has been directed to the subject 
of our farming interests by our recent 
remarks thereon, writes as follows 

“In yonr issue of the 17th Oct. I was 
pleased to see so much space devoted to 
the farming interests, with so many ap­
propriate remarks and also in yours of the 
24th., with an extract from the Freeman.
It is encouraging to the farmers to know 
that there are at least two valuable jour­
nals espousing the cause. Although the 
fanner has many drawbacks to contend 
with, such as failure of crops, and a long 
winter season to feed their stock, yet we 
must admit that there are failures in all 
other branches of industry as well.

“I will not^pretend to advocate 
demn the acts of any Government on the 
scheme of Immigration, but I find that the 
most of the settlers under the Free Grants 
Act, in the Rogerville settlement are get­
ting on remarkably well When there, 
about the first of last month, I 
much surprised to see the improvements 
going on. There has been a new road 
about a quarter of a mile long made from 

of hi* Carleton Station to the settlement. It 
was built by Government grant under the 
supervision of Mr. Thomas Doolan and as 
it was the time they expected the Com­
missioner with the money, he was looked 
for daily. As far as I 
the making of the road ] cost about two 
hundred dollars ($200). I Now, Mr. Edi­
tor, to show what may be done through 
pe reeve/an ce I may state as follows : tbe 
settlers to whom I allude are all French, 
principally from Buctouche and Shediac, 
being the stfrplns population of overgrown 
districts. They are now, most of them, 
settled between two and three years, hav­
ing complied with the terras of the Free 
Grants Act, whereby they receive a License 
from Government to cut and dispose of the 
lumber on the lands allotted to them to 
enable them to make a livelihood. Their 
crops looked better than we have them in 
our older cultivated districts. They pro­
duce beans, potatoes, indian corn and 
buckwheat in large quantities, and the 
best wheat and oats I have seen this sea­
son. The land is good, and I think there 
is no doubt that through time it will repay 
the industry of the husbandmen. I do 
not suppose any good would result from 
inviting our young men from town to take 
new farms, but I would ask all yonng men 

|from the country who intend^ to make a 
living in the Province, to he cffèefnl in the 
selection of good land, even though it be 
in out-of-the-way places, and if they work 
they have a chance of becoming indepen­
dent.”

We commend the above letter to our 
readers who are disposed to use their 
pens in a good cause. A more general 
diffusion of the kind of matter 
which it contains could not but result 
beneficially to many who need informa­
tion and encouragement as aids in es­
tablishing themselves in the country.

* What has been done at Rogerville may 
be done in hundreds of other places in 
different parts of the Province, and it is 
a matter of profound regret that so 
many young men may be found loiter­
ing about our streets, doing worse than 
nothing and spending their lives with­
out credit to themselves or families, 
when they might be making homes on 
free lands, with every prospect of be­
coming good and useful citizens. The 
Government might very profitably em­

The mounts of Condamine and Fonte- I 
nelle remained—one on the right, the 
other on the left. That part of the disc 
beginning with 60° was becoming quite 
mountainous. The glasses brought 
them to within two miles, less than 
that separating the summit of Mont 
Blanc from the level of the sea. The 
whole region was bristling with spikes 
and circles. Towards the 60° Philolaus 
stood predominant at a height of 6,650 
feet with its elliptical crater, and seen 
from this distance, the disc showed a 
very fantastical appearance. Lands­
capes were presented to the eye under 
very different conditions from those on 
the earth, and also very inferior to 
them.

The moon having no atmosphere 
the consequences arising from the ab­
sence of this gaseous envelope have al­
ready been shown. No twilight on her 
surface ; night following day and day 
following night with the suddepness 
of a lamp which is extinguished or 
lighted amid profound darkness,—no 
transition from cold to heat, the tem­
perature falling in an instant from boil­
ing point to the cold of space.

Another consequence of this want of 
air is that absolute darkness reigns 
where the sun’s rays do not penetrate.
That which an earth is called difusion 
of light, that luminous matter which 
the air holds in suspension, which cre­
ates the twilight and the daybreak, 
which produces the uvnbrcв and the 
penumbroE, and all the magic of chiaro- 
oscu.ro, does not exist on the moon.
Hence the harshness of contrast, which 
only admit of two colors, black and 
white. If a Selenite were to shade his 
eyes from the sun’s rays, the sky would 
seem absolutely black, and the stars 
would shine to him as on the darkest 
night. Judge of the impression pro­
duced on Barbicane and his three friends 
by this strange scene ! Their eyes 
were confused. - They could no longer
grasp the respective distances of the Now we are blinded with light and 
different plains.
without the softening of the phenomena 
of chiaro-oscura could not be rendered 
by an earthly landscape painter : it 
would be spots of ink on a white page 
—nothing more.

This aspect was not altered even 
when the projectile, at the height of 80°, 
was only separated from the moon by a 
distance of fifty-five miles ; nor even 
when, at five in the morning, it passed 
at less than twenty-five miles from the 
mountain of Gioja, a distance reduced 
by the glasses to a quarter of a mile.
It seemed as if the moon might be 
touched by the hand. It seemed im­
possible that, before long the projectile 
would not strike her, if only at the 
north pole, the brilliant arch of which 
was so distinctly visible on the black 
sky. '

Michel Ardan wanted to open one of 
the scuttles and throw himself on the 
moon’s surface. A very useless attempt ; 
for if the projectile could not attain any 
point whatever of the satelite, Michael, 
carried along by its motion, could not 
attain it either.

At that moment,at six o’clock the lun­
ar poll appeared. The disc only pre­
sented to the traveler’s gaze one half 
brilliantly lit up, whilst the other dis­
appeared in the darkness. Suddenly 
the projectile passed the line of demar­
cation between intense light and ab­
solute darkness, and was plunged into 
profound night.

The transition was so sudden, with- 
shade, without gradation of light, 

without attenuation of the luminous 
waves, that the orb seemed to have 
been extinguished by a powerful blow.

In the interior, the obscurity was 
complete. They could not see each 
other. Hence the necessity of dispell­
ing the darkness. However desirous 
Barbicane might be tq husband the gas, 
the reserve of which was small, he was 
obliged to ask from it a fictitious light, 
an expensive brilliancy which the sun 
then refused.

After a whole night of 
watching, it is fair to build ourselves up 
a little.”

the experiment which we dared not at­
tempt, when we were drowned in the 
sun’s rays ? ”

Mount Helicon, 1,620 feet high, and 
around about the left rose moderate 
elevations, melomng a «mall portion of 
the “Sea of Brins,” under the name of 
the Gulf of Iris.

And more, 
Barbicane found himself carried to a 
greater distance than the most powerful 
telescopes had ever done before, either 
that ot Lord Renee or that of the Воску 
Mountains. He was, therefore, under 
extremely favorable conditions for 
solving that question of the habitability 
of the moon; but the solution «till 
escaped him ; he could distinguish 
nothing bnt desert beds, immense 
plains, and towards the north, arid 
mountains. Not » work betrayed the 
hand of man ; not a ruin marked his 
course ; not a group of animals was to 
be seen indicating life, even in an in­
ferior degree. In no part waa there 
life, in no part was there an appearance 
of vegetation. Of the three kingdoms 
which share the terrestrial globe between 
them, one alone waa represented on the 
lunar, and that the mineral.

Towards four in the morning, at the 
height of the fiftieth parallel, the dis­
tance was reduced to 300 miles. Tg 
the left ran a line of mountains caprici­
ously shaped, lying in the full light. 
To the right, on the contrary, lay a 
black hollow, resembling a vast well, 
unfathomable and gloomly, drilled into 
the lunar soil

This hole waa the “ Black Lake ; ’’ it 
waa Pluto, a deep circle which can be 
conveniently studied from the earth, 
between the last quarter and the 
moon, when the shadows fall from west 
to east.
